The Ups and Downs of the Market, with the
Range in Frices of Leading Articles.

CHICAGO, Oct. 16.—There was but httle
animation to the wheat market to-day.
Trading was of a rather restricted charac-
ter, and the only noticeable feature was the
selling of December by a prominent trader
at 8214¢, and the buying by the same party
at 82¢. There was some selling credited to
New York, but dealing was confined prin-
eipally to floor traders.

Some Good Recipes.

Apple Jam.—Select nice winter apples
(Spitzenburgs are the best), pare, core and
chop; make a syrup of the same tLuanti_ty
of sugar, ga fresh lemon ana fresh white
E“?Fer. not shredded tine, add apples and

oil until the fruit looks clear and yellow.
This can be canned or not.

Grape Marmalade, Amber Color.—Sepa-
rate the skins and pulp of the grapes and
cook the pulfs until the seeds separate;
strain it, and to four quarts of ﬁp add
two guarts of sour apples; measu after
cooking, the grated rind of three good
lemons and nine pounds of sugar; let it get
hot before the sugar is put in, and cook for
half an hour after it begins to boil.

Sweet Pickled Cucumbers.—Take lar
vellow cuncumbers, pare them thin, take
out the cores and soak in salt-water two
days, then pour over them boiling water
and let them stand over night, and they
are ready for the pickle, w ich prepare
thus: For each quart of sharp vinegar take
one pint of hot water, two coffeecups of
sugar, .one tablespoonful each of ground
cinnamon, cloves, allspice, mace or nutmeg.
Add one handful of raisins or m tgnpea.
Scald all together. and boil ey are
easily penetrated with a fork.

Spiced Baked Pears.—Select handsom
smooth-skinned pears, and pretty-colore
ones, wash clean, and place them in a
baking-pan, and over them sprinkle one
pint of sugar and add a |§nt_of water, then
cover with another baking-pan until
tender. Have ready., boiling hot, one
quart of good, pure vinegar, into which
ove quart of granulated sugar, teaspoonful
each of bruised cloves and cinnamon
bark have been stirred. When the pears
have been bottled, pour over the hot syrup,
and seal. If care is taken these pears wi
when opened, look natural and tempting.

Cold Tomato Sauce.—Half a peck of ripé
tomatoes, peeled and drained through a
colander, twenty-four hours, then made
fine. Put to them ong¢ small teacupful of
salt, one cup of sugar, one cupful of white

This sauce is fit for imme-
diate use.

Now is the tiine to go to thefield and pick
corn. In half a day one hand can pick
enough so make ten bushels of seed corn.
Every bushel is worth §1. This would
make a valuable halfday’'swork. The ears
shounld be hung up l;i the husks until well
dried, when they ould be laid away in
some dry room  where there is no extra
moisture or very hard freezing. Such corn

will save the farmer much vexation next-

spring, besides saving him many dollars,
No farmer should let another week pass
without securing his seed corn.—Iowa State

Salt is seldom given poultry, under the
supposition that it is injurious, which is
true if the salt is given in large quanti-
ties; but recent experiments proye that salt
is necessary to a himited extent, as hens
will lay more eggs and remain in good con-
dition by allowing salt than if it is with-
held entirely. The proper mode of tgiving
salt to poultry 1s by seasoning the soft food
allowed the hers.

If soft-wood unpainted floors are mopped
with a small quantity of very hot water,

and thoroughly wi they will be far

whiter than 1if soak and vigorously
scrubbed.

When ready to serve a g‘elly or cresm that
has been set in a mold set the mold in tepid

‘water or wrap a warm cloth about the mold

for a moment. This will loosen the jelly.
