from abroad, which started the “"shorts” to
covering and completely changed the tem-
per of the ulation for a time. The
anxiety over tEo high rates for money prev-
alent yesterday led to a weak feeling at the
opening, which was made at concessions
from last night’s figures of from g to Aq per
cent.. and the pressure ca some er
slight declines in the early trading. The
sudden flood of buying orders from London,
however, checked the decline, and, as it
was continued, the “shorts” became fright-
ened aud went into cover, which soon gave
a strong tone to the market, and prices rose
materially before the close of the first hour.
Northern Pacific preferred was the feature,
rising from 717% to 7814 on utterances of Mr.
Ives in which he asserted that he owned
as much stock as berore the election, and
that he had every confidence in the new
board. The trusts were specially strong at
the announcement of the application of the
American Cotton-oil Comgany for an in-
crease in capital, with the utterances of
Mr. Thomas leading to the impression that
the Trust was to come into the new corpora-
tion. The money situation again came to
the front after 12 o’clock, and the same”
tactics, as usual, being employed, the rate
on call was run up to 15 per cent., which
checked the advance, but the undertone of
strength was such that little impression
was made npon prices ontside of a few spe-
cialties. The most marked movement was
in St. Paul preferred, which was offered
down, in the absence of buyers, but most
of the loss was recovered later. In the last
hour there was a renewal of the buying,
and, under the lead of Missouri Paecific, a
material recovery took place. The close
was dull, but finn at close to the
best prices of the day.

Effects of Tight Money--Volume of Trade Con-
tinues to Increase —-Prosperity Noted.

NEW YORK, Oct. 18.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of trade says: As before,
the money market is the one point of anx-
iety. Rates are higher, but perhaps appre-
hension has somewhat lessened, as the
senseless ery that the pressure was only
manipulated has given place to a more ra-
tional understanding of the reality, and
consequnent limitatious of thedemand. The
country stiil calls for money largely, bat
reports from nearly all interior centers of
enpply show that the supply is cousidered
ample for commercial needs. There is finn-
ness and increased demand at Kansas City,
and some stringency at Cleveland, but with
an eagier tendency. At Milwankee the
market is brisk at 7 per cent. At Philadel-
phia customers are supplied at 6to 7 per
cent.

The volume of trade econtinues large,

bank clearings exceed last year,
railroad earnings are encouraging
and cast-boun shipments from
Chieago are heavy. At Chicago the dry
goods trade for the week falls below that
of the mrmpondin:f week last year, and
receipts of wool and lard fall oft one-half,
but coal receipts are larger, and receipts of

rain and provisions show a good increase,

t. Psgl rejoices in the movement of “Min-
nesota’s largest crop,” and railroad reports
indicate that Northwestern lincs are

' choked with the enormous receipts from

farms. Cleveland notes activity in all
lines, with small sales of ore becanse un-
#old supplies are scarce. There is little
activity in coal at Pirtsburg, but glass-
works are busy at old prices; iron aud steel-
works are all busy, with prices well held,
and the coke outpnt at Connellsville is re-
Rot‘ted in excess of demand by but one

a.r’a work each week. The ironm trade is
still healthy, Southern furnaces seeming to
have well sold up, and though an ofler
of a Lehigh wvaliey braud No. 1 at
$16.50 is reported, the quotation for
pig-iron is £17 to §18. Bar-iron is not as
firm as other forms, and the surprisingly
hoavy demand for plates and structural
forms is for steel rather than iron. Rails
are quoted at $51.50, with sales for the
week, 57,500 tons. An ofter for 5000 tons
American iron, to be shipped to Scotlaud,
failed because freights were too high. The
ship-yards on the lakes are to be very busy
next season, contracts for thirty-live ves-
gels, with a tennage of 67,300, heing uoted.
