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How John Lyle King Saved a Ruined
Merchant During the Great Fire.

A Novel Incident That Brought Joy and Relief
to a Party of Union Soldiers on Their
Way to Libby Prison.

Many years ago John Lyle King, a brill-
jant geniuns, was the best known young
man 1n Madison, this State, For a quarter
of a century of more he has been a well-
known lawyer in Chicago. In s youth,
as now, he was addicted to the fiddle, and,
it is said, the treasure he yet holds nearest
his heart is his mellow old fiddle. The

other day a reporter of the Chicago
Tribune, knowing John Lyle King's weak-
ness, enticed him into a reminiscence.
“My fiddle,” said Mr. King to the group of
listeners in his office, “has even saveda
a man from a suicide’s grave.”

“A violin that saved a man from suicide
is interesting,” suggested a young fellow
too eager for the tale.

Mr. King started up and flushed.

“It was not a violin,” be said, botly. *“A
violin is a Jewd thing, the work-piece of an
enervated race, thesport of concert-halls. I
never had a violin i my life, but I've
played a fiddle all my life.”

The young feliow sank back abashed, and
Mr. King went on more mildly.

“1 sn‘ggoae ] am a bigger man than Nero.
Nero fiddled while Rowe was buarning, but
the Rome fire wasu't half as hot as the Chi-
cago fire. Wheun it came 1 had my office on
Dearborn street, and my fiddle was there,
I saw that there was no chance to get my
poor goods out, so | put my dddle in a bhag
and started for the Tribune office. It was a
fine old fiddle, a hundred years old, Lreckon,
and mellow with its years. The Tribune
bad a tire-proof building and 1 wanted to
put my fiddle within its walls, wlere it
might be safe. I got to the office just after
the iames had reached the building. There
was no structure on earth that could be
proof against sach a blaze, and while I was
entering the fire was attacking the roof.
I hurried away up Madison stroet. At the
corner of State, right in front of where
Buck & Rayner's drug store now stands, a
man was leaning against a lgwmp-post. You
cannot think of a more dejeected tigure. He
was a State-street mervhant, don’t
remember his npname if 1 ever knew
ir., His bhonse and furniture and his
shop had been swept off gthe face of
the earth as a writing on a slate might
be erased by a wet spounge. The things
that made his home pleasant—the little
goods he had worked and fought for—were
in rnins, burying the teader associations of
his life. He heen separated by the fire
from his wife and children, and he reason-
ably thought they had perished in the fur-
nace that was biazing l':t in the south, No
wonder he was dejected. I stopped beside
him. For a mome did not see me. He
was dazed and he looked half mad. Then
..!i%ht came into his eyes, and he put out
his hands. ‘King, old man,’ he said, ‘give
me a tane on your fiddle” 1 took the old
chap out of the bag, resined the bow, and
shook out *‘The Rocky Road to Dublin'
You've all heard the ‘Rocky Road/’
but you mever heard it
that. The old fiddle just sang and
danced. The air was thick with smoke,
the blaze from the burning buildings not a
block away singed my coat, and we could
hear the boom of the falling timbers above
the melody. But | sawed ont the' ‘Rocky
Road,’ and the man 1 pla{ﬂd it for traveled
it with me to the end. Then he gras{)ed
my hand and roared: ‘Old man. God bless
yvou, you've saved my life. [ was going for
the lake. I'll look for my family now. 1
put my fiddle in the bag again and started
north with him. He left me at Illinois
street to hunt for some relatives who lived
on the North Side. 1 ufade for the lake
shore and slept that night with the fiddle
unaer my head.”

“Have you ever seen him since?!’ some-
body asked. .

“No,” Mr, King replied, sadly, “I never
met him from that day.” _

“I knew John Lyle King,” said General
John Cobnrn, “and that reminds me of an-
other fiddle story that illustrates the won-
derful power of the musiec that can be got
~ont of one. It happened in 1863, in Lynch-
s hnrg._\'a.. oug before the Chicagotire.

would bring hfm a fiddle. In a short time
one was brought, and the Colonel, who
* was an accomplished player, began his per-
formances. is art was unknown to the
most of us. He was a genius in his way.
He had been a dancing-master, portrait-
painter, hotel-keeper, horse-racer, editor
aud adjntant-general of his State,

“His first scrapings on the catgut and tun-
ing of the instrument atiract but little
attention. Butsoon all talk ceased, There
was & loose board about six feet long in the
room; this was given him as the seat of
honor, one end resting an the washboard.
His andience had the ficor.

“He began to sing and play ‘The Merry
Mountain Drovier Boy,’ an old-fashioned
country love song. He eaptured the crowd
with that. Then came ‘The Arkansas
MTraveler,” with the story. I am snre it was
never played and told in better style. Then
WAr SODgs were atmﬁ. in which many
joined. At last his fiddle grew wild. The

olonel forgot himself, and then came
reels, cotillions, schottisches, polkas and
waltzes. Shaking the light fantastic toe
followed; singing and clog dancing, hoe-
downs and waltzing ‘chased the glowing
hours with flying feet.’

“The prisoners were free; the captives for-
got their misery; the homesick drank a bi
wine-cup of joy;: and the gallant old Colone
sat there, with his back braced against the
wall, with his magic hiddle-bow the wild
notes jumping, darting, and flying, or
sweetly and sadly. long drawn out; wailing
and sighing, hike the Folian harp under the
fingers of the North wind. It was sorcery,
and the old magician eu{u}-rd it more than
any of us. His body sleeps now in the
cemetery at Kacine, and he has gone where
the good fiddlers go.”
