Freight Trade a Little Off.
Tho train records nbow that 422 fewer

loaded cars were handled at Iudianapolis
in the week ending Oct.l9than in the week
preceding, and, going back to the years
1SSS and 1887, tho corresponding Treeks, the
exhibit this year is even more unfavorable.
The only way to account for the decrease
this year is the difficulty in getting cars
for the through business. Both east and
west there is a large demand for cars, and
but few empty cars are moving in any di-

rection. Eastern shipments of grain aud
live stock would certainly be much larger
were the cars to be had to carry the busi-
ness offered. West-boun- d the tonnage is
running ahead of last year, as it has since
Sept. 1. Shipments of coke, coal and rail-

road supplies are soraewbat heavier, but
the largest gam is shown in merchandise,
the rapid growth iu the Southwest,
the West and the Northwest call-
ing for large supplies of dry goods, grocer-
ies, etc North-and-8ou- th roads continue to
do an excellent business. Shipments of
furniture, machinery and provisions South
are steadily increasing, and with the busy
times with the Northern car-wor- ks immense
quantities of Southern pine aro being
shipped to tho Northern markets. Cotton
begins to come forward in-large- r quanti-
ties. Shipments of live stock for export
are still a feature of the business from this
section. Local business is very active.
Every car which can be commanded is
pressed into service, and the local freight
men are troubled to get their freight out as
promptly as thev desire. Working at
night and on Sunday is now the rule at
nearly all the city freight depots. The
unusual increase in the local tratlic will
fully ofl'set the decrease in east-bou- nd bus-
iness.

PLAIN TARIFF TALK.

A Clear Definition of the Protective System
Advocated by the Republicans.

Senator Sherman, at Cincinnati.
What is a protective system? It is that

system of tariff laws which levies duties
npon imported goods to produce the reve-
nue necessary for the support of the gov-
ernment. It is a tax so levied upon foreign
products as to induce the people of this
country to manufacture their own things,
to build up their own industries, to manu-
facture and raise things from the farm and
to produce everything necessary for human
life Now, let us go a littlo further. What
is the amount of those imported goods, and
what are they! We imported during the
last year 740,000,000 worth of goods. Do
we levy tax upon all these goods alike. Not
at all. Why, if we would levy a uniform
tax of about SO per cent, on these goods it
would yield us nearly $240,000,000 a year,
enough for our purposes, but the injustice
of that would be that wo would levy the
same rate of duty on both coffee and tea
and things of that kind, that are a neces-
sity in every household, as we would upon
silks and satins. Therefore it is, when
levying these duties, we divide them into
three great classes.

First, we take thoso articles which can-
not be produced here on account of our
climate, and because we have not the facil-
ities for their production they are mainly
articles of food, the chief of them being
coffee, and tea, and things of that kind.
Well, we take these articles which we can-
not produce, all of them, some of them be-
ing the base of our own manufactures,
necessary for our operations, and we make
those free of all duties, and now to-da-y

and you may be surprised at this fact when
I tell it to you wo admitted into this coun-
try this year a greater amount of goods
that paid no taxes whatever nnder our
tariff laws than the entire imports into this
country prior to 1800.

If they want free trade we have given
them free tratje in two hundred and forty
millions of productions the things which
enter your household, the things that aro
necessary for every family, and we make
them absolutely duty free, so that more
than jOne-third'- of all tho imported goods
pay no duty at all.

That's the kind of free trade I'm in favor
of. That isivt what our Democratic friends
want though. The next classification is
this: We select from among tho other arti-
cles such articles of luxury as liquor,
cigars, tobacco, silk, satin aud furbelows,
and all those articles of luxury. We say
that these being articles of luxury imported
from foreign countries consumed by tho
rich, wbj we will levy on those things a
pretty high tax, a tax higher
than any other, and therefore it
is that on goods like these, worth
eleven hundred and twenty millions of
dollars, wo levy seventy millions a year, or
more than one-thir- d of all tho entire reve-
nues in customs on these luxurious articles,
no part of which are . bought by the people
of this country except those who are rich
and luxurious aud have the means to pay.

There is another rule. With respect to
all the others, amounting to a little less
than one-hal- f, we tako article by article
and levy such duties on these articles as
will enable our own manufacturers to build
up the manufactures of this country, diver-
sifying our industries and manufactures at
home. That is, all the tariff-protectio- n

needed to American industry where a duty
will give protection to home industry. A
duty on articles of luxury, and no tax at
all on that great mass of articles neces-
sary in every household, which are ad-
mitted free.
