Interesting Report from an American Contul
Concerning a Great German Factory.

Washington Piecial to St. Louis Globe-Democra- t.

X'ousuLD. J. Parrello. of Dusseldorf,
Germany,-- has submitted to the tttrte
Department a report concerning the
celebrated Krupp run-wor- ks at Es-
sen on;i the Ruhr. The report
is quite interesting, particularly in view of
the recent intimatiou that the plant of this
establishment may be removed to this coun-
try. It is not likely, however, that any
such change is in serious contemplation, for
tne worKs nave been considerably enlarged
since the death of the elder Krupp in July
1SS7.

At present there are 5,C05 persons em-
ployed in the works, including the coal and
iron miners. Recently there have been
erected two traveling cranes, said to be the
largest in the world, and in one of the gnn-sho- ps

a number of monster guns are in pro
cess or completion lor tno Italian govern-
ment for coast defense. These guns are
about forty feet long, weigh 2.000 pounds
e.ich, and it is estimated will cost 1 a
pound or $223,000 each. They are breech-leade- rs

of eighteen-inc- h bore, with heavy
rims or bands separately placed on the
breech end, and are said to be the largest
guns made.

'Upon the death of the elder Krupp,"
says the report, "it was feared by many
that the great establishment would not infuture enjoy that reputation and prosperity
which it . had for the last twenty years so
well maintained, but to the surprise of
many his only son assumed charge with the
same spirit of energy and business-lik- e
management that made his father so famous
throughout the world, and iucreased busi-
ness,, and prosperity have attended his
efforts;. His lirst act after the death of his
father was to donate to the city of Essen,
now a place of abont 70.000 inhabitants, the
sum of 200,000j marks for public improve-
ments, the next act being the creation of a
fond of 1,000.000 marks for the benefit of
poor, sick and disabled workmen who had
devoted their lives to his and his father's
service, the providing of a pension for thesupport of those who should meet with
accident while at work in his employ, aud
further assurances of steady employment
,to deserving workmen, with fair wages, ad-
vantages of a home in his village, low rent,
including benefits in the purchase of neces-
saries of. life from an established commis-
sary, and care of physicians, attendance
free if disabled. Such interest shown has
rendered it an easy matter to get the best
and most skilled workmen at reasonable
rates of pay. That this mode of treatment
has resulted in much good to the works
was'-'-verified during tho recent labor
troubles in western Germany, it being ob-
served and remarked that while 100,000
Workmen from a majority of the large es-
tablishments surrounding Krupp's, under
tiifl'erent organizations, were on strike,
and while all work at the mines and said
establishments was suspended, the Krupp
works kppt on the even tenor of its way
undisturbed.
r,tThe Krupps are at work for most of thegreat powers except France, and have more
contracts than they can fill. Protected by
iiumerous patents, and with labor-savin- g

machinery, they are turning out every
character and class of steel and iron work
known1,' viz.: guns, cun carriages in im-
proved' forms, includine the famous gun
for coast defenses, said to be the largest of
the kind manufactured. When applied to
recently to purchase for Germany the
patent.? of the Pneumatic Gun-carria- ge

Company of Washington, they declined on
the ground that they had better machinery
of their own invention. In reply to a recent
proposition for a number of first-clas- s guns
from a certain party, they refused tbe workat a loss of large profit, under information
secretly obtained that the guns would ulti-
mately land in France. That the Krupp
establishment has its secret agents In every
important country there is little doubt.
This was demonstrated in a measure during
the recent visit to thisofheeof an ordnance
officer of the United States army. This
gentleman came to offer the works a con-
tract for about $25,000 worth of gun ma-
terial at their own price. The otter was
promptly declined, with the information
that tho works would only contract for
complete guns in large quantities. They
were fully advised of the officer's visit,
kne w the character ofJiis orders, his de-
parture from home, his arrival here and all
abont his business in general, and, further,
refused him the privilege of inspecting any
part of the works. Access to this establish-
ment has been denied of late to every sight-
seer, and only those are admitted having
business and under charge of an atten-
dant."

Contradictory Testimony of the Han
Who Saw the Buggy at the Cottage.

He Admits Having Lied About the Identity of
Coughlin, an Alleged Cronin Murderer

Polic3 Officers 03 Witnesses.

