THE PESTIFEROUS GYPSY MOTH,

An Orchard-Destroying Imsect Brought to
This Country by an Over-Zealous Naturalist.

——g—

BosToN, Nov. 19.—Prof. C. H. Fernald,
the Swate Entomologist, has just made the

important discovery that an over-zealous
naturalist has added to the drawbacks of
this country a new and dangerous pest in
the shape of the famous gypsy moth of
Eunrope. This insect has for ages ravaged
the finest orchards and vineyards of Europe
year after year, despite the systematic ef-

forts to destroy it, and is ever on the in-
crease. Sev years ago, M. Traivilat, a
Frenchman interested in silk culture, im-

rted from Europe several specimens of

e moth to experiment with, and a pair
ﬁ“ away from bim. They multiply so n?-

ly that now a hmncnqn of the State is
being overrun by m. For a long time
the new leaf-destroyer could not be discov-
ered, but now Professor Fernald has lo-
cated the offenders. Unfortunately noth-
ing can be done now until the spring, when
the fly is hatched. Itbegins to eat at once,
and while in the caterpillar state grows to
the length of six inches. In this state it
does all the damage. It is of a brownish
color, with bunches of hair growing from
each side and four lines of colored spots ex-
tending its eantire length. Two of these
lines are of red spots and the other half of
red and half of blue, The State will take
energetic etforts to stamp it out.

HEAVY EAINS IN TIHE EAST.

o

Bridges Washed Away and Railway Trains Dis-
continued in New York and Pennsylvania.

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.—Heavy rains have
caused many streams in New York, New
Jersey, Peunsylvania and Maryland to
overflow their banks, and a number of
towns have sustained considerable damage
from the floods. Traflic on the Erie rail-

way was stopped to-day by washouts near
Elmira. The lower portions of that city
are iuundated, and the Northern Central
railroad is blocked by washouts and land-
slides. One freight train was wrecked by a
landslide, and engineer Delanev bad a leg
broken. Several bridges have been carried
away aronnd Elmira and Hornellsville.
Lehigh Valley railway trains are delayed.
Canisteo is partly inundated by a rise of
the Canisteo river. Railroad traffic there
is suspended. Several railroad bridges
in Penvsylvania have been washed away,

compelling a discontinunance of traina.

The storm is very soverealong the Jersey
coast. The pier at Long Branch is in dan-
ger, and the blufis and bulkheads in that
part of the coast have been badly damaged.
_ At 10 o’clock to-night the river at Will-
iamsport, Pa., had reached the fifteensfoot
mark. At Clearfield it was at twelve feet
and at a standstill. Lycoming creek was
this evening within two feet of the June
flood mark at Cogan Station. Bridges 1, 2,
8, 18 and 19 on the Northern Central rail-
road have been carried away, and the run-
ning of all trains has been abandoned.
The Philadelphia & Reading railroad are
running trains to Montgomery. The bridge
at Munchie of the Reading road is disabled
as well as the Philadelphia & Erie bridge
at Montgomery. It i1s feared that the
Market-street toll-bridge at Williamsport
will be washed away to-night. The water
is still rising and will probably reach
eighteen feet before morning.

FONSECA'S MANIFESTO.

Address to the People of Brazil Announcing
the Fall of the Imperial Dynasty.
R10 DE JANEIRO, Nov. 18.—The manifesto
of the republican goyernment of Brazil is
as follows:

“Fellow-citizens—The people, the army
and navy and the provinces have now de-
ereed the fall of the imperial dynasty and
the suppression of the monarchical sf'atem.
This patriotiec revolution has been followed
by the formation of a provisional govern-
ment, whose first mission is to guarantee
order, liberty and the rights of the citizen.
The formation of this government, until &
defivite government has been named, has
been made with full regard to the most
competent material. The government is
simply composed of temporary ageunts, who
will govern and maintain peace, liberty
fraternity and order. The attributes and
extraordinary faculties invested are for the
defense and integrity of the couuntry and
the preservation of public order. -

*The provisional government promises to
use all means in its power to guarantee se-
curity of life and property to all the in-
habitants of Brazil—native and foreign—
and respect for individual political
opinions, excepting the exigent moditica-
tions necessary for the good of the coun-
try. The army and unavy, the ordinary
functions of the Department of Justice,
the eivil and military administrations, will
continue under their existing organiza-
tions, and respect for those holding posi-
tion will be maintained. The Senate and
State Council are abolished, and the
Chamber of Depnties is dissolved. The
ﬂrnviaimml government recognizes aud ac-

nowledgesall national compromises under
the late government and all agreements
with foreign powers. ‘I'he public debt, in-
ternal and exterpal, will be respected; also,
all existing contracts and obligations made.

