Republicans Organize in One flace and the
Democrats Another Action of Senators.

Helena. Mont. Nov. 23. The lower
house of the Legislature organized this
afternoon in two branches the Republic-
ans meeting in a hall on Main street and
the Democrats in the court-hous- e. The
Republicans had thirty members, two more
than a quorum. The body was called to
order by the State Auditor, and sworn in
by Chief-justic- o Blake. The organization
was perfected by the election of A. C. Wit-

ter, of Beaver Head county, as Speaker, and
Benjamin Webster, of Lewis and Clarke
county. Chief Clerk. A full list of subor-
dinate officers was also elected, and a re-

cess taken until 3 o'clock.
The Democratic members of the House

met at the court-hous- e and enected an
organization at 1 o?clock, Blakely, of Gal
latin, was elected Speaker.. Ihe members
were sworn in by a notary public, ihe
doors were closely, guarded. No one was
admitted except those holding certificates
of election from county clerks. This branch
also took a recess.

The Senate met at the court-hous- e, but
the Democratic members absented them-
selves and there was no quorum. Lieu
tenant-govern- or Kickards called the Senate
to order. On roll-ca- ll eight Republicans
were present and were sworn in by Judge
Hunt, after which they adjourned until
Monday morning.

Jn a caucus of Kepublican Senators and
Representatives, this evening, the action
of the Republican members in organizing
separate from the Democratic members
was explained. It was stated that the Re
publican action was based upon tfle procla-
mation of Governor Toole, that none would
bo permitted to participate iu the House
organization, or recognized as having rights
as members, except those holding certifi-
cates of election from county clerks. It
was stated that the, new Constitution, in
force since Oct. 1, expressly provides that
the returns for all State ofucials, including
members of the Legislature, shall bo can-
vassed by the same board created by the
enabling act to canvass retnrns of the vote
on tho Constitution. The chairman of the
caucus added that the Republicans stand
unanimously on the proposition that such
only as were found and declared to
be members by the State canvassers
are prima facie entitled to seats,
and thatJill power to determine the further
rights or any member of either house re-
sides wholly in the separate houses at .no
time or in any degree in-th- e Governor.
Without notice from the Governor that he'
had secured rooms for the members of the
respective houses, he, by proclamation, or-
dered the members to meet in certain desig-
nated places that until the last moment be-
fore the hour appointed were locked and
guarded against the admission of all per-
sons, with no prospect or promise but that
such places would continno to be under the
Governor's personal control. Rather than
submit to such inquisitorial supervision
and restrictions tho Republicans, with the
oth'cer designated by law to call the house
to order, proceeded to organize elsewhere.

As the Senate contains an equal number of
Democrats and Republicans and there could
be no contest of right of the Lieutenant-govern- or

to preside over the organization
tho Democratic members in a body staid
away and thus prevented organization. t

3Ir. Wiman Thinks Canada's Future Depends
Upon Closer Relations with the United States. "

Kingston, Ont., Nov. 23. Erastus Wiman
spoke here this evening on "Closer Trade
Relations between the United btates and
Canada.1 He said, in part:

"In the United States circumstances are
extremely favorable to some arraugement
whereby trade may be extended to all
parts of the continent, north and south.
The demand for free raw material in lum-
ber, iron, copper, coal, lish, fruit and wool,
and also email grains is very strong, while
tho necessity for enlarged markets is equal-
ly apparent. The pan-Americ- an Congress is
indication for enlarged relations with
neighboring nations. Why not then with
Canada, already the best customer of the
United States. The enormous Treasury sur-
plus calls for a reduction in customs, and as
those levied on Canadian products amount
to only 3.000,000, equal to lessthan 10 cents
per head to the population of the United
Mates, nothing would he more popular
than its removal if an extention of com
merce to continental proportions and the
opening up of abundant sources of supply
could be thereby achieved.

"In Canada, also, the circumstances point
plainly to the necessity of a change in the
policy of the country. The population is
declining, the debt increasing and the fig
ures show that since confederation, twenty
years ago, the deficit between exports and
imports amount to &5ll,0(X),000, while the
excess in the United States during the same
period amounts to $00,000.000. England
is exacting interest from Canada at the
rat of 825,000,000 a year more than
her total export of breadstulfs.
Meantime the young men of Canada ask,
what h the good of British connection if it
prevents the country from an alliauce with
the United States, by which alone the vast
resources of the Dominion can secure proper
development. If commercial union could
be achieved by concurrent legislation, a
great stride forward would bo taken toward
a unification of the interests between the
two countries. If this resulted in a politi
cal union, in time it would bo welcome to
tho United btates, and perhaps, in tune to
Canada. If. on the other hand, independence
from Great Britain was desired it would
not be seriously objected to. With British
capital pouring out ut its present rate it
would take less than hlty years for oreat
Britain to control one-ha- lf the industrial
establishments of the United States, and
with that country paying annually at least
$100,000,000 to London in the shape of inter
est and dividends, the united btates would
be far more important to ureat Britain
than Canada.

