planters and farmers consent that Senators
and Representatives at Washington shall
continue to legislate In the interest of Wall
street, and hold themselves subject to its
cupidity?

Great applause.l It may
bo that the sudden remonetizalion of silver
would produce some temporary disturb-
ance in Wall street. The knife that cuts
away the cancer causes the patient somo
agony, but if it is so, the eastern and west-
ern boundaries of this Nation aro not
fonnd between Pearl street and Broadway.

"We are here to represent the interests,
not of the creditors, not of .the capitalists,
but of the debtors and laborers of this land.
We are here to represent the cottages and
the cabins of this country, and their inter-
ests should be protected, though the 'bulls'
of Wall-stre- et bucket-shop-s should bellow
with rage.

DESPERATE FIGHT WITH BURGLARS.

A Brave .Woman's Arm and Wrist Broken in
Thre6 Places, and Her Husband Shot.

Canandaigua, N. Y., Nov. 23. John Use,
of Spriiigueld,Livingstonconnty,andanoth- -

er unknown man.entered thehouseof Daniel
Mead, of the same town, at midnight last
night, and to-da-y Use is in hiding in the
woods on tho bank of the Genesee river
with a sheriffs posse numbering one hun
dred men after him. Mrs. Mead, whose
room, was on the ground floor, was awak-
ened in tho night by a noise in the sitting--

room, and when she opened the door be
tween the chamber and the sitting-roo- m

she discovered a man rifling the secretary
where Mead kept his money, and another
standing by the stair door with his ear
close to it as if on guard. Sho advanced
into the room and said:

"Who are voa. and what are vou doinz
there!''

Tho man at tho desk turned and made a
grab for her throat, but the woman was
strong and ouKk. as well as brave, and
she seized hin and called loudly for help.
She maintained the unequal contest with
the burglar until his confederate beat her
with a club and broke her arm and wrist in
three places. Mr. Mead, whoso room was
upstairs, was not awakened until he heard
the smashing of furniture and the struggle
below. He rushed down ard at the foot of
the stairs met one of the ruffians and grap
pled with him. .Mead had he best of the
tussle and had nearly overj oweredtheman
when the other pulled a revolver and fired
into his face, the bullet entering the mouth
and passing through the back of the head.
making a probably fatal wound.

As soon as Mrs. Mead revived she started
for tho neighbors to give the alarm, al-
though she was almost powerless from the
loss of blood. With tho pluck she had
shown in her encounter with the robbers.
she dragged herself to the next house and
gave the alarm. hen assistance camo the
burglars had tied and Mead was found on
the floor of the sittinsr-roo- m near the stair
way door, unconscious. The room gave
evidence of a terrible struggle. The furni-
ture was smashed and the wallsbespattered
with blood from wounds inflicted on the
heroic woman's head witn a club, wielded
by one of the burglars.

Mrs. Mead recognized the man who dealt
the blows as John Use, a man who had late-
ly been employed upon the place, and a
posse was at once organized to capture him.
When they reached his house his wife said
he was not at home; but he was, and his
pursners went up stairs after him. He
jumped out of a second-stor- y window to
tne ground and lied to the woods, taking
with him a repeating rifle. Tho men fol-
lowed and surrounded the forest, but a
wholesome fear of the repeating rifle pre-
vented their going after him. There is a
well-know- n cave on the bank of the Gen
esee, surrounded by a dense thicket, and it

gress, especially as Congresshas shown
more or less disposition to legislate in a
way that would be equivalent to the nego-
tiation of a treuty with France and all the
other nations of tho earth.

He is not at
all connected with the regular legation
here, and his business is not conlinedto the
subject of copyright.

Unlimited Coinage of Standard Dollars
Demanded by tho St. Louis Convention.

Resolutions Adopted at the Closing Session-Rad- ical

Speech of Mr. Filch, of Nevada,
Against the Capitalists of the Country.

St. Louis, Nov. 28. The delegates to the
silver convention filed into the convention
hall slowly this morning, it being known
that tbe committee on resolutions was still
engaged in its work of revision. Chairman
Warner, in calling the convention to order,
stated that the order of business would be,
first, tho report of the committee on resolu-

tions, but that any other Vnsiuess could bo
taken up while awaiting the pleasure of
the committee. Resolutions offered by Mr.
Fitch, of Nevada, were adopted, providing
for the appointment of si national silver
committee, which should be empowered to
call another national silver convention and
provide for the election of delegates there-
to; also, that the said national silver com-

mittee bo empowered to provide for the or-

ganization of Stato and national silver
leagues for the promotion of the objects of
this convention.

