THE STREET-RAILROAD CHARTER.

What Companies in Several Cities Give for
Valuable Franchises Granted Them.

In referriug. to the proposed extension of
the strbet-railroad charter, a gentleman.
watchful of all movements tending to

develop tho city, said yesterdayv that if the
charter expired this year, it wonld have to
be renewed or the company told to quit
bnsipeu and leave the city. “In such a
contingency,” he continned. “very few, if
any, would insist on a refusal of an exten-
sion to the old company. But, even in that
case, 1t should be continned only on the
best conditions possible for the city. 1
mean by that that we ought to have a fair
return for the valuable privileges granted.
T.he company wishes to anticipate the ex-
piration of its charter, and, in the mean
time, procure an extension that will
e‘nable it to use electricity on its
lines. T am net discussing the advisability
of passing the ordinance in its present
shape. There are, however, some good
features in it, but if we are to have electric

railroad lines in Indianapolis within the
next year they must come from the old
company or not at all.”

As to what conditions should be imposed
upon the Citizens' Street-railroad Company
the special committee having in charge the
ordinance providing for an extension of its
charter will not want for intormation as
to what is done in other cities. The com-
mittee’s attention has already been called
to this phase of the question and from the
statements made or to be made to it the fol-
lot?ingiq taken.

’lpe Superior Street-railroad Company,
of Cleveland, had a twenty years' charter,
but on putting in eleetricity it was re-
newed for twenty-five years. The com-
pany is required to pay a license of $10 an-
nually for each ear operated, but it is not
held to any obligation,to improve the
streeta éxcept between rails. This does
not include the strip between double
tracks,

The Memphis Street-car Company was
given a charter for fifty years on .condi-
tion that it keep in repair the street be-
‘tween rails and for two feet on each side of
the track. Itisnot required to lay new
pavements, but it pays a license of £20 a
car annually.

The Citizens’ Traction Company in Pitts-
burg has a good thing in a perpetual char-
ter, without any burdens except to keep
clean and in order the streets between its
tracks, and for one foot each side of them.

In Milwaunkee the Cream City Railroad
Company paid a ear tax of $10 annually up
to 1557, when it was required to pay $15,
and that amount is for each car pat into
service during any one year. The company
18 also required to keep the streets in re-

air between rails, including center space

etween double tracks, and for one foot
each side of the tracks. As to paving, the
city furnishes the material and labor and
the company has the grading done.

_The charter of the Central Passenger
Company, in Lounisville, was granted in
1866, for thirty yvears. A 32 license on each
car was paid, and the streets kent in repair,
but the license was advanced to $0 a ear.
In view of that inecrease the city relieved
the company of any burden as to improve-
ments and repairs on the strects,

The Metropolitan Street-railroad Compa-
nﬁ' of Kansas City, has a thirty yeary’
charter, and pavs a 85 car license. It is
reguired to pave and repair street between
tracks, and for eighteen inches each side.

The Omaha Horse-railway Company has
a forty years' eharter, for which it now paves
between tracks on any paved streeta. Two
years from now it will be compelled to

ave, also, one foot each side of its tracks.

'he Electrie Railway Company of that eity
has a forty yvears’ charter, for which it pays
no car-license or tax.
