The African Explorer Defends Himself
Against Certain Newspaper Charges,

Emin'sPndecision and What It Cost Bartte lot
Enlogized, and Congo Atrocities Denied

False Reports from Brazil.

STANLEY DEFENDS HIMSELF.

He Replies to Critics Who Assail the Con-
duct of His Recent Expedition In Africa.
London, Dec. 20. Sir Francis De Winton

has made publio a long letter written to
him by Stanley, dated Osalala, Aug. 81. In
it Stanley objects very strongly to the tone
of a batch of newspaper cuttings he had re-
ceived, which commented with an utter
lack of common sense and a total disregard
of accuracy upon his expedition. He
dwells upon Emin's Indecision, which cost
him a journey, otherwise unnecessary, of
1,300 miles for Barttelot. He justifies the
payment of a salary of 80 per month to
Tippoo Tib as a means for avoiding a deso-
lating war, and declares that it both parties
are honest in the maintenance of their
agreements peace may continue for an in-
definite period.

He rebukes those persons in England
who had lost faith in his steadfastness of
purpose to such a degree as to give credit
to rumors that he was marching in the di-
rection of Khartoum. He dwells at some
length upon the case of Barttelot, and re-
moves the impression produced by previous
letters reflecting upon the Major's
conduct. He eulogizes Barttclot'a cour-
age and high qualities. He kuew
the Major was a man of little forbearance
and had intended to keep him with him-
self, but necessity compelled tho chauge
that caused him to leave him behind.
Barttelot was ignorant of the language of
the people, aud his interpreter may
have been false and occasioned the
coolness between the men and the
Major, which was never overcome and led
to his death. Stanley recites in detail the
instructions given to Barttelot, and finally
denies with much emphasis the alleged
Congo atrocities of the Manyema, the can-
nibalism and tho story of photographing
women during execution. During the
whole expedition he executed only four
men.

TRANQUILITY IN THE REPUHLIC.
The Public Warned Against Sensational Re-

ports of Disturbances In BraziL
London, Dec. 20. The Brazilian legation

in this city has received a cable dispatch
from the government at Kio de Janeiro in-
structing the representative hero to guard
the public agaiust erroneous reports con-
cerning events iu Brazil. The dispatch
says that the report spread yesterday of a
mutiny among the troops arose from the
fact that some eoldiers who, in the absence
of their officers, had been drinking, had re-
volted. They, however, immediately sur-
rendered, and the incident ended. Thegovernment says that order will bo firmly
maintained, and that justice will be doneto all. .

A dispatch received fromSenhor Barbosa,
the Brazilian minister, declares that thooriginators of the revolution are all against
the of slavery, and thatno planters approving of slavery had anypart in the revolution. There are, he says,
no military ambitions or aspirations in tho
movement, which aims only to secure civilliberty and the reform of the administra-
tion.

Edna Fonda,
age thirteen, was frightfully burned about
tne bead aud face. Her hair was burned
entirely oil". There are no hopes of Iht re
covery, tieorgia Homer is lally imrnea
on tne back aud abdomen, and there are no
hopes for her recovery. Nellie West gate
was Dauiy imrnea abont the upper portions
of tho body, and her head seriously
scorched. Her injuries are thought to be
fatal. Edith Wheeler, age seventeen; Edna
Holland, age thirteen, and Bessie Bamford.
age fourteen. were all seriously burned, but
there are strong hopes entertained for their
recovery. Those slightly burned are seven
in number, but their condition Is not such
as to cause great anxiety to their parents
and iriends.

Edith Wheeler died this afternoon, mak
ing tho third death so far. Fears are now
entertained for manv of the others, as it is
learned they inhaled 6inoke very freely, aud
tho extent of their , internal injuries from
that cause cannot be determined.

A Loss of 3200,000 at St. Louis.
St. Louis, Dec. 20. Tho loss by the burn

ing of the old Guernsey-Jone- s furniture
building, early this morning, is estimated
at 200,000. The Gnernsey-Scudde- r electric
plant occupied tho Third-stre- et basement,
the Commercial Printing Company the first,
second, third and fourth Honrs, and the two
upper stories were used by Dickerson fc
Haus, shoo manufacturers. On tho Locust-stre- et

side the first floor was occupiea by
Gaue Brothers, of New York, dealers in
book-binder- s' stock, and the upper stones
by the Commercial Printing Company and
I, M. Fiamger, book-hinde- r. Over three
hundred peoplo were eniploj'ed in the build-
ing, and had the tire occurred in the day-
time there would doubtless' havo been a
fearful loss of life. The building cost, five
years ago, $73,000, and was well insured.
