One of the most vigorons Democratic re-
formers in the last Legislature was Lee F.
Wilson, the Representative from Shelby
county. He has lately figured in the
United BStates Court as a defendant toa
suit brought by the government, in which
he was charged with exacting illegal pen-
sion fees. On Nov. 26, because the govern-
ment was not ready for trial, Wilson’s at-
torneys, Leon O. Bailey and John W, Kern,
came very near raising the roof off the fed-
eral building in their nrgeney to go to
trial. “If the government is not ready,”

eaid they, ‘“‘then we insist upon
the case being dismissed. It has

been pending a long time, and its existence
subjects our client to an injustice that he

should not suffer.” Assistant Distriet Attor-
mey Cockrum assented to the case going off

the docket, and Wilson was elated. At
once the Shelbyville Democrat and other
papers of that ilk, respounding to the cne
given them by the organ of their party
hiere, began to describe Wilson as a martyr.
1t is said in Shelbyvilie that this expositor
of Democratic doctrine has been heard to
boast that the government was not sharp

enough to catch him. Since the dismissal
of the suit his daily programme has been
to make himself as prominent as he can.
Wilson has a purpose in talking about him-
self and what bhe is able to accomplish, as
will be developed in the sequel of this
article. R
ere are many Democrats in Shelby
county not to be found on Wilson's side,
but as he is handled by Sczott Ray there is
a probability of his going back to the Leg-
iarlture to vote for Daniel W. Voorhees, as
against Isane P. Gray, as a candidate for
United States Senator in his party caucus.
There is already a gnashing of teeth in
Shelby at the prospect of such a dreadful
consummation. Those who want Wil
son t¢ hunt other fields for
the exercise of his peculiar talents
as pension atzornef and politician
are lettinmut yards of information about
him. W'h n, uixl or %avs'%n bear_al lagg. w::lg
among the people o elbyville to pite
his tei‘nt. Most of his time was utilized in
forming a firm connection with that ele-
ment of Shelby connt-rv Democracy that has
become notorious. He eould generally be
found about Maloney's saloon, with no par-
ticular object but to talk golmes and gunard
the free lunch ccrner of the counter. After
a time he became wmore ambitious, as those
who knew him state, and opened an oflice
as a pension attorney, or. rather, claim
agent. He was admitted to the bar, but
confined his attention to persoms lookin
for pnsions. But he never lost sighto
lities or assisting at frequert intervals
n editing the Shelby ville Democrat. When
the time rolled around for him to appear as
su avowed candidate for the Legislature
the saloon men railied to hissapport. They,
with the heelers and knockers, carried the
rimary election, defeatin Elder F. P.

‘erris. of the Presbyterian Church, a most
estimable gentleman, by 1,600 majority.
Wilsou and his gang then entered the cam-
paign with a vim, and when the votes were
counted the Democracy had elected him by
500 majority. E. B. Wingate was his Repub-
lican opponent, and, althongh he stands
well in Shelby county, his reputation
could mnot prevail against the ‘lix-
el's1 the mixers and saloon bosses.
Wilson, deficient in qualities that strength-
ened his competitors in the Democratic
caucne, came to Indianapolis a candidate
for Speaker of the House. He had a fol-
lowing that put him forward with enongh
prominence to secure for him the chairman-
ship of the committee on corporations,
That was all he wanted, a chairmanship.
When the Legislature uijonrr_:ed. he went
back to Shelby and resumed his search for
pension claimants.

It was during. however, the heat of the
campaign of 1888 that he not only excelled
as a candidate, hut as pension attoruey.
Judge Hord and T. 5. Jones, the county
clerk, are now trying to find out how
Wilson managed his business affairs with
such skill as to hide their defects from
them. 'As appears from the ecourt record
Wilson's principal means came from wom-
en whom, itis charged, he beguiled into
suing for annulment of their marriage con-
tracts. These women were once soldiers’
widows, but, having remarried, lost their
pensions. Iz was Wilson's Kurpooe to re-
store them to the rolla, and that could not
be done without having the second mar-
riages annulled. But before any steps were
taken in filing a complaint the attorne
exacted a promissory note from his client. It
is stated that in order to escape the
accusation tof charclging an excessive fee
the note was made to cover the legal
amount allowed him for getting the pen-
sion and the fee he asked as attorney in the
Cirenit Conrt. This latter amount, with
that of the peunsion fee, would bring the
note up to, 1 many cases, £100 or more.
None of them wers for less than $00. Thus
assared of his pay if the woman was re-
stored to the pension rolls, Wilson would
go to work ouw the papers. The first, of
course, was the complaint praying for an-
nulment of marriage contract, for asim-
ple divorce decres is of no value in rein-
stating a woman to the pension rolls. She
has to become in the eyes of the law the
widow she was before a second marriage.
Children born to the second husband thus
become illegitimate. If the second hus-
band was dead, the suit would generally be
filed against the unknown heirs. This ne-
cessitated advertising three times in giving
notice of theYiling of the snit. When Wil-
son was eager to press hissuits, as he always
was, he wonld have them called and non-
appearance of defendants noted. Then, by
some means which are, as yet, not fully de-
veloped but which, in theirmystery, are con-
fusing Judge Hord and Clerk Jones, a
decree of annulment of a marriage
contract wonld get on the record. Eleven
such cases have been already found, and
Judge Hord and Clerk Jones are wonder-
m'f how they got there,

