A PETRIFIED GIANT
Alleged to Have Been Discovered In a Stand-

ing Position by a Washington Settler.

Joseph Sweshenger, who resides near
Stanford, writes to the River Press par-
ticulars of a wonderful discovery he re-
cently made in an unfrequented mountain,
near his residence. The discovery con-
sists of a petrified man, with all his
limbs in a perfect state of preservation.
The body stands by a massive bowlder,
of which it H'ems to have become a
part, and cannot be removed without
considerable labor and expense. A
tiny stream of water, tlowing from a
spring above, falls directly upon the
head of the body, and, after parsing over
it. loses itself in the surrounding rock.

The body measures six feet and nine
inches from the crown of tho head to the
soles of the feet, and is well proportioned,
the chest and limbs being of ponderous
width and size.

LINCOLN'S ASSASSINATION.

it U Graphically Described by lilt Private
Secretaries.

From the Llf of Lincoln, in the Century Mafr&zino
tT Xicolay ana Hay.
No one, not even the comedian on the

ptage, could ever remember the last words
of the niece that were uttered that night

the last Abraham Lincoln heard npon
earth. Tho whole performance remains in
the memory of those who heard it a vague
phantasmagoria, the actors the thinnest of
specters. The awful tragedv in the box
makes everything else 6eem pale and un-
real, nere were five human beings in a
narrow space the greatest man of his
time, in the glory of tho most stupendous
success in our history, the idolized chief of
a nation, already mighty, with illimit-
able vistas of a grandeur to come; his
beloved wife, pioud and happy; a pair
of betrothed love's, with all the
promise of felicity that youth, social posi-
tion and wealth could give them; and this
young actor, haudsome as Kndymion upon
Latmos, the pet of his little world. The'
glitter of fame, happiness and ease was
upon tho entire group, but in an instant
everything' was to be changed with the
blinding swiftness of enchantment, tuick
death was to como on the central figure of
that company the ceutral figure, we be-
lieve, of the great and good men of the cen-
tury. Over ull the rest the blackest fates
hovered menacingly fates from which a
mother might pray that kindlj' death would
save her children in their infancy. One was
to wander with tho stain of jnnrder on his
oul, wiih the curses of a world upon his

name, with & piicesetupou his head, in
frightful physical pain, till he died a dog's
death in a burning b m; the sttfCken wife
wastopas thereat of her days in melan-
choly and madness; of those two young
loyers, oue was to slay the other, and then
end his life a raving maniac.

The murderer seemed to himself to be
taking part in a play. Tho fumes of brandy
and partisan hate had for weeks kept his
brain in a morbid state. I He felt as if he
was playing Brutus on the boards; he
posed, expecting applause. Holding a
pistol in oue hand and a knife in the other,
no opened the box door, nut the pistol to
the President's head, ana lired; dropping
the weapon, ho took the knife in his right
haud, and, when Major Rathbone sprang to
seize him. he struck savagely at him.

Major Kathbone received the blow on his
left arm, suffering a wide and deep wound.
Booth, rushing forward, then placed his
left hand on the railing of the box and
vaulted lightly over to the stage. It was a
high le&p. but nothing to such a trained
athlete. He was in the habit of introduc-
ing what actors call sensational leaps in
his plays. In ""Macbeth," where he met
the weird sisters, he leaped from
a rock twelve feet high. He would
have got safely away but for his spur
catching in tho folds of the Union flag with
which tho front of the box was draped. He
fell on the stage, the torn Hag trailing on
his spur, but instantly arose ns if he had
received no hurt, though, iu fact, tho fall
had broken his leg, turned to the audience,
brandishing his dripping knife, and shout-
ing the State motto of Virginia, "Sic
Semper Tyrannis," and fled rapidly across
the stage and out of sight Major Kath-
bone had shouted. "Stop him!'' The cry
went out "He has 6hot the President."
From the andienco, at first stupid with sur-
prise and afterward wild with excitement
and horror, two or three men jumped upon
tho stage in pursuit of the flying assassin;
but he ran through the familiar passages,
leaped upon his horse, which was in wait-
ing iu the alley behind, rewarded with a
kick and a curse the call-bo- y who had held
him, and rode rapidly away in the light of
the just riseu moon.

