Indianapolis Packers Anticipate a Prosperous
Season and Predict Ileavy Receipts.

The pork-packin- g houses hero slaughtered
in tho first two months of tho season,
November and December, ICT.,000 hogs,
against 149,000 in the corresponding two
months of 18S8. Tho increase this year is
the more surprising from tho fact that it
has been one of the most unfavorable times
for killiug in years. J. H. Greenstreet, of
the firm of Collin. Greenstreet Ac Fletcher,
states that ho has been in the packing
business in this State for twenty-fou- r years,
aud he never knew a month in which tho
weather averaged so warm through Decem-
ber as last mouth. In this connection ho
mentioned tho fact that it had been so
warm that hogs could not be killed
in the Southern States, and last
month hogs were shipped from Alabama,
Tennessee and Kentucky to this mar-
ket, something which has never
before occurred. Usually Louisvillo drawn
a considerable per cent, of its supply of
hogs from the Indianapolis market. So far
as Indiana, Illinois and Missouri hogs aro
concerned, the mild weather has been a
blessing to tho farmers in these States, as
it has enabled theoi to keep feeding at a
profit, and by so doing they have gotten
rid of much soft corn which would have
been unmarketable. Hogs are now selling
at $3.50 per 100 and are not likely to go
lower, and by feeding the corn to tho hogs
as usually estimated the farmer is getting
thirty-fiv- o cents a bushel for his torn, a
larger sum than he could derive by ship-
ping it. The packers look for an immensa
shipment of hogs from Indiana, Illinois,
Missouri and several of the Northwestern
States as soon as it turns cold and it will not
be profitable to feed corn to hogs, as only
in mild weather will they fatten.
