TRADING AT CHICAGO.

Wheat Goes Below 30—-Corn Dull and Easler
~Little Doing in Oats and Pork.

CHICAGO, Jan. 35.—The wheat market
was again weak to-day and prices dipped
below S0 cents. The market opened below
yesterday's closing, sold off 3¢ more, im-
proved slightly and closed about 3¢ lower
than yesterday. There was a lack of bull
support, and with lower prices more or
less long wheat was thrown on the market.

The Dbreak Dbelow S0¢ caught a
good many stop orders and the
closing out of these assisted the

weakness. The buyving was mostl
in the interests of “shorts,” who took ad-
vantage of the weak spots to buy, and
large lines were covered. A light business
was .r::sortod in corn, the market ruling
dull featureless the entiresession. The
trade was entirely local, and feeling
slightly easier in sympathy with the weak-
ness in wheat. Fluctuations covered only
a fractional range, and closing prices were
a shade lower than yesterday. Surrounded
by easier markets for other cereals,

An easier speculative market,
with other conditions, influenced cash
buyers, and they were slow to take the car-
lot offerin ence a slow trade was
experienced, and sellers were obli
to vield some concessious, so
finally about 1e¢ lower  average
of prices was qguotable. Not mach
life was manifested in the market
for hog products, and the feeling was
easier. Oiflerings were not large, and the
demand from all gources was limited.

Fattening Swine.
Kansas City Live Btock Record.

We presunme thatevery wide-awake farm-
er has been pushing his swine for tattening
to the utmost during the warm weather, as
the cold weather will make them shrink
unless you have the best of proper shelter
prepared where they cannot shiver in the
snow or wind. See that your shelter is di-
vided into apartments where only six or
eight hogs can pile together, as by this
means they kill each other and come out
steaming hot to catch cold and lay the
foundation for disease. This is one great
cause of want of thrift. 8o divide your
feed that thay wmay all get their proper
share,

Never throw corn down in a pile for hogs
to eat or allow 1t to be done. If cold and
windy, select a sheltered spot in which to
feed at that particular time, and at a warm
hour of the day feed slop or water and see
that all get their share. Give your hogs
fresh beds at least once a week, and occas-
ionally feed of bright hay or sorghum, and
keep hpfore them accessibly at all times the
following mixture; Salt, wood ashes, char-
coal, sulphur, saltpeter and copperas.

One pock of ashes to a pint of salt, two
pronds of coperas to two ounces of salt-

ter, one pound of sulphur to a peck of
charcoal, mixed thoroughly, and eiﬁhty
hungry hogs will not leaye & morsal in
twenty-four hours, so satisfactory is it to
them and such is their want and need of it.
If they cough, feed ten drops of carbolic
acid in a pint of sweet milk to a 200 ponnd
hog in the morning, and one teaspooful of
sulphurous acid at night, and you ean stop
all sneezing and coughing, and you can
thus put your hogs in good health,

Borrow money, hold your hogs until after
taxes are paid, and the first timme they come
up sell and pay your debts, and we believe
you will run no risk from cholera and make
money. The great secret of sunccess is, feed
and water reg\llarly in amount and manner,
and keep your hogs healthy.

How to Apply Manure.
L. M. Stevenson, in Uhio Farmer.

On clay lands the manure should be .zn-
plied as fast as possible after it is made,
and on lands that are flat enough to pre-
vent washing, it should be spread broad-
cast. Where a_ rotation of crops is prac-
ticed it should be spread on the land in-
tended for corn the next season, then fol-
low the corn with oats or barley, and eul-
tivate them in; thus yon will have the
manure on top for wheat. I would not
touch the yards until after the stock was
turned out, and then I should spread the
manure as fast as drawn, and if there was
not time to spread it on the corn ground
before planting, whatever was left should
be piled in good-sized flat piles, about two
and a half or three feet deep, and at the
first opportunity it shoml drawn and
spread for the next vear's corn. This plan
has been tried, and has %'ovod entirely sat-
isfactory; in fact, enough so to pay for the
year’s lost time, and in this way it can be
applied to quiterolling land, as tzodryumd
will be ready to take all of the juice.

f mannre istobe kept for wheatitshounld
be forked over whenever it begins to heat
and kept moist. If there is motenon
moisture in the manure water should
applied. The main point is to get it as fine
as possible and not have it burn, and also
keep the ammonia from escaping. When
this manure is to be applied it should be
spread on the top and cultivated before it
becomes dry, and the more cultivating and
dragging it has the better it will become
mixed with the soil, and consequently the
auicker returns. When it is desired to
manure in the hill the manure should be as
fine as possible, and stable manure can be
made so in winter months by throwing into
a warm shed or cellar and keeping it wet
enough to prevent burning. Let hogs run
ow'it and work it over, and when it is to the
proper tineness it can be removed to a dry
place ready for use and more put in to be
worked over. In conclusion, make all the
manure that yon can by using plenty of
bedding in thestable and litterin the yards;
and save all yon can by keeping yvour yards
from washing and stable floors from leak-

ing.

Keep the back, especially between the
shoulder blades, well covered; also the
chest weil protected. In aleeping in a cold
room establish the habit of breathin
through the nose, and never with the moun

open.
