The stock market was weak to-day al-
most from the start, and while there was
only a moderate volume of business, the
declines scored in some stocks were large
and everything traded in, with a few un-
important exceptions, 18 lower this
evening. The opening was marked
by a firm tonme, though _there
was no special feature outside of Pacific
Mail, which was advanced again by the
Rufus Hatch party to the best figures yet
attained, but notwithstanding the repeated
asscrtions. that the movement was based
on the merits of the property only and not
upon hopes of a subsidy, the stock was
unable to hold its advantage snd sank
AWAY 133“ cent. from its best figures,
The ““bears” received some encouragement
from the continued weakness of the Chi-
cago & Eastern Illinois stocks, and al-
though the Flower Earty denied having
sold any of their stock and were openly ad-
vising holders not to part with their shares,
there was amarked lack of buying orders
brought out by the decline. Two stories
were started to account for the weak-
ness, omne being that parties who
have examined the property with
a view to purchase were dissatistied
with it and bad started a liguidstion, and
one that the reports of passing of the divi-
dend bhad been started by rsons who
wanted to get the stock at a lower figure,
The subsequent weakness in Rock Island
guve color to this latter theory, as the same
people who control Chicago & Eastern Illi-
nois are also prominent im_Rock Island.
The weaknessin Chicago & Easternlllinois
checked the improving tendency in the
general list, but it was not nntil the bhear
attacks upon Rock Island that the decline
extended to the general list. The Chicago
party joined forces with the *“bears” and
the grangers were all attacked, but with-
out special effeet, until the issne of the
statement of the earnings of the St. Paul
for December with its decrease in the net
of £71,000, when everything gave way more
freely and in the grangers material losses
were sustained. Sugar Refineries sym-
pathized closely with this move-
mwent but attracted little attention.
The Chicago & Eastern Tllinois stocks
rallied partially, but the rsll; had no ap-
parent effect upon the rest of the markes,
and the downward movement was con-
tinued right up to the close, which was
woak at the lowest Erieos. The coalers
were active, but well held throughout, as
was also New England. The final losses
of importance include Chicago & Eastern
Illinois preferred, 4; the common, 15;
Sugar, 25; Rock Island, 26g; Northwestern,
15; Colorado Coal, Buriington & Quiney,
St. Paul and Lead, 1 per cent. each.

Railroad bonds were less active, the sales
for the day reaching only $1,150,000, which
was specially evenly distributed, while the
tone of the market was weaker than usnal
of late and declines are more numerous this
evening, though the important changes in
quotations are few in number.

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TRADING AT CHICAGO.

Wheat Turns Upward—Corn Weaker—Oats
Higher—Hog FProducts Steady.

CHICAGO, Feb, 8.—A fairly good busi-
ness wss transacted in the wheat market
to-day on speculative acconnt. The open-
ing was the same as the closing of Satar-
day, advanced @30, receded to inside
prices, ruled stronger and closed 3y@lgc
higher than Saturday. There was goed
buying st the inside prices, not from any

particular sources, and at the top prices
the speculative offerings were quite large,
sufficiently so to prevent further advance.
Corn was traded in to a fair extent, the
market ruling moderately active at times.
The feeling developed was weaker and
transactions were again at lower nrices.
The chief weakening infinence was the
rumored cut in rates from Kansas and Ne-
braska points of 5@7¢ per 100 pounds, which
has been anticipated by many for several
days, but to-day the selling was quite gen-
eral, receivers and warchouse men selling
quite freely, as receipts were expected to
increase, e cuat will make the rate from
Kansas City 15¢. The romors lacked con-
firmation, but considering the stress
that has been brought to bear on
the railroads in that section many
eperators were inclined to give them cre-
dence. Oats were fairly active, stronger
and 5@ Y4 higher on the deferred deliv-
eries, in which the trading centered. There
was good buying of May by three large
houses, and prices advanced to 2219222%e¢.
At the top offerings increased, but the de-
mand was sufficient to absorb them, and
the market held steady until the close.
Traders paid little attention to February
and March, and the advance in other
mouths had no effect on them. A moder-
ately active trade was reported in the mar-
ket for hog products, with the interest
mainly 1n pork., The report of the stock
on hand showed an increase of about 53 per
cent. in the aggregate supply, and this was
regarded as a weak feature. On the other
hand the receipts of hogs were smalier
than gancrall{ anticipated, with prices
higher for the best grades, and this checked
the speculative oflerings to some extent.
Urading was chiefly in May. Ingquiry on
shipping account was rather light, with no
vressure to sell. Transactions were moder-
ate at about former prices. The leading
futures ranged as follows:
