It Was a Great and Lively Bay in All
Grain and Provisions at Chicago,

Heavy Advance on Larpe Easiness in Wheat-C- orn

Strong and Unusually Active Oati
Higher Better Prices for Has: froducts.

MONEY, STOCKS AND BONDS.

The Market Settles Down to Intense Dull-
ness In the II ml of av Few "Bear."

NEW YORK, Feb. 27. Money on call
was easy, ranging from 3 to 52 percent.,
the last loan being made at 3, closing
offered at 3 per cent.

Trime mercantile paper iGS1? per cent
Sterling exchange dull and weak at

4.814 for sixty-da- y bills and $4.83 for
demand.

The total eales of stocks to-da- y wero 190,-0- C0

shares, including tho following: Dela-

ware, Lackawauna & Western, 6,100; Erie,
3.100; Louisville & Nashville, 8.201; Mis-

souri Pacific, 9.500; Reading, 18,300; St.
Paul, 9,097; Union Pacific. 23,490.

The stock market was still more quiet to-

day, and the fluctuations in most of the
list reflect the general apathy of operators,
being confined to the smallest fractions,
except in the few stocks which are
now objects of attention from the
"bears'1 and traders. The general
opinion is that all the trading
except tho little buying from time to time
by the insiders when their favorites are un-

duly depressed is for the short account,
and the selling seems to be of the same
character, so that the outstanding short in-

terest, in comparison with tho dimensions
of the market, is unduly large. The for-
eigners have shown a disposition to buy of
late, and to-da- y in London the prices be-

fore the opening of the board here were
materially higher than ours of last even-
ing, and the opening here, whileresponsive
to a limited extent to the advance in Lon-
don, was only slightly higher, andf under
pressure from the "bears" this ad-
vantage was soon wiped out. A
desperate attempt was made daring
the day to break New England, the oppo-
rtunity being taken to offer it down when
no one was trading in the stock. There
was no bad news to make a decline, and,
although bankers are waiting anxiously
for some action at Washington which will
make money more plentiful and easier, and
so have a bearing on the situation in Wall
street of a favorable nature, there was no
lack of funds, and rates were easy through-
out the day. Besides New England, the
only weak point in the regular list was
Union Pacilic, which was sold down by the
trader. Sugar Refineries was weak all the
way out, however, the "bears" selling
it down on the story that the courts would
interfere with the payment of the next
dividend. Tennessee Cor.l was rather weak,
notwithstanding the publication of a bull
article upon the property in an influential
morning paper. The grangers were less
active ana were traded in over a narrow
range without exception. The market
closed dull and heavy generally, at close
to the lowest figures. The final changes
are, in most cases, in the direction of lower
Jrices, but the only ones of importance are

of l7s in Sugar, and 1 per cent, in
Tennessee Coal.

Railroad bonds were again quiet to dull,
and to-da- y again displayed a general droop-
ing tendency, though declines were, for the
most part, insignificant, and the only feat-
ure was the selling of Reading third in-
comes down below the stock again. The
sales of all issues reached $1,001,000, but
this business was very evenly divided be-
tween a large number of bonds. The
principal losses were Central Railroad of
Georgia fives. 24. at 99; Reading thirds. 2,
at 88. The few gains included Louisville,
New Albany & Chicago firsts. 2, to 119.

Wheat Ac tire and Considerably Higher Bet-
ter Prices for Com, Oats and Hog Products.
CHICAGO. Feb. 27. There was a good

business in wheat again to-da- y, and the
feeling was stronger, with pries again
averaging higher than yesterday.' The
opening was lower than yesterday, but
6oon a better feeling began to develop, and
prices advanced 7Qc then eased off 3gc,
again ruled firmer, and the closing was
5bS34C higher than yesterday. One of the
princ',- - reasons for the advance to-d- ay

was u a receipt of a telegram from Albion,
MicL., canceling an order to sell wheat,
and reporting the growing wheat in that
vicinity badly durar.zed. From Randolph
county, Illinois, reports were received re-

porting wheat in fine condition. The early
speculative otlerinzs were quite large, but
were steadily absorbed by a prominent
trader, who was credited as boing a 6eller
yesterday. Later, it was found there was
but little whea; for sale, which, together
with the bull news, started "shorts" to
covering, the advance holding until the
close. A largo business was done in corn,
the market being more active than
for several days past. Transactions were
largely in lay, though July received
considerable attention. The firmer tone
was due largely to the receipts not running
up to tho calculations of many, the
strength in wheat, and to rumors of floods
in the Ohio Valley. The market opened at
yesterday's closing, was firm, advanced in
all 'oc. easf-- d off a little, ruled strong,
closing H'Sc better than yesterday. Oats
were active, strong and higher. May was
the featnroof the trading, and prices ad-
vanced i-j-

c. On the bulge offerings in-
creased and prices recedea 14c, but the
market closed steady at ?c higher than
yesterday. Only a fair trade was reported
in mess pork. May attracting the most re-
tention. Trices were advanced USSc on
the whole range, and tho appreciation was
moderately well supplied. Rather more
was doing in lard, chietly for May. Prices
wero more favorable to pallors. Not quite
bo much was doing in short-rib- s, but the
market was stronger. Prices were ad-
vanced .02 z. 03c, especially on the defer-
red deliveries, and the improvement was
fairly well supported. The leading futures
ranted as follows:

The Boston Her-
ald of Wednesday pays of the dry-goo- ds

market: "The firmness of plain brown and
bleached cotton goods rather increases than
otherwise. The very firm position of cot-
ton is having its effect, though at first the
large buyers of cotton and cotton goods
were inclined to regard it in the light of a
speculative movement. But, as it turns
out. the position is really farm, with raw
cotton advanced 10 per cent, at least. This
position of cotton has already been a
feature of the market for some weeks, andif it has come to stay, as even buyers begia
to admit that it has, manufacturers have
got to contrive some way to get their profits
out of the goods they make. It looks as
though they wero not to make anything
out of buying cotton low, as they have
done on former seasons. The tendency is
still to mark up everything where there is
the least prospect that an advance would
be sustained, and almost every Monday
morning finds the list of cotton goods re-
vised, with advances here and there, and
no declines in prices." Groceries, as well,
are in strong position, sugars, coffees, teas!
canned goods and dried fruit all being firm
and in good request. The wretched con-
dition of the country roads, however, tends
to lessen the immediate business in tho
lines named. The seed market is active
and prices firm at the revision of to-da- y. The
provision market is more active, but prices
are unsettled. The produce markets aremoving along much in the rut of some days
past Poultry, eggs and butter are all
easy at quotations, while everything in thefruit and vegetable line has an advancing
tendency.
