TIIIS RK3IARKABLK CLUlATE.

The First Day of Spring the Coldest Known

New Orleans, March 1. Tbe weather
this morning was the coldest of the season
throughout Louisiana and the greater part
of Mississippi, the mercury at all points
outside of the city going below S2, and
doing great damage to cane, corn, veget-
ables, etc. The truck farmers along the
Illinois Central railroad, between this city
and Jackson, are heavy sufferer, the free2e
having blighted their prospects for early
vegetables and fruits.

BEN BUTLER'S DROOPING EYE.

It Has Been Successfully Treated by a Surgeon
and Is Now a Thing: of the Past.

Boston, March 1. One of the-notabl- e

institutions of the United States has dis
appeared. Ben Butler's drooping eyelid
so familiar to the present genera- -

tion and part of the last, is no more.
A surgeon has been at work on his
famous left ocular, aud the result is he will
bo able to see as well as tbe man with the
best eye in the world. The cutting was done
with surgeons' scissors and not with
a knife. The surgeon caught up between
his thumb and forefinger a fold of flesh
midway between the eye-las- h and the eye-
brow, and clipped it oil with the scis-
sors. A big hole was consequently
left in the .lid, for the piece
of flesh taken away was abontr
one and 1 a half inch long and one inch
wide. Having cut away the fold, the
surgeon then brought the bleeding
edges together and secured them with half
a dozen stitches. Tho effect is ob
vious. The lower portion of the lid was
drawn upward, where tho overhanging
fold used to be, thus exposing tbe eye
ball to the light. Of course, the opera-
tion was unpleasant to the General,
but the whole thing was over in
fifteen minutes, and General. Butler
had a bandaged left eye, but one that he
would be able to see out of in a few days.
The wound healed rapidly. The operation
was performed Monday, and on Ihurs- -
day some of the stiches were removed.
On Friday tho surgeon took out the rem-
nants of the suture, and the two edges of
the wound were united. On the following
Monday the lid felt so comfortable - that
the General wished to go out and attend
to business, but the weather was not pro
pitious and. by his doctor s advice, he de
cided to remain at home nntil Thursday,
Feb. 27.

As soon as the news of the operation wau
noised abroad. the General began
to hear from his friends and others.
too. In twenty-fou- r hours his
mail was rilled with strango letters. Many
of them were expressions ox sympathy and
congratulation from friends, but
the greater part was composed of
circulars settins forth the merit of quack
medicines and of valuable advice from
self-constitut-ed oculists in various
parts of Massachusetts. The General's
right eye, too, has been deyeloping of late
years a drooping lid on a roinature scale.
It is now veiled more than the left eye is.

Whv the Dismissed Milwaukee Clerk
Was Given a Place in the Census Office.

Testimony of the Civil-Servi- ce Commissioners
and Othen Before the House Committee

The Postal Telegraph Measure.

Washington, March 1. At tho opening
of the session or tho House committee in-

vestigating charges against tho Civil- -
service Commission to-da-y. Representative
Ewart read a telcgTam from rv-

ice Commissioner Edgerton saying that the
charge that Camobeil had given out civil--

service questions was never made known
to him (Edgerton) until tho evening befoie
be wrote his letter to the President, and the
reason why it was withheld was best known
to those who condoned it. Ex-Commiss-

er Oberly had testified the other day that.
Mr. Edgerton refused to have anything to
do with the charge against Campbell.

Superintendent ot Census Porter was the
first witness called, and gave tbe committee
hh story of Shidya appointment to a clerk
ship in the Census UL'ice. commissioner
Koosevelt had come to him. and said
that he IKoosevelt) thoueht Shidy was un
justly dismissed irom the Milwaukee post- -
umee, and asked him to appoint sniuy
to a position m the Census Bureau, lielore
his appointment fchidy had passed only a
fair examination.

On cross-examinati- on bv Representative
Ewart Mr. Porter said he would not have
appointed Shid v to the place had he been
told that he had made raise ceruncauous
in the Milwaukee poatoOice. In answer to
further questions Mr. Porter said that
ShidVs appointment had not taken place
until six weeks after the request of Mr.
Roosevelt, and that protests had been med
asainst his appointment. He further
recollected, he said, that Mr. Roosevelt had
6.i id to him that Shidy was a weak man,
and had yielded to coercion, and that Post-
master Paul had turned bimont because he
had testified to the truth.

Commissioner Roosevelt was then called
and gave the committee a history of the
last investigation oi xne .nuwauitee posi-ollic- e.

He said Shidy, although reluctant,
had come forward at once to testify, lhe
commission told him it wonld do all in its
power to protect him from the consequences
of telling the truth, but not from the con-eequenc- es

of his rong-doin- g in the
oflice. Mr. Roosevelt ' then related how
the commission had made efforts to have
Shidy reinstated, and failing in that,
to have him appointed in the Census Office.
"Kemember," he said, "that bhldy was not
dismissed for doing wronar. but was dis
missed for trying to atone for it by doing
well, and he had confessed and expressed a
deep, humble and apparently sincere re
gret for what he had done." He Koosveltl,
felt, he declared, that the government
must protect its own witnesses, who are
persecuted for telling tbe trnth. He would
not interfere with the punishment of these
men for their wrong-doin- g.

