Attended to the Grave by Grief-Stricke- n

Friends and the Sorrow of the Feople.
Each muffled clang of the tolling fire-bel- ls

yesterday was met with an answer-
ing throb of sorrow and pity in thousands
of hearts throughout the city. To the vast
majority of the people the dead firemen
were strangers, yet among all there was
genuine sorrow, sorrow that they, in com-

mon with all humanity, had lost fellow-me- n,

cast in the true mold of he-

roes. And there was pity, deep and
heartfelt pity, for the wives and fatherless
little ones, whose bread-winne- rs had been
so ruthlessly torn from them. So swift
had been the succession of calamities since
Monday, so overwhelming had been the ac-

cumulative force of horror piled on horror,
that the stunned and overwrought com-

munity scarcely appreciated the full import
of the catastrophe until the doleful tolling
of bells, the muffled beat of drums,
the measured tread, of marching
men and other familiar accompaniments of
death brought tho people to a realizing
sense of the great and irreparable common
Iocs.

One of the victims wasburied Wednesday, .

and seven crushed and mangled forms were
yesterday borne to their last resting place
in the tomb, two more will join them to-

day, and one lies buried in the bowels of tho
merciless wreck, where the heroic band
perished at their post of duty. Five wid-
ows, who were wives but yesterday, and
fifteen children, many of them too young
to understand the full import of their
terrible loss, looked for the last time yesr
terday upon all that was mortal of those
they had lovea, and are left to etrugglo
alone with life and grief.

An immense concourse of people gathered
at the late home of the superintendent of
he lire-alar- m telegraph, Andrew O. Cherry,

where the funeral services wero held at 3
o'clock, conducted by Kev. Dr. Ford, as-
sisted by Kev. Drs. Van Anda and Van Bus-kir- k.

The cozy little house, the adjoining
yards, and the street for almost a
block, were filled with people who
had loved and admired the dead
and had come to do him honor. There was
a profusion of floral oll'eriugs, tender and
delicate tokens of many strong friend-
ships. The services were brief and im-
pressive; a simple eulogy of the departed
and a word of consolation for the bereaved
widow and two sons. His brother Knights
of Pythias and the comrades of his Grand
Army post led the long cortege to the grave,
and there performed tho solemn rites of
their orders.

Peculiarly sad was tho funeral of
Anthony oltz. and here again were im
mense crowds of friends and strangers.1
who had come to pay their sorrowful
tribute of respect. The services weTo held
at the littlo brown cottage, at No.
343 South East street, which had been
a plain but happy homo for . the
brave lireraau, his estimablo wife and
troop of seven children. Kev. C. C.
Edwards conducted tho brief service, and
his piteous appeal for divine care for the
poor wife and fatherless littlo onesbrought
tears from the strongest of the assemblage.
The poor woman seemed dazed at the awful
measure of her grief, ho terrible - that the
restful, peace-givin-g tears have not yet
moistened her burning eves. ; The oldest
daughter sat sobbing near the head of the
casket, . while huddled near her were
live of the smaller children, scarcely com-
prehending what it meant. When thecasket
was removed to the yard the last child, a.

view its father's face. The little one
laughed joyously.- - spoke to him and
stretched out its arms in baby glee to;
grasp the bright flowers that decked the
coffin.

The funeral of David O. R. Lowry wais '

conducted from his home, at So. 133 EastI
North street, yesterday morning. .Here, ftlarger number of firemen were able to
tend than at any of the others, and there
were hosts of friends from all parts of the
city. The services were conducted by Kev.
C. A. Van Anda, who delivered an eloquent
and touching funeral oration. Throughout
the services the desolate moans and wild
bursts of grief from his wife, prostrated
with illness in her room above, could bo
plainly heard, and moved the sad as-
semblage to tears of nity. As his fellow-fireme- n

of No. 2 took their final view of his
face, strong, brave men though they were,'.
there was not one that did not burst
iuto tears. The remains were tak-
en to Terre Haute for inter-
ment, where they arrived shortly after 2
o'clock. They were accompanied by forty
Indianapolis friends, among whom wero
nine firemen. Tho Terre Haute fire depart-
ment turned out and escorted the cortege
ta Woodlawn Cemetery, where services
wero conducted by the Kev. Salem Town.
Tho funeral was largely attended by Terre,
Haute friends.

The last honors to Espey Stormer wero
performed at the residence of ex-Chi- ef

Sherwood, No. 222 North Illinois 6treet.
Dr. H. A. Cloveland pronounced an elo-ouc- nt

tional force that the withdrawal of vital
support can give it.

1 wo streams of water were allowed to
soak into the ruins all day, and ev;n then
the smoke continued, evidencing the fact
that the fire was still smoldering. To-
ward 6 o'clock the wind began blowing
somewhat fresh from the west and it looked
as though a storm was imminent. The
clouds brought rain, however, and with it
a cessation of the wind, which, had it in-

creased
t

to anything like a gale, wonld have
razed the dangerous structures and saved
the city inst that much trouble. 'So firm
was the belief that the walls might fall at
any moment that the rattle of a brick or
piece of falling mortar caused those who
wero standing with their backs to the
ruins to start for a place of safety. City
Attorney Taylor had a littlo scare of this
Kind.

The glare of the electric light glanced
from the wet and shiny surface
of. hundreds of umbrellas as the
crowd waited along W?hington street
last night for some new turn in alfairs. It
was evidently the impression that, the
work of destroying the buildings adjoining
the ruins was to be prosecuted during the
night, and tho people hung on to points of
vantage until slowly convinced that no
further steps wero to bo taken until morn-
ing.

