MAIL STATISTICS.

Mr Wanamaker's Plan for Finding Out the
Business Done by the Postoffices,

WasmxaroN, May 22— During the seven
full days beginning at 6 o’clock Monday
morning, May 5, 1800, all postmasters
throughout the United States have been
instructed by the Postmaster-general to
take a careful and accurate account of the
number of pieces and the weight of paid
matter mailed at their respective oflices,
with the amount of postag~ thereon, to-
gether with statistics of free matter
mailed. There is to be a separation
throughout the several ciasses of matter
between that which is mailed to other
postoflices and that which is for local de-
livery. Not only is a statemnent to be made
of the number, weight and postage in each

subdivision of each class. but also the num.
ber, weight and postuge in each subdi-
vision of each elass. In the first class are
letters, wrapped and sealed pack-
ages and postal cards. The object sought
by the Postmaster-general is to obtain
an exact knowledge of the number, weight
and amount of postage paid on each and
overy class of sub-class of matter mailed in
the United States during the week begin-
nu:lg at 6 ¢’clock Mounday morning, May 5,
and ending at 6 o'clock on the foilowing
Monday morning, by which the work of the
year may be accurately estimated. The
‘ostmasier-general believes that this in-
formation is essential to a proper admin-
istratiou of the postal service, and to this
end he has mailed to ecach of the 61,000
postmasters in the United States and to
about 3,500 railway eclerks, who will take
account of matter mailed on traius, a blank
form of report, which is to be promptly
made and mailed to the Postmaster-general
at the close of the week. These reports
will have no bearing upon the salaries or
ailowances of postmmasters, who are can-
tioned against making exaggerated or in-
accurate statements, (/pon the receipt of
these reports a detail of elerks will be made
to arrange and tabulate them. It is esti-
mated that it will require the work of
twenty clerks for six months to compleie
this tabulation,

MINOR MATTERS,

Favorable Report on Senator Frye's Bill for
Carrying Mails in American Steamships.
WASHINGTON, May 2.—Senator Frye will

report to-morrow, from the commitiee on

commerco, under instructions, a bill “To
provide for ocean mail service between the

United States and foreign ports, and to pro-

mote commerce,” which has been known as

the Frye bill. This bill authorizes the

Postmaster-general to make contracta for a

term of ten years with Amencan citizens

for the carrying of the United Statesmails
in American steamships, between the ports
of the United States and ports of foreign
nations. The ships are to be divided into
four classes. The cowpensation provided
for is 86 a mile for the first-class ships, and
$3 a mile for the second-class, by the short-
est praoticable route for each outward voy-
age; for the third-class ships, $1.50, and for
the fourth-class, £1 per mile, for the actunal
number of miles required by the Postoifice

Department to be traveled on each out-
ward-bound voyage.

Changes Urged in Tobacco Taxes.

WasHINGTON, May 2.—There was laid be-
fore the House to-day a communication
from the Commissionerof Internal Revenue,
submitting certain modifications, amend-
meouts, ete,, to existing laws with reference
to the taxation of manufacturers of tobacco.
The first amendment recommended by the

Commisstioner is that the bond required of
manufactnrers be not less than $100, in-

stead of not less than £500, and that the
provision requiring the manufacturer to

give an additional bond of $100 for each
person employed by him in making cigars
be stricken ont. The Commissioner recom-
mends another amendment to permit pack-
ing cigars in boxes to contain twelve or
thirteen each. His reasons for recommend-
ing this amendment are an almost universal
demand by manufacturers of cigars, who
state that, under existing laws, they are
compelled to pack cigars in boxes to con-
fain not less than twenty-five, which re-
sults in furnishing gratis samples of twen-
ty-five, 'when twelve or thirteen will ac-
complish the result desired. He also recom-
mends that npon sample boxes confaining
twelve or thirteen cigars each the tax
shall be 4 cents.

Mr. Cleveland's Case in the Supreme Court.

WasHINGTON, May 2. — Ex-President
Cleveland visited the Supreme Court of
the United States again to-day. His pres-
ence at the court became known, and the
space allotted to the public was soon
crowded. The spectators were in hopes
that they would have the opportunity of
hearing the ex-President argue his case, but
there were two cases ahead of it on the
docker, and as the court hears no arguments
after to-morrow, it 18 highly probable that
Mr. Cleveland will not be heard until next
Octobar. Mr. Cleveland sat within the bar
for some time listening to the argument
that was going on. Several of his political
friends greeted him, but the most of the
timo tle only persons with him were
Thomas J. Semmes and Richard Gray, who

are associated with him in the New Orleans
drainage cases.

