His Views on the FarraersUlliance, Western
Fannsrs and Farm Mortgages,

Boston, 3Iay 2. Fully one hundred mem
bers and guest of tho Butler Club were
present last night at the dinner commemo-
rating the capture of New Orleans by tbo
Union forces twenty-eigh- t years ago. Gen.
Butler was the chief speaker. He discussed
the Farmers' Alliance. In opening, ho said:
"There has been mado pnblio an orcaniza- -

tion of proportions very formidable, and of
a strength, if it can hold together in its
action, which will bo irresistible. It
claims to be non-politic- al, honestly to. I
doubt not. but how is it possible for tho
action of a body of men, who think to in-
fluence the legislation of Congress and the
government of the country, to be non-poi- it

icalf That is as impossible as would bo a
movement to change all religions belief to
bo 'non-religiou-

s. I suppose they mean,
however, that they do not propose, as a
body, to join either of tho political parties,
any more than such a body of religionists
would propose to join any churc'h. If itsucceeds, it would destroy both political
parties and will be a political party of it-
self.. Yon will have foresoen without my
naming it, that I refer to the Fanners'
Alliance. Their claims and object is to
fundamentally alter and change the situa-
tion, business and production of the fruits
of the earth, on which all at last depends,
and their relation to other industries of thocountry to tho fullest expanse and in tho
most radical form."

Touchine tho condition of,Western farm-
ers, he said: 'The farms are passing out of
tho ownership of the tillers of the soil and
they aro becoming simply tenant farmers,
the worth of tho land having escaped tbem
in spite of all their industry."

Keferring to the fabulous mortgage debt
on farms the speaker said: "The payment
of thoso mortgages is simply impossible.
The payment of interest upon them is also
impossible, because, as we have seen, they
call for from & to 9 ncr cent., and all sta-
tistics show that tho average profits on
farming industries aro between 4 and 5
per cent. hardly over 4. These mortgages
never will bo paid, if for no other reason,
because they never can be paid if the
debtors wero ever so much disposed to pay

Jasper's Catholic Church,
jasper. led, Letter-Probab- ly

the biggest Catholic church in
Indiana is located in Jasper. It is boilt of
sandstone .taken from the bluffs of tho
Patoka river, just at the eastern edge of
town, and is a stupendous structure. It
was begun some twenty years ago, and is
not yet completed, although it has been
occupied for several years. Some idea of
its collossal proportions may be gathered
when it is known that the building has the
capacity to accommodate 3,000 persons. It
is some two hundred feet long by one hun-
dred wide, and from the stone floor of tho
central aisle to the anex of ibe vaulted
roof is of eighty feet. To look
from the organ loft of this huge auditorium
down to the alter at the far end makes the
priests engaged in the services there appear
no larger than children. The zreat organ
is as big as a small house, and at times the
hoarse gTowls of this magiuiicnt instru-
ment make the gigantic pile of masonry
fairly tremble, 60 deep and powerful are its
musical tones. The interior decorations of
the church have not yet been begun, and
the walls are plain. The pulpit, however,
is finished. It cost a thousand dollars, and
was imported from the old country. ' There
are three altars that are to cost 20,000 when
completed. The bases of Italian marble
are already in place, and tho remainder of
the work is being tinished bv artists in
Italy. There are soveral costly images of
the thorn-crowne- d and spike-pierce- d body
of the Savior and of the Virgin Mary, and
when the work of lifting up tho interior is
finally accomplished, it will be second in
granduer to none in tho State.

Mr. Cullom, chairman of the special com-

mittee appointed to investigate the al-

leged diverting of commerce from the rail-

roads of tho United States to those of Can-

ada, and the alleged discrimination on Ca-

nadian canals against American vessels,
presented the report of tho committee. The
substance of thfl report vras given several
days ego. It was ordered printed.

Mr. Piatt said that, as a member of tho
committee, ho did not assent to the report.
He thought that two section iu the inte-

rstate-commerce act ought not to bo
there one as to the long-and-sbo- rt haul,
and one as to pooling and, as ho was in fa-

vor of their repeal, he saw no occasion why
an attempt should be made to enforco ouo
of them against tho Canadian roads.

Mr. Yost introduced a bill to amend the
interetatecomnierce act, stating that its
object was to pUco express companies under
the provisions of that act. and asVed tho
attention of tho interstate-conmerc- o com-
mittee to tbo subject. .

- Mr. Cullom et.ited that the committee
had had that subject under consideration,
but that, because of tho pressuro of moro
important legislation as , to common car-
riers, and because it vas not. possible to se-

cure legislation in both directions, that
subject had been postponed. The commit-
tee, he said, would probably take up tho
question again, and especially as the bill
had been introduced. The bill was re-

ferred to the committee on interstate-corn- - '
merce.

Mr. Mitchell offered a resolution, which
went over till to-morro- w, calling on the
Secretary of the Treasury for information
as to the importation and exportation of
gold and silver during 18S"., and as to bank
notes retired aud the kind of money issued
to tako their place.

Tho concurrent resolution heretofore
offered by Mr. Dolph, requesting the Presi-d- i

tjs to enter into negotiations with the
governments of Great Britain and Mexico,
with a view of securing treaty stipulations
for tho prevention of entry oi Chinese
1nlinrr into tlio United States, was taken

A mesaagft from the IIouso with the
House amendment to the Peltate dependent
pension bill, was laid before the Senate,
and Mr. Davis, chairman of the committee
on pension, moved that tbo amendment
bo non-concurr- ed in and a conlerenco
asked.

Mr. Ingalls said that in view of the action
taken by the Uonso ho thought it im-
portant that tho amendment bo printed,
and that the matter lio over until tho
Senate had an opportunity of examining it

Mr. Allison called for i reading of tho
amendment, and it was read.

Mr. Sherman I ruggest. in order to save
time, that tbo bill and amendments bo re-
ferred to the committee on pensions.

Mr. Ingalls 1 cordially concur in that
sucKebtion.

Tho bill and amendments were, accord-incl- y,

so referred.
Tho customs administrative bill was then

taken up. Tho question on Mr. (Jr&y'a
amendment, oilered yesteiday. was tlie
cauKo of a long debate, and it was finally
rejected without division. Several moro
amendments were ottered and acted on. and
then the committor amendments wero
agreed to, ami the bill was passed yeas,.;
nays. 18 Mr. I'avno being tho only Demo-
crat voting in tho aflirmative. Tho bill in
practically unchanged from that reported
by the linanco committee, on the lUth of
ISfarch, the only chaune of any importance
being the insertion of a provision, in the
