LAST OF NAPOLEON'S “GRAND ARMY.”

The Oldest Living Relic on His Journey

through Italy.
Courrier des Btats Unia.

The Italian papers report the recent ar-
rival at the railroad station of Baretto,
near Reggio, central Italy, of a strange
Jooking personage that was the object of
considerable curiosity. He was & tall and
noble looking old man with a long white

who presented to the Mayor a feuille
de route, signed by Baron Marocchetti. the
Italian embassador at St. Petersburg, in-
viting the Italian authorities to take good
care of the bearer, Michel Linovich, of
Orenburg, Russia.

In reality the mysterious old man was an
Italian named Lino. born at Barletto 105
years ago, and perhaps the last living relio
of the grande armee 0f 1512, Belonging to
a family of farmers, Lino formed part of
the conscription of the kingdom of Italy in
1805, and was enrolled in the Imperial
Guard. With his regiment he went through
the campaign of 180607 in Prussia, and
fought at Jena and at Friedsland. Later
on he was sent with his battalion to Dal-
matia, and thence to Spain with the divis-
ion of General Lecchi, where he passed two
years of continual fighting. Wounded in
an assault, he returned to his native coun-
try, where he remained for two years,
working on his father’s farm.

On the outbreak of the terrible storm,
which was destined to carry off to Russia
the flower of the Frauco-Italian youth, Na-
poleon called under bis vietorious eagles
his old soldiers. Lino rejoined the service
as a sergeant of the Grenadier Guards,
and with the rest of the cis-Alpine army,
under the command of Eugene Beauhar-
nais, formed part of the grande armee.
Lino fought against the Russians at Smo-
lensk, and at Moskova, where he lifted
from the field of battle the mortally-
wounded General Plangoune. After that
he entered Moscow with Napoleon, and
finally, in the bloody battle of the 24th of
October, while fighting under the orders of
General Pino, he was taken prisoner, after
having been severely wounded by the cos-
sacks of Platow. Transported with a large
convoy of French prisoners to Orenburg,
bhe was sent with a foew of his comrades to
a distant village situated at the foot of the
Caucasus, where, slthongh kindly treated
by the Russians, he had to suffer cruel
privations during ten years. Tired at last
of such a miserable existence, he asked and
obtained permission to join the Russian
army as & private saldier. Iu this capacity
he passed through the campaign of the
Cauncasus in 1529, .

At the close of the war he obtained as the
reward for his services a little piece of
ground, which he“cultivated. When he
was forty-six years old he married a young
Polish girl named Nerawska, who died in
1855, The three sons that he had by thie
woman also died, leaving the old soldier
alone in the world. Then Lino returned
to Orenbourg, where the people Russian.
ized bhis name into Linovich. He lived
there in colggmtivo comfort for many
years. Gift with an extraordinar
energy of mind and body, he was still
strong enough to catch nostalgia. When
more than a hundred years old, the old
veteran at last became homesick, after
seventy-eight years of exile. He resolved
at all hazards to return to his native land
and there pass the remainder of his event-
ful career. Through the inflnence of the
Italian embassador at St. Petersburg he
was sent home to Italy at the expense of
the Italian government. Lino is now in an
asylum at Keggio, where he is cared for
with particular attention. As he was born
in 1785, he is now 105 years old, the glorious
survivor of & hundred battles, and prob-
ably the last of the heroes who fought at
Jena, Friedland and Borodino.

Wine agents, insurance brokers and the
gentlemen who are known as “promoters,”
make capital out of their friends. There
exists what seems to me to be an altogether
exaggerated notion of the value of a per-
sonal acquaintance in New York. A fixed
valuation, however, is placed upon it. Any
man who is known about town or whoee
acquaintance is so wide that restaurant
walters and bartenders know him by name
is usually looked upon by business men as
having a certain market rating as a promo-
ter. Exactly how much promoters are worth
is an open question. There is no doubt that
» g share of tke ornamental fignres
about town obtain their income solely
through influencing their friends. The
wine agent probably suliers the most. To
be obliged to recommend a certain brand
of champagne on all occasions, simply be-
cause the agents of the house pay a salary
for such recommendation, would take
away the flavor of the wine from most
men’s palates, but many of the sons of dis-
tinguished New Yorkers have overcome im-
pecunious difficulties by the aid of cham-
pagne agents. There are now at least half
a dozen well-known names on the list, and
every ome of these men drink cham-
pagne for a purpose, and that pur-
pose is mnever _lgood fellowship nor
pure generosity. The very large commis-
sions which the life insurance companies
are paying has induced a lot of business
men and brokers who have experienced
reverses to start in that direction, and
men are attacked at every point by their
personal friends in the interest of life-
insurance schemes. Fractically there
seems to be no limit to the commissions
whict some of the companies pay, One
man whom I knew drew $2.500 in commis-
sions last week for insuring the lives of two
men. The promoters are more numerous than
the wine agents or the insurance brokers.
A promoter is a man who takes hold of
an invention, a mine, or any other tangible
or intangible thing—usually the latter—
and uses hisinfluence to get Lis friends and
acquaintances to purchase stock. Some-
times this is promotion and at other times
it is swindling. It takes a vast deal of
time, it sacrifices many friendships, and it
causes annovances, discouragements and
delays. I should think that almost auy
man would tind it pleasauter to accept a
position in & comwmercinl honse at 8§15 a
week than to pursne any one of these three
special ““callings of the aristocracy.”

YUM YUM MAKES HER TOILET.
How the Japanese Girl Is Dressed from Hew
Bath to Her Kimono snd Sash.

Having been soaped and dried. the Japan-
ese girl takes a long strip of cotton or silk,
according to her taste and condition, the
strip being about eighteen inches wide and
three yards long. Holding the upper ocor-
ner of oneend of the cloth just over the
left hip she winds the strip tightly arcund
the loins and hips, fastenine it by tucking
the end cormer in the belt so made. This
might be called the Japanese corset, except
that, instead of comgdrmmg the waist it
squeezes the lower abdominal portions and
upper hip.

he sandal (zari) 1s nearly always made
with a straw sole and quilted top, and i
used for indoor wear, while the clog (gita),
is of wood. Their height 1s regulated by
the “tony” aspirations of the wearer, justy
as French heels of excessive height are
worn by our own fashionable sisters.

The Jkimonos seen in this country just,
clear the ground, and this is the every-day
cut of the garment. When the Japanese
young lady wishes to put on styls, howev-
er, she langthens her kimone, and adds to
its breadth in the lower portions, so that ié
shall spread out on the floor as she stands.
This is her train, but must stand all around
her feet in bell-shape, The nice manage:
ment of this train is a great achievemend
and it takes much practice to bring abount
the true Japanese angles and stifiness. In
