SENATORS ASD PENSIONS.

They Will Not Aree to the Substitution of
the IIoue Bill for Their Measure.

Sneclsl to the Indianapolis JourntL
Washington, May 13. Thero is going to

be a very determined contest between tho
two Houses over tho dependent pension
bill. The Senate committee on pensions to
day reported tho House substitute back,
with a unanimous recommendation for a
non-concurren- ce and a request that a con
ference be ordered. Hoth houses are de
termined in tho positions they occupy.
The Senate bill is the same as that vetoed
by President Cleveland, and is purely a
dependent bill; while the measure which
was passed by the House as a substitute
for the Senate bill is both a dependent and
universal bill. Is gives a pension of
SS a month to r.tl dependent 6oldiers and
sailors and' their widows, and all aro to be
placed on the pension rolls when they
arrive fat the age of sixty years, whether
disabled, dependent or otherwise. The
Senate bill provides a pension of $12 a
month to dependent soldiers and their
widows, and gives $4 a month to the de-

pendent children of soldiers while under
sixteen years of age. It has no universal
provision whatever.

Tho Senate committee is unanimously op
posed to giving a pension to any one who is
neither disabled nor dependent. It believes
also that $3 a month is too small an amount
of pension for anyone who is dependent upon
his or her resources for a livelihood and
6ufiers from . disability of any kind. The
Senate committee believes that it is better
to have no universal rolls, give a large pen
sion to all who are really in need, and by
unanimous vote to-d- ay it was agreed that
the committee should not recede from this
position and shall not accept any of the

the Grand Army service-pensio- n, veteran
and other soldier and sailor associations
have been directed toward the Honse
which body has been impressed with the
necessity of a universal bill, and it is ac
knowledged, if there is to be a uni-
versal list of any size, that the amount of
pension cannot exceed $S per month, while.
if there is no universal roll, tho revenues
of the government will permit a dependent
pension of at least $12 a month.

A member of the Senate committee, who
is to act as one of the conferees, said to your
correspondent thisevening that there would
beno compromise so far as tho Senate is con-
cerned, and the House would be driven to
accept the Senate bill. He said that it
might not give as much satisfaction at tho
outsot, but that tho country would soon.
como to understand that it was the most
hnmano and just bill that could be adopted.
and he was confident that the House would
finally yield and tho bill would become a
law inside of a month. It was reported to-
day that there was a secret understand
ing among tho members of tho
Senate committee whereby if the
House refused to yield to tho
demands of the Senate the latter would
consent to a compromise, but the Senator
Baid there was positively no truth m the
statement and that the Senate would ac
cept no compromise whatever. Tho Sena-
tor said that the feature of the Senate bill
most highly cherished was the one which
gave $12 a month instead of $3, as proposed
bv the House: that S3 a month would fall
short of furnishing anT kind of subsistence
to a soldier or his widow, while 512 a mouth
would enable the pensioner to live upon
this allowance alone. The next nrincinle
held most firmly by the Senate is that no
pension oi any airaensiou snouia oe given
without application, and that it is unjust
to tho needy as well as extravagant to in
sist upon giving a pension where it is not
needed.

Mr. Davis, chairman of the Scnato com
mittee on pensions, read a long written 're
port to-da- y upon the uiiierences between
the two houses. It savs that in the opinion
of the Senate committee the two measures
are irreconcilable, and in the committee's
judgment the House bill is wholly inade
quate, lbo House provision benehts those
who do not need a pension at the expense
of those who are in absolute need. Itia
the opinion of the Senate committee that
it is the duty of the government before en-
tering upon any other pension legislation
to provide for the needs of the disabled and
dependent soldiers in the most lib-
eral manner possible. The Senate bill
was framed upon tnis tneory. its
object is relief to tho necessitous and not
to those who do not need help. The report
then says thut the service-pensio- n u a
matter which should not be involved with
a disability bilk A service-pensio- n is a
matter requiring the most careful consid-
eration in order that justice may be done
both to the soldier and to the country.

