KENTUCKY'S "DARBY" DAY.

The Blue Grass State's Great Running Event
Won by Riley on a Very Muddy Track.

Louisville, Ky., May 14. The features
of the opening day of the spring meeting of
the Louisville Jockey Club were the great
crowd, some very lively, though not par-
ticularly heavy betting, and the mcd. And
then the Kentucky Derby was run in the
slowest time on record. Tho nearest ap-
proach to it was in 1SS3, when Leonatus
galloped away from Drake Carter and the
rust in 2:43. It rained all night last night,
setting, in at 1a. sr. for a steady pour-dow-n,

which lasted till 10 o'clock this
morning. Then tho clouds began to break
away, and there were occasional glimpses
of the sun. At 2 o'clock tho heavens
wero clear, and tho Derby track at
Churchill Downs lay like a bright
yellow ribbon glistening in tho sun-
shine. Throngs1 of people had been
crowding the street-car- s, and scores of
carriages and vehicles of every descrip-
tion blocked the ways for hours. "When
tho bell called for the tirst race the stand,
the area in front, and the betting stands, and
the field, free on Derby day, were tilled as
never before. Fully 20,000 people wero pres-
ent. There were more strangers than for
many years. Cincinnati and Lexington
contingents came in this morning, looking
much bedraggled by tho rain, but were
dried oil and in high feather at the track.
While the bets placed by individuals wero
not heavy, except in a few instances, tho
aggregate ofmoney that changed hands
was very great. ' The pool-roo- m at the Lou-
isville Hotel was packed fnll this morning,
and, thmigh there wero twenty-fiv- e book-
makers at the track aud auction pools, the
jam was so great that many wero unable to
place their money. Whenever good odds
went up there would be a crush in their
direction, and only the strongest and most
courageous could push through and secure
the advantage. There was not much plung-
ing, owing to the uncertainty of tho princi-
pal event, but a steady stream the wholo
afternoon.

The track was slush at the opening. Tho
slightest canter scattered a slop for several
feet on either side, and with every great
bound in the running, mud and water were
dashed yards away in every direction. As
the racing progressed the mud dried a little
and became more sticky.

The initial event was a five furlong dash,
for two-year-old- s, for a $400 purse. Ihe
starters were: Liberty Bell, General Cald-
well, Nettie Beatrice, Hindoo Lass, San-for- d,

Jay Jay Cee, Laura Agnes, Grandpa
and Valparaiso. In the betting Sanford
and Jay Jay Cee were 3 to 1; General Cald-
well, Beatrice and Laura Agnes. 4 to 1 each,
and the rest 15 to 30 to 1. Grandpa won by
two open lengths. Liberty Bell second.
General Caldwell third, Laura Agnes
fourth Nettie Beatrice fifth, and the others
close up together. Time liOl1 Liberty
Bell got oil first, with Grandpa at his
haunches and Caldwell next At the head
of the stretch Valparaiso was leading half
a length in front of Liberty Bell and Grand-
pa third. Coming down the stretch Grand-
pa went to the front, aud Caldwell moved
up to second and tried to win.

Tho 6ecor.d raco was a $400 purse; ono
mile; for . all ages. Seven starters, with
weights and betting as follows: Glockner,

None of the other five could touch him on
that muddy track, and it is doubtful if
Bill Letcher, who alone proved to be
in tho same class, could have pushod
tho great son of Longfellow, even over a
dry track. All talk about Kiley being out
of condition was nonsense. He was never
more lit. Clean of limb, sound and strong,
there was no sign of cough or other indis-
position. His eye was clearand bright, and
ho looked the winner. Then there was
Ibaac Murphy's riding. The occasion re-
quired a jockey who could keep his horse m
hand aud prevent his killing himself by
running away. Murphy did this admirably.
He had his horse under complete control
throughout; held him back to let the others
set the pace through the mud, kept the way
open before him to take advantage of every
favor the dreadful track oil e red. and. was
ready at the right moment to make tho
running and win the race. At the sharp ,

turns bevoud the stand and near the rive--
cighths5lurphy rode his horse on tho in--
sido track, saving two or three long jumps
at each place, and at the right moment
c.i mo out onr tho high center of the
track, where the going was lightest.
Then at the three-quarter- s, coming
borne, he let him out and came under
tho wire frenh and strong, an easy winner.

