The stock market to-da- y was again ex-

The
temper of the market was, almost from the
start, reactionary, and while the commission--

houses execntcd a liberal supply of
buying orders, the realizations were larger
than at any time heretofore, and the down
ward tendency in prices was aided by the
hammering operations cf the traders and
the professional element generally. While
there seems to be no diminution of the bull-
ish sentiment and reactions are expected
from .time to time, the mar-
ket at last has run up against
its old enemy, tight money, and
to-da- y the rates on call ran up as high
as 15 per cent, while they never got below
6 per cent. London figures were again ma-
terially higher this morning, and the for-
eigners sent liberal buying orders, which,
with the early demand from domestic
sources, had the effect of opening up the
market from to per cent. The pressure
to sell was so great, however, that the
bouyant tone disappeared immediately and
a slow and steady sagging of prices began,
lasting almost through tbe day. There
were occasional rallies, which, however,
went for little except in a few stocks,
which received special attention from their
supporters. New England was one of
these, and it was the 'bull'1 card of
the forenoon, keeping pace with Sugar Re-
fineries and some of the specialties, like
San Francisco. Later, Oregon Transcon-
tinental made a sharp upward spurt, but of
all thei strong stocks there is only one.
Wheeling fc Lake Erie, which finally closed
the day with more than a small fractional
gain. In the decline those stocks which
cave had the largest and quickest ad-
vances were naturally tho first to suffer,
and Chicago Gas dropped away 2 per cent,
and Sugar, after an advance in the fore-
noon, declined about 4 per cent. Missouri
Pacilio and. Pacific Mail were both spe-
cially weak on comparatively light trading,
but Manhattan was strong and maintained
most of its improvement. Mexican Central
