They Discnss the Silver Question and the
Public Debt Redemption Fund?

Radical Proposition Advanced by Mr. Plumb,
Which was Vigorously Combated by A!r.

Sherman The Latter's Views on Silver.

Washington, May 1C. In the Senato to-
day, Mr. Edmunds, from tho judiciary com-

mittee, reported back the House amend-
ment to the anti-tru- st bill, with an amend-
ment thereto striking out certain words
and inserting the words "so that the rates
of such transportation may not be raised
above what is just and reasonable." The
amendment was agreed to, aud the follow-
ing conferees were appointed: Messrs. Ed-

munds. Hoar and Vest.
The silver bill was then taken up, and

Mr. Sherman offered a substitute for the
amendment heretofore offered by him, as
to covering into the Treasury the funds
now held for the redemption of national
bant notes, stating that the substitute was
to the same effect, but in better form, hav-
ing been prepared in tho Treasury Depart-
ment.

Mr. Plumb's amendment to Mr. Sherman's
amendment was then read. It is to insert
the following: "And hereafter no funds
available for the payment of the publio
debt, including such as are kept for the re-
demption of Treasury notes, shall be re-
tained in tho Treasury in excess of 8110,-000,00- 0."

Mr. Sherman opposed Mr. Plumb's amend-
ment as putting a restraint upon the Treas-
ury Department and preventing it from
paying government obligations as they be-
came due.-A- s a hundred millions had to
be reserved for tbe redemption of the Treas-
ury notes, it would leave only $10,000,000 for
current business. Tho interest on the pub-
lic debt required tho quarterly payment of
$40,000,000, and that amount had to be on
band. It was utterly impossible to have
the hands of the Secretary of tho Treasury
tied np in such a manner. No bauk would
be allowed to do business that did not have
a reserve of from 10 to 20 ner cent, to meet
current liabilities.

Mr. Plumb defended and -- advocated the
amendment offered by him. He argued that
the Treasury - Department should have
nothing to do with the currency suppiy ot
the country. The Secretary seemed to
think himself the key-ston- e, tho linen-pin-,
of tbe financial institutions of the country,
and that he had to take into account the
barometrical condition of things in New
York. He wished that the Secretary would
take into account the barometrical condi-
tion of other places than New York. The
holding of money in the treasury, except
for tho needs of the government itself,
which had boen before that timo in circu
lation, was an economic crime. He com--

Eared every Secretary of the Treasury to a
on a nest of eggs and regarding

the subtraction of any of them as
a mortal offense. They wished a
large sum of money in the treasury
for the purpose of foeling that it was there,
and as an element of personal consequence.
He never would believe until he believed
in the incoming of themilleninm, that any
Secretary of the Treasury, Republican or
Democrat, wouldido aught except keep in
tho treasury every simple fraction of a cent
that he got in there, so long as ho had a
decent way to keep it there. He Mr.
Plumb wanted, so far ss ho could by his
vote aud influence, to disassociate the
Treasury Department from the business of
the people of the United States. He did
not want tho Secretary of the Treasury to
bo the instrument of speculation in Wall
street or elsewhere. He did not want the

bulls'' and "bears" of New York to be
speculating on what the government was
going to do about retaining or putting out
money, lie did not want to have Treas
ury "points" peddled on Avail street as
coming from persons near to the throne.
Ho did not want to see tho Treasury De-
partment tbo foot-ba- ll of speculation. As
a matter atlecting the secretary's official
good name, as a matter arlecting the inter-
est of tho American people. Congress ought
to put a limit on the amount of money to
be kept on hand in the Treasury, so that,
whatever the result might be, it could
never be imputed to the Secretary that he
bad used . his great discretionary power
cither unwisely or wickedly. The sura
should be fixed at an amount that would be
Eerfectly safe, an equivalent sum should

to the currency, and thus the
Treasury Department would be taken out
or the currents and tracks of business, out
Of connection with the affairs of men, out
of suspicious or other lelations with
speculation, until that w.ts done. there
would be scandal npon scandal, complaint
upon complaint, wrong upon wrong.

