DUN & CO.'S WEEKLY REVIEW.

Heavy Speculation Absorbing Money Sup-
phes—Encouraging Trade Reports.

NEW YORK, May 16.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of trade says: “The stock
market has rnshed ahead uuntil it has ab-
sorbed all the money within reach, and now
some signs of reaction appear, with a little
selling by foreign holders, Substantially
the same phenomena have been observed in
wheat and corn and in the market for pork
products. . Each has at command a limited
amount of money. When that supply is

absorbed, whether by accuamulation of
stocks carried, or by advancing prices, a re-

action is patural. The tendency of prices
during the past week has been downward.
Wheat declined 2 centson sales here of only
24,000,000 bnshels; corn, 13; cent on sales of
12,500,000 bushels, while oats are steady.
The trade begins to comprehend that in-
side of thirty days a new crop of wheat will
begin to come into the market, and
while winter wheat is certain to be short,
the reports from spring-wheat States indi-
cate a great increase in acreage and good
coudition. The cotton market is sluggish.
Oil is higher without definable rea-
son. The market for iron 18 weaker, and
the increased product is sufficient expla-
nation. ‘The Philadelphia markej is
“waiting;” the Pittaburg market is less
strong in tone, and sales of Southern iron
continue to push down prices at New York.
Steel rails have been sold this week at
£30.50, and 831 ia freely quoted. Thestruct-
ural market shows no improvement, but
plates are in fair demand, and bar iron is
thought to be at bottom. The key of the
iron business is that railroad building does
not increase, and' the demand for struect-
ural iron 1s ¢cut down by the concession of
the eight-hour day to the building trades
in many eities. Coal is still weak, but
copper and tin firm and rising.

‘The reporis from  other cities are almost
vuiformiy {encouraging. At Philadelphia,
in the leather and boot and shoe trades
there is activity, while the wool manufact-
ure is hindered by apprehension of l:f er
prices, and spinners take for immediate
wants only. s is true of Boston also,
thongh the prices reaiized at the re-
cent flannels auvetion here have a de-
pressing influence. At Chicago dry-goods
sales exceed last g_ear’l. angd payments are
fair, but the clothing trade is dull, and the
fact that bank clearings are larger than
ever befcere finds explanation in specula-
tive activity in the grain and pork mar-
kets, 8t laoms reports s trade and
supplies of money equal to the demand,
while at Pitteburg 18 rather dull; at
Cleveland, fairly aective, causing some
monetsrg stringency; at Milwaukee, only
fair: at St. Pan imgroved by recent rains
in the Norcthwest, where drought began to
be feared; at Kansas City rather quiet, and
at Omaha good, with 'easy money. The
monetary situation at New York hasnot
been altogether satisfactory, The foreign
trade of the port is more satisfactory than
was expected, showing an increase over
last year of $4,900000 in exports for haif of
May, more than 40 per cent. The business
failures occurring throughout the country
during the past seven days number 212, as
compared with 200 last week. For the cor-
responding week of last year the figures
were 242, e

Raspberry Culture.
Miami Valley Farmer.

The following method of culture 1s espe-
cially beneficial te the mammoth-cluster,
a8 it increases the quantity of fruit nearl
one-half. When the canes have attain
the height of about ten inches nip the top
oft the same, then when the side-branches
have grown about ten to twelve inches
long 1;? them in the same manner. In
doing this you will form a kind of tree
with many more limbs thau if only the one
stalk is pruned. If you desire the vines to
take root, leave the lower limbs when
pruning the second time. The same plan
will do equally as well with the Gregg and
a few other sorts. The first year some
other crop may be planted between the
rows of berries, and will not interfere with
the berry plants in the least. In the sum-
mer just as soon as the fruiting season is
over, go over the patch and remove all the
old canes, being carefel not to destroy the
new ones; remove the old oneasfrom the
patch, so that they will not interfere with
cultivation.

ulching isof great advantage to the
berries, and we would recommend that it
be done In early spring. The advantage
obtained is, first, it keeps the ground loose
and prevents all weeds from growing; sec-
ond, it protects the roots from danger of
dronght, and the berries will mature much
better; it also enriches the ground, thus in-
suring large, stalky canes. In early spring,
before the vines have made any new
growth, you will have to ﬁo over your
patch again and cut back all branches to
about ten or fifteen inches of main stalk,
or, if anv of them are frozen or otherwise
damaged. cut all the injured part away, and
remoye the loose vines from the pate

Preventing Chicken Cholera.

