MINORITY LEADER WANTED.

Absence of Mr. Carlisle from the House Ap-
parent in the Tariff Bill Debate.

WasmxeToN, May 17.—There is no doubt
that the Democrats intend to use at least
liberal portidns of the tariff speeches in the
House this week, by Mr. Butterworth, of
Obhio, a8 an argunment against the McKinley
tariff bill, and as a campaign document.
Mr. Outhwaite, the leading Democrat in
tke Ohio delegation, during the debate

this afternoon, quoted Mr. Butterworth
copionsly, and the citations were vigorous-
Iy applauded on the Democratic side. The
Republicans showed their position by
groaming lustily at the idea of presenting
Mr. Butterworth’s argument as representa-
tive Republican views.

With ex-Speaker Carlisle out of the
House, the Democrats are without a leader.
During all of this week the absence of Mr.
Carlisle has been painfully noticeble in the
tariff debate, as it left the Democrats with-
out even an apology for a leader. The fact
is, not one of the Democrats, not even Mr.
Mills, has mastered the subject of the tariff
sufficiently to cope with sn?of the fifty or
one hundred strorg Republicans on the
east side of the House. There are probably

@ half dozen Democrats who have a very
odd idea of the general guestion of tariff,
_ but not for one moment would any of the
older Democratic members recognize one of
these as o leader. Bometimes six or eight
Demoecrats, who ire to the leadership,

were upon their feet, all talking at once
and at the same time, and each contradict-
ing the other. Mr. Mills has none of the
elements of leadership, if for no other
reason, he cannot secare
the counfidence of his ®mde of
the House. The B reckinridges are not stu-
dlou,l while Mr. McMillin, of Tennessee,
. Mr. Blount, of Georgia and Mr. Springer,
of Illinois, who would like to be lead-
ers, are too flighty to ever become
leaders. During the exciting hours in
the House this afternoun tho Democrat-
ic side was completely off its feet and never
at any time having its head, and from this
time forward thoﬂunomts will fare better
when they have the l!east debate and will
always suffer in u{ occasion demanding a
leader. Itis probable that there will be a
conference with a view of choosing a suc-
cessor to Mr. Carlisle, but owing to the fact
that there are nearly a dozen who would
like to be the leader, and no one of them is
willing to yield to the other, the situation
at present will continue indoﬁnitoly.

TRE TARIFF BILL DEBATE.

Changes Made in the Measure Yesterday on
Motion of Mr, McKinley.

WasminGTOoN, May 17.—Wbhen the tariff
bill was taken up in the House, to-day,
with Mr. Grosvenor in the chair, Mr. Me-
Kinley asked that the committee of the
whole would proceed as promptly as possi-
ble to act upon the amendments offered by

the eommittee on ways and means. Then
other gentlemen who had substantial bene-

. fits to offer might be recognized.
Mr. McMillin of Tennessee declared that

the manner in which this bill was being
considered was fair neither to the House
nor to the tax-payers of the country. It
was utterly impossible to consider and de-
bate the bill carefully in the time allowed
by the rigorous rule reported by the com-
mittee on rules. :

“Mr. Breckinridge of Kentucky opposed
the pending amendment which fixes a

_duty of 8 cents a square yard and 40 ver
cent. ad valoremm on Oriental, Berlin and
similar rags.

Mr. Montgomery of Kentucky did not
think that the important amendments of-
fered by the ways and means commit-
tee should be acted upon without a full ex-
planation of their effect.

Mr. Allen of Mississappi excused
his entrance into the debate Dby
stating that he had some friends from Mis-

sissippi in the galleries who wanted to hear
him talk before they went home. [Isaugh-
ter.] lie thought, and a good many people
with him, that if there was any one
man in the United States thoroughly posted
on the subject, he waus the man. |[Langh-
ter.] He had discussed the subject on a
canal-boat from Syracuse to Albany, with
the result already known. [Laughter.] He
came back from that trip and had a con-
ference with President Cleveland, and they
‘noplo in whose interest

The drawback section was, on motion of
Mr. McKinley, amended so as to read as
follows:

Seotion 24, That where imported materials,
on which duties have been paid, are used in the
manufactuore of articles manufactured in the

