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Indianapolis Bar Adopts Resolutions as to Char-

acter and Service of Judge Druminond.

The members of the Indianapolis bar met
yesterday afternoon in the Federal Court
room to tr.Ko action regarding tho death of
Hon. Tho.:as Drummond, for many years
judge of the United States Circuit Court
Judge Byron K. Elliott was chosen to pre-
side, and in referring to tho object of tho
meeting said: "It is to pay a tribute of re-

spect to a just judge, tho purity of whose
life and the wisdom of whose judgments
havo brought great honor to the bench and
bar of America." Mr. Charles W. Smith
was chosen secretary and a committee of
five was selected to draft resolutions. The
committee consisted of John M. Batter,
Charles L, Holstein, John T. Dye, Solomon
Claypool and Eli F. Ritter. As read by
Mr. Butler the preamble and resolutions,
when tho committee reported, were as
follows:

The non. Thomas Drummond. Judge of the
Circuit Court for the Seventh circuit iretired)
died Thursday evening. May 15, st his residence
in Wbcaton, ill. it is due his memory that the
bar of this court, over which he presided so
long, honorably and ably, should give expression
to their respect for his high character, hoth as
man and JudVe; it is therefore

Resolved. That In tho death of Hon. Thomas
Drummond the Seventh circuit has lost Its most
eminent and best-belove- d Jurist As members
of tho bar of tto Circuit Court of the United
States for the District of Indiana, over which
court Judge Drummond presided for fifteen
years, we desire to jnt on record our testimony
to the purity, integrity, impartiality, fearless-
ness and pre-emine-nt ability of his Judicial
character and services. The exact right In tae
cause before him was ever uppermost In his
mind. Kind, gentle and respectful to the yountf
practitioner, aA weU as to the old, he made it
possible and easy for the most timid and hesi-
tating to make known, and have fairly consid-
ered, every point In his cause. Utterly without
arrogance and assumption of superior legal
learning, his adverse rulings never seemed
harsh or arbitrary. When new conditions con-
fronted him, and questions of far-reachi- and
transcendent importance were presented to him
for decision, without the aid of precedents, he
met the responsibility, and decided the new
questions with unttinchiug firmness and unex-
celled fairness, always puided by the clearest
light he could obtain of exact Justice.

. Ho was very rarely reversed by the 6upreme
Court as to principles of law established by his
decisions. It is safe to say that no member of
this bar ever knew Jute Drummond but to lovo
and revercuco him. Uis very presence was a
benediction. In private lifo he was tho eamo
grand, well beloved. and truly honored man that
he was as federal judtre. A great Judge, an
honored citizen, a useful man, a well beloved
friend has gono from ua. Wo will see his kindly,
maJo8tio face no more on earth. Ho has gone to
rest, ripe in years, full of honors, and crowned
with the best love of all who know him. Such a
life is surely a success In the very best sense of
that term. We will forever hallow his memory.

Resolved. That we tender his family our sin-cere- st

sympathy, and that the chairman of this
meeting be directed to transmit to them a copy
of these proceedings, and also to cause a copy
thereof to be presented to tho Circuit Court of
the United titates for the District of Indiana,

In moving the adoption of the report, Mr.
Butler spoke feelingly of the just judge who
had died. "He was," said Mr. Butler, after
paying a tribute to bis legal learning, "al-
ways kind, always gentlo, never arbitrary
or harsh in any of his rulings. In all the
years I havo practiced in his court I do not
remember to have seen him manifest the
slightest irritation, with one single excep
tion. That was when an old attorney w?
attempting to trample upon a young attoi- -
ney. The determination in his eye andlook
when he compelled the old attorney to sit
down, that he would hear him no longer,,

.meant volumes. It was Judge Drum- -
mond's province, from 1673 until ho resigned,
to handle matters of the widest impor-
tance, and to mold the law with
reference to railroads and receiverships in
this circuit So much was be regarded
that the Supreme Court of the United
States looked carefully after the decisions
of Judge Drummond made upon his circuit
when they were dealing with questions re-
garding matters of railroad profits."

I think." said Mr. John 1 Dye, in the
course of his remarks, "thero has been no
ludge unon tbo United States circuit
bench who has contributed any more than
Judge Drummond m settling the law upon
those new questions in reference to the
rights of employes and material men as
against mortgagees.,, Others spoke in a
similar strain, after which the resolutions
were approved and the meeting adjourned.

DEATH FROM CHLOROFORM.

An Aged German Dies from a Dose of the Drug
Taken to Relieve Fain Attending Asthma. -

Ferdinand A. Lehr, seventy-tw- o years of
age, a well-to-d- o Gorman ' citizen, living at
No. 410 North Now Jersey street, died yes-

terday afternoon from an overdose of chloro-
form. . Ho had for years been a sufferer from
asthma, and took the drug to alleviate the
pain. Ho was feeling unusually ill yestorday,
but was able to walk about his house and
yard. In tho afternoon, about 2
o'clock, ho came into the house just
as his wife and daughter and7
a neighbor, Mrs. Schmidt, were
starting for a drive to Crown Hill. Ho
sam that he had taken an overdose of the
drug and had. a very strange feeling. He
lay down on a sofa, and continued to
grow worse. Realizing his time had come,
he bade his daughter good-by- e, his wife not
in st at that moment being in the roor.
The deceased came to Indianapolis in 1651,
and has since resided here continuously.
Ho was a carpenter in early life, but
being of a thrifty nature, ho in time ac-

cumulated considerable property, and be-
gan trading iu real-estat- e. He was, ac- -,

counted ono of tho best-poste- d men in the'
city in real-esta- te valuation, and was fre-
quently employed in the township assess-
or's office. He, leaves a widow and an
adopted daughter, Mrs. Bailey: Ifisijife
was insured for $11,000. It was at hrst re-

ported that he took the drug with a sui-
cidal purpose, but his fear of death, which
he often expressed, and the statement he
made to his daughter, are accepted as doing

Stop Accumulating Dirt
Charles W. Brouse suggests that there are

many things that must be done before the
dust nuisance can be abated in Indianapolis
by sprinkling. 'Thero is very little attention
given here," he remarked yesterday, "to
the matter of preventing the scattering of
duat and trash over tho streets. Not many
days ago I saw ten wagon-load- s of trash
taken out of a publio building in thiscity to
be carted outside of the corporation limits.
The wind was blowing, and fully two-thir- ds

of tho refuse was swept from the
wagons and distributed over the streets.
There is no restriction at all upon the scat-
tering of dirt along tho streets by men do-
ing hauling. In properly-cleane- d cities
such things are not allowed, and should not
be here. The first step towards abating
the dust nuisance is to prevent the accumu-
lation of the dirt and trash which makes
dust."

Opinions at to tho School Election.
County Attorney Spencer, whose de-

cision will sway the Board of County Com-
missioners, says, with real positiveness,
that the election of School Commissioners,
which will occur next month, will be held
under the Australian law.
