The Spirit and Method of the Little Boss
to Be Cared For by Sterling R. Holt,

S

A Committee That Recalls Episodes in Marion

County Politics—Men from Whom a Legis-
lative Ticket Will Be Chosen,

———— -

Sterling R. Holt, who chopped a locked
ballot-box containing ballots with which
he had no business, and did it at the insti-
gation of John E. Sullivan, the defanlting
and absconding county olerk, has appoint-
ed the Democratic county executive com-
mittee. He has done this by virtne of his
right as chairman of his party’s county cen-
tral committee. The appointees are M. A.
Downing, Alexander Ayres, W. A. Sulli-
van, John P. Frengzel, Frank L. Gates,
Samuel Rauh, John Rai, Col. James H.
Rice, Henry Laut, Wallis Maines, Pike
township, and William MeGregor, Franklin
township.

The Alexander Ayres on this list was
judge of the Cirenit Court when the re-
counting of votes for Denny and Cottrell,
candidates for Mayor, was had. Cottreil
was not satisfied with the showing of the
vote thatdefeated him and soughtarecount.
Judge Ayres granted the petition to that
effect and to represent Cottrell's interests,
Bimeon Coy, John E. S8ullivan and Sterling
R, Holt were appointed, Daniel M. Raps-
dell, Roscoe O, IHawkins and Charles
Dryer represented Denny. The ballots of
each precinet in sealed bags placed in a
large store-box, were brought into the

conrt-room when the recount was to begin.
Coy, Holt and Sullivan jumped at the the
tickets when they were poured out of each
bag on to a long table and began to sort
them before the Republicans had a chance
to look at the unsorted pile, The ballots
o s vyprecinet were counted and
then vreplaced in the Dbag, the
bag  sealed, boln*) thereafter put
in an ordinary ballot-box, which was then
locked and placed at the side of the room,
When the recount was near its end the
Democifa found they were defeated, and

then ixgisted on goiug back and counting
for the Third time certain ballots. To this
the Republicans objected, but the Demo-
crats were persistent, and John E. Sullivan
spying a hatchet in Judge Ayres's private
room, got it and handed it to Holt, who
walked over to one of the ballot-boxes
and chopped the lid ofl 0
did this because the Republicans refnsed
to give up one of the keys to the box they
were hol ins. That evening the difliculty
was renowed. This time, instead of rely-
ing on foree, the Democrats thought it best
to consult Judge Ayres, and John E. Sulli-

coming back with what he represcnted as
nn order from the Judge to go ahead, ai-
though it was afterward asserted by the
Judge that his ruling had been to some ex-
tent misinterpreted, The recount closed
with a majority for Denny, much to the
disgust of the Democrats.

That was Holt’s first noticeable appear-
ance in politics and he afterwards helped
John E. Sullivan secure the nomination for
county clerk, and, of course, worked with
Coy for his election. Imn the course
of time Coy went to the peuitentiary for
forgng tally-sheets. Sullivan was in-
dicted with_him, but escaped punishment
only to be driven out of the city through
fear of prosecution for his stealing from
trust funds and other moneys in his keep-
ing as county clerk, Coy returned from
the penitentiary to resume active politics
and his control over the Democrats, When
Holt was elected chairman of the county
committee Coy put him in nomination, and
expected to be on the executive committee
with Col, Downing, Judge Ayres and
the rest. But it was not thought
advisable to give the little bLoss
too much prominence at this time, although
the Democrats can do nothing without his
assistance, That assistance 1s to be given
in the way John Rail indicated a few
weeks ago. Rail was then in a communi-
cative mood when a reporter met him and
asked bim about Coy’s relation to the man-
angement of the cominq’ campaign. "“Coy
baving nominated Holt,” the reporter sug-
gested, “will, of course, be put ou the exec-
utive committee.” :

“Not much,” said Rail, as he threw his
arms about the lamp-post at the corner of
Market and Pennsylvania streets, and be-
gan to pull back, looking askance at there-
porter, 3

“What will you do with him?” i

“Put him on the advisory committee. We
need him in our business.’

