A TRAIN'S FRIGHTFUL PLUNGE

Engine and Car Drop Through a Bridge
Into Deep Water at Oakland, Cal.

Thirty Passengers Sudidenly Engulfed in a
Muddy Estuary of San Francisco Bay by
Failure of the Draw to Properly Close.

Thirteen Dead Bodies Recovered, Nearly
All Having Been Drowned in the Car.

Heartrending Scenes at the Morgue—Panic
Among Decoration-Day Observers—Disap-
pearance of Engiueer and Fireman,

8AN Fraxcisco, May 80.—One of the most
horrible railway accidents ever known in
California occurred at 1:40 o’clock this aft-
ernoon, when the local train connecting
at Oakland with the ferry-boats from San
Francisco ran through an open draw-bridge
over San Antonio creek at Weber streot,
Oakland. The yacht Juanita bad just
passed through the draw when the train
appeared, going in the direction of Ala-
meda. The draw-keeper endeavored at
once to close the bridge, but it was too late,
and the engine, with itstender and first car,
which wag filled with passengers, plunged
into the river, whioch is here quite deep.

The engigeter, Sam Dunn, and fireman
O’'Brien went down with the engine.
The farmer, when he saw that the bridge
did mot close, reversed the lever, but the
mamenicm of the engine was too great to
e stopped in time. The weight of the en-
gine and the first car broke the couplings
and left the other two cars of the train
standing on the track. The second car ran
about a third of the way across the bridge
and stopped, but the jar was suflicient to
break open the front of the car, and many

of the passengers were thrown into the
water.

The first car, which had followed the en-
gine to the bottom of the muddy river,
soon rose, and such of the passengers as

bad escaped were picked up by the yachts
and small Doats which had gathered at the

scene. The trainmen and the reat of the
passongers lent their aid to the work
of rescue, and when the wreck-
ing train arrived from Oakland
the car was drawn into shallow water, and

the boats began dragging the ereek for the
bodies. The train was in charge of con-
ductor Rerathand and an extra crew, it be
ing & holiday. The co::ductor siated that
probably tyonty-l\;o. sersons had met their
death.

The top of the passenger coach was cut
open as soon as it was raised above the
water, and the work of removing the bodies
commenced, ten being taken out in quick
succession. Engineer Dunn was not to be
found. The fireman, it is thought, escaped

by jumping. Three women and three girls
were taken from the water alive, and re-.
moved to the receiving hospital. Another
younglady died soon after being taken from
the water.

: The news of the accident created intense
excitement in Oakland and thousauds of
peopnle flocked to the morgue to see the
scene of the wreck. At the morgue the
bodies were laid out as soon as received, to
await identification. The body of E. P.
Robinson, who was among those taken
from the hole cut in the roof of the car,
was one of the first removed and was taken
in charge by Coroner Evers. The bodies of
six men and two women were brought in
soon after, some of the bodies being at first
left at the receiving hospital, where the
injured were also taken. In a short time
thirteen bodies lay on the tloor and on the
marble slabs of the morgue awaiting
identification. Many heart-rending scenes
were witnessed as the friends came for-
ward to claim their dead. The list of the
identified ia as follows:

A late dispatch says the engineer and
fireman were both saved. Thousands of

people tlocked to the scene of the disaster,
and the street leading to the bridge was

crowded with vehicles and hurrying men
and women. So great was the erowd on the

draw-bridge that the police bad to drive
the people off for fear the great weight
would upset the bridge and cause another
catastrophe. The wildest rumors of the

extent of the loss of life  were circulated,

and many people from San Francisco went
across the bay to look for friends

who were supposed to be on
the tramm. The news of the dis-

aster reached Mountainview Cemetery
where hundreds of Oakland people were
decorating graves. A panic was created,
and men, women and children rushed into
the town, leaving their dead and dropping
bouquets as they ran.

The cars of the narrow-gauge road seat
about fifty persons, and the seats are very

close together. Conservative estimates
place the number of peovle in the car at
about thirty, thirteen of whom lost their
lives. The water over which the bridge is
built 18 an esturary of San Francisco ﬁ: .

Both sides of the creek are lined with ship-
ping, and boatmen from the vessels were
of gRreat assistance in rescuing those
who escaped from the oar. The
draw-bridge is about one hundred feet
long, and just before the trains from San
Francisco get on the bridge they have to
come around a sharp curve, and usually
travel at a high rate of speed.

A horrible crushingof tim-
ber and a snapping of heavy
iron work followed, and once
consternation prevailed in the car.

