Records Broken at the Annual Fileld Day of
the Intercollegiate Association.

New Yorx, May 31.—The fifteenth an-
nual field meeting of the Intercollegiate
Association of Amateur Athletes of Amer-
ica was held this afternoon at Berkeley
Oval. Fully 8,000 spectators enjoyed the
sport, and nearly every one of the fifteen
colleges connected with the association
was well represented. The principal

feature of the day's sport was the
breaking of the record for 220 yards

hurdle, by J. P. Lee, of Harvard, who
covered® the distance in 2514 seconds.

Other features were the running of

BURIAL REFORM,

Earth to Earth Burial Advoeated by the

New York Funeral Reform Association.
The Epoch.

Nature has her own method of resolvin
flesh into dust. By scientists it is calle
surface affinity. Itis really a cremation by
slow burning.” If a round of beef is buried
in loose dry soil, and taken up after six
months, the outside will be charred as if it
had been in contact with fire, but at the
center the meat will be sound. No cor-
ruption or disagreeable, dangerous odor at-
tends the process. Wild animals bury their
food to preserve it from putrefaotion,

Earth-to-earth burial, as advocated by
the Burial Reform Association, aims to
have the body placed in the grouund with
very slight protection, so that the soil ma;
speedily act npon it with this slow, natur
cremation. The body would be put into a
light papier-mache coffin and covered with
dry earth; the coffin very soon falls to
pieces. In four years the body will be ore-
mated l;y nature's slow, healthful process,
simply from having been in contact with
the earth, Worms do not infest a body
thus interred—they are to be found only in
bodiea which are incased in heavy sealed
caskets,

The financial aspect of burial reform
should be carefully thought over by those
who can afford expensive funerals without
being forced to distressing economy or to
embarrassing debt. Let the wealthy set
the example of simple funerals and they
will confer a benefit upon the poor who are
80 given to assume burdensome financial
obligations in order to pay tribute to their
dead by an imposing pageant and a showy
coffin. It has already bhappened that
families have so impoverished themselves
by a funeral that they have bad to apply
for assistance to the charity fund of the
church. The sentiment that inspires such
extravagance is insincere and begotten of
s wish to outdo one’s neighbors in dllpl:hy.

Education by example on the part of the
rich and proper teaching from the pulpit
and in literature are the only remedies for
the evil of pompous oxhibrﬁom of grief.
Once the people are taught properly to re-

ard the y as & perishable thing the

ashion of clpondins money in a vain show
at a funeral will pass away, and those who
mourn will notembarrass themselves finan-
cially by useless extravagance. Money is
of use only for the living, and when an im-
Prppet; amount of it is spent on the dead
njustice, in nine cases out of ten, is done
to the survivors.

Due respect to the dead can be shown
and at the same time economy observed in
the selection of a coffin, in deciding on the
amount to be expended for the hearse and
the carriages, for the pall-bearers and the
mourners (pall-bearers are not necessary),
in the purchase of flowers, on mourning ap-
parel and on the tombstone.

A properly conducted funeral for a pri-
vate person should involve no pageant.
There should be only the hearse and one or
two carriages, while the women of the fam-
1ly should always be discouraged from at-
tending at the gmvo, leaving that office for
a few selected male friends. If this cus-
tom should become established, other fu-
neral expenses would be proportionate,and,
among the well-to-do laboring and middle
classes, cases of pinching economy or of in-
curring debt because of an expensive fu-
neral, would be rare.

Hounsehold Hints,
A glass of fresh buttermilk every day is

an excellent liver regulator,

Dandruft may be cured by rubbing the
scalp every other day in borax and water.
A few pinches to a cup of water isa good
consistency.

A linen towl of fine diaper will make
two bibs. Cut it exactly in the middle and
make the fringed ends the bottom of the
bibs. It is best to purchase an entirely
white towel, aud ornament the ends either
by tracing some of the figures in the border
with erewel, or by working them over and
over. The neck iscut as described, and
bound with linen tape. The towel should
be as narrow as can be procured. .

Hap{y the woman who hasa Plot of grass
for a bleaching ground, her linen may be
white as snow; and she who has not may
use clean boards laid in the sun, and on
them whiten her clothes. If as soon as
soiled garments are dipped in soap-suds
and laid in the sun for a time, then put
away perfectly dry to wait the time of
weekly wauhmg, they will not grow yellow
by lyring, and the dirt wvall come out easily.
In the South a great many house-keepers
do not boil their clothes in the summer
time, but bleach them, and with zesults
oven better than from using artificial heat
for cleansing.

Tender chickens cooked in the followin
way are as good as if they were broiled:
Open them 1n the back, season and put
them ina bakmgt-lpnn. with a little water
init. Turn another pan over it, and bake
for an hour and a half or two honrs acecord-
ing to the size. If they are not browned
enough when nearly done take off the ur—
der pan. Cut off the neck before putting in
the oven, and boil it along with the giblets
in halfea pint of water. Take the bones out
of the neck; cus that, the gizzard and heart
into fine pieces. Mash the liver with a
spoon, and add them all, with the water in
which they were boiled, to the gravy.

The real value of old newspapers about a
house is fully comprehended by but fow.
Many people, in wrapping up woolen goods
to put away for the summer—a something
that must soon be done for the coming sea-
son—use clear brown paper. Old news-
papers aro far preferable, for the ink on
them has been observed to be very obnox-
ious to mothz insects, ete. A great benefit
can also be derived by placing a layer of
old newspapers upon the carpet paper umud
under carpets, as it is a preveutive to en-
croachments by vermin, which is so often
the case. Another usefulattribute of paper
not generally known is for preserving ice in
a pitcher of water. Fill the pitcher with
ice and water and place in the centerof a

piece of paper; then gather the paper up
together at the top and twist the ends
tightly together, placing a strong rubber
band around the coil to hold it close so as
to exclude the air. A pitcher of ice-water
treated in this manner has been known to
stand over night with scarcely a percept-
1ble welting of the ice.

It is the well-
develo form that catches his utilitarian
eye. He wants his swine to have a well-

sveloped ham, deep side, well-l{:mng ribs,
shounlders that are not coarse, short neck,
and he wants them to stand square upon
clean and smooth legs. This is the
kind of & hog that every farmer
is after, and when he snceeeds in
getting a hog of perfect form, then he

devote bhis attention to fauncy. Profit
is what he is after, and to secure it he must
breed the hog that will give him the great-
est number of pounds of meat for
the gross weight, and do so upon the least
amount of food, and in the shortest time.
Fancy is all right in its place, but we must
get JN sterling quah engrafted into
our swine first. t is but natural that

breeders should seek uniformity of type, |

and fancy foinh in their herds, and we
give them all honor for doing so, if the

do not overlook the things essential. We
love to see a nice, fine, straight coat of hair
on our hogs, and endeavor to breed so as to

secure it, but we must not overlook that

which we must wake use of merely to
gratify fapcy’s whim. After you have de-
voted more attention to the form of your
pigs, you can breed to fancy as well.
