THE FORT WORTH FIRE.

Mpny Persons Terribly Injured by Jumping

from the Upper Story of the Spring Palace.

Fort WorTH, Tex., May 51.—Following is
the list of casuslities by the burning of the
Spring Palace at this place last nigtt: Al
Haynes, chief hydraulic engineer of the
Fort Wortk & Denver, while working he-
roically to get & number of ladies out of
the fire’'s way, was badly burned, and died
at 11:30. A little girl, six years old, was
thrown from a window in the second story
and killed. James 8. Davis, of Fort Worth,
is badly burned. Judge L. N. Cooper, of Fort
Worth, broke both legs above the knee. Mrs.
Volney Halle, of Marshall, broke her right
leg above the knee. George Settler, con-
nected with the Fort Worth & Denver, is
badly burned. Mrs Dr. W, A. Adams in-
jured her spine. Mrs, Kate Spencer broke
her left arm and is quite badly burned.
Miss Leah Coutts, of Weatherford, hroke
ber right arm in two places. Mrs. Lizzie
Grant, of Weatherford, is injured inter-
nally. Mrs. Hecker, of Elgin, 11i., is badly
hurt. Mrs. W, E. Kennedy, of New Orleans,
is badly hurt. E. H. Fudge, of Chicago,
jumped from the third story and broke one
arm, both legs and is injured and hurt in-
terually, W. R. Cruce, of New Orleans:
fatally injured. Bissell Wilson, of St.
Louis, & railroad hand, had a leg broken
and is injured internally. Miss Annette
FProsser had her epine injured. Mrs O. 8.
Kennedy was badly bruised, being trampled

on. Miss Lillie Bar s left leg was frac-
tured and her h cut. Judge Holland’s

head was severely cut.

Sixteen people are missing, and it is
feared some etf theg:y are in kthe ruins. Onme
report says two s smoking cigarettes
cansed the fire, while another gu ﬁhst a
boy stepping on a match was the cause,
and that two seconds after the sulphur ig-
nited the flame had leapedlike a rocket up
a pillar and began to spread over the tinder-
like Spanish moss and Pam u{nu. with
which the ceiling was cov he namer-
ous exits, some ten in number, were the
means by which thousands of lives were
saved. A policeman has found a skull and
bones in the ruins, Within fifteen minutes
of the breaking out of the fire 20,000 people
were on the ‘grounds, and the scene was
agot *ing. Men and women rushed fran-
tically from crowd to crowd, looking for
loved | ones, in many cases shrieking and

crying, while many ladies fainted. The
loss will reach 000; insurance, merely
nominal.

The name of Russell Harrison, the son of
FPresident Harrison, is on every lip in words
of praise. He was with the Leslie news-
paper party viewing the palace when the
fire broke out. When the panic came he
threw himself in front of the main exit
from tle second story, and ecalled to the
sgople to moye carefully, then pushed and

irected the crowd until the people moved
down the stairway like an army of soldiers.
Several ladies who fainted were rescued by
him. His example inspired a number of
men to aid in the work of rescuing the
vle. Mr. Harrison was net hurt, although
he remained in the building until the last.

When the flames were first discovered a
paniec seized the seven or eight thousand
people in the building, and in_ an instant
the wildest confusion prevailed. Hundreds
of men, however, kept their heads, and the
policemen behaved like heroes, and the
crowds were gotten out of the building
with comparatively lli}th injary to limbs
and loss of life. otwithstanding the
strenuous efforta of the policemen and the
citizens, who constitunted themselves a
wuard of safety, a number of ladies and men
jumped from upper floor, and in nearly
every case were y hart.

A later dispatch says that W. Hayne was
the ouly vietim of e fire, but .tat thirty
Persons were baﬁlﬁﬂi:jurod.

