Sepator Edmunds Asks an Investiga-
tion of the Fish Commissioner’s Office,
Bill Passed to Prevent Prauds in Breweries

and Beer-Bottling Establishments—Sena-
tor Farwell's Yiews on Silver Coinage.

|

WaAsHINGTON, June Z.—Among the me-

morials and other papers presented and re-
ferred in the Senate to-day were - resolu-
tions from the Louisiana Legislature ex-
tending thanks to Congress and the Presi-
dent for the relief afforded to the suflerers
from the recent Mississippi floods.

The Senate bill for preventing the adul-

teration of food aud drugs was reported
and placed on the calendar.

The resolution offered yesterday by Mr.
Edmunds for an investigation by the com-
mittee on fisheries into the management of
the Fish Commissioner’s office was taken up.

Mr. Pluomb opposed the resolution as a
most extraordinary proposition. The news-
papers were filled overy day with abuse or
misrepresentations of government officials,
and resolutions might be offered for the

purpose of vindicating those officials—
white-washing them.

Mr. Edmunds replied to Mr. Plumb. He
did not believe that the committee on fish-
eries would white-wash any one. The fish
commission was not under the control of
any other great department of the govern-
ment, as he thought it ought to be, and
there was no direct authority anywhere

except 1n the houses of Congress to make
official inquiry into its management. There
had recently appeared in a respectable
npewspaper a report, not & vague accusa-
tion, of nepotism and misconduct, with
definite specifications and the names
of persons who had been appointed
and displaced in the office of the
Fish Commissioner in order to get
up a family “'ring” to the great detriment
of the government. He had heard enough
about the matter to believe that the story
was partly true and partly untrue. and he,
as one Senator, wished to know the whole
truth about it.

Mr. Jones of Arkansas said that if the
statement made in the newspapers were
true, then it was absolutely necessary that
Mr. McDon%ald should be removed from his

1tion; if it was not true, it was but fair
and just to him, as well as to the public
and to members of Congress, that the un-
truth should be aggertained.

At the suggestion of Mr. Paddock the
resolution went over till to-morrow.

Mr. Blair, from the committee on edaca-
tion and labor, reported Senate bill to Eorg-
vide for the obligatory attendance at school
of the children in Alaska, and Senate bill
(without recommmendation) teo organize
bureans of information relating to employ-
ment, occupation and means of livelihood.
Placed on the calendar,

The silver bill was taken “ﬁ' and Mr.
Pugh addressed the Senate. His speech
was largely devoted to a criticism of the
tariff bill. He concluded with the state-
ment that he would join his vote to the
votes of those who were in favor of free,
unlimited and compulsory coinage of gold
and silver bullion, ‘

At the conclusion of Mr. Pugh’s speech
the silver bill was temporarily laid aside,
and the following Senate bill was taken
from the calendar and pasded: 'To amend
Section 3354 of the Revised Statutes so as
to make it read:

~ Ev person who withdraws any fermented
nquor from lm{l hogshead, barrel, keg or other
vessel upon which the proper stamp has not
been xed, for the puar of Dbottling the
sawe, or who carries on, or attemgta to carry on,
the business of bottling fermented liquor in any
brewery or other place in which fermented lig-
uor is made, or upon any premises having com-
municagon with such brewery, or any ware-
house, shall be liable to a fine of £500, and the

roperty nsed in such bottling or business shall

Hable to forfeiture.

Proviked, however, that this section shall not
be construed to prevent the withdrawal and
transfer of fermented lignors fromu any of the
Vats in any brewery by wag‘l of a Pipe—l:ne or
other conduit to another buildingor place for the
sole purpose of bottling the same; such pipe-
line or conduit to be constructed and operated in
such manner and with such eisterns, vats, tanks,
valves, cocks, fancets and gauges, or other
utensils or apparatus, either on the premises of
the brewery or the bottling-house, and with such
ebanges or additions thereto, ang such locks,

seals or other fastenings, and under such rules
and regulations as sh be from time to time
reseribed by the Commissioner of Internal
evenue, subject to the approval of the Becre-
tary of the Treasury, and locks and seals pre-
scribed shall be provided by the Commissioner

of Internal Revenue at the expemse of the
United States.

