At Masonic Hall yesterday afternoon a
large andience was addressed by Bishop
Kuickerbacker very effectively, making
the meeting one of the most successful that
has been held under the auspices of the
gospel temperance leagues of this city.
Thomas Doutney, who has come here to
carry on a temperance ravival of two
weeks, also spoke, and eighte¢n persons
signed the pledge. Mrs. Doutney, whoisa
noted singer and accompanies and aids her
bhusband in his work, sung several songs
with great sweetness and pathos.

In the evening Mr. Doutney began a
series of meeting at the same hall, which is
likely to make an impression in this com-
munity. He is assisted by the Blue Ribbon

leagues, and his methods are in harmony
with those of Francis Muarphy. *I will

read you one verse of Seripture,” he said to
his andience in the beginning. *“Itis the

fourth verse of the twenty-third Psalm:
‘Yea, though I walk through the valley of

the shadow of death, I will fear no
evil; for thou art with me; thy
vyod and thy staff they comfort me.’
Jf you are in pain, distress or sorrow of

heart think of that verse. | remember how
grandly i1t sonnded to me after 1 had ar-
ranged to commit suicide, but became con-
verted. We will sing a song and [ want to
say a word about 1t. Idid a little news-
paper work once, bant not in the rnshin
way it is done now, and became acquain
with mavy dramatic people and minstrel
folks. 1 was glad %o know them, as they
were ready to get me a drink when I was
dead broke.

“wsed to sing with the San Francisco
Minstrels and he got $125 a week
to sing perhaps two songs a night
Bat they couldn’t depend upon Billy Dwy-
er.

One day
he was passing a church in New York city
and heard singing. He was drunk, an
wandered into the meeting; someéthing in
the tuane attracted him. That man gave up
drink then and there, that gospel son
tGuching his heart and soul. When I he
of it I got William Dwyer to help us out
in our work. I wish to tell you a little
about myself. You have heard of the
St. George railroad saccident in Canada.
Fourteen were killed in the caf in which 1
was, and all the others were hurt. 1 was
taken out from under the stove uncon-
scious, with my head cut and other in-
inriea. and my leg broken in five places be-
ow the knee. The song to which I refer
came to me the first thing after the thought
of my wife and child.”

This talk of the third party move-
ment is a terrible disaster, a sad
sad thing for the! progress of true ltoml
temperance. The poor drunkard will listen
to the gospel, but he willuot listen to party
talk.

15107. State vs. Sidoney Robbins. Cass
C. C. Aflirmed. Mitehell, J.—Unless arti-
cles seized by officeis are of sucha character
that the law will not recognize them as
property, entitled as such to its protection,
they cannot be summarily destroyed with-
out giving the owner an opportunity to be
heard upon the subject of their unlawful

Whatever may be said in the papers
against the teaching of German in the pub-
lic schools, it is transparent that thereisan
underlying fear that the German-born eciti-
zens might gain some privileges or ad-
vantages over others. The gist of it is:
“The German language has no just right in
the puublic school; that English is the lan-
guage of the land, and German must be sup-
pressed at all hazard. It was a whim of
the Legislature to pass a law that
German must be taught in any school of
Indiana whenever the parents of twenty-

five children of school age demand it.” Law
is considered nothing after the papers have

worked up their readers to the idea that
such a law is unwise. The papers do not
refrain from misrepresentation and the
reader does not take time to investigate,
bat accepts the statements and arguments
of the paper as conclusive.

All the advantages derived by the school
children of any parentage from the study
of a second language, proved by experience
in this and other cities, are considered

visionary, and all that great American edu-
cators have said in its favor is treated as
naught, while it appears that they have
lost sight of all the refining influences on
the entire population. I would eall atten-
tion, for instance, to the former commonl,}*
u vulgar expression ‘“‘damned Duteh,”
which has almost entirely disappeared
since German was introduced into our pub-
lie schools.

Now, since there appears to be such a
widespread prejudice against the German,
why not substitute another language for it,
to be taught in the public schools?! Our
free-school system has the tendency to give
all classes of society an even chance for
culture and refinement, and itis a pity that
some children are compelled by circum-
stances to leaveschool beforehaving passed
throughall the grades. Some narrow-minded
persons say: “Whenever anybody wishes to
enjoy higherculture and refinement, let him
pay for it.” Buat such is not in accordance
with the humane principle of a democratio
republie, nor with ite welfare, which de-
pends upon the culture of all those who
take part in a government for and by the
people. It may be said that the law com-
manding the instruction of German arose
from a particular desire of German parents
to bequeath this donation to their off-
spring. However, practice has brought to
light the advantage which the study of a
second lsnfuago has to the rising genera-
tion, as well as the groundlessness of the
fear that it would imjure or cramp other
studies. And this practice has further con-
tributed to the promotion of breader
humane views as to a brotherhood of all
pations, in contrast to the narrow, selfish
idea of erecting a Cliinese wall around each
and every unationality. If the results of
the second-langunage studies are not yet as
complete as they should be, it is becanse
there are existing some drawbacks which
should be removed:

First—It is excluded from the first-year
pupils, who should use it in a counversa-
tional mode, which would bring the facili-
ties of all to an approximate equality.

Secoud—It is not counted in the reports
about the standing of the children in
school, and consequently the ambition for
it is dampened.

Third—It isdiscouraged by some teachers
who don't like it.

Fourth—It is discouraged by the contin-
ued hostile agitation or the press and nar-
row-minded individuals.