Chicago, Nov. 7. The first witness called
to : the stand this morning in the Cronin
trial was Coroner Hertz. He testified that
ha held an inquest on the body of Dr.
Cronin in Juno last, and identified the
trunk as the one that was brought into his
ofDce by the police.

William Mertcs, the milk-ma- n, was next
railed. Ho was asked: "Do y on remember
3Iay4lasti"

;Te3, 1 do. I was on the east side of Ash-

land avenue, near the Carlson cottage,
about 8:S0 o'clock. I saw two men drive up
to the Carlson cottage in a buggy. When
I was abont fifty or seventy-fiv- e feet from
the cottage the buggy was just in front of
'the cottage, and it stopped. One of the
iellows got out of the buggy, and went up
to the front gate, and through it, and up

'the front steps. It looked to me as thongh
iie had eonie key, or something like that, in
Ins hand,' and that he opened the door him-ael- f.

As soon as that fellow stepped in the
ether fellow turned the horee around and
lrove away- - just as quick as he could.

1 die... not take any notice of the
"fellow that went into the house to see
whether he had a hat or cap on,
but I noticed he had on a dark brown over-
coat. 1 could see-- the face of the man in
the bncgv better. There was gas-lig- ht

there on the corner, and it was lieht."
'How near were yon to him at that time!"

''Oh. just from the street to the sidewalk,
"as I was very near the Carlson cottage.
When they stopped I was about seventy-liv- e

feet away. 1 went on walking towards
them. I went sonth to the grocery store on
the corner of Ashland avenue. I was there
about half an hour. When I came back
again I heard somebody nailing in the cot-
tage, as if they were nailing boards to-
gether. I heard them when I was half a
block away."

Yes."

"Do you seo them now?'
"Yea, sir. That one (indicating Knnze)

was the one that was driving the wagon,
and that big one there (indicating Cough-
lin) looks like the. fellow that was going
Into.the house."

On cross-examinati- on the witness was
BOoii'confuM'd by the questions which were
rapidly fired at him. Ho said he remem-
bered the 4th of Hay pretty well, and it
was a clear night. This statement was
contradicted by his testimony several
times, but the milkman finally recovered
from his perplexity and reiterated his orig-
inal story, aud said to the cross-examini- ne

lawyer: "If I am here to swear, I will
swear to what is right about it."

"Will you swear positively that this man
(pointing to Kunze) was the man that was
sitting in the buggy?" asked the examining
attorney.

"Yes," answered the witness.
"And the other man was Coughlin, here!"

'"Yes."
Further cross-examinati- on elicited the

act that 'the witness did not see the face
xf the man who got out of the buggy and
"entered the Carlson cottage, and that his
Bubseqnent identification of Coughlin in
the county jail was by a view of his back,
which resembled that of the man who went
Into the cottage. Witness admitted that
lie had told the cross-examini- ng counsel
that he could not identify Coughlin, but
caid he had lied to get rid of being both-
ered, because be was not ready to tell any-
thing about it. and because the polico told
liim not to tell anybody about it.

Policeman G. J. Loreh re-to- ld the story
of finding the key of the trunk ir the Carl-
son cotratre. as told by officer Hiatt vester--
tlay. It developed nothing new.

Assistant Superintendent Frank Murray,
of the Pinkerton agency, was called, aud
said that on the afternoon of the day after
Xr. Cronin disappeared, Mr. Conklin. with
"whom Dr. Cronin lived, employed the
agency in the case. The witness went to
1 Sullivan's house and had a talk with
liirn. O'Sullivan denied that he had sent
any one" with his card to Dr. Cronin the
night before, and related the story of his
engaging Dr. Cronin to attend his men,
substantially aa it has been told hereto-
fore.