“DEoporRO FONSECA,

“Chief of the Provisional Government,”

Emperor Dom Pedro mmade the following
reply to the communieation of the new
government informing him of his deposi-
tion:

“In view of the address handed me on the
17th inst,, at 8 o'clock r. M., 1 resolve to
submit to the command of ecirenmstances
—to leave with all my family for Eurupe
to-morrow—leaving this beloved conntry
which I have tried to give firm testimony
of my afiectionate love and my dedication
during nearly half a century as chief of
state. I will always have kindly remem-
brances of Brazil and hopes for its pros-
perity. D. PEDRO DE ALCANTARA.

“To the Provisional Government.”

The King of Portngal has offered Em-
peror Dom DPedro the use of his palace
at Lisbon. The provisional government
delivered to the Emperor a draft for
500 contos, to enable him to live well and
independently of the donation previeusly
mentioned.

The Minister of Justice has taken posses-
sion of his départment, having declared be-
fore the President and Ministers of the
Supreme Tribunal his adbhesion to the new
order of things, Like declarations have
been made by all generals and magistrates,
The National Guard and most of the promi-
pent public men in all the provinces are in
accord with the present course of events.
Peace and order prevail everywhere.

Candido Oliveira is still a prisoner.
Count d’ En has resigned. He is likely to
leave Brazil.

Dr. Valente's View of the Situation,

WasHINGTON, Nov, 18.—Dr. Valente, the
Brazilian minister, to-night received the
following telegram by way of London:

“The Brazilian Bank of Rio de Janeiro
telegraphs the Brazilian Bank of London:
*‘The provisional government appears to
have iuspired confidence. Perfect quiet
reigns. The rc-Lmhlic has been accepted by
Rio and by the northern and sonthern
provinces, Everythine is quiet. The gen-
eral opinion is that the republic is quite
gecure.’”

The minister said that bhe thought the

Hamburg report of bloodshed was non-
sense, These two telegrams were later in
date, and were direct contradictions of the
report of fighting in the streets. Dr.
Valente was asked to explain how
it was possible that such a change
of government would take place without

any scrious trouble between the snpporters
of each party. He said that it was due to
the fact that the Brazilians were extremely
hiberal and tolerant. Any one could ex-
press openly his views on ﬂolitics or relig-
ion, and no one would take ofiense, Re-
publicans and Monarchists were friendly,
and it did not shock either side to hear crit-
icisms passed. The people were peaceful,
and nobody wanted to tight. When people
were educated up to this point of tolera-
tion, changes of government might be
bloodless. The Emperor, Dom Pedro, was
too just a mau, and had too much horror of
bloodshed, to enconrage fighting.

The minister was quite well satisfied that
there would not be any bloodshed, “Why
should there be?” said he. *“The personal
rights of all persons are respected. The
manifesto which you have just read me is
very liberal. The provisional government
will maintain order until a new election
takes place, when the voters can decide the
matter.”

He did net think there would be
any disintegration of the Brazilian terri-
tory. The provinees had generally ac-
cepted the republic, which would new be
fn\’ernvd very much like this conntry.
Heretofore the dprm'inces had been partly
independent and partly under the direction
of the central government. Now each
province will direet its own lras! affairs,
while the general government, <schall
the provinces would have a vo. |, wonld
direct national affairs. “l look upon the
republie,” added the minister, “‘as an ac-
complished fact.”

Until instructions are received from the
new government the delegates to the pan-
American and maritime con s will
abetain from participating in their deliber-
ations. The minister has not yet been
directed to request recognition of the new
order of things.

The State Department has instruncted onr
representative at Rio de Janeiro to keep it
well informed of affairs in Brazil and is
closely watehing the progress of events. No
instructions have vet been sent as to recog-
nition of the new government.