"Apart from this momentary interest, it is
significant that the great statesmen of
Eugland recognize in tho United States tho
representative of Lnglisii civilization on
the continent of North America, as shown
by the remarkable speech of Mr. Gladstone
at Paris, in which he predicted in America
in a hundred years a population of six hun-
dred millions. If, with the United States
of Brazil following in the steps of
IUO uuunu OlUlt'3 UL UJOIUUIS,
which followed in tho wake of
the United States of America, there
should be created the United States of Aus-
tralia, and eventually the United States of
Canada. Great Britain would not be in
jured, but rather glorified by thus permit
ting nearly w per cent, of her empire to
assume a condition of independence, self--
reliance and prosperity, so gloriously illus-
trated by the career of the neighboring
republic. The world moves rapidly in
these days, as shown by the recent rev
olution in South America, and if, in
the northern half of the continent, at tho
general elections to be held within eight-
een months, a verdict is rendered in favor
of a free and unrestrained relation by Can
ada with the united btates, a great step
forward will be made toward a unification
of interests between tho twogreat nations
that now possess the continent in common,
and which, by harmony of action, wouid
develop for the good of mankind its
abundant riches."

Thero was a quantity
of powder in the lower levels and to save
the mines from disaster by its explosion
several men volunteered to remove it, A
current of air from the St Lawrence to tho
Anaconda sucked the workings of the for-
mer clear of smoke while carrying the fire
to the Anaconda. Tho Anaconda consists,
almost entirely of timbers abovo the upper
lever and result of burning these timbers
will be a cave-i- n of disastrous pro--
portions. Although the presence
of a large amount of carbonic
acid gas made it very dangerous, the men
willingly volunteered to take the risk.
Two trips were made successfully, but the
third was fatal in two cases. Keler, a
brakeman, was overcome on the cage com
ing up and fell back into tho shaft John
Lyons was also overcome and fell on the
cage, his head striking the timbers when
near the top and fracturing the skulL Pat
Murphy and Henry Page were overpowered
at the bOO-fe- ot level. Other men weutdown to
save, them, but bad to leave them, having a
narrow escape themselves from sutl'ocation.

The latest report is that there are nino
men belonging to the mine unaccounted for
and they are undoubtedly dead by this
time. Inccndarism or carelessness are the
two causes assigned for the fire. The Aua-- .
conda mines constitute the greatest system
of copper mines in the world, aud tho cap-
ital is estimated at 20,000,000.

Chippewa Indian Commissioner Successful.
'DuMTTir. Minn.. Nov. 23. The work of

the Chippewa Indian Commissioners is
practically finished, and it has been entire-
ly successful, the signatures of every tribe
on all the reservations in Minnesota hav-
ing been secured to tho provisions of the
Nelson bill. This secures the opening of
about 4,000,000 acres of land in northern
Minnesota to settlement. The Fon du Lac
reservation is almost entirely pine land.
and contains a large amount of the best
piuo in this section. By the terms of the
act creating the commission and providing
for the cession, the Indians will receive
$1.25 per acre for the agricultural lands sur
rendered, tor the timber lands surren- -
ered, the Indians are to receive S3 per 1,000
feet, board measure, of the nine timber
found thereon. The proceeds which will
accrue to the Indians from this cession are
variously estimated from $25,000,000 to
$50,000,000.

Glasscock's Reasons for Not Sinlnc a Broth-
erhood Contract Negotiating with Illne.

Washington, Nov. 23. Jack Glasscock,
the Hoosicr short-stop- , is in town on base-

ball business. He has como here to nego-

tiate with Paul Ilines for a League con-

tract for 1S00, and also to talk over tho
base-ba- ll situation, which, at present, is
extremely interesting, with President
Young, of the League. This evening's Star
says of Mr. Glasscock and his visit: "A
Star reporter met the athlete, who had
donned the winter costnmo of an ordinary
citizen, in the lobby of Willard's Hotel
this morning,, and endeavored to get
from him some inkling as to
the prospects for tho great game
next year, but Glasscock was sly
and used diplomatic language. To the
direct question, if he was not out for the
League, ho said,with a smile, that he did not
think it was fair to say just now whether
lie was or not. He would like 'thirty days'
notice ho added. Paul Ilines was waiting
for him, and the two players and the
scribe went np the street, the former be-

ing beaded for the ottice of the Leagno
magnate. Glasscock practically admitted
that he was out of sorts with the Brother-
hood and based his objections on sev-
eral grounds. In the first place, ho said,
the afiair is called a 'Brotherhood League
whereas the managers are striving every-
where to fill np the ranks with
men who are not Brotherhood
players, from the American Association and
from every possible source, while men in
good standing in the organization are being
bhoved aside to make room. He cited the
case of Con Dailey, who, he said, had to
step down and ont to givo way for a man
like Milligan. 'If I was not a good player
said Glasscock, 'they would not have any-
thing to do with me; but, since I am, and
since I want to see fair play, and don't
want to sign any sort of contract, they see
tit to slander me by callinsr me a traitor. I
don't care whether they call me that or not.
All I want is a good position and an as-

sured salary. They send me a contract to
play with them forthree years for a certain
sum. If I sign it, I am bound hand and
foot. If I save a little money tbj) lirst year,
and pnt it in the stock of the concern, the
second year they have a right to freeze mo
out. This contract of theirs is practically
a classification, and they can't get out of it.
And then, too. it might be different if the
salary was assured. But it is not. I'm
not going to put my Dame down to an un-
certainty."

Glasscock's main gTonnd of objection,
however, seemed to be the importation into
the Brotherhood ranks of outsiders like
Staley. Milligan. Tucker and Kilroy. He
will probably leave town with Hinea's sig-
nature secured to a contract to play ball
in Indianapolis, in the National League, in
1800.