Tho following resolution, adopted by the
Montana House of Representatives, was
then read to the convention:

Resolved, That we, the House of Representa-
tives of the State of Montana, recognize the im-
portance of tho convention and Its deliberations
to the people of our State, its power and tne
force of its utterances as representing the rapld-ly-growi- ng

interests and Increasing resources of
tne West to combat and counteract the golJ-su- ?

tainlng and eUver-dcstroyi-ng combinations of
Wall street and the extreme Eaet; that we ex-
tend to them our hearty support in their efforts
to sustain and remonetize silver, and to this end
we call upou the delerato representing these
interests of our State, as well as others having
at heart the prosperity of tho nilver-producin- g

districts of our Union, to do all in their power to
persuade the convention to views favorinc the
unlimited coinage of silver, and to lend their
hearty support to all measures proposed that
may be conducive to that end. -

Congressman Bland, chairman of the
committee on resolutions, presented the
following report:

The national illver convention, held in St
Louis. Nov. 20, 27 and 28, 1889. adopted this
preamble and resolution as their deliberate
opinions:

That the demonetization of sliver has worked
a practical violation of every contract then ex-
isting in the United States, entailed uncounted
losses, reduced prices more than SO per cent.,
and its effect is practically to make debts per-
petual, as it takes from the debtor the ability to
pay; that it causes contraction in the currency,
which rt duces the value until there is no.piollt
left to the farmer, planter or men of small cap-
ital, who depend upon the sale of products for
returns for their labor.

That we believe the certificate of the govern-
ment, backed dollar for dollar by gold and tdlver
coin, on the product in the treasury of the United
states, Is a safe and sound currency, and has
been approved by the people.

That, considering the contraction caused by
the surrender of national bank notes during the
past three years, and the vast sums that must be
collected by the cancellation of government
bonds during the next three years, tne necessity
of restoring silver Is as manifest as the justioe of
such a policy.

That the gold and silver of the West, pouring
in a steady stream uponthe East for forty years,
vitalized every firm of business there and
steadied and upheld the credit of tho Nation
through the great war, and made resumption
possible, and that what we now demand is as
much more to the interest of the East than of
the West, as the productions of the East exceed
in value the productions of the West.

That we believe in equal rights of gold and
silver, and free, coinage for both, and that no
nation ever had or ever will have too much gold
and silver coins. Now, therefore, be it

Resolved, That tho Fifty-flrs-t Congress be re--,

quested by this convention to provide, at its
nrst session, for opening the mints of the United
Btates to the free and unlimited coinage of
standard silver dollars of the present weight and
fineness, to he legal tender for all debts, public or
private, equal with cold, and that until such a
provision is made the Secretary of the Treasury
be required to coin the maximum, 1 4,000.000
worth of silver per month, as now authorized by
law.

Mr. Bland announced that the gentle-
man from Iowa, Mr. Weller, desired that
his report, sent in these dispatches last
night, be printed as a part of the proceed-
ings of the convention, and that he would
oiler no further opposition to the adoption
of tho majority report. He did this in the
interest of harmony. The report of the
committee on resolutions was then adopted
by a,vote of 135 to 7.

A resolution offered by Gen. Odin Gintar,
of Missouri, favoring an international sil-
ver congress during the world's fair, was
tabled. ,

Air. Fitch, In an exhaustive review of the
labor difficulties, laid all of the blame for
the poverty-stricke- n condition of the work-
ing classes at the door of the capitalists
who demonetize silver. Continuing, Mr.
Fitch said: "After twenty years of national
prosperity tho amount of our national debt,
measured by the number of days' work that
would bo required to pay it, is about as
much as it was in 1808. One has but to jour-
ney through this land to know that amid
apparent general abundance, amid the vast
actual increase of general wealth the labor-
er is not so prosperous, or contented, or so
hopeful as he was in the years that immedi-
ately succeeded Appomattox. For twenty
years, or at least sixteen years, in this Re-
public, the laborer has been vainly striving
to increase the amount of dollars for his
labor, and the capitalist has been plotting
to increase the amount of toil ho should re-
ceive for his dollars. For sixteen years the
market value of dollars has gone up and
the market value for man's labor has gone
down, until freemen, in their bitterness and
their wrath, sometimes ask which is the
greater evil, the black slavery that is gone
or the white slavery that has come! TAp- -
dause. Do 1 overstate the situation?
Many voices No.' For twenty years we
lave had abundant prosperity, but at the