‘he Jndge can recall but one decreea of
the kind which he eonsiders straight. To
a Mrs. Hyde. who lived in Shelbyville, one
day there eame a tramp printer. He had
secured employment in the office of Scott
Ray's paper. After mecting the widow he
began to boast of the impression he had
made, and his purpose to marry her only to
get what little property she had. The
marriage took place, and when the printer
got his hands on the woman's money,
about $150. he decamped. Wilgon took her
case forannulment of the marrifze contract
and got the decrea. The woman again be-
came a pensioner on the government. But,
in the case of Mary Barton agaiust Thomas
Tevis and the unknown heirs, the annal-
ment of the warriage was proenred twelve
days before the expiration of the time
necessary for legal notification by advertise-
went of the pending suit. Judge Hord does
not although bhe signed the
record, how the decree got in it
But t‘nt instance is nothing compared
with the advertisement touching the com-
plaint of Mrs, Corpelins. Ostensibly she
was restorod to her widowhood by a decree
of July 7, 1888 On the 17th of August fol-
lowing, an advertisement of the suit, as if it
was peading. appeared in Scott Ray's
rwr. But 1t hore the clerk’s jurat as hav-

he is certain no summons was ever issued.
At least that is what Charles Stafford, the
defendant, said when he heard of
the annulment of his marriage
with Mrs. Price. Notiea in_ the
case of Mrs. Fox fell short ten days. Judge
Hord has some recollection of that, and
that the deecree went in the record on the
20th of June, 1888, instead of the 10th of
July, but the matter was not discovered
until after the record was signed and the
marriage annulled. But there were two
cases in which answers were filed. One of
them was McFall against McFall. The de-
fendant had given ntmmefl D. L. Wilson,
no relation either by blood or politics to
Lee F. Wilson, full authority to >ppear for
bim in any ecase in which he was
a party. ¢Fall wanted a divoree,
and his attorney, the one nawmed,
drew up the complaint, and, all beins Teg-
ular, the case went to trial. and the decree
of divorce was granted. >ix months after-
wards Lee F. Wilson went to the other
Wilson and said that,” on_behalf of his
client, Mrs. McFall, he had filed a com-
plaint to correct the divorece deeree. He
wanted D. L. Wilson to file an answer, and
the defendant’s attorney, not realizing the
scope of Lee Wilson's purgous. gave the
case bnt little attention thereafter. The
correction of the divoree decree consisted in
an annulment of the McFall mar-
riage, But there is  another Wil-
son, brother of D. ‘L. Wilson,
who figures in some of Lee Wilson's
practices, but only as a defendant.
ile married one Emma Zetta Ross, the
minor heir of an ex-soldier. They did not
live ha?pily together, and divorce ensued,
Wilson’s brother appearing as attorney for
the wife, who filed the sunit. Some time
after the decree, Lee Wilson filed a com-
plaint, as usual, for a correction of the de-
cree. Ip this case he also wanted an answer,
and askea D. L. Wilson to supply one, but
that gentleman refused. However. a de-
cree of correction was put on record, and
John T. Wilson knew nothing about the
matter until it was all over. Norcan Judge
Hord say how the decree was obtained. -

These aresamplecases, and if the whole list
was gone through there wonld be nothing
new to tell, as Lee Wilson'scomplaints were
all of stereoty ped form. He neverfailed toset
outthe allsgation that the woman had been
fraudulently led into the second marriage,
the sole purpeose of which, on the part of
the man, was to obtain her property. But
it is stated that none of the complainants
had any property, or, if any, not enough to
make fraudulent intent a matter of muach
consideration.