The President scarcely moved; his head
drooped forward slightly; his eyes closed.
Maj. Kathbone, at iirst not regarding his
own grievous hurt, rushed to the door of the
box to summon aid. He found it barred,
and on the outside some one was beating
and clamoiing for entrance. He opened
the door; a young officer named Crawford
entered; one or two army surgeons soon fol-
lowed, who hastily examined the wound. It
was at once seen to be mortal. It was after-
wards ascertained that a large derringer
bullet had entered the back of the head on
the left side, and, passing through the
brain, had lodged just behind the left eye.
By diTection of Kathbone and Crawford
th'e President .was carried to a house across
the street and laid npon a bed in a
small room at the rear of the ball, on
the ground floor. Mrs. Lincoln followed,
half distracted, tenderly cared for by Miss
Harris. Kathbone, exhausted by loss of
blood, fainted, and was carried home. Mes- -.

sengers were sent for the members of the
Cabinet, for tho Surgeon-genera- l, for Dr.
Stone, the President's family physician. A
crowd of people rushed instinctively to the
White House, and, bursting through the
doors, shouted the dreadful news to Rob-
ert Lincoln and Major Hay, who sat gos-
siping in an tipper room. They ran down-
stairs. Finding a carriage at the door, they
entered it to go to Tenth street. As they
were driving away a friend came up and
told them that Mr. Seward and most of the
Cabinet had been murdered. The news
was all so improbable that they could not
help hoping it was all untrue. But when
they got to Tenth street and fonnd every
thoroughfare blocked by the swiftly gath-
ering thousands, agitated by tumultuous
excitement, they were prepared for tho
worst. In a few minutes all who had been
sent for, and many others, were gathered
in the little chamber where the chief of tho
state lay in his agony. His son was met at
the door by Dr. Stone, who, with grave ten-
derness, informed him that there was no
hope. After a natural outburst of grief,
young Lincoln devoted himself the rest of

-- the night to soothing and comforting his
mother.

Tho President had been shot a few min-
utes past 10. Tho wound would have
brought instant death to most men, but his
vital tenacity was extraordinary. He was,
of course, unconscious from tne first mo-
ment; but he breathed with sloy and regu-
lar respiration thioughout the night. As
the dawn came, and the lamp-lig- ht grew
pale in the fresher beams, his pulse began
to fail; but his face, even then, was scarce-
ly more haggard than the sorrowing group
of statesmen and generals around him.
His automatic moaning, which had contin-
ued through the night, ceased; a look of
unspeakable peaco came upon his worn
features. At 7:2 he died. Stanton broke
the silence by saying, "Now he belongs to
the ages." Dr. Curloy kneeled by the bed-
side, and prayed fervently. The widow
came in from the adjoining room, supported
by her son. and cast, herself with a loud out-
cry ou the dead body.

C. A. Sampson, and spelling it with a p,"
to show that he wasn't related to the other
Samsoq who was so badly tricked by De-
lilah, has been astounding Loudon audi-
ences by his performances with a young
fellow who modestly concealed his identity
nnder the imposing name of Cyclops They
have been performing at the Westminster
Aquarium, and sending out all sorts of
challenges from the stage to men who labor
nnder the hallucination that they can lift
a ton or two with comparative ease.
Finally, after Sampson had offered a prize
of $o00 to the man who would do the teats
doue by Cyclops, his pupil, and 2,500 to
any man better than himself who might
turn up, Eugene Sandow undertook the
task. He fairly won the premium offered
by Sampson, but the latter, probably
through chagrin, refused to hand over the
money.

Some highly amusing stories are told
about these contests. Sampson, who is not
the herculean person in appearance that his
feats would seem to imply, is a native of
Metz, the son of a French mother and a
Spanish father. He speaks seven lan-cuage- s.

plays sonatas on the piano with the
delicate touch of a girl, and has a biceps
measuring 142 inches in repose and lUj
inches when he wrestles with an iron rod
or a wire rope. His chest measurement is
forty-fou- r inches, but when he in Hates his
lungs he adds several inches to this figure.
This peculiarity gave rise to the rumor that
he was a native of Chicago and a world's
fair boomer, but this he has indignantly
denied. Sampson, however, visited tho
United States several years apo. being then
comparatively unknown. Cyclops, his pu-
pil, is twenty-on- e years of ago. and a mag-
nificent specimen of physical development.

Sandow is a Pomeranian, and was born
at Konigsberg. twenty-tw- o years ago. For
four 3ears he has been trained . by Prof.
Attila, one of tho best known athletic
teachers in Germany. His development is
superior to that of Sampson, his chest
measurement being inches, aud his
biceps and forearm each from 1 to 12
inch larger than those of his rival. He
weighs LU2 pounds whi'ii in condition. San-
dow performed in London before the lead-
ing sporting men of England, eclipsing
Sampson's m'ost ditlicult feats, breaking
chain bracelets and wire ropes with his
forearms, and bending heavy iron rods by
striking them across his chest, arms and
his thighs. Tho bracelet-chain- s, which had
a resistance of 2,500 pounds, were snapped
like pipe-stem- s. Among thoso who wit-
nessed these extraordinary trials of
strength were the Marquis of Queensberry,
Lord ae Clifford and Captain Molesworth,
who acted as iudges. As the Pomeranian
snapped length alter length of the steel
chain bracelets with his biceps and burst
the wire ropes with his pectoral muscles,
men rose in tho audience and waved bank
notes of big denominations as an invitation
to Sampson to beat the white-skinne- d San-
dow if lie could; but the former sulked and
declined. Sandow then, after lightly toss-
ing a 150-pou- nd dumb-be- ll in tho air a few
times to keep his hand in. while the judges
consulted, performed a trick that caused
Sampson to collapse. He placed a chain
around his back and neck, and proceeded
to lift the 150-pou- nd dumb-bel- l with hi,
hands. The chain snapped, the Britishers
yelled and the referee declared that the
Pomeranian had beaten the Metz man out
of sight.