Commissioner Ihompsonhavingtakentbo
stand, said that after hearing Shidv'a testi
mony of yesterday he did not think he was
t man who ought to bavo a place under the
government, for the reason that he showed
a moral obliquity which unfitted him for
employment in the government service.
In his testimony before the Commission,
Shidy freely confessed, and said he would
not comic' .such a wrong again, although
yesterday .ie had said that he would do
the same thing again nnder similar cir
cumstances, buch a man was not to be
trusted.

Commissioner Lyman testified that the
preliminary report mad in the Milwaukee
postoffice case by Messrs. Doyle, Secretary
and Webster, the chief examiner of the
commission previous to the reorganization
of the commission, had not been acted
upon by the commission, because he Ly--
manj could not get Mr. Edgerton to co-
operate with him. He did not feel author-
ized to act upon it himself, because of the
conflict in the testimony of tho various
witnesses. Commissioner Oberly. his col-
league, had then been appointed to the
commissionorship of Indian affairs. When
he Lyman became sole commissioner the
work upon him was overwhelming and
crushing, leaving him but little time, to
attend to tho matter.

The ratio
between our own and the British rates was
as 25 cents to 3) cents. The Postmaster- -
general proposed to rcdnce these rates one-hal- f.

And. this in the face of the fact that
the British system had been operated with

deficit of $11,800,300 in the past eleven
years, and probably 30,000,000 since
its establishment. Yet the British
system had been instituted nnder a solemn
pledge that it should be self-supportin- g.

The salaries of the British operators aver
aged from 26 to per month, while in
New York the average, including male and
female operators, was S'1.4-- . more than
double the British average. If our govern-
ment embarked in the telegraph business it
must have managers or the business would
co to the bottom. The government could
not do tbe bnsines as cheaply as the West-
ern Union. All of the small and new com
panies were under a much, larger propor- -
xionaie piprnso mail' me esiern union,
which handled over 100.000 messages a day
at New York alone. It was cheaper to do a
large business than a small one. An opera-
tor could not be made in a year. Operators
had to have eight or ten years experience
before they could be trusted to manage a
heavy wire. .

Taking nn the details of the Postmaster- -
general s plan. Dr. Oreen said that at many
of tbe postolhces there would not bo suffi
cient telegraph nnsmess to p ay expenses.
It had been snggested that the postmasters
at these offices might learn to work the
wires. But they would not do so. ns they
were usually business men, and fully em-
ployed in caring for their shops. Then
special corps of operators would have to be
organized in the largo cities, and they
would have to bo placed in rooms separate
from the postollice. to preserve the uccrccy

PREDICTIONS OF HIGH WATER.

Special River Bulletin Issned by the Signal
Service Some Fast Floods.

Washington, March 1. Tho Signal Serv-
ice issnes tho following special river bulle-
tin: It is estimated that tho Ohio river
at Cairo will rise 9 feet between the present
date, March 1, and March 7, making the
stage of water on tho latter date, at that
place, about 51.5 feet. The stage of water
at Cairo to-d-ay is 42.2 feet, and has risen 8
feet in the past live days. This stage of
water, if it occurs, as seems highly prob
able, will nearly equal some of the highest
stages of water that have ever occurred at
Cairo, namely; tho stage of 51.4, on Feb. 28,
1882; 52,2, Feb. 27. 1SSS; 51.8, Feb. 22, 1884.
This forecast is based on tho recent groat
rises in the rivers of the Ohio valley.

At Cincinnati the stage of water, which is
at its highest to-da- y, is 57 feet and has
risen 15 feet in the last five days. At Chat
tanooga the . stage of water is 40 feet and
has risen SO feet in five days. At Nash-
ville the stage of wter is 47 feet and has
risen 34 feet in six days. At Nashville and
Chattanooga there may bo some slicht
rises still to come. The stage of water at
St. Louis is 8.5 feet and has been stationary.
The high water of Feb. 28. 1&S2, at Cairo
was preceded by a 59-fo- ot stage at Cmcin
nati on Feb. 21. a 15-fo- ot stage at Chatta
nooga, 38 feet at Nashville and 28 feet at
St. Louis. At tho latter place there was a
rise of 17 feet in the few days previous.
The hich water of Feb. 27. 1883.
at Cairo was proceded by a GO-fo- ot

stage at Cincinnati on Feb. 15. 13 feet
at Chattanooga, 41 feet at Nashville and 10
feet at bt. Louis, the latter place having a
riso of 5 feet the lew davs previous. The
high water of Feb. 22, 1884, at Cairo, was
preceeded by a 71-fo- ot stage at Cincinnati
on Feb. 14, 31 feet at Chattanooga, 46 feet
at Nashville aud 14 feet at St. Louis. These
predictions are subject to some uncertainty
on account of any rain-fa- ll that ma3' occur
before March 7. It is not likely, however,
that there will be any considerable raiu-- f all
eoon. as the temperature throughout the
country is very low, and apt to remain o
for several day s. It seems likely that by
March 14 the river at Vicksburg will riso to
a height of 49 feet, unless by that time a
great deal of watr has run into the St.
Francis and Yazoo bottoms.