Tbe threatened injunction has evidently
been abandoned, as no suit was entered up
to the time the county ofllces closed last
evening. Street Commissioner Do Kuiter
has everything in readiness to. tear down
the ragged section of the Becker building
which remains standing. A cable has been
stretched from a pulley on Washington
street up through the building, out the
north end and up the alley to another pulley
near Meridian street.

What disposition is to be made of the
small buildings adjoining Sloan's on tho
west and Wasson's on the east is not as yet
known. The former was occupied by
George L. W. Mack as a shoe store, and tho
latter by the Arcade clothing store. Mr.
Mack has moved his stock across the street
to the Kochester Boot and Shoe Company ?a
room, while the Arcade people are holding
the fort.

. It is understood, however, that the latter
will remove their goods to-da- y to the build-o- n

East Washington street, formerly occu-
pied by the McCormick Reaper Company,
The tearing down of the Sloan
and Wasson buildings will leave the littlo
stores on either side in bad shape for tho
reason that the west wall of the Sloan
building serves as the east wall of Mack's
store, while the east wall of the Wasson
building is the west wall of the Arcade.

Tooking After Insurance Interests.
Yesterday morning John S. Spann,

Charles F. Sayles, L. D. Moody and A. T.
Allen, manager of the Indianapolis Fire In-

surance Association, representing compa-
nies having risks upon the Schufman build-
ing, occupied by Geo. W. Sloan & Co.,
and that of Henry Severin, in which is
Wasson & Co's. dry goods house, called up-

on City Attorney Taylor. At this visit
they protested against tho tearing down of
these two buildings, the razing of which
had been determined on by the Mayor npon
ithe opinion of experts, who pronounced
their walls unsafe. At this consultation
they declared they would go into court and
ask for an injunction against the tearing
down of the blocks. One of the -- visitors
demanded that the city prop up the block in
which is the Wasson dry goods store, but
when pressed to furnish the men to do this
hazardous work acknowledged that ho was
unable to do so and the city oiliciala de-
clined to do it for him.

Late in the afternoon & Journal reporter
got an intimation that the injunction pro-
ceedings were imminent. He called upon
a number of insurance men, all of whom
were decidedly uncommunicative. Charles
F. Sayles. who was last Been, declined to
say anything, but referred the reporter to
11. F. Klum, State agent, represent-
ing the Home Insurance Company
of New York, which company carries
$5,000 on the Severin building and $3,000 on
the Schnrman building, and to Mr. Ingram,
agent of tbe London, Liverpool and Globe,
wnich carries $3,000 on the Schunnan build-
ing. Neither of these gentlemen could be
found, but tbe reporter was, as a special
favor, allowed to converse by telephone
with Mr. Klum, who was evidently in some
lawyer's ollice seeking advice. Mr. Klum
declined to say whether he would or wou Id
not file an injunction against the city off-
icials, as ho had not yet got the full legal
bearings of the case.

W. II. Hobos, whose companies carry some
of the insurance, took another view of tho
matter. T think." he said, "that May or Sul-
livan has acted wisely, and the action of the
city officials wa justified in every senso.
Insurance companies are liable for all dam-
age to buildings that occurs by reason of
lire and for the loss on the Becker building
which fell yesterday. The destruction of
the Wnsson building would not be caused
by lire in the building, but on account of
the rotten material of the foundation and
walls. I want to say; for Chief Dougherty
that I watched the tire from its beginning,
and 1 do not believe any chief could have
done better. The accident was caused by
tho insecurity of the buildings, of which I
do not suppose ho had any knowledge. Our
tiro maps show those walls to have been
eighteen inches at tho foundation and
twelve inches thick up to the third story,
when, in fact, they were not more thau
eight inches. I know, so far as Mr. Dough-
erty is concerned, that I speak the senti-
ments of a number of underwriters, several
of whom have requested mo to circulate a
paper for signatures expressing their ap-
proval and confidence."

' Tribute to Our Firemen,
Terre Haute 2 ews.

Terre Haute is so cldsely identified wich
Indianapolis by ties of business, friendship
and almost hourly intercourse that this
calamity comes to us like a personal be-

reavement. ,Tho story of this disaster il-

lustrates anew the heroism of the men who
compose the fire department. In these days
of corrupt and untrustworthy otlicials their
unshrinking bravery and fearless devotion
to duty are as rare as they are commend-
able. Their services are of a kind that can-
not be paid for in dollars and cents. They
might take far less risk and yet keep
within the line of their requirements, but
at the sight of fire and smoke they rn3h
like a war-hors- e into the middle of the fray.
The soldier is inspired by patriotism, by
the hope of promotion, by the thought
of homo and family in whose defense ho
tights. But the fireman is actuated solely
by a sense of duty and responsibility. As
the department dashes by at the alarm of
firo thero is alwajTs the chance and gener-
ally the certainty, if it prove a conllagra-tio- n

of auv size, that some of tho mem-
bers are making their last run. But this
thought, which must bo ever present,
lever causes the flinching of a muscle, tho
lalting of a second. Lp the ladder and

through the tire and smoke into the very
embrace of death, this is the daily exper-
ience of that heroic brigade who follow tho
tap of the fire alarm as the soldiers obeyed
the bugle call. "Common firemen' per-
haps they are. but most uncommon men,
heroes in the highest senso of the word and
deserving of the fullest measure of appreci-
ation and gratitude from tho public whem
they so faithfully serve.