Conscience-Ntricken Congressmen.
WasHINGTON, May 2.—Congressman Say-
ers, of Texas, and Bland, of Missouri, have
returned to the treasury the drafts made
out in their favor for the money they lost
through the defalcation of Silcott, and it is

understood that others will follow their
example. This action is taken on the
ground that the House should not have
voted to repay its members for this stolen
money. Itis understood that these mem-
bers hold that the only money they were
entitled to was their pro rata share of
what remained in the safe, and they will
not take a sum in excess of this amount.

Mr. Gladstone, replying to a member's
assertion that a majority of the Midlothian
electors were against disestablishment,
said he would beglad to answer to his elect-
ors for the vote he was about to give. He
would be thankful to govern, if they gave
him an opporiunity to do so, at the earliest
possible moment. The only ground in de-
fense of the ehurch establishment was that
it was performing some  special
religious work in the country.
He believed that the condition
of Scotch opinion which Lord Hartington
described in 1877 as justifying disestab-
lishment, was now reached, and he, there-
fore, supported the motion. In his opinion
there never was a country where the gques-
tion was so simplified asit was in Scotland.
It would not entail a tenth part of the
violence entailed by the disruption of 1843.

There was no sign that the change would
be attained by any of the charactoristics
that belonged to violent traditions.

Lord Hsrt[ngton said heregretted thenew
position which Mr. Gladstone had taken
up.

Movement to Secure a Snitable Burial Place
for Illustrious Englishmen,

LoxpoN, May 2.—The question of pro-
hibiting further interments in Westwmin-
ster Abbey has now assumed an aspect
which promises the success of those who
havedong believed that the practiceshounld
cease. A commission has been appointed
to consider the matter of selecting a special
place for the actual burial of distinguished

persons, which shall be under the exclus-
ive coutrol of the Abbey, and interment
therein regarded as conferring the same
degree of honor upon the memory of the
dead as burial in the Abbey has hitherto
done. In addition to this a sunitable mem-
orial will be deposited in the Abbey, testi-
fying to the work of the deceased, and in-

icating his resting-place. The plans of
the commission also contemplate the ulti-
mate removal to the new barial glace of
all the bodies now resting in the Abbey.

Mr. Balfour's Speech.

Sensational Scene at Meeting of the New York
Liberal Club—An Unlooked-For Speech.

NEw York, May 2—Col. A. H. H. Daw-
son, who comes from the South, addressed

the Liberal Clab here to-night upon
the unbridled liberties of the press.

His attack on the press was fierce.
Scarcely ' had he finished when
in the rear of the room arose a stocky-built
gentleman, who, as a constant attendant
upon the Liberal Club’s lectures, asked the
privilege of being allowed to make a few
remarks, “and I hope,” he said,
“that the gentleman who has just
addressed us will not leave the
room until I have finished.” The speaker
was recognized as Mr. Michael Goode, a
member of the club, and also a city mar-
shal. He was invited to the platform.
Colonel Dawson had in the meantime put

on his coat and was about escaping frem
the hall, when Mr. Goode demanded that he
should remain.

“We have,” said the latter, “listened to a
violent attack upon the press from an in-
dividual who is employed in a public office,
which, of all the public offices in New
York, has most cause to dread the sune
light of a newspaper investigation. Thank
God for the press, and God help us if the
district attorney’s otfice were run_without
MX fear of the power of the press.”

A storm of applause and hisses followed
this utterance, but the new speaker was
not in the least disturbed. *“That gentle-
man,” said he, pointing at the now enr
Colonel, *“has been telling you that
the press interferes with the course
of justice in the district attorney's
office. More than a year ago, while serv-
Ing a writ upon a desperate man in this
eity, I was shot through the body. Fortun-
ately, 1 recovered, but while still on my
sick bed I was approached by people who
told me that it would be worth thousands
of dollars to me not to prosecute. I refused
to compromise, and insisted that the dis-
trict attornev should push the case against
my assailants. The trial resulted in a dis-
agreement of the jury, ten of them stand-
ing for conviction, and two for aec-
quittal. I had Dbeen offered $6,000
not to prosecute that case, and when I
refused the money I believe it was placed
where it would do the most good. Last
December, without wmy knowledge, the
man who had tried to murder me was re-
leased on bail by John R. Fel-
lows. I 'have  tried in vain
to have him retried, but what
can be expected? 1say thank
free press and the light it throwsin all
dark places.”

As Mr. Goode finished this unparlia-
mentary speech the Colonel rushed down
the aisle, and shouted: *“Did I ask you to
get the district attorney to assign me to
the case yon speak of, and did not I prom-
ise you in case he did so to bring about a
speedy retrial?”

Doors of the Houses in Plammerville Were
Closed Against Bim—Two Men Accused of
"the Crime—An Indiana Man's History.

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POWELL CLAYTON'S TESTIMONY.

His Visit to Plummerville After His Broth-
er's Death—Who Com-nitted the Deed.