It compels the youth
who enlisted at eighteen, losing his oppor-
tunity for education, and who was dis-
charged a veteran at twenty-tw- o, to wait
twelve years before his claim for recogni-
tion will bo entertained. It is the commit-
tee's opinion that whenever it is deemed
wise to inaugurate a system of service pen-
sions it should be for the bent-fi- t of all liv-
ing poldiera who nro honorably discharged,
and that the rate of pension should be
graded according to the length of service.

Mayor Cottrell and his marshal have
caused the lawlessness and terror.
The light-hous-e keeper was shot at on the
street by Cottrell last Saturday, but was
not hit. Cottrell held np the agent of the
F. C. & P. railroad with a double-barrele- d

shotgun, but the railroad man disarmed him.
He next visited the United States collector
of customs, and with his marshal by his
side, both with drawn pistols, insulted him
foully and threatened to put him in jail
the moment he dared io leave his office.
He threatened also to horse-whi- p tho Epis-
copal minister and his wife, most es-

timable people. The clergyman went to
Tallaha8se to complain to Governor Flem
ing, and on his return several of his par
ishioners met him and escorted him to his
home.

Cottroll has committed a long list of law
less acts. He killed his brother-in-la- w

over a drink of whisky shortly after tho
war. He had eight indictments to
answer at tho last term of the county
court, but as matters were so ar-

ranged that the jury drawn was an
illegal one, he got off. He was formerly
an inspector under the Democratio
collector, but the new collector dis-
charged him. Collector Pinkerton
left for Jeifersonville Sunday, and a
telegram from him to-nig- ht saya
he will return in the morning with four
deputy United States marshals to capture
Cottrell and his allies. A large number of
prominent citizens havo left town with
their familios.

Mormons and Converts Flogged.
Verxox, Fla., May 13. Two Mormon

eiders have been tramping through Wash-
ington and Holmes counties, distributing
their religious tracts. They went by tho
names of Elders James and Maxwell,
hailing from Utah. They had prose-
lyted to a considerable extent, and
especially among unmarried females. A
party of eight women were secured to qo
West last week. Abram King, living six
miles from here, had two daughters in the
party. King and his son, with his neigh-
bors, one of whoso wife was with
the converts, pursued the Mormons,
and on capturing them tied them
to trees, and, after stripping
them, flogged them unmercifully. They
then loosened them and began firing cu
them. The Mormons ran into the swamps
and have not been seen since. The yonng
women were returned home, and every one
of them was well switched, their parents
making each one whip the other. The
neighborhood has been intensely excited
over the event, as there is no doubt but
what the elders perished in the swamp.

LNTFRESTIXG LIBEL DECISION.

Newspapers Have a Richt to Print Statements'
Made Before Investigation Committees.

I m

Sr. Paul, May 13. The libel suit for $10,-00- 0,

brought by attorney Albert Knettle.of
Minneapolis, against the Pioneer Press,
"was thrown out of court by Judge Hicks,
in Minneapolis, this morning. The libel
alleged was the publication of some re-

marks by attorney Daniel Lawler, of this
city, made before tho Board of Fire Com-
missioners a j-e-

ar ago on the investigation
of charges preferred by John T. Black, then
chief of the department, against his as-

sistant, Kelliher. The basis of Black's
charges was an affidavit by ex-detecti- ve

Michael Qninlan, attested by attorney
JKnittle, as notary. Mr. Lawler, in address-
ing the lire commissioners in defense of
Kelliher, aw fit to attack tho character of
both tho affidavit-make- r and tho notary.

A nice point of law was made by attorney
Squires. Ho figured that tho publication
was privileged, as the report of proceedings
before an otlicial bod-- , and that the publi-
cation being privileged, the plaintiti must
produce evidence of express malice. Attor-
ney Thomas J. Left witch. for Kuittle.
quoted authorities to show that malice was
implied, because although the occasion of
publication was privileged, the matter was
not.

The judge decided in favor of the news-
paper. Tne point in question is whother a
newspaper has the right to publish a state-
ment or a question when that statement is
libelous in itself, even though the publica-
tion of it be actuated by no malice. Judge
Hicks decides that it has such right, and
that tho fact of the matter being privileged
exempts the newspaper from suit, or that
the paper cannot be compelled to rest its
case on the truth of the privileged publica-
tion,