Then came Prince
Fonso, with Overton up. in orange and
black, followed in order by Falisade, with
Britton in tho Melbourne stables, blue
hoops and whito cap; Hill Letcher, with
Alleu up; Robespierre, ridden by Francis,
and Outlook, ridden by Breckeuridce.

BYNUM LOSES HIS TEMPER.

Insult to a Worthy Labor Leader A False-
hood That Was Refuted by Mr. McKlnley.
Washington, May 14. When the House

resumed consideration of the tariff bill to-

day Mr. Bynum of Indiana moved to re-

duce the duty on common earthenware
from 25 to 15 per cent ad valorem. He
argued that, taking this clanse in connip-
tion with the customs administrative bin,
it would be found that the duty on earthen-
ware would be increased from 10 to 50 per
cent After debate Mr. Bynum's motion
was defeated CO to 86.

Mr. Dunnell of Minnesota moved to re
duce the duty on china, porcelain, etc.,
from 55 to 85 per cent ad valorem. Lost
70 to 91.

Mr. McMillin of Tennessee moved to re-

duce the duty on decorated china-war- e

from CO to 45 per cent. The motion was de-

feated.
Various other amendments looking to a

reduction of the duty on earthen and glass-
ware were made on the Democratic side,
but met with no success. In the course of
the discussion of one of these amendments
Mr. McMillin of Tennessee alluded to a Mr.

Both honses, as stated in these dispatches
last night, are determined in the positions
they occupy, but, as anticipated, the Houso
of Representatives will yield to the de-

mands of the Senate. The House committee
hold almost sacredly the universal provi-
sions of the bill, and say it is not only
iustice, but politics. They believe it is
better to give smaller pensions and a larger
number of them, and that the Honse bill
contemplates an expenditure of at least 45
per cent moro than the Senate bill. It
may be that the House will, on . tho first
conference, agree to disagree, and that a
.second conference committee will be
ordered; but the Senate will have its way
in this as it generally does in almost every-
thing.

MINOR MATTERS.

Senator Plnmb' Plan for Bringing About
Free Coinage of Silver.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
Washington, May 14. Senator Plumb

has a new suggestion with regard to the
silver bill. He advocates absolute free
coinage, but is willing to voto for a law
that will bring about that end gradually
within two or three years. The idea is to
require tho purchapo of. so many ounces of
bullion monthb' for one year, and a grad-
ual increase in the purchase until tho 1st
of January, 1893, when free coinage shall
take effect. He thinks that the President
would sign such a measure, while he might
be inclined to veto a free-coina- ge bill to
take effect immediately. "But it is doubt-
ful." r,aid the Senator, this afternoon,
"whether the President would veto a free-coina- ge

bill or not. In my opinion bo
would accept the judgment of a majority of
his party in Congress."

How the Exclusion Act Is Evaded.
Washington, May 14. The Secretary of

the Treasury to-da- y transmitted to the
Senate a report from Dates E. Coon, Chi-

nese inspector at San Diego, CaL, with re-

spect to evasions of the Chinese exclusion
act Mr. Coon says it is true that the
Chinese aro coming into the United States
despite the efforts of the customs department
to keep them out. The oppoitunities for
crossing the Mexican border into California
are many, and, with tho force at the com-
mand of the department, it will be im-
possible to prevent all of them from enter-
ing this country. The Morrow and other
bills, Mr. Coon declares, are defective, in
that they provide for the return of the
Chinamen to the country whence they
came. Even the children laugh when told
of this law, for they know that tho China-
man returned to Mexico will be eating his
breakfast in the United States tho next
day.