1 he discussion was further continued by
Senators Hiscock and Sherman, the latter
quoting the law setting apart a hundred
millions of gold for the redemption of
greenbacks, and declaring that any Secre-
tary of the Treasurey who would disregard
it would be impeachable for a high crime
and misdemeanor. Mr. Sherman went on
to argue against the violation of the sacred
pledge given to the world that one hun-
dred millions in gold would be held
in the treasury for the redemp-
tion of the treasury notes. It
would be, ho 6aid, a shock to the publio
credit. Coming to the discussion of the
silver bill itself, Mr. Sherman said: "1 do
not like some of the features of the bill. I
may be driven to support it. Some of the
friends of the bill seem to have aban-
doned it already. The gentleman who
introduced it seems to have abandoned
the principle of it. But I will debate that
further on. There are some good features
in it which I like very well. If we can
agree npon some measure that will furnish
to the peoplo of the United States more
money, for I think we want it, and will
also tend to advance silver bullion nearer
and nearer and up to the standard of gold,
I am willing to vote for such a measure.
But I do not want to embark upon the wide
sea of free coinage of silver, drawing from
a body of three billions of silver, and I do
not want Congress to pledge itself to bny
all of that silver which may be oflered
silver melted from the pots of India. China
and all the world. I do not want to vote
for any such bill. Let those who would
take tho risk of such a speculation take it;
not I. But anything whatever that can
be dono by this bill or by any other
bill to give us more good paper
money, based on actual deposits of gold
and silver bullion, or that will raise the
value of silver, I will favor. I would buy
every ounce of silver produced in thiscounty, keep it in the treasury vaults,
and issue certificates npon it, based on its
market value, to any extent that may bo
desired. . And 1 would make them a legal
tender, so that they would travel all over the
world, be as good as gold, and be on a par-
ity with gold. But this other measure
which has been debated at such volumi-
nous length, and with such fulsome eulogy,
which invites us into competition with all
the world in the free coinage of silver--1 do
not want any 6f it in mine, to use a slang
phrase. If we can adopt a' measure that
will make use of both gold and silver and
keep them together at par with each other

I will vote for it. If not, I will content
myself by simply voting in the negative."

The discussion was continued by Messrs.
Cockrell, Aldrich, Ingalls, Farwell, Harris
and Edmunds, chieHy on tho point of the
gold reservo of a hundred millions for the
redemption of treasury notes, Mr. Cockrell
asserting that there was not a particle of
law on the statute books requiring such a
reserve, and arguing that there was 110 ne-
cessity for it. as Treasury notes were rarely
offered for redemption.

The discussion then turned on the
monthly debt statements of the Treasury,
Mr. Ingalls asserting that hofonnd in them
"astounding, amazing, bewildering and
irreconcilable discrepancies," Mr. Sherman
uudertakiug to explain them, und Mr. Al-
lison giving his views upon them, coincid-
ing generally with thoso of Mr. Sherman,
and saying that there was an erroneous but
widespread belief in tho country, particu-
larly in tho West, that there was an im-
mense amount of government money stored
up in the treasury, while, in fact, the real
surplus was, as stated by Mr. Sherman,
$35,000,000. The silver bill went over with-

cleanse them as a little concentrated lye,
dissolved in hot water and rubbed on with
a mop or floor-brus- h. Dissolved lyo will
also clean stained marble slabs in tho
nicest manner. I have seen it successfully
applied to wash-stan- d, bureau and side-
board slabs that bad become. badly discol-
ored. When you are going to make a pot
of soap it is a good plan to take out a littlo
of the dissolved lye before von add thegrease for the eoaD. or it would be well to
Keep a box ot lye, broken up into lumps,
expressly for scouring purposes, and dis-
solve some of theso lumps whenever you
wish to scour somothing unusually dirty or
greasy. Dripped lye would also answer a
good purpose for scouring, and would not
bo so stinging to tho hands as tho concen-
trated.

A writer in an exchange says: Do you
want to build a secend 6helf abovo tho
tisual mantel shelf! Here is how it is done:
The hhelf should bo nine inches above tho
main mantel shelf and only about half the
width or a little more. A idight balustrade
on the edge may bo necessary. The space
between tho shelves can be tastcluilv
tilled with dark-colore- d wall-pape- r or with
a panel of looking-class- . This latter is not
an expensive allair.