Farm and Fireside.

I read in each issue of your paper the
one guestion, “What will cure chicken
choleral”’” Now, if our brothers and sisters
in the poultry business would feed to pre-
vent the disease they would need no cure.
It 1s far easier to prevent it than to cure it
afterwards. And bow many chickens die
with the cholerat I will ventare to say
that not ove-half of them do. It is many
times nothing but diarthea or dysentery,
and can, in most cases, be traced directly
to the diet on which the fowls are fed or
allowed to feed. Too many allow their
chickens to eat out of the pig-trough, and
flvo them full access to the apple orchard.

f allowed to eat applen or sour milk, diar-
rheea will surely follow. Do not feed sour
milk unless tarned and mixed with corn-
meal or wheat screenings. Wheat is consti-
pating, and is one of the best known prevent-
ivesfor diarrhea and dysentery, orchicken
cholera, and should be fed regnlarly twice
or three times a week. In asevere case
wheat flour will act quicker, and should
be fed as soon as the disease appears., If
fowls are unable to eat, make into a ball
and force down the throat. Cayenne
pepper, put in food once a week, is bene-
ficial to all poultry. My experience cost
me & great deal of poultry, and until I fed
and tried to prevent, I was continnally
losing some. Feed nothing that has a
tendency to relax bowels, as chickens will
find enough of that themselves. Keep the
hen-bouse clean, pour coal oil on the roosts
and a little in the ne~*-. Put a little car-
bolie acid in the whi  ash, and give them
a good, dusting | and you will bave
little n of a choler. are.

A Wash to Save Trees.

8t. Louls Journa! of Agriculture. .

How to keep borers, rabbits, eheep and
mice from killing trees. Use a wash made
as follows: Fresh lime slacked with soft
water (old soap-suds is bes': make the
wash the consistency of whitewash for
house or fence. Where one peck of lime is
used, while hot add one-half gallor erande
carbolic acid (cost 5 cents), one-half galion
gas tar (cost 1 cent) and four pounds of sul-
phaur: stir well. For snmmer wash leave
gas tar out anda add inplace of it one gallon
of =oft soap. Wash the lasteof May or Juue,
If the miller has laid the egg which pro-
duces the borer the wash is death to the
egg. The miller, moth and beetles “sill not
deposit their eggs in a tree thus washed.
The wash described will prevent both
apvle and peech-tree borers. Wash the
trunk, branches and limbs as far as the
ronzh bark goes. A man, boy or girl can
wash 150 to 300 trees a day with a S-cent
flat paint-brush. To keep rabbits and sheep
from girdling, wash late in the fall or
about the time of {rost, as high as they can
reach. I would not neglect washing m
trees for fifty times 1ts cost. A weak lye is
a very useful and perfeetly safe tree-wash.
So is the settling from soap. Old soap-
sucs that have stood a few days after uscd
will keep the bark smooth and the boisrs
off. 1f the trecs are washed two or three
times in the summer season, with one pint
of crude carbolic acid added to fifty gal-
Jons of old soap-suds will keep insects off
for months. Many other washes will keep
insects from lulhnub'mu. but some are
injurious instead of bepeficial

1f any of our readers have a graft they
ire to bear early, if they will bend 1t
ver and tie fast to a branch below it, or
tie & weight to a atring suspended from it,
the gradnal bending of the graft will eheck
the growib of it eause it to put ount
fruid spurs, and an early bearing will re-
sult.