United States there shall be allowed on the ex-
portation of such articles a drawback equal in
amount to the duties paid on the materials used,
less one percentum of such duties; provided that
when the articles exported are made in

frowe domestic materials, the mmported materials,
or the parts of the articles made from such ma-
terials shall so appear in the completed article
that the quantity or measure thereof may be
aseertai And, provided further, that the
drawback on any article allowed under
existing law eshall be continued at the

rate herein provided. That the imported ma-
terial used in the manufacture of articles en-
titled to drawback of customs duties, when ex-

rted, shall, in all cases where drawback of
uties paid on such materials is claimed, be iden-
tifled and the quantity of such material used and
the amount of duties paid thereon shall be ascer-
tained. The fact of the manufaeture of such
articles in the United States and their exporta-
tion therefrom shall be determined, and the
drawback given thereon shall be made to the
manufacturer, exporter, or agent, or to the per-

son whom stnch manufacturer, exporter or agent
shall, in writing, order such drawback paid, un-
der such re tions as the Becretary of the
Treasury shall prescribe.

Mr. McKinley offered a long amendment
to the internal revenue clanse, mainly
of an administrative character, which was
ordered to be printed in the Record, and
went over until Monday. This disposed of
the committee amendments.

Mr. Funston of Kansas offered as an
amendment to the metal schedule a pro-
viso that silver ore and all other ores con-
taining lead shall pay a duty of 1l cent
per pound on the lead contained therein,
according to sample and assay at the port
of entry. Mr. Funston earnestly advocated
the adoption of his amendment, declaring
that the provision of the bill wonld destroy
the smelting interests of the country.

Brief Hearings Accorded Various Interests.
WasHINGTON, May 17.—The ways and
means committee this morning gave a
brief hearing to the spirit-vinegar men,
who submitted the draft of a modification
of the existing law, approved by the Com-
missioner of Internal Revenue, which im-
poses a light tax on the spirits used in vin-
egar-making, with a view to guarding
against illicit distilling. The committee
has, as yet, taken no action in the
matter. Heavy pressure is being
brought to bear uven the committee
by individual members to secure
modifications of schednles in the bill. The
hosiery men, through representative Har-
mar, are trying to have some chan'su made
in the language of the hosiery sections; the
Massachusetts granité people are seeking
an additional de of protection, and the
kid-glove importers lead-ore refinin
interests are still working to secure relief;
but perhaps the greatest pressure is being
brought to bear by the -conflicting
sugar interests. Representative McKenna
has announced that he will submit a prop-
osition looking to a cut of 33 percent. in the
sugar duties, restoring the dividing line
from No, 16 to 18 Dutch standard. The
California sugar gen will accept thias
heavy eut rather than bave the gounty
lan adopted, and. recruits are expected
rom the Southern States. Meanwhile
some of the Western representativcs are
preparing to lead a erusade in favor of free
sugar, so that the ways and means com-
mittee may have to face another revolt

next week.

DEEP SLASHES IN RAILWAY RATES.

From Chicago to St. Paul for $3, and from St.
Louis to Denver for $5—0ther Cuts.

CH1CAGO, May 17.—Some more vigorous
rate-cutting of Western passenger rates
was indulged in to-day. The Chicago &

Northwestern railroad led off with giving
notice of a three-dollar rate, first-class,
between Chicago & St. Paul, to go into
effect Monday. This rate is §2 below that
of the Milwaukee & St. Paul. The Bur-
lington system continued the war with

vigor. The announcement of a five-dollar
rate from St. Louis to Denver was made,
which is a lower rate than any other road
has yet made. That road also gave notice

of a seven-dollar rate from St. Louis to
Minneapolis and St. Panl.

Trans-Missouri rates were further cut in-
to by the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe.
That road announced & #4 rate from Kan-
sas City, Leavenworth, Atchison and St
Joe to lv’uablo Colorade Springs and Den-
ver, making the basis of rate to all local
points south of La Junta. This was a clear
cat of §3.50. The Illinois Central has an-
nounced a $6 rate from Chicago to St
Louis and a & rate to Springtield. The
Missoari Pacific announced a §1 rate from
Kansas City to Omaha, and a $2 rate from
St. Louis to Omaba.