Holt having selected the executive com
mittee, the delegates to the last connty con-
veution will reassemble at Tomlinson Hall
to-morrow to complete the ticket, Candi-
dates for Representatives in the General
Assembly are to be chosen, About forty
want to be nominated, but as five only can
be selected the managers of the
party have settled on one or the
other of the following tickets: First, Geo.
. Tanner, George W. Julian, James K. Me-
Cullough, Henry N. Spaan and Thomas J.
Hudson; second, E. B. Young and J. E. Me-
‘ullough, lawyers, a Mr. Brown, & railroad
man and son of Joseph F. Brown, deputy
county clerk; a Mr, Tennis, cigar-maker,
first name uuknown, as he does not tigure
in the city directory, and Jacob A. Emrich.
The latter is county commissioner and was
a candidate for renowination a few weeka
ago, but was counted out by the gang.
'l‘Tmy are trying to propitiate him with a
legislative nomination as the farmers’ can-

didate.

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THE CONTINENT OF AFRICA

i —

Vast Regions That Czll for the Aids of
Commerce and Christian Civilization,

e

William Taylor, Methodis¢ Missionary Bishop,
Recounts Some Achievements the Church
Bas Performed in the Land of the Heathen.

———

William Taylor, the great missionary
b:shop of the Methodist Episcopal Church,
is stopping for a day or two with Dr. W.H.
Kendrick, No. 71 North East street. There
a journal reporter found him last evening.
He has recently returned from his field of
labor in Africa. “I have just come from
DePauw University,” he remarked to the
reporter, “where I spoke to the students,
and am on my way to Chicago, whence I
will go to my home in California. I shall
remain here over Sunday, to resta little.”
The Bishop’s stay, however, will not be al-

together one of rest, for he will speak at
clasg-meeting on Sunday morning at Rob-
erts I’'ark Church, and at 10:30 o'clock oa
the same mommmill preach at Meridian-
street Chuarch. i long. white beard and
square-set jaws show the firmnpess of pur-
pose of the old man; who is ;nade of like
mettle as Livingstone, and John Brown, of
Ossawattomie.

The conversation last night first tnrned
upon the population cf Africa. *‘Stanley
says that it has 250,000,000 of people,” re-
marked the Bishop. *l have no reason to
dispate that great traveler, but no census
has been taken. It is a vast continent,
comprising about one-fourth of the terre
firma of the giobe, and India, which
is much smaller, has 250,000,000, I
neither indorse Stanley’s statement nor am
I prepared to say it is untrue. The nations
have stood back for ages not able to pene-
trate the interior of Africa. The continent
is built ng of vast plateaus buttressed by
great ills and  clifis, so0 the
mighty rivers are broken in their
course by mighty falis and cataracts,
precinding their navigation. Another ob-
struction to intercourse with the outside
world has been the cordon of native mid-
dlemen traders. This trade system has
ouly been ¢ut in a few places so that one
can enter, These traders, with their sol-
diers, have kept the outsiders out, and the
iusiders in. There aro other obstructions
to the entry of civilization. There is man-
stealing. terrible wars, polygamy and do-
mestic slavery, together with the darkest
h.eatl’l,en superstition, and every low condi-

ton.

*Will there be any raiiroads to open the
country?”’ ]

“The north and south extremes of Africa
bhave railronds, but the great body
of the continent, of course, has
not. A railroad is mnow being built
in the Portuguese province of Augola to
extend inland abountseventy miles from St.
Paul de Loanda, a town of fifteen thonsand
people, mostl‘y blacks, Thoogh the Portu-
guese have planted four interior colonies,
none of them were successful. They have
in the country simply Portuguese traders
and soldrers, no colonists.”