When I found my-
self on the platform I unally worked
my way, by climbing and holding on to the
front of the car, to the roof, which I had
Just reached when that end of the car rose
out of the water, and quite a number of the
people esca in this manner. principally
women and children.

George T. Hawley, of Oakland Heights,
was in the car that went over but escaped.
He said there were about forty people, in-
cluding children, in the car. When he
found the car filling with water he climbed
to the upper end, but did not get out until
after he was completely under water. He
came to the t.ox!nnd made for a window and
got wedged. ter a struggle, however, he
managed to get through.

Conductor Rerath said: “The firet ear
was a combination car and I had gone
through it before we reached the bridge. 1t
would hold about forty-eight people. After
it went down it was as much as I could do
to attend to the passengers of the remain-
ing two coaches, some of whom were
frenzied with fear. I made my way to the
end as soon as I could force my way
through and looked down on the scene of
death. I noticed at least half a dozen men
swim away from the wreck, but did not see
any women or children escape. I de not
know any of the people who were in the
coach.”

James Dunlap, who was tandini the
bridge at time of the accident, said: “I
was In charge at the time, and had just
opened the draw to allow the yacht Jua-
nita to pass through. 1 was in the act of
moving the draw back into place, when the
'IHI train from San Franciszco came along.

Nearly All the Cracker Manufacturers Enter
Into a Combine, with $10,000,000 Capital.

Completing the Electrie-Light Monopoly.

BosTOoN, May 30.—The Thompson-Hous-
ton and the Edison-Villard electrie com-
panies will soon be consolidated. All that
remains to be done is the signing of the pa-
pers in legal form. Two months ago a ma-
jority of the Thompson-Houston stockbola-
ers agreed to pool their holdings with five
trustees—H. H. Pevear, Oliver Ames, Al-
bert Stone, Chas. H. Newhall and E. L,
Sanborn—the object being to sell out the
comjpany to the Edison-Villard people at a
satisfactory price. The trustees have issuned
a final call to such stockholders as have

not vet transferred their stock to do so be-
fore June 5, when all the stock will be
pooled and delivered to the purchasing
company. What the consideration is to be
the trustees will not now state, The com-
bination of these companies will give them
a practical monopoly of the electric-light-
ing and the electric-motor business of the
United States.

ANOTHER OCEAN RACER.

Fast Time of the New Steamship Normannia,
Despite Collision with an Iceberg.
NEw York, May 50.—The Normannia, the

latest addition to the fleet of the Hamburg-
American Packet Company, came into port

this morning. She covered herself with
glory by smashing all records for maiden
voyages and fulfilled the expectations of
her owners and admirers. Her trip was
from Hamburg and Southampton, and she

made the voyage from Queenstown to New
York ip six days, five hours, and one mm-
ute, The best previous record was made
by the Columblia, of the same line, in July,
1580, when she made the trip in six dglys.

DISASTER AT FORT WORTH

Texas Spring Palace Burned and Many
Persons Thought to Have Perished.

i —

Heroic Conduct of Russell Harrison, Who Was
in the Building at the Time—One Life

Known to Be Lost and Five Persons Hurt.

—— ——

Fort WoRrTH, Tex., May 30.—The Texas
Spring Palace was burned to the ground
at 10:30 to-night. One life was lost and
five persons were injured. The loss is esti-
mated at £100,000. President DBurbage,
with Editor Sleicher, of Leslie’s, and
Russell Harrison, were talking in the
big building of 1ts inflammable
character when a scream was heard, then
women’s cries, and the ery of “fire” went
up. Burbage sprang up stairs for his wife,
Harrison lent aid to the hurrying
women on the stair case and Bleicher
dropped out of & window to the ground. As
the exhibition was to have closed Sunday,
and a grand ball was the closing eveut of
to-night, several thousand persons were
present. Ladies and gentlemen in fall
dress, and of the best society of the city
and vicinity, were on hand.

One man 18 known to have been fatally
burned. Several persons were seriously
injured by being trampled or secorched.
It is impossible to find out
whether the loss of life is large
or not, but many think none were
burned. Again, many fear that at least
twenty-five have perished, and some even
place the number larger. All estimates are
merely conjectured at this writing.