Citizens have ided to rebuild the
palace next year, making it of iron, ata
cost of §350,000, Among the ecxbibits in

front of the main entrance was a granite
monument, tall and massive. It was
slightly damaged by heat and
smoke, and a8 movement has Dbeen
started to urchase it for the

head of Haynes's grave. While the burned
palace cost only 000 for the structure
proper, the beautiful decorations brought
1ts cost np to over $100,000, on_which there
was only 815,000 insurance. Everything in
the building, which covered an area of
sixty thousand feet, was left in ashes. The
fire was so hot that it melted glass aquari-
ums and the limestone foundations of the
structure.

It was said to-night that of the thirty in-
jured nearly all suffer from llight bruises
or burns. Not more than a dozen have
broken limbs., The flaming mass of eotton
and other material that fell from the burn-
ing ceilling anpon the women in full dress
ignited their garments, and many, when
rescued, were but half clothed. Dozens of
the richest dresses were scorched, burned
and battered, but bodily injuries were very
generally escaped.

THE OAKLAND DISASTER.

No More Bodies Recovered—Correct List of
the Vietims—Stories of Survivors,

SaNy Fraxcisco, May 81.—At midnight
Iast night all the bodies recovered from the
Oakland disaster had been 1dentiiied.
Parties are still at the wreck searching the
bed of the ereek, but it is belisved no more
lives were lost. Foliowing is the correct
list of victims: Capt. Thomas Dwyer, of
Sacramento; F. R, Irwin, of Oakland; Henry
8. Austin and his daughter, Miss Florence,
Miss Katie Kearns and Miss Nellie Kearns,
Matthias Williams, E. R. Robiuson, Mies
Bryan (Conner, Martin 8. Kelly, Luigi

Maletesta and his son Allie, all of San
Franciseo; H. 8. Auld, of Honolulu
Captain M. R. Fobertl. his niece, Mrs, S,
H. ]'?oberu, her two daughters were
among the saved from the first car. The
Captain and lus relatives occupied the end
seats next to the tender in the first car,
and when the accident occurred were the
first to be submerged. As the car went off
the bridge it from the train, and on
siriking the bottom of the bay the cou
ling commecting it with the tender broke, al-
lowing that end to come to the surface. The
wvntire occurrence hap so guickly that
the first thing the Captain realized was
floating under the car ventilators with one
of the children, Efile, clinging to his neck,
and Mrs. Roberts and her elder daughter
struggling in the water. Realizing his
danger he called to the others to follow and
immediately dove through the car door,
which was submerged. coming to the
surface hegfound a hoat, to which he and
B oD o hra to the hart &
whie em to the w .

Miss May Austin, daughter of Henry
Austin, of Aunstin & Phelps. was saved, but
her sister Floreuce her father were
drowned. Miss Austin told her experisuce
on the train, as follows: "1 was ted on
the left side of the car which went into the
water, one seat ahead of the one which my
father agd sister occupied. When the
came al®of the people in the car screamed,
and I clung to my sister ['lorence until the
force of the water compelled me to let go.
Everybody tried to get on top of the car,
and I remember at a man in the front
seat broke a window with his fist, and I got
ontof thas window somehow. When I was
yescued 1 was nearly unconscious, and I
cannot tell how long I was in_the water,
My father and sister rorinhed. Evervthing
was go horrible and it happened so quickly

I can hardly realize what an awful
experience I had.” Miss Austin is almost
ue_nud- with grief over the loss of her rela-

ves.

Immediately after the accident areport
spread that Sam Dunn, engineer of the
train, and Charles O’Brien. an, had
gone down with the wreck, but this was

The crowd that had assembled even in
that short time was manifestly hostile to
th_or.. and (’Brien said that as he was
climbing upon the wharf astranger bad
triedl to throw him back into the water.
Fearing violence they left the scene of the
accident and went at once to Alameda.
O’Brien did not appear at his home in

Alameda, where his wife and family were
aunxiously awaiting him. Dunn also dis-
appeared effectually.