Provided, further, that the tax imposed in
Bection 3339 of the Revised Statutes of the Unit-
ed States shall bé paid on all fermented liquor
removed from a brewery to & bettling-house b
means of a pipe or eonduit at the time of suc
removal, by the cancellation and defacement, by
the collector of the district, or his deputy, in the

resence of the brewer, of the number of stamps

enoting the tax on the fermented liquor thus
remov The stamps thus cancelled and de-
faced shall be disposed of and accounted for in
the manner directed by the Commissioner of In-
ternal Revenue, with the approval of the Secge-
tary of the Treasury. ‘

And any violation of the rules and regulations
hereafter prescribed by the Commissioner of In-
ternal Revenune, with the approval of the Secre-

of the Treasury, in pursnance of these pro-
vislons, shall be subject to the penalties above
provided by this section. Every owner, agent
or superintendent of any brewery or bottling-
bhouse who removes or connivgs at the removal
of any fermented liguor through a pipe-line or
conduit without payment of the tax thereon, or
who attempts in any manner to defraud the
revenue as above, shall forfeit all the liquors
made by and for him and all *he vessels, utensils

and apparatus used in making the same.

Anvother Senate bill passed was: To pro-
vide for the exportation of fermented
Iiquor in bond without payment of internal
revenue tax. The bill provides that from
and after' Jan. 1, 1801, fermented liquor
may be removed from the place of manu-
facture or storage for export to a foreign
country without payment of tax, insuch
packages and under such regulations and
upo  the g‘iving of such notices, entries,
bonds and other security as the Com-
missioner of Internal Kevenue, with the ap-
proval of the Secretary of the Treasury,
ay from time to time prescribe; and no
drawback of tax shall be allowed on fer-
ented hiquor exported on and after Jan.
1, 1801, uu?ess entered for exportation prior
Jo such date. "

Mr. Evarts, from the library committee,
reported a Senate bill appropriating £50,000
for a monument to Edwin M. Stauton in
front of the War Department. Placed on
the calendar. 5

The silver bill was again up, and_ Mr,
Farwell addressed the Senate. He declared
himself in full accord with the purposes of
the bill, but said that he was in faver of
going still further. He would use for
money all the silver ofiered, and not a stip-
ulated sum as provided for in the lll; and

e would coin 1t at its market valuwe. If
the price of s:lver should advance to par
with gold, as the (riends of the billelaimed
1t would, then free ccinage would come as
a matter of conrse. What objection could
there be, he asked, to puttinginto the sil-
ver dollar 100 cents worth of silver! What
difference would it make to anybody if a
dollar were made that was really
worth W0 eents! The peonle counld
not have too much money. No people
ever had too much. But in his judgment
the bill would not accomplish its objeet,
I'wo other things were necessary. The na-
tional bank system shonld be preserved
and the sub-treasury system abolished,
When these measures were adopted the
people could get all the nioney they needed.
The issuing by the government, under the
gendmg bill, of treasury notes, with silver

ullion behind them as security, furmshed
a circulation that was absolutely safe, and
could not be redundant and would suppiy
the monthly retirement of the national
bank currency. The national bank system
should be perpetnated by substitnting
other bonds than United States bonds to
secure circulation. This would go very far
~farther than any other measure that he
conld conceive «i—to mcrease the volume
of eurrency. The people would then util-
1ze all the best bonds of the conntry and
would procure snch circulation as the busi-
ness of the country demanded. The Treas-
ury notes to be issued under the bill wonld
add largely to the circulating mediam, but
should auy grist foreign demand be made
for silver after it reached a par with
sold. that ciroulation was liable to be re-

uced, so that the pending bill alone conld
not be de!mnded upen to furnish the requi-
site cirenlation. The issues of the govern-
ment, if the revenune continoed at the pres-
ent figure, wounld soon be retired. The bonds
wonld be paid first, and then the green-
backs. He did not think that the circulat-

ing medinm of the country should be gov-
erged by the needs or the debt of the gov-
ernment., He did not think that it was
within the province of Congress tv deter-
mine the amount of the circulating medi-
wm. Butsome law, like the national bank-
ing law. should be the means by which the
people could determine that matter for
themselves, If the present admirable
banking system could be permitted to live,
there woufd be no demand, such as wasuow
made by Senators, for an increase of money.
Under it the people would ?et all they
wanted. The nniversal law o supply and
demand would apply in that case as in all
others. He had offered an amendment to
the bLill providing that all the issues
of the government should be a legal tender
for all debts, public and private. He did
not believe that the !overnmeqt should
discriminate in favor of oneé of its issues
against any of theothers, The government
was strong enough and rich enough to pay
all of its debts, and hence all its issues
should be legal tender. For that reason he
bad offered his amendment. If the inde-
pendent treasursy system could be abolished
then the money of the people would sub-
stantially be left in their hands. That
which was left in the government vaults
might just as well, so faras its being of any
benefit to the people was concerned, be de-
stroyed. His object in favering the abo-
lition of the sub-treasury was to have all
money of the people in thechannels of busi-
ness, as it was before the passage of the in-
dependent treasary act,in 1840. 'The money
now in the sub-treasuries wonld, if as
ited in the national banks, add largeiy to
the volume of currency for business pur-
poses. He would not advocate the deposit
of the government revenues with the na-
tional banks without adequate se-
curity for the whole amount deposited.
That would certainly bemuch safer than the
present system. Another reason for the
change would be that the money would be
handfed by thenational banks without any
cost to the government, and the saving
thus etfected wonld aggregate several hun-
dred thousand dollars per annum. He dia
not favor the repeal of the independent
treasury act for the purpose of benefiting
the banks. His purpose was wholly in the
interests of the people, and to increase the
circulation for their benefit.