Now, let us have Spanish, or French, or
Latin, instead of German, and let us work
for it with our whole hzart, and we will sce

be reduced to a nominal amount if a!l were
in favor of it. CLEMENS VONNEGUT.

AFFAIRS OF THE RAILWAYS.

Grand Chief Arthur Sanctions a Strike.

The recent troubles on the Ohio & Missis-
sippi road make it evident that under cer-
tain circumstances Grand Chief Arthar, of
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers,
will sanction a strike. In this case the en-
gineers and firemen on the O. & M. had
grievances, and President Barnard de-
clined to treat either with Chief Arthuror
Grand Master Sargent, of tne Brotherhood
of Locomotive Firemen, saying that he did
not recognize either organization. The en-
gineers and firemen on the road then voted
to strike, the chiefs of both organizations
sanctioning them, and the supreme
councils of ©both organizations ap-

proving of such action. W. N. Cox,
chiirman of the grievance committee, was

anthorized to carry out the instrnetions of
the Supreme Council of the Brotherpood of
Locomotive Engineers. When a strike had
been decided on Grand Chief Arthur, of
the Locomotive Brotherhood, wrote to
Grand Master Sargent, of the Brother-
hood of Lodomotive Firemen, as follows:

1 have written to brother Cox, this morning,
taelling him to abide by the decision of your su-
}n-emu council, so that it will not be necessary

or me to be in Cincinnati on that oecasion.

Whatever your company decides to do the en-
rineers are with you. according to their votes. I

ope, however, if the couneil decides to have the
men stop, that Mr. Barnard, upon receiving
your notice, will come to his senses and realize

the necessity of recogrizing labor organizations.

If your council decides to make an issue,
Mr. Barnard acoe%tn of it, I hope the men will

fight it out to the bitter end, He may, when he
finds the men are determined, yield, which I
hope he will do for the good of all concerned.

This letter is the more interesting, as
heretofore it has been nnderstood that un-
der no circumstances did Chief Arthur fa-

vor striking to secure an adjustment of
grievances,
Freight Business Still Active.

The business of June, hike that of May,
this year, bids fair to considerably exceed
that of any former year in volume. The
train records show that 105 more loaded
cars were handled at thi* point last week
than in the week prevcding; 3,682 more

than in the corresponding week of 1859;,

8,478 more than in 1888, nnd 3,068 more than
in 1887. Traflic over all lines continues
heavy. East there has been heavier move-
ment of grain the last few days, and there
is considerable tobacco and wool going
forward. Export business is still rather
slow. The shipments-of live stock are still
unusually large for the season of the year.
West-bound the tonnage continues to av-
erage well with former years, and with
some lines is rnnning considerably ahead.
The Vandalia forwarded from this point
last week 1,019 cars, of which number fully

40 per cent. was local business. The St

Louis division of the Big Four forwarded
west 938 loaded cars, and a veryrespectable
per cent. of this business was of a local
character'which {'ielda good rates, Trans-
continental-line business is active, and
rates are better maintained than usual
North-and-south roads are doing a fine
business. Shipmentsof ice, provisions and
ghrain South are large, and the products of

e South are coming North in quantities
which far exceed the usual volume. Loeal
business with all lines continues to be very
heavy, and the freight is miscellaneous in
its character. lee, lumber and grain are
the leading articles in the local shipments.

_lm?uonce with dogma is not necessa-
rily the repudiation of doctrine. The truest
reason may break with the logical refine-
ments of the schools. The anti-dogmatic
drift of our times does not impress me as
antagonizing intelligence in religion, as
hostile to ana]ysis,b efinition and system-
atic arrangement, but as intent upon call-
ing a halt upon speculative audacity and
ingisting that theology, like science and
philosophy, shall deal onlf with what can
ba accurately known. It demands the
rigid application of the Baconian meth
in which the facts are the ground-work o
theory. It demands asimpler creed, but
it wants_a creed, and it would repudiate
any ereed which lacked the quality of com-
prehension. The time has come when it
should be freeiy recognized that modern
criticism is at heart reverent and Christian,
not flippant, atheistie an-d anti-Christian.

How serious, then, is the breach between
modern culture and eurrent orthodoxy? To
me, at least, it seems to be a thin and van-
ishing line; and the hope of a coalescence
in the near future appears to me well found-
ed. It cannot be otherwise. For reason
seeks the truth, and all truth js sacred,
bBinding npon human conduct; while Chris-
tianity is the religion of holiness, and the
germinant energy in holiness is veracity,
a truth-seeking, truth-loving, truth-com-
pelling temper.
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Summer Praning.

There are *many men of many minds” on
the subject of pruning fruit-trees, espe-
cially as to the best time for performing
the operation, and here are some foreign
views which may interest not a few Amer-
ican orchardists: An English fruit-grower
asserts that summer pruning has done more
harm to fruit trees than can well be esti-
mated. He declares that no matter what
books may say as to the time of summer
pruning, no fixed time ean be laid down for
the process. Many things have to be con-
sidered before the knife 1sallowed to touch
the trees. Many will go and prune without
a thought as to the state of the roots,
whether they are dry or wet. If the roota
are dry, and the trees are summer pruned,
and rain and warm weather ensue, these
trees will burst into sirowth which, owing
to its unripeness, will probably perish in
the winter, because of untimely birth.
Natare, if left to herself, would have kept
the buds dormant until next season, but
the *ass” with cold steel spoilt it all.
Finally, he advises amateurs, and others
who have fruit trees in any form, to be-
ware of summer pruning, unless one who
studies nature is at the back of the knife.