The next witness was ex-Poli- ce Captain
JSIichael J. Schaack. He testified at length
concerning a conversation he had with
Patrick O'Sullivan on May 28. Sullivan
said he had known Cronin six or seven
jars; that he was first introduced to him
at a meetiusr of the Irish National Brother-
hood last March; that after it was over
.Justice Mahouey, of Lakeview, Dr. Cronin
.and himself took a drink together. Sulli-
van refused to give the names of all those
.present, on the ground that it was a viola-
tion of the laws of the society to reveal any

vof its proceedings, or to say who were at
the meetincs. Captain Schaack. then went

. over the old story, as told him by O'Sulli-
van. of tbe contract with Cronin about at-
tending O'Sullivan's ice men. O'Sullivan
Admitted that he had never had an accidentto one of his men, and the Captain's ques-.tio- us

to him were intended to show an ad
mission that it was unreasonable, that
tinder such circumstances ho would pay $50
Sot the ice season, which he says were the
terms agreed on. O'Sullivan, however, the
Captain said, insisted that he thought it a
rood thing to do. The former admitted
that he had talked with Coughlin about
Kunze. Captaki Schaack identified the
trunk as the one seen by him at the Lake-vie- w

station. Ho took somo of the blood-saturat- ed

cotton in it and took it to a chem-
ist for analysis. He also identified the
lock and key heretofore shown as belong-
ing with the trunk. In reply to a question,
the witness said O'Sullivan had told nim
lie was with his ice wagon all day on the
4th of May, and that ho did not leave his
Louse that night.

On cross-examinatio- n, tho Captain said
'he had known that Coughlin and Kunze
were working together before O'Sullivan
mentioned Knnze's name. They were
vorking together without witness's con-

sent. It was in connection with ferreting
out an attempt to blow up Lynch's dis-

tillery with dynamite. It was in relation
to a horse, O'Sullivan said, that he wanted
.to ask Coughlin concerning Kunze. CouglT--li-n

and Kunze went to Peoria about the
beginning of the year. Knnze said he saw

'the man who threw the bombat Lynch's
'distillery, and it was to catch him, they
said, that they went to Peoria.

The next witness was Gerge W. Hubbard,
chief of police of the city of Chicago. He
testified to taking possession of the bloody
trunk as soon as the coroner had exhibited
it to the jury, and that he had put it in
charge of the custodian ot property. Sub-
sequently itwastakeuto the grand jury,
and analytical chemists, representing the
State, were allowed to take specimens of
the cotton and blood stains from it. The
witness then identified the trunk, the pail
and the lock and key. He also identified
Burke as the man brought from Winnipeg
under his supervision. The'attornev for
the defenso attempted to cross-exaini-no the

"witness on matter that had not been al--
- luded to on tho direct testimony, but the
court would not permit it.

- Acting Captain Schuettler was tho next
witness. He did not touch" upon new
ground until a section of the Carlson cot-
tage tloor was exhibited. He identified it
and the foot-prin- ts in the paint as similar

He said he had in his
possession the hall llooringand the shut-
ters of the house, and that the paint on

cron-examinati- on of the witness was com-
pleted the court adjourned.

They Adopt the National League Con- -

- tract, Yithout the Keserve Clause.

Failure to Complete an Organization Belief
that the New League Has Struck a Snag

Position of Clartson and fiadbourne.

New York, Nov. 7. The Players' Na-

tional League is still in embryo. The meet-
ing of the Brotherhood of Ball-player- s,

which has been in session at the Fif thave--.
nue Hotel since Monday, adjourned to-

night until Jan. 7, without making a per-

manent organization of the new league.
The convention, after a short recess, at 3

r. m. was called to order, with the purpose
of starting right out to establish the league
and choose its figure-head- s. That the pro-

ceedings would come to an end at night-
fall was not dreamed of, and when the del-

egates appeared and announced that an ad-

journment had been taken until January,
those people in the hotel corridors inter-
ested in the "matter were, to say the least,
surprised. John Morrill had been appointed
by the convention to give tho news of tho
proceedings to the press, but what he dealt
out was of such a vague character that
gathering of the news entailed considerable
uilliculty.

The first thing done at the meeting was
the adoption of the contract form. It was
stated that the reserve clause had been
eliminated, and that the term of service
had been increased from one to three years.
The contract was not exhibited, and all
who inquired whero it was were informed
that it had gone to the printers." The
original agreement, which was signed by
the players some time ago, underwent con-
siderable change. It was decided that
every club should be run on its own basis,
and that a club could issue $20,000 or S200.-00- 0

worth of stock, as it saw tit. No club
should be responsible for the losses of
another.