There is said to be no exactly analogous
case to the present one npen which to Em
a precedent for official action. It mayv be
that Brazilian affairs will adjnst them-
selves 80 as to raise no question of the
}:roper diplomatic course to be pursued.
“ortunately the sitnation is uncomplicated
by any bleodshed or damage to American
interests.

The Princess and Her Unlucky Papal Gift.
Washington Special.

Since the days of Eve woman has had a
haud in neariy all important events of the
world. She played no small part in the
downfall of the Brazilian empire. accord-
ipg to Rev. Dr, Chamberlain, who is now in
this city. For twenty-seven years Dr.
Chamberlain was a missionary in Brazil,
and had exceptional opportunities for

learning the feeling of the le on pnblie
as well as religrous mtmwlfut li‘pht. in

apeaking of the revolation in that country,
he said: *A very gotent cause is the Prin-
cess. 8he married a French Prince, who,
Mimto Brazil, lost no opportunity for
snnb the people. He was a natural
enob, and in his eyes a Brazilian evidently
amounted to but very little, and the fact
that the army Las gone over to the revolu-
tionists seems to me to have resulted from
the Princess’s attitude. Two years ago the
Princess, during Dom Pedro’s absence from
the conutry, freed all the slaves of Brazil,
and took the entire credit for that action.
As a matter of fact, there was a very gen-
eral sentiment throngbout the limits of the
country for the abolition of the slaves, and
they felt that it was not exactly just ior
one person to assume the entire virtue of
an act that was made possible by them.
Not only did the Princess assume the credit
of the aet, but through her it reverted to
tbd Cathelic Church. )

“The Pope, ns soon as the slaves were lib-
erated, nptollia blessing to the Princess and
bestowed upon her the golden rose, an
houor the church reserves for but very few
of thoses whose acts it approves, it was
then that the people reminded the Princess
thet the golden rose brought ill-luck with
it, and told her to bear in mind that Queen
Isabella, of Spain, and the Empress
Josephine, of France, had each had the
same honor bestowed on them, and that, as
they, she would be deposed.”

Rumors of Blooedshed,
Paris, Nov. 19.—The Figaro says that
merchants in Hamburg have received dis-
patehes from Rio de Janeiro stating that a

movement has been started in that city

for the reatoration of Dom Pedro and that

fighting has occurred iun the streets be-

tween the Monarchists and Republicans.

THE FRENCH CHABMNBERS.

Speeches by M. Floguet and M. Tirard, Fol-
lowed by a Victory for the Government.
Paris, Nov. 19.—M. Floquet, President of

the Chamber of Deputies, delivered an ad-

dress to the Chamber to-day. He declarea
that he would endeavor to sink all person-
al predilections, and assured the members
of the Chamber the liberty of the tribune,

All France, he said, had manifested a de-

sire that concord should prevail among her

representatives, and he, therefore, sp-
pealed to all the forces of democracy to
rally around the Republicans.

M. Tirard, the Prime Minister, also ad-
dressed the Chamber. He said: “Universal
suffrage has finally been crowned with
trinmph, the democracy, by the recent
elections, inviting all Frenchmen to unite
under the banner which the republic hay
raised above parties, and which from this

day forward is above attack. France has
spoken. She has not only signified that she
intends to icaintain, fortify and develo

the instituticns whick she has founded,
but she has resolved that the republic shall
maintain. & stable goverument, secur-
ing order, progress and respect
at home and abroad.  Taught
by recent experince, we think that
such a government must not show weak-
ness nor remain disarmed in strugglin

with those who refuse to bow to the will o

the majority, so often'declared. The elec-
tions have manifested above all else
France's resolve to enter upon a definitive
era of calm and labor. We therefore pro-
pose to put aside questions irritating and
dividing men’s minds, and to direct our
whole attention to the solution of problems
of economy and social justice.”