end of it we find that wealth is centered in
a few hands. Has tho laborer then nothing
to show for twenty years of toilf Oh. yes,
ho can boast that the aggregate wealth of
the Nation has largely increased.
Ho can boast of the factories
established, cities erected, rivers bridged,
mountains channeled, transcontinental
highways stretching. from ocean to ocean.
He can call tho roll of millionaires to-da-y

and thousands will respond, where before
there were less than five hundred. He can
wipe tho sweat from his weary face and re-lle- ct

that among the 8,000 millionaires may
bo enumerated the names of twenty Ameri-
can citizens who have gathered $1.,000.000
from the toil and tears of 00,000.000 of peo-
ple. Applause.l Theso twenty men havo
it in tneir power to combine their efibrts
and fix the price of every bushel of wheat,
every ton of coal and every day's wages of
labor between the Hudson and Sacramento.
Wo can reflect that these twenty men havo
it in their power to name the majority of
Senators. Congressmen, Governors, judges
and legislators in twenty States. Ho can
jostle his rugs against tho silken garments
which his toil has made. He can regale his
hunger by the odors of things which he
cannot taste. Ho can walk weary and
shelterless in the shadow of a palace'which
he built, but he may not enter.

I feek not to assail the rights of tho cap-
italists or arouse against them the preju-
dices of poverty or untbrift. but for twenty
j'ears capital has tampered with the peo-
ple's money and gathered to itself the illicit
pains by increasing tho burden of indnstry.
The tight for tho restoration of silver is a
light of the debtors against the creditors,
tho laborer against tho capitalist, or tho
poor against the rich.

"Now, it is idle for themono-metallist- s to
tell us thai prices havo been reduced be-

cause of tho increased production of wheat
in India. This may bo the approximate
cause, but I sav tbe cause will be found in

Pressure. The low barometric area, last
night central over Lake Erie, has moved
slowly northeastward, and is central to-
night, with 29.56, over Lake Huron.

The center of the high
area remains stationary, with slightly di-
minishing pressure, from Minnesota south-
ward. The highest, 0.75. is reported from
northern Minnesota. A slight depression is
advancing from the extreme Northwest.

Temperature. The temperatures in tho
Northwest have slightly risen, and east of
the Mississippi they have fallen. Less than
10 is reported from Dakota and Minnesota
northward; 20 and below from Kansas.

Pkf.cipitation. Light snow has fallen
from Iowa and the lakes southward to Kan-
sas, Missouri, Tennessee and northern Geor-
gia; light rains along the Atlantic coast
from North Carolina northward. West of
the Mississippi the weather is cloudless
everywhere, and east of that river cloudy,
except in the States on the gulf.

Novel Question on Election Bribery,
Kingston, N. Y., Nov. 28. Judge Ingalls

was Iroldiug court here, yesterday, and the
grand jury filed in to get information. The
foreman asked Judgo Ingalls whether or
not, under the statute, a man is liable who
may offer money to a voter an hour or more
after the voter nas cast his ballot. Judgo
Ingalls said ho was not surprised at such a
qnestion being asked. It was certainly a
novel oue. He could not give a deliberate
opinion. The best of his impression was,
after reading the statute, that a man who
even ottered money to a voter with the in-
tent of bribery, after tho vote was depos-
ited, no matter how long thereafter, vio-
lated the provisions of the statute. If,
however, money was ottered after the vote
had been cast, and tho intention of bribery
was not there, tho case was of an entirely
different nature. Upon such knowledge
would seem to rest criminal intent. Itwas for the jury to decide.

What Good Is the Canadian Flag?"
Ottawa, Ont., Nor. 28. An idea of how

strongly public feelingis running in the di-
rection of Canadian independence in the
maritime provinces of the Dominion may
he gathered from the following criticism of
the Eastern Chronicle, an influential news-
paper published in Nova Scotia, on the pro-
posal to hoist the Canadian Hag on all pub-
lic building in Canada. The Chronicle
says: "What good is the Canadian tlag? It
is not recognized by any nation on earth.
It has no place among the flags of tke na-
tions of the world, aud would be no'inoro
protection to a man than one of printed cot-
ton. Why, then, should our children bo
taught to place confidence in aflag that can
give them no protection when they leave
their homes? If Canada isainbitious of hav-
ing a fiag worth a baubl, let her strike out
for herself among the nations of the world.
Until she has the courage to do so, for good-
ness sake, let up on the llag business."