But as to the other phase of this singunlar
way of doing business. Since Jadge
Hord, who was on the bench when
these cases were tried, as_ the pur-
port of the record goes, has discov-
ered their extent, he has been investigating
the files of papers in the clerk’s office. In
each one, when publication was made, the
proofs of it should be with the original pa-
pers, but they are not. He has found only
one, and that isof the Cornelius snit. There
should also be the original draft of the
decrees on file, but they are not, and as
to aflidavits of non-residence he can find
but two or three. In some instances the
compiaints are gone, and the answers that
appeared in the McFall and Zelphia A,
Smith suits are missing. Albert F. Ray
filed the answer for the defendant Mus,
Smith complained against, and did it at
the reqnest of Lee F. Wilson, but Le, like
D. L. Wilsou, fell into the trap innocentiy.

There are two importaut questions con-
nected with these matters. One refersto the
decrees, and the other to the missing pa-
pers. 1t is a practice, Judge Hord says, for
attorneys down in Shelbyville, as no doubt
it is elsewhere, to write the entnes and
hand them to the recording deputw. Most
of Wilson’s decrees came in at the end of
the July term of the Shelby Circunit Court,
in 1888, On the last day Judge Hord signed
the record withont serutinizing it closely,
and then went oif on his summer vacation.
He did not return to Shelbyville to hold
court until the Oectober term, aund, in the
meantime, the etfeet of the deerees had
been carried out. He explaius that at the
time the entries weremadean inexperienced
i;on_ng man had charge of the record. He

clieves the decrees were handed to him
by Wilson, and, not being sufliciently ex-
pert to note the defectsof form, he recorded
them, ' In a decree an attorney has to state
facts, and in cases like those of Wilson,
where publication has been made, mnst
show that the law regarding it had been
fulfilled. This is not one of the character-
istics of Wilson's drafts,

The county clerk has no idea how the
papers have disappeared {rom the of-
fice, except that they were taken out and
never brought back. “We have a loose way
of keeping papers here,” he said to a Jour-
nal reporter yesterday. “‘Every one has a
riiht to see them, and attorneys, when they
take them ont, are negligent about return-
ing them. So many papera were out of the
oftice not long ngo that I went around to
all the lawersand had those out brought in.
We had a cart load of them.”

“Yes, but did not succeed.”

““Are no receipts required?”

“No. If alawyer wants a paper, he gets
it, takes it to his office and returns it when
he pleases. Then, too, the janitor is here
before any of nus get to the office, and at
that time a lawyer can come in and carry
away what he wishes, I have no knowledge
of Wilson’s decrees The only thing we
have to do is to obey the court. Wedo
only clerical work, and record what is
given us.” _ \

The matter of aflidavits attending Wil-
son's cases also shows queer doings, The
purport as well as the words of some of
them has Dbeen denied by two
or three officials, who say they—
the aflidavits—contained statements to
which they should not have sworn had they
been advised of them. It is charged that
Wilson interpolated sentences or added
others after the afidavita were completed
by havingaﬁixed thereto the, jurat of the
clerk. These papers come from identifying
witnesses on behalf of the complainants,
and some, it is said, were never executed in
the presence of the county clerk as it is
represented they were. Lee F. Wilson is a
candidate for re-election as the Shelby
county Representative, but it is understood
he is arranging to conduet his pension-
claim business through other persons.

GRAND OPERA-HOUSE—NADJY.
Light opera well rendered is a drawing
card here. Aronson’s company gave Chas-
saigne’s “Nadjy” its first production in this
city, last night, and the Grand Opera-house
was filled with a well-pleased audience.
While the opera falls short of “Erminie”
in point of catechy musie, it has enough to
make it an exceedingly attractive perform-
ance, and the comvany appears to bet-
ter advantage in it than in the

first-named opera. The scenery is all new
and the costumes handsome. 7There is com-
paratively litt'le chorus work, the bulk of
the labor falling upon Miss Lamont, Misa
Hanley, Miss Keynpolds, and Messrs, Gra-
ham and De Lange, who work very hard to
supply the deficiencies of the libretto. Miss
Lamont is a charming Etelka, and her
waltz song in_the second act, “Through
Sunshine and Through Strife,” is one of the
prettiest bits of vocalism of the perform-
ance. Her duo with Rakeczy (Lloyd Wil-
son), in the same act, is also a feature.
Some of Miss Lamont’s music had, un-
fortunately, to be cut ont of the perform-
ance last night because of her threatened
iliness. She has the premonitory symptoms
of the “grip,” and had her understudy not
been similarly affiicted would not have ap-
peared at all. :