When these two. with Sampson's incog-
nito comrade, Cyclops, cross the Atlantic
they will meet competitors worthy of their

Louis St. Cyr, the "Canadianfrowess. who has challenged Sampson
and Sandow, is twenty-si- x years of age,
aud is a man of superb development, stand-
ing five feet ten aud one-ha- lf inches tall, .

and weighing 223 pounds; his flesh and
muscles are as hard as oak, and he is prob-
ably the best weight lifter ever seen in this
part of the globe. Another challenger is
Denis Gallagher, a muscular athlete, who
formerly resided in liutialo, and whose
specialty is Lancashire wrestling. The
Buffalo boy doesn't care to attempt any
chain-breakin- g feats at present; he prefers
to test the strength and skill of the giants
at a bout of collar-and-elbo- w wrestling, or
a catch-as-catch-c- an match for any amount..

a 245-pou- nd dumb-be- ll from lloor to shoul-
der, and from shoulder to arm's length, with
one hand. On March 28, lStifi, at St. Henri,
Canada, he lifted a platform on which seven
men were seated, and which also contained
seven dumb-bell- s and a barrel of flour, tho
wholemakingadead weight of 2,373 pounds.
He repeated this feat six months later. Im-
mediately after this he placed a barrel of
Hour on his shoulder, and followed this up
by lifting 3,500 pounds of pig-iro- n with a
plank as the hold. His tremendous develop-
ment will dwarf both Sampson and Sandow,
and render a contest among these giants
decidedly interesting.

There areother great Americans who will,
in all probability, enter the list against the
herculean foreigners when they arrive.
William B. Curtis, the sporting editor of
tho Spirit of the Times, is a famous ama-
teur athlete. Hehaslifted with theharness,
1,250 pounds, iu New York citv. David L.
Dowd. of Springfield, has fitted 1.4121s
pounds with hands alone; H. Leusaing, of
Cincinnati, has a record of lifting l,cr4
pounds: G. W. WiuHhin, of Boston, 1,200
pounds; Ambrose A. Butts, of Auburn, O.,
2,73734 pounds. Dr. John Lucas, of Belle-
ville, 111., 2,700 pounds, and C. O. Breed, of
Lynn, Mass., a barrel of Hour, weighing 220
pounds, with his hands alone. All these

'men compare favorably with the foreign
champioms. A carpenter, named Stems, of
Granite Corners, N. Y aged thirty years,
shouldered a four-thousandpou-

nd cannon.
Still others in the muncular arena who

may be expected to come forward are Pow-
ers, the 'Cowboy Sampson," a celebrated
lifter well known in New York city, and
Andrew Hall, a medium-size- d, linely devel-
oped athlete, whose best feat is to place a
cobble-ston- e on his chest , and let a man
break it with a sledge-hamme- r. This is the
samo trick that "Poo!ey"Mace and Thomas
Lambert used to perform fifteen years ago,
when they starred all over the country in
the "gladiator statue" business, llalfalso
does the trrck performed by Sandow and
Sampson with the iron rods. He bends the
rod to a right angle by beating it over his
arm or his head, and straightens it out
again by the same method. His skull eeins
to be incapable of injury, and this part of
his programme is a puzzle to the medical
fraternity.

The remarkable feats accomplished by
these strong men wilnot suffer by com-
parison with tho vaunted deeds of the an-
cients. Milo, the old er, who used
to grorge himself on twenty pounds of
meat and fifteen pints of wine at a .sitting,
may have had a nobler appetite than our
modern athletes, who are trained on scien-
tific principles, but he would have shrunk
from a bout with St. Cyr. had the latter
playfully invited him to lift a platform
with twenty men sitting on it. Lven
Tommy Topham. tho famous Englishman,
who, in 1S., iiited threo hogsheads of
water, bent pokers across his neck and
arms and straightened them outaain with
his lingers, could hardly have held his own
against such a redoubtable champion as
this Canadian. The records given above go
very far to prove that tho modern athlete
is in every particular the superior of his
predecessors.