LittLe Rock, May 2.—The Clayton-
Breckinridge investigation committee held
two sessions to-day. Thomas C. Hervey,
one of the election judges of Seward town-
ship, Conway county, testified as to what
he knew about the stealing of the ballot-
box. The first information he received
that the box was taken was when told by
Hobbs, another judge, who was at the
polling place when the masked men entered
and took the box. Hervey had left Hobbs
just a few minutes before to get a lamp by
which to see how to count the votes. Wit-
ness thought some of the negroesin the
township had something to do with the
stealing.”

Powell H. Clayton was examined at
length. He told about his going to Plum-

merville on Jan. 30, 1889, the day after he
heard of his brother’s death. He said no

one in Plummerville offered him sympath
or assistance; that the houses were ¢ ong
that no one was on the street; that svery-
body avoided him. He thought that the
conspiracy to murder his brother was con-
cocted in Morrilltown, and that it was
known to at least two men in the
county that it was to occur. He
believed that his brother was killed by Ol-
iver T. Bentley and Bob Pate. He was
firmly convinced that the ns who
stole the ballot-box killed his brother. He
did nov charge the Democratic wtﬁwith
being responsible for the crime. He be-
lieved the community in Arkansas desired
that the murderer should be caught and
Eunuhe-d. He believed that the Governor

ad done his duty in his efforts to appre-
hend the assassin, but thought he had been
led off on the wrong track.

A number of witnesses testified that they
were in Howard township on the day
the November election and voted for C.
Breckinridge.

A JEFFERSONVILLE MAN'S STORY.

Jared Sater Tells How Joha M. Clayton Is
Alleged to Have Been Killed.

LovisviLLe, Ky., May 2.—The south-
bound Lowmsville & Nashville train, last
night, carried toward Little Rock, Ark.,
probably the only living witness who is
able to throw any light on the mysterious
murder of Hon. John M. Clayton. It was
Mr. Jared Sater, who lives in Jefterson-
ville. Mr. Sater makes the trip at the re-

quest of the Arkansas Legislature. Before
he left he said: ‘‘The man who killed

the Hon. John M. Clayton was, I am firmly
convinced, Thomas Hooper, who died in
Los Angeles, Cal., Oct. 10,185%0.” He then
proceeded to tell about how, in 1887, he had
removed from Jeffersonville to Los Angeles,
and how, while there, chancehad led him to

anacquaintance with Hooper. Hooper wasa
poor, old man, who drove a team, and who
was barely able to make a living for him-
self and wife. Misfortune camie heavily
upon him, until one day he was evicted for
non-payment of rent. It was in this con-
dition that Sater found Hooper and took
him to his home. According to tha story
Hooper told Sater, he [Hooper) was born in
Arkansas, near Plummersville, in Conway
county. Hooper’'s father owned a colored
man, who remained with the family after

his freedom had been gran who worked
for an interest in the crops. The season of
1867 brought a bountiful yield. One day
Jackson, the negro man, was fo]& maur-
dered, and for some reason suspicion alight-
ed on the Hooper family. A mob was or-
ganized to avenge the negro’s death. Old
man Hooper was hanged and the son barely
escaped with his life. Hooper thus contin-
ued his story to Sater: 3

“Among the men who did the bloody
work 1 recdgnized John M. Clayton, Capt.
Matthews and another neighbor. When they
were satistied that life was extinct, they
mounted their horses, jeered at my moth-
er’s grief, and made away in the darkness.
Then I ventured from my retreat, and, with
the assistance of my mother, I cut down
the body and the next day bauried it. By
the grave, at the time of the funeral, I made
a solemn vow that I wounld not rest until I
bad hun down his murderers and slain
them. Knowing that I could not accom-
plish my object while I was laboring
under excitement, 1 resolved to bide my
time and wait until opvortunity gave me
the chance of doing so without detection.
It came in the following fall. Captain
Matthews and the other man (whose name
Mr. Sater does not remember; were riding
through a woods to inspect some corn they
thought of buying. I was hiding behind a
tree with my rifle in my hand, and just as
they reached me I took aim, fired, and
Matthews fell, with a bullet in his heart.
Before the other could recover from his
astonishment, I had also shot and killed
him. For a wonder, suspicion was ‘not di-
rected to me, and the mystery of their kill-
ing was never solved; but Clayton never
came near enough to enable me to draw a
bead on him, and the years went by, each
success:ve year seeming to take him out of
my reach. Then I came to California, and
here ]l am. Iowe you $20 now. Iam mak-
ing arrangements to mortgage my little
farm to J. M. White, who bas gone out
to look at it, and when he comes
back I will pay you your money.
Then I will go to Arkapsas, and if you hear
of John M. Clayton being killed you may
charge it to ‘Old Tom,” for he helped hang
my father. I would rather be ban for
killing him than die a natural death.”