Senator Brown May Resign. -

Washington, May 14. Senator Brown,
Georgia's senior Senator, has failed to ap-

pear during this session. It is generally
understood that Senator Brown will re-
sign on account of continued ill health.
The present Governor of Georgia, Gen.
John B. Gordon, will, it is said, succeed
him.

INGRATE AND THIEF.

Aged Proprietor of Wallace's Monthly Robbed
of $55,000 by an Adopted Son and Accomplice.

New York, May 14. The Herald tells the
following story: Another yonng man has
turned in grate, and another old man has
been cheated out of the savings of a life-
time. More than fifty thousand dollars
have been lost in confidence misplaced by
a man of over sixty in a hoy of less than
twenty-on- e a boy whom he had come to
look upon as a son, and 'whom he was to
make his heir. The boy is ont of reach of
the officers of the law, for the time being
at least, hut another confidential associate
of the old man, suspected of complicity in
the robbery, is safe in a cell at police head-
quarters, where Inspector Byrnes, with the
utmost attempt at secresy, has held him
for nearly a week. Briefly put, this is the
story in which the old-ma- n part is played
by John H. "Wallace, the veteran editor and
proprietor of Wallace's Monthly, which is
Known the country over as an authority on
matters relating to trotting horses. Robert
L. Wallace, who called the elder man uncle
and had received more favors at his hands
than most nephews, play the part of vouth
ful in grate and thief; and Leslie E. Mao
Lcort, confidential associate of John II.
Wallace, and associate editor of Wallace's
Monthly, plays the part of the suspected
accomplice of the lad in his deliberate
scheme of plunder. It seems that Mr. Wal-
lace had absolute confidence in bis nephew,
and allowed him to carry the keys to his
safe-depo- sit box, and attend to all his bank
business. The result is the loss of 35,000
worth of bonds and abont $-0,-

000 in cash.
Inspector Byrnes said this afternoon that

the party who stole the fifty thousand
dollars' worth of bonds from the Bankers1
fate Deposit Company was Leslie McLeoil.
It was hrst supposed that young Vallace
had stolen them. McLeod has been identi-
fied bv Mr. Schlev, an official of the Hank-
ers' Safe Deposit Company. Mr. Schley

.nid that McLeod went to the vaults on
Wednesday, and on Thursday morning the
bonds were missing. It is known that
youne Wallace, on Wednesday afternoon,
negotiated ten thousand dollars' worth of
bonds. On the same day he tool: the
steamer Santiago for Havana. He gave the
namo of E. O. Collins. Tho steamerreacked
Havana Sunday.

Sistare Unable to Secure Ball.

Railway Managers Protest Against Passage
of a Law Making Their Use Compulsory.
Washington, May 14. A number of

prominent railroad men were before the
Senate committee on commerce to-da- y. to
express their views upon the several bills
referred to it intended to compel railroad
companies to equip their freight cars with
power brakes and automatic couplers.
George B. Eoberts, president of tho Penn-
sylvania railroad, was the first speaker or
witness. He protested against the adoption
of any legislation upon the subject.

. Theodore N. Ely, general superintendent
of motive power on the Pennsylvania rail-
road, followed President Hoberts. He said
that if the principles contained in the bills
wero enacted into a law it would not neces-
sarily be au improvement on the present
condition of things; for the reason that
some roads might adopt brakes , and
couplers, fully; filling the require-
ments of the bill, which are more dan-
gerous than the link and pin and
hand brake. To-da-y tho New England
Kailroad Club is advocating the adoption
of Satiord's draw-ba- r, discarded by the
Pennsylvania railroad fifteen years ago as
dangerous. Tho best type or automatic
coupler, Mr. Ely said, was better thau the
link-end-pi- n coupler, but most of them
were dangerous. Mr. Ely said that the es-
tablishment of a board of inspectors at-
tached to the Interstate-commerc- e Com-
mission, whoso recommendation shall be
followed, was the best solution of this
question. He felt satisfied that such a
board would recommend that the railroads
be left alone to work out the problem, as
they jarenow doing.