The Chicago, 8t. Paul & Kansas City
road to-day gave notice that it wounld re-
duce the rate between Chicago and Des
Moines from $10.15 to §3.85, the reduction to
apply in betk directions. This is cutting
into the local territory which has been so
jealously guarded by some of the Missouri-
river lines, and will prove a particularly
hard blow to the Rock Island, which has
gone so far as to advance its Missounri
rates in_order to protect the revenue on
intermediate local traffic.

Resignation of Vice-President Goddard.

Cuicaco, May 17.—J. F. Goddard, vice-
president of the Santa Fe road, resigned

to-day, and the resignation was accepted,
to take effeet June 1. The personal difter-
ences between Mr. Goddard and Traffic-

manager Hanley. which caused a tender of
Mr. Goddard’'s resi tion a month ago,

proved too great, it 18 understood, to
overcome by President Manvel's attempts

to restore harmony.

PRESBYTERIAN ASSEMBLIFES,

The Northern Body Listens to Reports and
Discasses the Confession of Faith.

SARATOGA, N. Y., May 17.—At the momn-
ing session of the Presbyterian Assembly,
after devotional exercises led by the mod-
erator, and the reading of the report of the
committee on bills and overtures, the greet-
ing of the assembly was sent to the as-
semmblies of the Southern Presbyteriauns,
the Cumberland Presbyterians and -the
United Presbyterians.

Rev. J. T. Smith, D. D., reported for the
committee on the revision of the text of
Confession of Faith and catechism, that
they had completed their work on the con-

fession, and asked to be continued for that
on the catechism, which was done.

The board of relief for disabled ministers
and the widows and orphans of deceased
ministers presented its thirty-fifth annual
report. The number of beneficiaries on the
roll is 624,241 ministers, 350 widows and
twenty-four orphan families, with one
widow of & medical missionary. At the
Ministers’ Home, at Perth Amboy. 180
families were cared for, making
a total of 642 families, twenty-
seven more than last year. Forty
different persons on the roll have died, and
seventy-seven persons have been added to
it. A large number of legacies, aggregat-
ing 880,024, have added so much to the
funds of the board that no special appeal
to the churches was needed. This aid is
given according to a rule adopted by the
last assembly, providing that every hon-
orably retired minister over seventy years
of age, who has served as a missionary or
pastor not less than thirty years, shall be
entitled to receive not more than $800 a
year without an annual recommsndation
from his presbytery as heretofore. 'I'ne
oldest minister aided is in his ninety-fourth

year; the average is seventy-eight, and the
average time in serviceis forty-ei ht years.
Twen?-alx veterans received $7,250, just
three-fourths the amount given each of the
judges of the United States Supreme Court
when retired at the age of seventy. The
income of the board from all sonrces was
zlﬁﬂ.ﬂﬁ for the year, and the expenditure

143,952 for the same period, leaving a bal-
ance of $15,263.

A resolution was adopted urging the
churches to raise not less than $150,000, and
the ruling elders were exhorted to see that
this was done. Remarks were made by the
Rev. W. C, Kattell, D. D. He emphasized
the fact that there were 3,500 non-contrib-
uting churches, and a still larger number
that contributed only two mites.

In taking up the report of the committee
on methods, making changes in the confes-
sion and constitution, it was voted that
after the speeches of Drs. Crosby and Pat-
terson speaches be limited to ten minutes.
Mr. Crosby said there were two questions:
“Can our constitution be amended, and if
so, how? Is the adoptin%:ct a high Olym-

ian god that cannot touched?” We

ave only two utterances that are germane
—the adopting act and that clause
of the dllClBllllB that says that amend-
ments to the discipline and doectrine
must be proposed bf presbyteries
and indorsed by two-thirds of them.
But the constitutional rules, and the
adopting act is nothing else, can be amend-
ed by a majority. It is, therefore, a lower
thing than the constitution. It is a mere
constitutional rule. Now as to the method
of proposing changes—this must always be
by the assembly, but the overture for this
must always be from presbyteries. Hence,
when one-third or one-half desire such
action, we must pass it down to them. The
assembly is simply an exchange through
whiech the presbyteries come to know what
is their own mind. We only propose to
them that they shall propose. This has
nothing to do with revision or anti-revis-
ion. Able and learned men on both sides
of that question a that this revort pro-
vides a clear, and just, and simple way of
avoiding anarchy. It shows that we do
not mean to break the law., but that we
propose to fix an interpretation of that
which has been dilferently understood, so
avoiding confusion. No ecclesiastical body
could bind itself forever without proclaim-
ing that it was wiser than it ever would be
afterwards. We ought to recognize mo
sncl,a, nebulous infallibility in the adopting

L.