“What has come of missionary efforts in
Africa thus fart”

“Sacieties of the mosat powerful churches
in England and America have been operat-
ing for fifty years on the west coast. They
have expended much money, done muc
faithful work, but they have not by any
means met their own expeotations, and vo
a great extent have withdrawn from the
field. Since I went there five years ago I
have planted thirty-five stations, a
portion of them  being on  the
west ocoast, others on the sounthwest,
and all among the raw heathen. These sta-
tions extend along tho coast line a distance
of about 2,500 miles, and some go in-
land eonsiderable distances, oune 1,200
miles, another over 300, another about 350,
Thia coast is held by naked and wild
heathon, wilder than most of those of the
interior, Of course an exception must be
made of Liberia. We are having a great
work with the Kru people. The Krus are
s large and powerful people that have
fought their way to the coast. They claim
that no Kruman ever was aslave or aslave-
holder, though they do buy young people,
take them into their families and develop
them into Krumen, but do not enslave
them.”

“How many stations have yon among
these people?’

“Eight on the Kru coast and two ab
Sinov, one hundred miles from Cape Palmas,
We heve a number of native Krus who are
workers, We have a church organization
of nine converted at one place, twenty-
three at another, at Grandses forty-six, at
Sasstown, the biggeat and wickedest place
on the coast, 135 converts, including eleven
women and not a Xolygamiat among them.
The Krus, like all Africans, are polygantists.
The Sasstown people have built a church
twenty miies inland and are now start-
ing a station sixty miles miand, the
big end of the nation being in the
interior., Rum is one of the curses of Af-
rica that has been taken to them by ecivil-
1zation. Hamburg alone sends 200,000 tuns
of rom and gin. That I was told by one of
the principal agonts, and other German,
Holland, Portuguese, French and English
cities, and even Boston, in this ecountry,
add much more, so that a Mississippi of
rum is poured into Africa, We have, in
the thirty-five stations, an aggregate of
three hundred professing Christians ex-
emplifying salvation. and all taken from
beathenism. So we are getting a start,”

“What do you consider essential toward
gmmnfaioothold for Christian work in
Africa?”

“In India, China, Japan we assume that
the great mass of the people have a primary
education in all the simple industries, and
their children also have the benefit of this
education. We do not assume to educate
them on those lines, but enter upon re-
lJigious instruction directly. The attempt
to adopt the same plan iu Africa, a barbar-
ons country, where the children have no
such primary education in industries snit-
able to eivilization, resultsin failure. Take
those naked heathen boys in their teens,
foll of self-coneeit and heathenism, feed
them, clothe them, teach them book knowl-
edge, and very soon they will bid a final
farewell to all forms of manual labor
all implements of industry, and they will
aspire to be doctors, lawyers, merchants
or ministers—if there is a guaranty of suf-
ficient salary.”

“1s there a Elraa'b demand for such pro-
fessional men? :

“No, the demand is extromely limited,
Education there to be at all sunited to the
purpose must inelude industry sufficient to
enable persons who have acquired itto
take a position on the high plane of Chris-
tian civilization and sustain them in it.
The wisdom of this plan is demonstrated in
the Basil mission at Accra on the coast of
Guinea. That is, I believe, a German
Lautheran mission. They established schools
of industry there nearly half a century a
and have supplied all the west and south-
west coast with useful native mechanics—
coopers aud carpenters, boat-builders, ete.
Many of these are religious men, and all of
them are useful men. Mr and Mrs. Day,
in eharge of the Mublenburg Mission of the
Ameriean Lutherans, twenty-six miles up
the 8t. Panl river from Monrovia, do not
teach mechanies to any areat extent, but
teach the people coffee-growing, which is
the best business of the country. Mr. Day
has on his mission farm 50,000 coffee trees,
and gives employment to his pupils in
picking coffee and prepariog it for the
market. With this be gives them an Evglish
education,

“*Alarge number of his peopls are con-
verted; have their own charge and pay
their own preacher. When they gradoate
from his school, instead of loating around
the coast villages to get a situation to sell
rum or a clerkship, they fell the forest
trees and clear up coftee farma, which they
plant and till for themseives 1 mention
these to show that industrial education is
essential to that peopie because they have
not the indastrial beginning that ehildren
in civilized lands have, and we have to
begiu at the Lottem, The way to make an
inroad upon African heathenism is to_ be-
gin with the children, and begin with them
when they are no more than six years old,
I do not believe in large stations, but it is
in small missions, where the chiidren have
home life, that the best results are accom-
plished.”