Another dispatch says: “At midmight the
death of A. L. Haynes, a contractor, is the

only fatality positively known to have re-
sulted from the BSpring Palace fire,
The most intense excitement still pre-
vails. Men are running about the
streets, crying like children, hunting their

.Joved ones. Mothers are bemoaning the

loss of their babes, and general pande-
monium reigns. All sorts of stones are
abroad. BSome claim that as many
as two handred people are burned
or trampled to death, and the
indications are that several children bave
lost their lives in the jam. Fo far as
known the injured are: Judge 1. N.
Cooper, legs broken, probably fatally
injured; Mrs. Volney Hall, internal-
ly injured; Gip Hollingsworth, badily
bruised; a little girl, name unknown,
seriously crushed; George Lattle, cigar
man, seriously injured. James Davis
jumped from the uprer story and is badly
crippled, and Mrs. M. R. Cruce, of New
Orleans, is seriously injured. Bissell Wil-
son, & railroad man of St. Louis, is burned
about the feet and internally injured.

The Palace building cost §23,000, withont
decorations. The decorations cost $25,000,
and the exhibits were valued at §50,000.
Many of the exhibits were of historical
value and are not included in this
estimate. No estimate can be made of their
value. The Elgin watch-factory Military
Band lost all their instruments and music,

valued at §10,000. It is estimated that there
were 3,000 people on the two floors of
the Palace when tLe fire broke ount.
Before the alarm was sonnded the roof of
the building was falling in. Russell Har-
rison was on the lower floor of the Palace,
He rushed into the erowd and called on the
peoglje to be guiet. Much credit is due him
for his coolness,

Other Fires.

GARFIELD MEMORIAL DEDICATION.

The Procession to the Cemetery Witnessedh
by 150,000 People of the Western Reserve.
CLEVELAND, O., May 80.—A kind Prov i<

dence smiled on Cleveland to-day, snd if

the weather had been made to order the
day could not have been a more perfect
one. When the committee havingin charge
the exercises attending the dedication of
the Garfield memeorial retired last night
they felt that all that humaa hands counld
do to make the affair a success had been
done. Every detail had been attended to,
and only one thing more was neaded to
make everybody happy. That was pleas-
ant weather, Upto last night oaly five
rainless days had been credited to Cleve-
land in May, and the signal service ob-
server was sure that there would be show-
ers to-day. When, however, the sun rose
this morning from a fleecy mass of clouds
and sailed up past the meridian, through &
blue sky, all fears were dispelled and ev-
erybody was bappy. Not'a drop of min
fell all day. The city was full of strangers
last mnight, but more came to-day. Every
regular train from the east, west and
south was loaded to the platiorms,
and special trains brought thousands
of patriotic people from all over
northern Ohio. The city had pat on holi-
day aitire as early as Wednesday even-
ing, and the decoration of the down-town
business houses, public buildings, hotels
and private residences were the finest evert
attempted by the people of the capital of
the Western Reserve, The air was liter-
ally filled with red, white and blue bunt~
ing, arranged in tasteful desigos of every
conceivable shape.

The people admired this show, but they
had come to see something slse. The Mecen
to which all had journeyed was beautiful
Lake View, in which lie the remains of the
martyr Garfield, and toward that spot alk
steps were turned. At an early hour in the
morning the ghfares leading out Su-
perior street, via Monnmental Park snd
Eueclid avenue, with its broad
roadway and great lawns, were
packed with a slowly-moving mass of
humanity. Four street-car lines with half
a thousand cars were unable to accommor
date tho crowds. Every carriage that
could be hired was brought .nto requisition,
sion was not to move until shortly aftes
noon, but only s small part of it was te
start from down town, new lons form-
ing and joining the line at every intersect«
ing street in the first three miles of the
long five-mile march to the ocemetery.
Therefore, all had a desire to be as neart
head of the procession as possible. B&
there were thensands of men, women and
children massed in the down-town streets.
Hundreds of temporary stands had been
erected by enterprising speculators, and
seats on these sold at fancy prices to those
who had stood for hours in the san.

When the procession finally moved there
were atleastoue hundred and fifty thousand
cheering people massed in Enclid avenue,
between Monumental Lake View,
and thousands more aw at the ceme-
tery, Business had been universally suse
pended, and everybody who conld do se
had come to see the grand pageant With
the exception of the Garfield funeral in
158¢1 there was never such a crowd gathered
here before. The utmost good nature pre-
vailed, and when the v eterans of Garfield’s
old regiment (the Forty-second Ohio Vol-
nnteer Infantry) swung into line to head
the parade there was vociferous cheering.
The Grand Army, Union Veterans and Sons
of Veterans, who followed, were also ap-
plauded, as were the militury companies
ccmposing the third division. Governor
Campbell and staff followed the military on
horseback, and they were cheered as they
rcde along. But the greatest applause was
reserved for the honored guests of the
day—President Harrison, Vice-president
Morton, members of the Cabinet, ﬂlﬂ.