The passenger coach was hauled upon the
beach this afternoon, but no more e8
were found. The car was badly wrecked
and the interior bore evidence of the strug-
®le which the passengers made to escape
with their lives. Boats were employed all
night to patrol the estuary and recover any

1es that might have found their way to
the surface, but the watch was fruitless, as
was the search of the divers, and it
is now believed all the bodies have been
recovered. The engine is still buried in
the mnd at the bottom ot the creek, but
efforts are being made to raise it. The
bodies of the dead passengers have all been
removed from the morgue to the homes of
their relatives, or to the undertakers’
establishments. Coroner Evers has sum-
moned a jury, and will begin an inquest
Monday.

Word has reached Oakland that the rela-
tives of engineer Samnel Dunn, residing in
Santa Cruz county, have received a tele-
snllln siating that the latter is alive and
woll.
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TOWN PARTLY BURNED.

Four Squares of Middlesborough, Ky., De-
~troyed and 2,000 People Made Homeless.
MippLEsBOROUGH, Ky.. May S1.—At 11

o’clock this morning an incendiary started

a fire in the feed store back of R. Hoyland's

grocery store, on Cuamberland avenue, and

in a few minutes a raging fire was destroy-
ing everything before it, The buildiugs
being mestly frame, the flames spread
rapidly, and in two hours four entire
squares, containing the finest buildings in

the city, were burned out. The loss will
amonnt to fully $300,000, covered by about
§125,000 of insurance. Several citizens were
badly burned, but none were fatally hart.

The Etoa Insurance Company, of Hart-
ford; the Firemen’s Fund, of San Francisco;
the Liverpool, London and Globe; the Lan-
cashire, of England; the Pennsylvania Fire,
of Philadelphia; the Western Insurance, of
Toronto, and the Springfield Fire and Ma-
rine, of Spriugﬁehf, ass., were the com-
panies covering the bulk of the insurance.

Two thonsand péople are homeless, and
had all their effects burned up.

Struck by Lightning.
LexixeroN, Ky., May 31. — Lightning
struck St. Peter's Roman Catholic Cherch
at half past 9 to-night, setting it on fire.
The tower was destroyed, the fire-depart-

ment extingnishing the flames before they

bhad done much damage to the main build-
ing. The pupils and Sisters of Bt. Cath-
arine’s Academy, adjoining the chureh,
were in the chapel at the time, all being
prostrated. but no one hurt.

The liverf stable belonging to Turney,
Clark & Mitchell, in Paris, was struck by
lightning to-night, and burned to the
ground, consuming six valuable horses,
and all the vehicles, ete., of the stable. A
dwelling adjoining the stable was burned.
Loss, $15,000.

Fireman Loses His Life.
LovisviLLe, Ky., May 31.—The Dupont
paper-muills, at Tenth and Rowan streets,
this city, were destroyed by fire which

originated in the boiler-room, at 7:30 this
evening. The estimated loss is said to be

£35,000; fully insured. The property was
sold by the Duponts to a Louisville syndi-
cate a few months ago.

A fireman was overcome by emoke. After
being removed from the burning building
he partially recovered, but during a violent
tit of coughing he died.

Burned to Death While Drunk.
AvstErnpaM, N. Y., May 31.—The saloon
conducted by John Selby was burned early
this morning. In one of the rooms Selby
and a man named Michael Donlon were

sleeping. The former was awakened by
the bar-keeper and managed to get out, but
Donlon conld not bearoused and was burned
to death. The man is supposed to have
been drunk. The building was destroyed.
Loss about $600.

Watchman and Employe Burned
Priraperruia, May 31.—The mills of J.
& J. Ritchie and Thomas H. Wilson, at

Mascher and Jefferson streets, were de-
stroyed by fire this afternoon, and the
watchman and another of the employes
were burned to death. SN

Other Fires.
SAN Fraxcisco, May 31.—At an early
hour this morning fire broke out in Horn
& Chapman’s slanghter-house, South San

Francisco, and in less than an hour a whole
square of the section known as ‘‘Butcher-
town,” and which was covered with frame
buildings, was in ashes. Fifteen horses
v‘ir;;re burned. Ths loss is estimated at $50,-
b .