At the close of Mr. Farwell's speech the
silver bill was again laid aside and the
fortifications bill taken up. The amend-
ment to inerease theappropriation forrifled
sea-coast mortars from $250,000 to $400,000
was agreed to—24 to 22 Without further
action on the bill the Senate adiourned.

The McDuffie-Turpin Contested Election.

WasmiNGTON, June 3.—The Speaker laid
before the House the House bill for the
acquigition of a site for a postoffice build-
ing in Washington, with Senate amend-
ments thereto. The amendments were

nonconcurred inu, and a conference was

ordered, Mesars. Milliken, Lehlbach and
Clunie being appointed conferees.

The House then proceeded to the consid-
eration of the Alabama contested election
case of McDuftie va. Turpin. Mr. Com-
stock of Minnesota opened the discussion
with an argument in favor of the claim of
contestant. . ;

Mr. Crisp of Georgia presented the claims
of the contestee.

Mr. Bergen of New York spoke for Me-
Dutlie and Mr. Oates of Alabama for Tuar-
pin. Pending further debate the House
adjourned.

CROWN HILL CEMETERY.

Annual Meeting of the Incorporators and Elec-
tion of Officers—Financial Condition.

Twenty-five of the thirty gentlemen con-
stituting the corporators of Crown Hill

Cemetery met yvesterday forenoon, the an-
nnal meeting for the election of officers for

the ensuing year. Judge A. L. Roache pre-
sided, rnd the following officers were

elected:
President—8toughton A. Fletcher.
Superintendent—F. W, Chislett.
Secretary—George P. Anderson.

Managers—Thomas A. Morris, Stoughton A,
Fletcher, Theodore P. Haughey, William Wallace,
Nicholas McCarty, John C. New.

Judge Frederick Rand waselected to take
the place in the corporation of Dr. F. 8.
Newcomer, deceased. The corporation was
formed m 1563, and each year
regularly since that time Mr. Chislett
has been re-elected superintendent,
while Mr. Anderson has been re-elected
secretary each year since his service be-
gan, in 1865, Twenty-seven years have
passed since the organization of the Crown

Hill Cemetery corporation, and of the
original thirty incorporators, all men at

that time of middle age or beyond, fifteen
are yet alive; rather a good showing of
longevity. The survivors are Thomas H.
Sharpe, Wm. S. Habbard, Theo. P. Haugh-
ey, S. A, Fletcher, John C. New, Nicholas
MeCarty, Thomas A. Morris, John Arm-
strong, John M. Kitchen, Robert Brown-
ing, A. L. Roache, John H. Vajen, E, B.
Martindale and Herman Lieber.

Two years agothe board anthorized a per-
petuity fund for permanently providing for
the preservation, sustaining and ornament-
ing of the cemetery. The incorporators
looked forward to a time when there would
be no income, and they intend that so far
as human foresight and provision may an-
ticipate the future, the place shall never
lapse into the condition of Greenlawn
Cemetery. So not less than 10 per cent. of
the gross annual receipts are set aside. In
three years a fund of $25,000 has accumu-
lated, which has been Jloaned out on
real estate mortgage, except a part,
which is pow on deposit awaiting
investment. Negotiations are now pend-
ing with the United States government for
the sale of a piece of gronnd for soldiers’
graves. If the sale is effected the money
realized will go into the perpetuity fund.

The incorporators get no salary for their
services, which are pnrelg gratuitous, and
and always bave been. There is also a pro-
vision in the articles of incorporation that,
after twenty-five years, when everythin
has been done for the preservation an
ornamentation of the grounds that can be
done, any remaining accumulations may,
at the option of the board, be donated to
the poor of Indianapolis.

An Insane Inmate of the Poor-House Killed

by Jumping Out of a Window.