A most important chanpe was that which
provided a division of 60 per cent, of the
gate aud 6tand receipts. In the old League
the virtiting clubs always got the "bniall
end of the 1" while under this now
arrangement, the clubs, whether visiting or
at home, will ebare and share alike. It
was decided that tho prize money i&iO.OUO)

should be raised bv a tax of $2.Mx) ou each
club, aud that $7,000 should gi to tbe club
finishing first in the championship race, and
tho rest divided among tho others in pro-
portion.

John Ward was elected temporary secre-
tary in place of John Morrill, who said, he
would be unable to attend to the duties of
the otlice owing to a trip that he had to
make West. The new secretary was author-
ized to receive proposals for base-ba- ll sup-
plies. Al Johnson retains his position as
temporary president. The following were
appointed a committee to draw up a consti-
tution and arrause all the preliminaries of
permanent organization: Col. McAlpin,.
John Addison, Henry Love, Al Johnson and
Ed Hanlon.

One of the things that occurred in the
convention and was kept very secret was a
dispute over an attempt to elect a perma-
nent secretary. There were two candidates,
Harry Wright, of Philadelphia, and Frank
Brunnell, of the Chicago Tribune. Brun-ne- ll

was elected, but the convention was
probably advised by a lawyer that the elec-
tion of officers without a constitution was
illegal, as it was said that the action was
rescinded.

It was said in the corridors of the Fif th-aven- ue

Hotel to-da- y that the players had
not met with the nearty on ex-
pected. Telegrams were sent to Clarkson
and Kadbourno at Boston, yesterday, ask-
ing them to take somo stock in the players'
national league, but neither made any re-
ply. It is said the changes in the original
agreement were made on the advice of enii-ne- ut

lawyers, who thought the first agree-
ment resembled too much a trdst or corpo-
ration.

J. Palmer O'Neil, who is interested in the
Pittsburg club, spoke disparagingly of the
new league. He said there were any num-
ber of young players anxious to get a
chanco to enter the old League who were
in every way equal to the players at pres-
ent before the public.

On Monday the board of directors of the
National League of Base-ba- ll Clubs will
meet at the Fifth-avenu- e Hotel, aud on
Wednesday next the annual meeting of
that organization will be held. The Asso-
ciation meeting will also bo held on
Wednesday. It is said by some who are
well informed on National League matters
that no attention whatever will bo naid to
the action of the Brotherhood, and that the
business of the convention will be trans-
acted as before.

New View, on the Subject Taken by a Catholic
Organ Xo Need of Civil Authority.

Baltimore, Md., Nov. 7. On the Ques-

tion of the temporal power of the Popo the
Catholio Mirror this week takes ground
that is somewhat new to the Catholic press.
The Mirror says: "We think wo voice the
intelligent sentiments of American Catho-
lics when we say that it is not desired to
interfere with the geographical lines that
now define the boundaries of the kingdom
of , Italy. Tho kingly prerogative that
formerly inhered in the pontificate in rela-
tion to the temporalities that constituted
tho papal dominions is neither essential
nor indispensable to the spiritual authority
or spiritual dominion ot the Pope. The
Holy Father has no absolute need for ex-
tensive territory wherein to wield the

'power and exercise the rule of an
earthly kingdom. The transfer of
those states that constitute the
temporal possessions of the church from
the control of the papacy to that of tho
secular power of Italy, cannot be regarded
as a deprivation afl'ecting the spiritual in-

terests of the Catholic world. It was never
contemplated that the maintenance of tho

was to depend upon the revenuesSapacy from temporal possessions of any
kind. It is the business and duty of the
Catholics of the world to properly support
and maintain such a system as is necessary
to carry on tho government of the church.
The perpetuity of the church's mission does
not involve tho possession of temporal
power in its old sense. But while Catho-
lics do demand that the sovereign poutilt
shall enjoy absolute freedom in tho exer-
cise of his spiritual authority, he must not
be subject to anv secular power, nor de-
pendent upon any."

The recent landing at Milfnrd Haven.

Wales, of the City of Kome has created
much interest In shipping circles. At lirst
it was given out that this was simply au
experiment which would probably not be
repeated, but it now anpears that Milfoid"
Haven is destined to play no small part in
transatlantic commerce.

In former years it was thoncht no ob-
stacle to the voyage across the Atlantio
that a stop should be made at Queenstowu
for a few hours, or that the vo3age up the
channel should be slow so long us the time
from Sandy Hook to Queenstown harbor
was rapid. It is the time in traveling this
distance that is given in all steamship
records, and not from the New York docks
to those at Liverpool.