Continning, he promised reforms that
wonld render the ngunuistmtion of justice
cheaper, The budget for 1891, he said,
would show a real and solid equilibrinm,
Publie works, harbors, canals and railways
would be expedited, and there would be re-
forms in land and liquor taxation. Refer-
ring to the treaties of commerce expiring in
1892, he said that the economic regime of
France would necessarily oceupy an 1m-
portant place in the labors of the House,
and “that chambers of commerce and arts
and agricultural associations wonld soon
hevaneniied and invited to gaide the gov-
ernment 1n the diflicult task of deciding
the tarifls, o d

in eoncluding, he said: “In snbmitting
these guestions to your deliberation, we
furnish fresh proofs of the unchanging sen-
timents animating Republican France,
After the exposition vo oue in the world
has a right to entertain suspicion as to the
Peacaful sentiments of our country. While
aboring to complete our military organiza-
tion, we loudly aflfirm that our sole desire
is an honerable and dignified peace,
befitting a great mnation that is econ-
fident of its strength and rights,
Let us then labor together to complete the
organization of the democracy. You have
a right to demand of us persevering firm-
ness; we need your confidence. In com-
municating to yon our plaus we ask your
co-operation. in the name of the republie.”

M. Manjan, Endical, moved that urgency
be granted for a consideration of the ques-
tion of a revision of the constitution.

M. Tirard appealed to the Chamber to set
aside all such questions which, he said,
created divisious among the Republicans.

M. Manjan’s motion was then rejected by
a vote of 345 to 125. The annor:.zement of
this victory for the governmei.vs WwWas re-
ecived with cheers, .

The Senate to-day voted the navy credit
of 58,000,000 francs, which was passed by
the last Chamber of Deputies too late for
adoption by the Senate.

MISS CALDWELL LIBELED.

——

Brutal Abuse of the American Heiress in an
Intamous Paris Journal
Paris Dispatch to New York World.

A great sensation has been created in the
American colony here by a most disgraceful
attack on Miss Gwendoeiine Caldwell which
appeared yesterday in the Echo de Paris, a
paper which, althongh of large circulation,
is of the lowest possible moral tone and
standing. The article fills two columns and

its insertion has evidently been paid for by
friends of the Muarat family. It is headed,
“Auntor d'un Marriage,” and issigned, “Vio-
lette.” It is impossible to print in a respect-
able paper the shocking and foul accusa-
tions bronght against a girl with whom no
one has dared to find faultfor anything but

for a little silliness under the glamour of a
princely coronet. The following is an ex-
tract from the least offensive portion of the
article and serves to show its general tenor:

“Now.the brutal fact whick compelled the
fiancee to bow himself for the last time out
of the presence of the faded charmer, who
had been brought to him from distant
lands by the agency of an entremetteur,
was her pretension to deduct from the sum
allotted to him for his menus plaisirs not
Jess than four-tifths for the payment of an
enormons rent, the burden of which, now
that the marriage is broken off, falls upon
his own shoulders.

“The Prince, besides, has left on his
hands all the magnificent presents which he
had to buy for the bride. So the dupe is
really not"the one that was at first thought
to be the dupe. Dupes, indeed, are the
muionty of our young Frenchmen who sell
their coronete for foreign gold. These for-
eign heiresses are aln.ost always adven-
turesses who have been hooted from their
own couniries and seek to shelter them-
selves in the dark and dirty agencies which
procure for them the entree into Parisian
society. In this particnlar case the matri-
monial campaign was carried on with the
greatest skill, and the most tempting promi-
ses were held out.

“The millions an fond were like sfiow in
April and melted away under the first ray
of sunlight. If there was any fortune 1t
was & mere bagatelle 1o set against the
spiendid erown that this adventuress had
spotted from the outset, especially when it
is remembered that the woman was nearly
forty years of age and devoid of personal
attractions of any sort.”

_The writer of this article follows up this
tirade by scandalonscharges against Bishop
Spaulding, of Peoria, and asserting that he
had osed his clerical title to stave off the
creditors of the Caldwell family. After
portraying the Misses Caldwell as strug-
gling with great financial difficulties and
as beln(f harassed by creditors, the article
concludes with the statement that if the
Prince had married Miss Caldwell he wonld
have been bankrupt in honor as well as in
fortune,

This vile attack bas cansed the greatest
indignation among the Americans here.
The incle relatives of the young lady bave

GENERAL FOREIGN NEWS.

Evangelists Who Will Try to Reform the
Upper Crust of London Society.