Miss Hanley’s Nadjy is a dainty, graceful
piece of work, and in the introduced
gavotte from “Mignon” she danced and
sang her way into the favor of the au-
dience. She is delightful throngh the en-
tire performance, and her dancing in the
finale of the second act, which act, by the
way, contains most of the good tiling‘s of
the opera. might be envied by many a pre-
miere whose stereotyped steps and poses
have failed to attract. This fiuale is,
take it all around, the feature of
the opera, and one of the prettiest
stage pictures ever seen here. Bob Gra-
ham, as the Margrave of Bobrum Kkorii,
furnishes much amusement, his Little Lord
Fauntleroy costume being partienlarly fun-
ny. His topical song, “Oh, Dou’t You Be-
lieve It,” received several encores last
nighe. Louis De Lange, as Faragas, 1m-
proves vastly on his work in “Erminie,”
and is clever thronghout. The audience
couldn’t get enough of his topical song,
“Birdy.” While he doesn’t give it quite
the onection that Digby Bell did
in “Don Cwmsar,” Mr. De Lauge
renders it capitally. About the best
thing in the closing act is “The Cannibal
Maid and the Missionary” dauno, an intro-
duced number which won Miss Hanley
and De Lange a hearty recall. A mistake
occurred in the announcement in yester-
day’s aftérnoon papers that the engage-
ment would terminate with the performn-
ance of “Erminie” this afternoon.

ENGLISH'S OPERA-HOUSE—BALMORALCHOIR,

It is entirely within the truth to say that
no Indianapolis andience ever dreamed of
the riches of Scottish song before the
entertainment given last evening at En-
glish’s Opera-house by the Balmoral Choir,
of Glasgow, Reotland, now on its first tour
through the United States. The old fa-
miliar songs of Caledonia took on new
beauty and deeper and tenderer feeling,and
those that were humorous were discovered
to have much more in them than isex-
pressed b singers who are aliens
to the “land o cakes and Dbrither
Scots.,” Among the best things 1 a
long and excellent programme were “Mary
ot Argyle,” sung b{ eter Kerr, who isa
#ine tenor; “Ye Banks and Braes o' Bonnie
Doon,” by Misses Goodwin and Ross, and
“Blne Bonnets Over the Border,” by Mr.
William Young. The songs “Maggie Lau-
der” and “There Was a Lad Was Born in
Kyle,” by the entire choir, were also much
applaunded.

and the enthusiasm evoked showed the at-
teundance to be mostly Scotch.

THE YALE GLEE CLUB'S CONCERT.

The Yale Glee Club is the largest and
oldest college singing c¢lub in the country,
and is the only one which has given suc-
cesaful concerts year after year for more
than twenty years. The Glee Club proper
is composed of about twenty voices, se-
lected by a competitive examination of the
voices of the 1,500 studenta of the univers-
ity. Every member is requnired to be
sn under-graduate student of the univers-
ity. In addition to the tenors and basses,
the club always inclndes a whistler and a
warbler, or yodler, The Banjo Club, which
travels with the Glee Club, consists of
about twelve members, abont half of whom

plu}" banjos and the other half gnitars.
I'hey are selected, like the Glee Club, b
the college director of music, Mr. Shepard.

During the winter vacation of two weeks,
and during the spring vaeation of a week,
the clabs are permitted to travel, but at no
other time in the year can concerts be given
outside of Connecticut. A day or two after
Christinas the club meet in New York and
take the private car emploved for their
winter trip of two or three thousahd miles,
sometimes going, as they did last year, as
far West as Denver or as far South as At-
lanta. They areentertained whereverthey
g0 by the graduates, and their concerts al-
ways pay enough to cover all expenses and
turn over a balance of $3,000 or $4,000 to the
boat club, no member of either club receiv-
ing any compensation whatever for his
services. This year they sing in Chicago
and St, Lounis, and give a concert here on
their way to Cleveland and Buffalo on their
trip back to New Haven.

reat preparations are being made for
their reeeption here among the resident
Yale men, and in society generally. They
sing on New Year's night, and after the
concert Mr, and Mrs. L. S. Ayres give them
a reception, to'which about three hundred
invitations have been issned. With the
club are Mr. Wallace Simmons, of St.