Sater says that Hooper left for Arkansas,
and twenty days later he read of the kill-
ing of Clayton. Afterwards Hoo re-
turned, and Sater mentioned to him the
fact of the killing. He says Hooper replied
that he had done the work, and recounted
bow he had gone to Arkansas, found Clay-
ton reading a newspaper, and shot and
killed him. Mr. Sater says thathe told the
‘ofticials of the affair, but they did not take
hold of the case because they thought the
evidence was insufficient. is is the story
he will tell the Arkansasinvestigating com-
mittes, Itis widely st variance with the

TROUBLE BEGINS ABROAD

Serious Labor Riots Occur at French and
Spanish Manufacturing Centers,

— e

Disorders at Tourcoing, Roubaix and Broix, in

France—Barcelona in a State of Siege,
and Disturbances in Other Cities.

i

Paris, May 2.—A dispatch from Tourco-
ing, an axtensive manufacturing town in
the Department of the North, states that
serious trouble has broken out there. The
hands employed in twenty-six mills at that
place went on strike thismorning, and great
crowds of men gathered about the streets
to discuss their grievances. The crowd
was augmented by a body of 5,000 strikers
from Rounbaix, another manufacturing
town a short distance from Tourcoing, who
marched in a massinto the latter place, and
soon a!l hands began to show an ugly

feeling which culminated in seriousrioting.
A dispatch received to-night ::gp that
twenty thousand strikers are parading the
streets, committing many excesses. The
cavalry dispersed all groups. Twenty per-
sons have been arrested.

It is estimated that fifty thousand work-
men took part in the labor demonstration
at Marseilles yesterday. The streets were
noisy, but there was no breach of the peace.
A large meeting was held at the Labor Fx-
change, and a deputation consisting of forty
presidents of various labor unions and
three thousand workmen was appointed to
visit the prefecture and present a petition
in favor of eight hours for a day's work.
The Prefect declined to recsivo the deputa-
tion in a body.

At Broix the strikers attacked Holden's
factory, intending to piuuder it They
succeeded in shattering the windows, when
{he troops coqozgelled them {¢ desist, The

hen proceeded to the telegraph office snﬁ
wrecked the interior.

The total number of persons arrested in
Paris during the day and night was
300. _Of this number only 150
were detained over night. The injuries re-
ceived by a number of persons during the
row in the Place de la Concorde consisted
of slight brnises. All the papers conecur in
congratulating the government upon the
success of its precautions to prevent any
disturbance, and the Parisians upon their
prudence.

The stokers in several gas-works have
struck. Their places have been taken by
Belgians. A general strike in collieries in
the south of France is threatened.

Spanish Kiots.
MapRriD, May 2.—The strikers at Barce-

lona have conducted themselves in a riot-
ous manner throughout the day. They im-

peded all kinds of business, stopping mar-

ket-carts and scatteringand trampling their

contents of provisions. The civil guard

was continually engaged in attempting to
disperse the rioters, but failed to quell
them. Finally a state of siege was de-
clared. At10r. M. & mob of strikers set
fire to a tool-house. The uard
charged the mob, and two of the
strikers were injured. Several shots were
fired. Another group of strikers attacked
a printing office, in which siege prociama-
tions were being printed. They put a stop
to the work, and the authorities were
obliged to have the proclamations printed
elsewhere under mlhtu? protection.

At Valencia many of the masters con-
ceded the demands of the workmen, but
the strkers ,lgreventod the men from resum-
ing work. The raiiway goods porters and
the dockmen joined in the strike move-
ment and became riotous, but the trouble
was suppressed by the cavalry. Troopsare
now guarding the threateéned factories and
other establishments. Similar disturbances
have occurred at Saragossa and Alicaute.

Foreign Labor Notes.
At Hamburg 9,000 men have been dis-
gim for being absent from work Thurs-
ay.
The strikers bave resumed work through-
out Portugal. The police have arres a
foreign Anarchist.

The Irish railway strikers wi!l probably
resume work on Monday, Archbishop Wals
having accepted the modified terms of the
railway directors.

Intwoinstances yesterday the militarf de-
tachments engaged in patrolling and clear-
ing the streets of Rome were resisted by
ugly-tempered gronps of mer The soldiers
secured thirty prisoners, among whom were
a number of Anarchists.

Mr. Gladstone has written a letter, which
will appear in the enlarged Lloyd News on
Sunday next, in which he exhorts the
working classes to consider closely their
present position. He says: ““There may
come a time when labor will prove too
strong for capital, and may use its strength
unjustly. but capital will surely hold its
own.” In conclusion, he expresses a wish
to see labor and art allied with a view of
alleviating and adorning the life of man.