W. C. Brown, general superintendent of
the I urlington line in Iowa and Missouri,
state 1 that every engine ou that road was
equii ped with power-brake- s, as were also
5,000 freight cars. . The company appro-
priated 400,000 to extend that equipment
th?9v year, which sum would put
hi a Set i : and couplers on 6.C06-- . cars.
He opposed any legislation on the subject
as useless. If the bill authorizing the Presi-
dent to appoint, a commission to select tho
best types of coupler and brake to be
attached to all cars used in interstate
traffic wero passed, its first effect would be
to stop all progress in the direction of
equipping freight cars. The C, B. & Q.,
for. instance, he said, could not afford to
expend $400,000, or any other sum, in the
purchase of couplers and brakes that
might be condemned. There were roads iu
the Northwest which could not possibly
comply with the requirements of the law,
and they would be either driven into bank-
ruptcy or compelled to suspend operations.
If any legislation is to be adopted, Mr.
Brown said, it should be to give effect to
the recommendation of the Master Car-builde- rs'

Association, for no body of ex-
perts could possibly bo as well equipped
as they to furnish practical suggestions to
railroads.

SUB-TREASUR- IES FOR FARMERS.

Argument of a Representative of the National
Alliance Criticism of Mr. Flower.

Washington, May 14. Mr. Macune, rep-
resenting the Farmers' Alliance, this morn-
ing continued his argument begun yester-
day before the ways and means committee
in favor of the Picklerbillto establish sub-treasuri- es

for the receipt of agricultural
products. Ho was questioned by members
of the committee respecting the details and
probable effect of the bill. Mr. Bayne
wished to know if one effect would not be
to encourage other production. Mr. Ma-
cune replied that it wonld not, for just as
soon as tho farmer' calling became more
profitable than others, there would be an
influx of men into that business, which
would result in a reaction and finally the
restoration of an equilibrum. To his mind
no fixed volume of currency no matter
how great would meet the needs of agri-
culture. It "wanted an elastic medium.
The farmer sold his crops in the fall, when
prices were lowest, and bought his supplies
before harvest, when prices were hishest.
Crops ' were marketed in two or three
mouths of the year, and this marketing
annually caused a great stringency in
money.

Mr. Flower feared that the plan would
lead to banking on live stock, iron, lead
and silver ore. Thoy were getting along
now in tho latter direction at the other end
of the Capitol. In time we would have
everything in bock." In the course of ten
years the government would bo nursing the
children, and the women working in the
field. Tho truo remedy for the farmers'
ills was the manufacturers' plan; They
should regulate production. Kaise , only
euough produce to meet tho people's wants,
and thereby get fair prices.

Mr. Macune proceeded to explain the
process proposed to regulate the issue of
produce certificates. He said that the
necessity for-excludin- g imports of agri-
cultural products was obvious if the quality
of the certificates Was to bo preserved. Tho
certificates would constitute the Roundest
and nest currency in the world. Probably
not one-ha- lf of the fifty-million-dol- lar ap-
propriation asked for to put ' the
new machinery in action would
be required, but the sum should
not be absolutely fixed at a minimum, as in
time it would bo necessary to extend the
system to include all of the products of' la-

bor not covered by patents. Iu conclusion,
Mr. Macune said that the National Alliance
had not sent out a single printed petition,
and that those petitions and demands now
pouring in upon Congress were the sponta-
neous ollcrings of the farmers of the United
States, who wero convinced that thev know
what they wanted and were going to
have it

Mr. Flower said, in commenting upon the targument, that the farmer would do well
to manage his domestic affairs without
government interference. The currency
system of the present was wrong. The
government had not managed it pronerly
and conld not do bo. It had taken from
the States the right to issue currency, al-thon- gh

it was itself no judgo of the needs1
of tbo people. The StateH and their people
wero tho best judges. The hearing will bo
continued to-morro-w.