The Rev. R. M. Patterson, of Philadel-
phia, said he was not intluenced by his
views on revision. His position was one
be had beld for years. The presbyteries as
well as the assembly have no legislative
power that can set aside or modify the an-
thority of Scripture. My whole aim is to
discuss the enacting power of the General
Assembly. He proposed to bring up a rale
that hereafter any article asked for by
two-thirds of the presbyteries or proposed
by the General Assembly and approved by
two-thirds of the presbyteries shall be
thereupon enacted by the General Assem-
bly betore it shall become obligatory on
the churches. FIrecedents are on both
gides of the question whether one-third or
two-thirds of the presbyteries must express
their desire for change. But if tbis is any
precedent for the refusal of the assembly
to approve what has thus been desired by
two-thirds of the presbyteries, that
would bLe of great weight. In Moore's
Digest (pages 328 and 320) we bave a
case that just covers this. The assembly
indefinitely postponed the consideration of
a change proposed and approved by the
necessary number of presbyteries. Was
not that legislation? The presbyteries
had adooted five out of six amendments,
The assembly set aside the whole of them
becauso it di'up roved one of them—the
sixth. Dr. VanDyke told us that the as-
sembly is the child and creature of the
presbyteries, and bas no powers not de-
rived from them. There was an original
presbytery that afterwards subdivided in-
to subordinate presbyteries, and having
done this, adjiourned to meet the next year
as a synod of Philadelphia. We have this
position ratified. This shows that this
synod regarded itself as the successor of
the original presbytery. Later this synod
organized the assembly, and this is therc-
fore the child of the synod, and, although
it waited a year for sugees-
tions from churches and presby-
teries, yet adopted the constitution
as of its own authority, and under that con-
stitution we are now working. We may
bave the legal, but have no presbyterian
right to make the change proposed in the
report. Were we to dosoit might be pos-
sible for a minority of the church to change
both the confession and discipline. The
report does not leave the assembly the
power to postpone even fora year their
purely ministerial act of passing down
amendments to the preshyteries, but one-
third of these presbyteries may include a
maijority of all the churches and members,
and yet they would be powerless under
this report to prevent a minority from
making vital changes; besides the con-
fession can, under this report, be altered
more easily than can the discipline,

Governor Beaver, of Pennsylvania, could
not agree to the report, because under it
the fourteen representatives in the New
York Presbytery would have only one
seventh the power of fourteen commission-
ars belonging to seven small presbyteries
in the South, Weat or foreign lanas. The
assembly should adopt Dr. Patterson's
amendment and give to the assembly the
power to legislate on such guestions, and
you should embody iun some form the
prineigh that the majority must govern.

Dr. Van Dyke admitted that his report

Ider Henrﬁ 8. Day. of New York, said
ho thought the assembly should go slow.
The assembly must not do as the report
seems to do—impair the co-ordinate power
of the assembly to shape and formulate
the matters sent down to the presbyteries
for approval. By keeping this power the
assembly prevents a numerical minority
from eftecting a radical change. China,
for example, would have more power than
the whole State of New Jersey. He moved
that Seetion 4 of the report, which compels
the assembly to send down proggnla..even
if it does not approve them, stricken
out, and this was seconded. Adjourned
until Monday morning.

Southern General Assembly.
AsneviLLe, N. C.,, May 17.—The third
day’s session of the General Assembly of
the Presbyterian Church South was opened
with prayer by Dr. Hemphill, of Lonisville.
A special committee for work among the

negroes was announced. The report of the
permanent committee on observance of the
Sabbath was referred to a special commit-
tee. It expressed regret thatthecommittee

had nothing of an encoum{)mg nature to
report. The report spoke of President Har-
rison and a majority of the members of his
Cabinet as being of pronounced religious
Views.

A committee on foreign correspondence
was appointed to send greetings to the
Saratoga Assemblv, and forwarded the fol-
lowing: “The General Assembly of the
Presby terian Church in the United States
in session at Ashville, N. C., sends fraternal
greetings and invokes upon you the divine

Dr. W. A. Campbell submitted an over-
ture asking the assembly to petition the