Asaraxp, Pa., May 31.—The fire in the
alo?e at Bast colliery continnes to burn,
and is now twenty feet from the slope. The
fire has been burning for several months,
but being in an old working waere it could
not be reached, a battery was built to pre-
vent it from penetrating the valnable
veins which are being worked. The fire
has crept almost thronugh this battery, and
the only thing that can be done is to renew
it and confine the fire to the old level and
flood that part of the mines.

VARIOUS CASUALTIES.

Section Men Thrown Under a Hand-Car and
Badly Mangled. :

Moxrtco Juxcerion, Wis., May 31.—A ter-
rible accident happened to acrew of sec-
tion men here last night. There were seven
on a hand-car returning to the station.
They were going quite rapidly, when one
of the forward wheels broke. It threw the
three men who were in front on to the
track with terrific force, the car passing

over them. Albert Wyman, fourteen years
of age, water-carrier for the crew, was in-
stantly killed. Fred Kroll, the foreman,
was injured. His case is hopeless. Harman
Pulinski iad his leg broken and a foot
erushed. The others were hurled off the
car, bat escaped serious injury.

One Thousand Sheep Killed.

ALBUQUERQUE, N. M., May 31.—One of
the most disastrous wrecks known to the
Atlantic & Pacific railroad occurred on
that road yesterday evening, two miles
west of its junction with the Santa Fe rail-
road. A train of donble-decked cars loaded
with some 5,000 merino mutton-sheep,

on the way from California to the Chicago
market, was wrecked by the breaking of a
truck. Every car but two was destroyed,
and about 1,000 sheep killed outright. The
Indians of the neighborhood worked all
night skinning carcasses. They will have
mutton for months to come.

Express Train Ditched and Engineer Killed.

GERMAN SOCIALIST LAWS

Belief that the Government Will Not Re-
enact Present Repressive Measures,

e

The Fatherland Free from Anarchists of the
Rabid Kind—Conviction of Copyer-Ring

Manipulators—Stanley’s Choice of Flags.

GERMAN BOCIALISTS.

Restrictive Measures to Be Modified in Their
Behalf—Not Connected with Nihiliata.
[Copyright, 1890, by the New York Associated Press.)

BerLIN, May 31.—Dr. Lucanus, chief of
of the civil cabinet, to-day presented a re-
port based on Police Director Krnger's in-
formation regarding the relationsof So-
cialists with the Anarchistsin Switzerland,
France and other countries. The report
must bhave been ordered by the Emperor
long before there was any suspicion of &
Nibilist plot in Paris, and in view of the
expiration of the anti-Socialist law. The
minor state of siege ends in Leipsic on
June 28, and if the government does

not renew it the fact will signalize the de-
termination of the aanthorities to cease
special Socialist enactmeuts throughout
Germany. According to the Socialist
Volksblatt the Saxon government has
asked the Bundesrath to prolong the law.
This demand of Saxony is tantamount to a
protest against the cessation of the law,
and has aroused the Emperor, who desires
to place before the Bundesrath data in
support of a non-renewal of the measure.

!} The official tendency here now is in: accord

with the Emperor's desire to give the
Socialists ““freer breath.” Thus the police
report entirely free every section from con-
nection with foreign Anarchists, and dis-
pel thesuspicion that the recent strikes
were incited from abroad.