Lute Lefever, a nineteen-year-old inmate
of the county poor-house, died, yesterday,
from the effects of a leap from the fourth-
story window some hours previous. The
boy was an idiot, and required constant
watching. He was confined in acrib which
was locked at night, but in some way he
managed to break out of it, raise the win-
dow and jump into the darkness.
His groans aroused Superintendent

Williams, who investigated and found the
boy lying with both legs badly broken, his
jaw fractured and evidently suffering from
internal injury. Dr. F. A. Morrison, phy-
sician at the institution, found amputation
of one leg necessary, but nothing could be
done to save the patient’s life.

Lefever was classed as an incurable, and
siept in a room by himself, the other incur-
ables being on the same tloor. The attend-
ants say he was locked in his erib as
usual the night before and cannot discover
how he managed to unlock it and escape.
When examined, the door of the crib was
discovered to be open. The fatal incident
calls attention to the wretehed and over-
crowded condition of the poor-house. The
fourth floor is really an attic, approached
by a single narrow stairway. In case of
fire it would be impossible to rescue the in-
mates quartered there,

but has scarcely more intelligence than a
child of fonr.

When asked what Jed him to the act his
answer was: “You would say I was swear-
ing if I told you.” But on being pressed he
said *the devil teld him to do it.” It was
pot considered safe to retain him longer in
the school, and expulsion followed the day
after the event, Fle was personally very
mueh disliked by the other students, who
refused to assoeciate with him.

AFFAIRS OF THE RAILWAYS.

A Mystery That Many Railroad Officials Are
Trying to Unravel.

The sudden and unexpected settlement of
the Western passenger-rate war is causing
much discussion in railroad circles as to
the immediate cause which broughtitabout.
But a few hours before it was announced
that rates would be restored on June 9
there was nothing on the surface indicating
a better feeling; in fact, the old jealousies
seemed to be as strong as ever, and no one
could see any prospect of an early cessation
of the fight. The Chicago Post says: “It
is claimed that large stockholders who
have made investments in Western roads

for revenue, and not for speculative pur-
pvoses, were bringing pressure to bear on
the controlling powers of the warring
roads to cause the nnreasonable and dis-
astrous strife to cease. In the prolonga-
tion of the fight they saw the squandering
of their own ‘incomes, and they
naturally hadstrong objections to the pro-
cess, .where no particular object was to
be secured thereby, but the gratification of
revenge in the punishment of an enemy.
Had the fight been continued much longer
some of the smaller and weaker roads must
inevitably have gone into bankruptey, and
the holders of their securities were not in-
clined to stand idly by while their treas-
uries were being depleted and their re-
sources squandred for no reason in the
world but the gratificaticn of spite. They
therefore concluded that it was time for
them to come to the front and let the man-
agers of the roads know that they were
watching their actions and did not approve
of the coursa that was being pursned. The
reasons they urged for a change in the
poliey being pursued were potent ones, and
the manner of their speaking was such as
indicated plainly that they meant to have
their wishes respected.”

Circulars That Are Not Explicit.

C. C. McCann, auditor of the Interstate-
commerce Commission, has sent circular
letters to the general passenger agents of
the Western roads, acknowledging the re-
ceipt of a notifieqtion: of an advance of
passenger rates June 9. In this circular
letter Mr. McCann says he has been in-
structed by the commissioners to remind
the roads that the form of notice to the
public of the proposed advance in rates
must plainly state the changes which itis
proposed to make in the schednles now in

force. The publication of a circular an-
noupcing in general terms the changes
Dr:ﬁud will not meet the requirements of
the law._ It is stated that the notices of the
proposed advance do not, with many of the
roads, go into the saniculara required by
the commission, and there is a probabllity
that it will unfavorably afiect the restora-
tion of rates as proposed on June 9. A gen-
eral passenger agent said, yesterday, that
he was glad to notice thatthe commission
was t.akmf hold of the matter, as possibly
it would lead to checking, in a measure,
the ruinous rate wars; at any rate, the more
difficult it is made to restore rates the less
apt would reckless passenger agents be to
inaugurate rate wars.

Frank Clark et al. vs. State ex
rel. Elizabeth Weir, Vigo S. C. Af-
firmed. Berkshire, C. J.—Action on a bond
executed by a defendant in a bastardy pro-
ceeding, conditioned that the defendant
would appear and answer the complaint
and abide judgment, ete. 1. It will be pre-
sumed that plaintiff is the mother of the
bastard child and that the court ordered
the payment of the money to ber, there
being nothing in the record to indicate
that the case falls within the exception of
thestatute. 2. A demand was not necessary
as a condition precedent to the mainte-
nance of this action. 3. There is no statute
requiring the defendant in a bastardy pro-
ceeding to be called and judgment of for-
feiture entered as a condition precedent to
an action on the bond. '