Latterly the competition has become so
great that steamship companies aro no
longer satisfied in giving a quick trip across
the ocean proper, it is now desired to re-
duce the tinio from New York to London to
the minimum, and it is for this purpose
that Milford Haven is being considered as
a termiual point for transatlantic V03-age- rs.

Docks havo been built at this port
at an enormous cost to which the steamers
can tie up at once. Having tho tedious trans-
fer by lighter at Liverpool.

On this side of tbe water Mr. Corbln has
long had his eye on Montank Point, the ex-
treme eastern end of Long Island, about
125 miles east of Sandy Hook, an port, and
it is quite likely that his plan will soon bo
carried out. Then in the next few years,
on going to Europe, the traveler will take
the train at Brooklyn, arrive at Montank
Point in three hours, take a steamer for
Milford Haven, which will occupy about
five days and a half, and seven hours later
be at his hotel in London.

Very soon it will be1
possible to attend the service at St. Paul's
Cathedral, in London, on a Snndav morn-
ing, and attend vespers at Trinity Church,
New York, the next Sunday evening.

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MISSIONARY JIAKTVRS.

Heroic Priests Starting for Almost Certain
Death Devoted to God.

Paris Letter.
Some days ago a gronp of young Catholic

priests lett Paris to replace the mission-
aries who had died at their pom in foreign
climes. A little while before their de-
parture, in the Foreign Missionary Chapel,
took place a scene in its simplicity grand
as those that characterized tho lirs tapes
of the church. These heroes, who bavo
chosen a career in which the eacrifico of
their lives is almost certuin. at the foot of
the alter, before God and their brethern,
took the oath to remain faithful to their
work until death. And the missionaries of
the future, one after the other, ap-
proached the Partants, embraced them with
jealous enthusiasm, then prostrating them-
selves, humbly kissed their feet, while was
sung with exaltation "Quam speciosi pedes
evangelizantiuni paceni evaugelizantiurn
bona' The work of the Partants was
founded in 18S5 by woman, tho Vicomtesse
tie Saint-Jea- n; she accepts only French
priests, and every your hundreds of theso
knock at the door of the Mission House, in
the Kuo du Bac, where they are always re-
ceived and kept during their probation a
period of four years. Tho day of their
ordination they learn that in ono week
they must leave Paris, their destination
to be known only the night of their de-
parture. About a year are required
ior the cup port of these missionaries,
and these $3),000 are the result of alms
and labor. Alms mean one dollar a month
for each one of the faithful, besides oiler-ing- s

of every kind. The Vicomtesse do
Saint-Jea- n has transformed her honso,
Boulevard des Invalides. into a vast work-
shop, where every Tuesday, from 8 o'clock
in the morning until 6 o'clock in the even-
ing, twenty ladies bearing historical
names mend and make vestments for these
missionaries. Not long ago the Mission
House received a silver dinner service, and
accompanying it was this letter: "I send
you this silver, used by my husband and
rovsclf during forty years of happiness.
Will your missionaries pray for the conver-
sion of a son, alas! too far lrom our Lord!''

An octogenarian priest wroto: "I do not
wish to die possessed of money I send yon
all I have. 200 francs!" Often the gifts
come from very humble sources; yesterday
we received a pair of socks wrapped in
thick grey paper, on which an nnpracticcd
hand had written: "I beg the missionary
who receives these socks to remember the
poor little domestic who knit them with
great joy, thinking they would serve for
the feet of an apostle of the Lord."

The "Martyr's Room" in the Mission
House is tilled with instruments of torture.
There is the iron collar worn by Father
Borie; the collar by means of which his
persecutors broke his spine before cutting
oft' his head. There are the knives and
thumbscrews that hacked Father Marchand
in pieces, the large knife with which Father
Chapelet's neck was sawed, and the cage
from the top of which Father Cornay was
suspended by the hair, his feet not touch-
ing the eartb. After this suspension the
murderers cut oil, one by one, arms and
legs, and at last the martyr's head. Besides
there are chains and cords, knives and
swords without number, all having served
for the torture and death of these voluntary,
martyrs. Some go to China, some to
Africa, but the last who left Paris went to
Patagonia.