Loxpox, Nov. 19.—An evangelistic move-
ment of a very unusnal characteris attract-
ing some attention in London just now.
Efforts have repeatedly been made toin-
crease Christian inflnence in the great
East End, and innumerable societies have

been formed with that object in view. The
present movement, bowever, seeks its field
of labor at the other and fashionable end
of London. In other words, a society of
good people has been formed, the avowed
purpose of which is to seek the conversion
of the people of the West End. The plan
adopted in the furtherance of this purpose
by the members or agents of the society is
to make personal visits upon people in the
West End, and seek, by direct intercounrse,
to interest them in religion. It is assertod
that all the houses in fashionable London,
not exclnding Marlborough House, the res-
idence of the Prince of Wales, will Dbe vis-
ited in this way.

Alieged Misuse of Irish League Money.

LoxpoN, Nov. 19.—Sir Heanry James con-
tinned his speech in behalf of the
Times before the Parnell commission
to-day. He declared that a large
amount of the vast saums which bhad
reached the leaders of the Irish national

movement had not been accounted for, and
this gave scope for evil doing. Leagne
money, Sir Henry said, had been used to
defend prisoners other than those charged
with agrarian crimes, S

Sir Henry., continuing his argnment,
dwelt at great length upon the Phenix
Park murﬁers, and asked the court to ac-
cept the evidence concerning the tragedy
given by the coanyict, Patrick Delaney,
whose testimony, he said, was fully sup-
ported by that of other witnesses,

While on his way to court_this morning,
Justice Day,of the Parnell commission,
was knocked down by a cab and slightly
injured. He proceeded to the court-room,
however, amrtouk his place on the bench,
but was nnable to sit during the session.
He was ohliied to be assited when he with-
drew from the court.

Legislation Needed for England’s Poor.

LoxpoN, Nov, 19.—Mr. John Morley,
speaking at the Eighty Club to-night, held
that the social questions to which many of
the Radicals were now seeking to give the
first place in the programme counld not eflace
the Irish question,on which the next election
would turn, It was trne, however, that in
view of the existinz social injustices there
was urgent necessity for legislation for the
benefit of the masses. The raopla were
overburdened and ouzht to be relieved.
Among other things, the taxes on tes and
coftee should be lowered. e favored free
edncation, free meals for poor school-chil-
dren, reform of the pauper system, and the
rvguintion of the wages question. He be-
lieved in the priuciple of giving egnality of
opportunity to all classes to defend their
own interests. The well-off classes, he saud,
shonld sympathize with the poorer classes
in their efiorts to ameliorate their condi-
tion.

Will Not Admit Live Stock.

BERLIN, Nov, 19.—The Reichstag to-day
resumed the debate on the motion of Herr
Barth, a Progressist, to rescind the law
against the importation of cattle. After
considerable discussion the motion was
rejected. IHerr Websky introdaced a mo-
tion in favor of allowing the free importa-
tion of swine shipped directly to
slanghter-houses, This was also defeated.

A number of National Liberals voted with
the Progressists on both motions.

Possible RevolutiW in Spals.

Paris, Nov. 19.—Senor Emilio Castelar,
who has been spending scme days in this
city, started this morning on his return to
Madrid. Political wiseacres, who seek to
find some meahning in allof Castelar’smove-
ments, imagine that they see in this some
indication of a significant political agita-
tion to be inangnrated 1n Spain, Some go
so far as to think that this will take the
form of a Republican revolt.

Has Become a Vassal of Portugal.

Lissox, Nov, 19.—The latest news from
Lake Nyanza is that the Sultan Nacangire,
a powerful chief whose territory lies on the
eastern shore of the lake, has become a
vassal of Portugal.

Major Serpa Pinto, while serving the
Nyas:a district, was attacked by Makololo.

After a sharp fight the natives were re-
pulsed with a loss of seventy-two killed.

Predicts a Cesar Will Rise in Ameriea.

Paris, Nov. 19.—Emile Ollivier's new
book has just been published. He contends
that the best form of government is a

monarchy. He predicts that a Cesar will
yvet arise in America unless she “mitigates
her omuivorous democracy,” and that still
more surely will one arise in France if the
state is delivered over to *“the cynical
voracity of politicians.”

Newspaper Black-Mailers Indicted.