Pierre Jay Wurts is the worthy successor
of Dan Jones, the old-time college whistler,
whose whistling was the feature of the con-
cert they last gave here,

The changes of the last two years have
strengthened the club, and the concert
promises to ba better than ever before. I'he

Daring Escape from a State Prison.

BostoN, Dee, 21.—A well-planned and
daring escape from the Rtate prison, at
Charlestown, was made abont 8 o'clock last
night by two prisoners, Frank Kitchie,
twenty-seven years of age, and Thomas
Conaty, twenty years.

THREE BISHOPS CONSECRATED.

Imposing Catholic Ceremonies at St. Panl—
Why Americans Dislike the Church.

St. Pavi, Deec. 27.—This city was the
scene this morningof an event of more than
ordinary interest to churchmen in the con-
secration of three new bishops, with all the
august rites and imposing ceremonial of
the Roman Catheli¢c Church. Butonce be-
fore in the history of the church in this

country has the consecration of three bish-
ops been simuliaveoualy decreed, and it is
probably the first time whereall three have
been taken from one diocese. The cere-
mony was conducted by Archbishop Ire-
land, assisted by the Most Rev. Thom-
as L. Grace. The priests on
whom the miter was conferred were
the Rev. John Shanley, of 8t. Paunl; Rev.
James McGolerick, of Minneapolis, and the
Kev. Joseph B. Cotter, of Wiuona. The
Papal commissions or briefs, which were
read by the resident bishop’s notary, in full
robes, first'in Latin and then in English,
appointed Bishop Shanley, of the see of

North Dakota, while Bishop MeGolerick
goe: to the diocese of Duluth, and Bishop
Cotter will bave chargeof the diocese of
Winona, The doors of St. Peter's Cathedral
were thrown open at 9 o'clock, and before
10 over 3,000 people had thronged the edifice,
There were sixteen bishops in the proces-
sion, in the ranks of which figured also
nearly 800 priests, It was a superb and im-
pressive spectacle.

Rev. Walter Eliott, of New York, deliv-
ered the consecration sermon at St. Peter's
Cathedral this afternoon. It was an elab-
orate and scholarly review of the aims and
ends of Catholicism, and paid a glowing
tribute to Catholiciem in Amerieaand what
it has accomplished. He maintained that
strong and independent natures have no
use for Catholicity, because it was essen-
tially a ritualistic and autocratic re-
ligion. It was this essential ele-
ment, he aflirmed, which made it difii-
cult for Americans, naturally independent,
to come under the dominance of the
church; they disliked, moreover, to be
dazzled by gorgeous svmbolism, and re-
sented human anthority in the domain of
conscience, This sentiment was the main
obstacle to Catholicity in America, and to
remove it was the foremost duty of the
hour. Non-Catholies aflirmed that Catho-
licity will eventually devour this land, and
its liberties, and its governments; but the
men who were to-day made Catholic bishops
had distinguished themselves as removers
of obstacles to the truth, and that did not
look like it.

Closing a magnificent exordium, the
learned preacher passed on to the subject
of agnosticism, which he denounced as the
greatest enemy of onr times; not that he
deprecated thomght in religious affairs—
far from 1t. The modern soldier of the
cross, too, should not be over-drilled. “The
perfect soldier is a machine,” said some one
to General Grant, and that great warrior
had replied, ““Yes, but the American isa
machine with a thinking attachment,” a
remark even more true of the American
Catholic. The fate of Catholicity in
the United States would depend
upon whether it  purified poli-
tics, sanctified the family and elevated
manhood. Was the American state,
progressive! The Catholic Chureh taught
that trae religion is essentially rmgresnive.
Did the American state postulate human
dignity and equality? Catholicity tanght
that man was after a divine model, and all
were equal in their essential charactoer-
isties. Did Americans love intelligence?
Catholicity demanded it, for it was a re-
ligion of exact principles.

Avpproaching his brilliant and effective
peroration, the speaker said: *What will
it avail this Nation if it revered George
Washington and forgot to love Jesns
Christ? If it love the flag and forget
the cross? Revere the Constitn-
tion and reject the Word of God?
You have been chosen bishops because as
priests yon showed yourselves to be conr-
ageous and enlnghten% leaders of the peo-
ple, as well as otficially their superiors. . I
do not believe that you have exchanged
yvour places as distinguished prnests for
those of obscure bishops. The modest
stillness of private virtue is a
fault in a bishop. Do not sink into
men of routine—mere officials. Do not be-
come what our enemies falsely accuse our
bishops of being—chief clerks in the
Pope's ecclesiastical bureau. Lead your
people in all goods works of religion, and
morality, and philanthropy; all that helps
to make men both citizens and neighbors,
better men ag well as Christians. The true
bishop is the people’s bishop.”