Russians or other foreigners resident in
the populous centers of Germany, who are
known to be in sympathy with the Social-
ists, are not known as affiliated with any
revolutionary society. Mendelsohn, Naka-
tichiz, Demski and Remstein, who were
arrested in Paris, bave each the same

lice record here, dating years back.

endelsohn figured in a Socialist trial at
Posen, in 1883, and after serving a term in
prison he was delivered to the Russian
police on the charge of being concerned in
a plot to wreck the Czar's train. He
escaped and took refuge in Switzerland.
Nakatchiz has been a student in Berlin,
and has been under special surveil-
lance. He was closely watched by
the Russian police during the last visit of
the Czar. Remstein had relations with the
Leipsic Socialists and assisted Demski
while at Zurich in thecirculation of Social-
ist pamphlets. No disclosures arising from
the arrests in Paris can injure the chances
of the Socialists of obtaining a release from
exceptional disabilities, the police inquiries
freeing every known leader from the re-
motest association with Anarchists,
Whatever relations once existed have now
long ceased. The Bundesrath’s assent to
}permit the Socialist law to expire is doubt-
ul. The Hamburger Nachrichten indicates
the reluctance of the federal government
to assent to the expiration of the law,
and predicts an inevitable insurrection
when the restraintson the proletariat are re-
moved. It adds: “When the guns have
spoken God knows what will happen. Per-
chance the bloodshed following the revolt
will have a salutary influence upon the
social organism, but 1t is certain that the
renewal of repressive measures will be
pitiless. Otherwise troubles will again
arise, and the gangrene on socialism may
rot even the army.” The Nachrichten
doubtless reflects Bismarck’sopinion, which
continnes to influence the members of the
Bundesrath.

OLD WORLD “CORNERS.”

Conviction of M. Secretan and Associates, of
the Copper Ring, Recalls Like Affairs,

LoNpoN, May 31.—The conviction of M.
Secretan and associates in the copper syn-
dicate, on Wednesday, has been well re-
ceived by many leading French financiers,
snd will, no doubt, have a good effect on
the general business of the country.
Though the formation of commercial rings
is looked upon by most people as & modern
innovation, it is not really so. The same
“crash” which caused a panic last year in

the copper trade had ite precedent about
350 years ago in Germany, when tin was
the unfortunate article selected by the
speculators. The existence of the ring is
recorded imn a letter written by
the trading-house of DBurnstein to

the Kurfuerst August, of Saxony, in the

sar 153¢. An alchemist named Sebalt

chwertzer had visited the-Kurfuerst to se-
cure a monopoly of the tin trade, and as the
article was one of daily demand, as
Schwertzer says, it is nceded like bread,”
a short withdrawal from the open market
would send up the price. To this scheme
Hans vou Bernstein sent in a proteat, point-
ing out that tin was subject to rapid fluctu-
ation in price, and it would by no
means certain that the accomulated stock
conld be at any time turned into money.

Something Britishers Would Like to Know
About Stanley—Dr. Parke's Story.

LoxpoN, May 381.—In a speech at the

Stanley banquet, Surgeon Parke, in singing

the praises of his chief, bhappened

to remark that when Stanley was

ill during the march, he said: *‘Doctor,

ran up the stars and stripes to cheer

me; let me at least die beneath the

shadow of the American flag.” This anec-
dote made all the Brigtishers look glum, but
Stanley’s face wore a quizzical expression,
as if be rather enjoyed the situation, This
remark of Parke's, taken in connection
with the obstinate silence of Stanley in the
face of the obvious attempts by the En-
glish to induce him to make a declaration
“under which flag,” and also in view of his
recent severe criticisms wpon England’s
African policy, gives good ground for
the growing belief that Stanley has de-
termined to transfer his allegiance and
services to other than British interests.
His veiled praise of Germany’s aggressive-
ness in npenlni{‘up new fields for her com-
merce may per nru be taken as an indica-
tion that he wouldnotobject to entering the
service of the Emperor William, for whom
he is known to posscss great admiration.

Starvation in London and in British Ceylon,
Where Persons Have Died.