Loxpox, Nov. 19.—The grand jury has
returned a true bill against Claude Mark
and Sidney Woolfe, joint proprietors of the
Mining Record, and Mr. Marks, of the
Financial Times, for black-mail. The in-
dictment grew ont of an alleged attempt by
the accused to obtain large sums of money
for the snppression of articles aflecting a
gold-mining company.

Moussa Bey Imprisoned,
CONSTANTINOPLE, Nov. 19.—Moussa Bey,
the Kurdish chief, who is charged with

perpetrating outrages upon Christians in
Armenia, has been imprisoned. He has
also been subjected to a private examina-
tion. His trial will take Elaca on Nov, 23,
and if he is found guilty his sentence will
be published.

Great Generosity of English Brewers.
LoxDON, Nov, 19.—The celebrated brew-
ing establishment of Guinness & BSons Las
donated the sum of £200,000 for the purpose
of erecting dwellings for the laboring poor

of London, and £50,000 for a like purpose 1n
) Dablin.

Dr. Peters Said to Be Safe,
Berpiy, Nov. 19.—The Hanover Courier

publishes a letter dated Aden, Nov. 2, to
the effect that members of the Wagalla
tribe assert that Dr. Peters reached Kenin
in safety after the skirmish on the Tana
river.

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SMOKELESS POWDER.

The Inventor Trying to Sell the Formula to

the Government—What Germany Pays.
Epectal to the Indlanapolis Journal

WASHINGTON, Nov. 19.—Captain Ledyard
Ellsworth, of Hartford, Conn., who clsums
to be the inventor of the smokeless powder
which has eaused such a sensation in Ger-
man cireles, is in the city, armed with a
Jetter to Secretary Proctor asking that the
powder be tested, witha view to its pur-
chase by the United States governmenut.
In the letter he states that at Hanover,
during the sham battle, 10,000 ronnds were
used by the German troops with perfect
success, and he desires that three separate
trials be made by the department, one with
small arms, the second with field artillery
and the third with heavy guns.

Captain Ellsworth has papers in his pos-
session making over the formula for the
manufacture of the powder to Carl von An-
derliteh, of London, representing the Ger-
man government, and according to these
documents Von Anderlitch obtains for his
government, from the inventor, the exclus-

ive rights for all conntries with the excep-
tion cﬁ' the United States, Mexico and Cen-
tral America, For these rights Von Ander-
liteh pays §500,000, aud is to pay $10,000 per
year, in semi-annual payments, for ninety-
nine vears. The contract further provides
that if, before Nov. 1, 1880, the purchasers
shounld inform Captain Ellsworth by per-
sonal service, letter or cabie, or otbherwise,
of their desire, they shall have the option
of purchasing the remaining rights, thavis
for the United States, Mexico and Central
America, for a like sum, i. e., $500,000 down
and $10,000 per year for ninety-nine years.
At present the matter seems to be compli-
cated, The German contracting parties
claim to have sent a letter on Oct. 12 clos-
ing the option, but this Captain Ellsworth
says he has not received.

Civil -Service Commissioners Recommend
Prosecution of Virginia Republicans.

Wasnington, Nov, 19.—The Civil-service
Commission to-day laid before the Presi-
dent, with the recommendation, it is under-
stood, that the ofienders be prosecuted, its
report on the Old Dominion Republican
League of Virginia, for violation of the
civil-service law in soliciting contribu-

tions for political purposes among the
clerks of the government departments

The circular which was sent out

by the Old Dominion Republican
League, was signed by C. A, Newton as
president and Brooks Smith as secretary.
Among the officers of the league whose
names were printed on the circular were
those of J. J. Visser, an employe of the
Government Printing Oflice; W, C, Elam, &
chief of division in the General Lana Office,
and Mr. Goodwin. All the evidence in the
case collected by the Civil-service Com-
mission, whic is very volumin-
ous, also accompanied the letter
of recommendation to the President.
The commissioners, it is said, are confident
of having made out a good case against the
accused, and it now rests with the Presi-
dent to direct, in bis judgment, the prosecu-
tion by the Attorney-general, to whom the
recommendations and evidence in the nat-
ural order of business will go. This is the
first recommendation for prosecution of
the character made by the commission. The
Civil-service Commission also bhanded the
President their annual report for the cur-
rent fiscal year.