A banquet at the Ryan Hotel, of an in-
formal character, was tendered the numer-
ous clerical delegations from all parts of
the country. Bisho ll: Ireland acted as toast-
master, and the bishops-elect responded to
“Our New Bishops,” “The Clergy,” and
kindred sentiments. Awmwong the guests
were the following distinguished prelates:
Rt. Rev. Joseph Dwenger, Fort Wayne,
Ind.; Rt. Rev, F. 8. Chatard, Indianapolis,
Ind.; Rt.

College, Rome, 1taly.
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WAGES oF BAILORS.

Union Organized at New York, and a Circular
Issued Demanding Increased Pay.
NEW YORK, Deec. 25.The Sailors’ and Fire-

men's Union, which was recently organized
in this city by an individnal sent from

Europe for that purpose, held a meeting to-
mght in this city. The meeting was called
for the express purpose of indorsing a eir-
cular, which is to be sent at once to the
Maritime Exchange and to all the ship-
owuers in this port, demanding that the
following shall hereafter be the rates of

wages to be paid for the various degrees of
service indicated: Sailors on all steam-
ships, $35 per month; sailors on all sailing
vessels, £30; greasers on steam vessels, 350;
firemen, £45; coal passers, £5, All these
rates of wages are a material increase, and
the union will ask for a conference with a
committee of the ship-owners. The circu-
lar describes at length the varied hard-
ships of the sailors, firemen and others on
land, details how they are robbed by board-
ing-house keepers, dishonest shipping mas-
ters: are often “shaughied” through the
same or similar intluences, and sutler also
in other directions.

Trouble on the Cincinnatl Southern Railway,

LexinaToN, Ky., Dec. 27.—There is con-
siderable trouble on the Cincinnati South-
ern railroad, caused by the discharge of
twenty DBrotherhood conductors and one
Brotherhood brakeman. Employes all
along the line are mmuch exercised over
these discharges, and 1t is reported here
that Chief Condactor G. W. Howard and
Chief Engineer P. M. Arthur, representing
the orders of the brotherhoods of con-
ductors and engiuneers, respectively, are
now at Somerset, conferring with Superin-
tendent H. F. Clark iu regard to the
tronble. All efforts will be used by the
agerieved men to settle the trouble without

a strike. but if they do not succeed in an'

amicable arrangemcut of their diflerences,
it is believed the engineers, coudoctors and
brakemen will all quit work.

Leather-Workers Willing to Arlitrate.
Wosvrs, Mass., Dec. 27.—The striking
Knights of Labor leather-workers have
issuned a statement of their case to the pub-

liec. They admit the shrinkage in value of
manufactured products during the year,
but assert that this has been fully bal-
anced by reduced cost of raw material and
lower wages. They say the manufacturers
refused to treat with them, and a strike
was necessary. They express willingness
to arbitrate tho disputed questions,

Jesvp, Ga., Dec. 27.—Quiet reigns here,
The last of the volunteer militia have been
withdrawn, and the town is in charge of
the ecivil authorities, who have complete
control. No bodies have been fonnd siuce

yesterday morning, and the victims nam-
ber only six, three whites and three blacks.

At no time was the affair ariot. Initsincep-
tion a half-breed negro-Indian, Bob Brewer,
defied arrest, killed two whites and wound-
ed a third. Mayor Hopyp's eall for troops
was unnecessary and aggravated the situa-
tion. The news spread throughout the
country, and a handred irresponsible

arties tlocked to the town on the trains

rom every direction, The leading spinit in
the outrages committed after dark on_ the
negroes was a lightning-rod agent from
Cincinnati. Jesup's citizens were not con-
nected with the whippings, and deplore the
Jawless acts, Brewer has fonr followers, all
well armed. They may. in retaliation, kill
some whites in the thinly settled country,
but will not dare attack Jesup. They will
themselves be killed eventually, as they
are hunted by hounds.

27.—The Governor Las
information that a riot is threatened in
Tyler county, and he has ordered the militia
there to aid the sheriff’ in keeping the peace.

At a conference of the Governor and the
Attorney-general this morning it was
agreed that the latter shall attend the
habeas corpus trial of the Fort.Bend eiti-
zens arrested for murder several days ago
by the United States marshal. They are of
the opinion that the arrests ave without

warrant of law.