Panama Canal

Paris, May 31.—The Panama Canal Com-
mission reports that the Bay of Limon does
not afford an adequate anchorage or shel-
ter, and it will be necessary to estab-
lish a harbor of refuge or waiting-
station at the mouth of the canal. For
the present the work must be lhmited to

a simple side dock south of thesmall nat-
ural harbor of Folks river. The Bay of
Panama affords a safe shelter, but a side
dock and a loading stage, with an area of
sixteen hectares must be pruvided at the
mouth of the Rio Grande. The report rec-
ommends that, in order to reduce expenses,
no improvements be made that are not ur-
gently needed,.
Russian Persecution of Lutherans.

LoxpoN, May 31.—There are mutterings
of insurrection in the Baltic provinces of
Russia, where a most determined effort is
being made to Russianize the people and
stamp out the native traditions and native
religion. The Russian government is con-

ducting a bitter persecution of the Lu-
theran pastorsin those provinces, several of
them suffering banishment. and sixty-six
of whom are being tried on charges of dis-
loyalty to the Czar. The Lutherans claim
that they are strictly loval to the empire,
and that the accusations are ipsl_'t of a plan
to stamp out their religion within the Rus-
sian dominions.

Boyeotting in Ireland.

LoxpoN, May 81.—A singular instance
of boyeotting has come to light in Ireland.
A midwife refused to attend the wife of a
member of the royal Irish constabulary.
Edward Pbhillips, & farmer in Tipperary,
obnoxious to the ' National League, has

been refused the necessaries of life, the
local chemist- deelining to _make up pre-
scriptions for him, and the blacksmith
whom he used to employ declining to do
any more work for him. His horse and
carriage, with which he took his fanul{_ to
church, could not be given accommodation
at the Cashel hotels.

Negroes to Be Given Their Freedom.
LoxpoN, May 81.+The Bey of Tunis has
decreed that every negro domestic in his

dominions must be given a certiticate of
freedom, and that employers who do not
comply with this regulation will be fined.

The Irish Leader Gives His Party’s Rea-
sons for Opposing Balfour's Scheme.

———

It Would Compel Tenants to Buy Holdings at
Fancy Prices,and Would Put Millions in
the Pockets of Absentee Landlords.

e

New YORK, May 81.—The North Ameri-
can Review for June has an article by Mr.
Parnell, stating the Irish party’s grounds
of objection to Mr. Balfour’s Irish land-pur-
chase bill. Thismeasure Mr. Parnell charae-
terizes “insufficient and dishonest,” though
ostensibly brought forward for the purpose
of settling the land question on the lines
laid down by him when in America. The
measure is insufficient, because it would
not reach more than one out of every four
of the Irish tenants, and there would be
many in the favored minority who have no
nght, or claim to enjoy the benetits of
land  purchase at the expense of
the State. On the basis of the operation
of previous enactments, it would take up-
wards of £160,000,000 sterling to enable all
Irish tenants entitled to do so to become
owners of their holdings. The state would
never advance the vast sum necessary for
the purpose, as everyone concedes that
thirty-three millions sterling is the utmost
further sum that the British tax-payers

can be induced to guarantee. The Irish
party hold, therefore, that the land act of
1881 shonld first be so amended as to secure
the tenants’ i!nprovementa from the inflic-
tion of rent. The bill, as it stands, entitles
the landlords to ask the temant to pay
him twenty years’ purchase on the im-
provements made by the tenant himself,
as well as for the landlord’s property. By
f{ reqing; the tenant’simprovements from the
infliction of rent first the size of the ques-
tion and amount of money involved would
be rendered much more manageable. A
further step in this direction would be to
refuse the benefit of the measure to non-
resident tenants, holding large tracts for
grazing purposes, employing mno labor and
making no ontlayon their holdings. Three-
fourths of Conpaught, one-third o7 Mun-
ster and ore-fourth of Leinster are so held.

Great abuses have attended the working
of land-purchase measures. Landlorishave,
in many cases, divided their home farms
among bogus tenants, to whom they have
sold at inflated prices. Thisshows that the
principle of land purchase has been de-
graded into land-jobbery, and that the re-
sources which, if husbanded, might have
been sufficient for the settlement of the
question, are being scandalously misspent,
while the guestion is left unsolved. ore-
over, the grossest favoritism has been
shown in the selection of estates,
for whose purchase advances of public
money are to be made. The large absentee
owners have beeufavored, whilethesmaller
resident owners have been left out. Just
the opposite policy shonld bhave been fol-
lowed. Up to Dee. 31, 1888, 530 owners sold
ostates to thelr tenants for £3,792,000. Of
these 530 owners, thirty-four walked off
with £2,251,000, If this bill is carried out
in the same way, by the ti'ie £40,000,000
have been spent, four out of ten thousand
Irish land-owners will have received
tweuty-four millions out of the forty mill-
ions. This is not the manner in which the
land question should be settled.

Another objection to the present bill is
the provision made for the hypothecation,
as a counter-gnarantee against dishonesty
on the part of the new owners, of the
amounts paid by Parliament for certain
defined local purposes in Ireland, such as
medical aid to the poor, education, mainte-
nance of lunatics, ete. The consideration,
Mr. Parnell says, which has influenced him
as largely as anything else in opposing
Mr. Balfour’s measure, is the existence
of coercion in Ireland, ““which renders it
impossible for the tenants to contract freeé-
ly with their landlords in arranging terms
of sales.” A further objection is that the
method adopted by the bill for dealing with
the congested districts in Irelaud secures a
further waste of the resources available.
For it is proposed to devote the public
money indifferently to the rchase of
grass lands and congested holdings.

In conclusion, Mr. Parnell says that he
would gladly welcome *‘any honest inten-
tion on the part of the government to solve
this land question. If the laad question is
unsettled on Mr. Gladstone’s return to
office the larger settlement of home runle
will be materially hampered. Difliculties
between landlord and tenant, if they shonld
arise, will be most embarrassing for the
Irish Parliament and the new executive
depending upon that Parliament. But this

retended land-purchase bill is no solution.

t seizes upon all our available resources
and hy pothecates them withoutour consent.
It jobs away thelimited numberof millions
available, which if husbanded and carefully
directed, as I have shown, wounld go far—
very far—toward removing all pressure
and difficulty in the future. 1t selects the
large and absentee owners for favored
treatment, while it compels the tenant to
buy his holding at an inflated price, witha
load of arrears around his neck and the
Emtol of coercion at his head.

CHURCH AND PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

Bishop Keane Administers a Strong Indirect
Rebuke to the Wisconsin Catholics,

NotrRE Dame, Ind., May 31.—Rt. Rev.
Bishop Keane, of the Catholic University

of Notre Dame University to-day on “"Chris-
tian Patriotis,” made some remarkable as-
sertions. Stating authoritatively the posi-
tion of the Catholie Church in this country,
he said that an American, while he loved
God more, should not love his country less,
In England, in the days of Queen Eliza-
beth, Catholic Englishmen, like Lord
Howard, had not hesitated to take up arms
1n defense of their country against a Cath-

olic power that threatened their mother-
Iand. In older times the states of Europe
were obliged, in self-defense, to main-

tain wunion in religion. That con-
dition of affairs bhas passed away.
Toleration is the watchword of

American citizens—Catholic and non-Cath-
olic. Catholics believe1n the motto, “*Union
in essentials, tolerance 1n mon-essentials,
charity to all.” Catholics are not opposed
to State schools, but to unchristian State
fchools. Americans who are keen, at least,
as the English and Canadians will find a
way, he said, of making Christian State
Schools. The Bishopjtoid all the students
of Notre Dame to be politicians, to vote
from their convictions and to knock any
man down who would attempt to buy a
vote, He urged them to love Ameri? as
they love God and to remember that duty
to Christianity was duty to one’s country.
