THE SMELTZER TRIAL

The Prosecution Closes Its Case and Cassias M.

Lake Tells the Story of the Killing.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
Muncie, Ind., June 2S. In tho Smeltzer- -

there is a good prospect that the Republic-
ans will enter the tield at the election with
a solid front for Deodoro de Fonseca, the
present chief of the provisional govern-
ment. Fonseca has tho confidence of a large
portion of tho conservative element also,
as he was a decided monarchist up to the
15th of November. It is said that his rea-
son for entering into the revolution was
not because, even at that time, he was a
Republican, but because he desired to pro-
tect his comrades in the army from the
antagonistic drift of political action that
had been inaugurated by the then existing
Ministry.

The provisional government has appointed
a commission to redistrict the Republic for
legislative representation. Of the sixty-thre- e

Senators and two hundred Represent-
atives who are to be chosen, the govern-
ments expects a large majority will be
elected favorablo to a republican form of
governmeut and to the policy of the lead-
ers now in power.

CAST ADRIFT.

Ladd murder case the State to-da- y con-

tinued its evidence. Jennie Ilirch said that
she saw John P. Smith standing by an appl-

e-tree in her father's orchard, on the
afternoon of the difficulty, and saw him
shoot three times, pointing the gun in the
direction of Ladd, who was then running
across the fields.

Scott Jeflrej-- testified that he helped put
the body of Eli Ladd into a wagon, after
he was dead, and at that time witness did
not think Ladd had any weapons about
him.

Don Lake testified that be was in the
woods pasture near Mr. Sees's barn, short
ly before Ladd was shot, in company with
Cassiue M. Lake and Charles Smeltzer.
Smeltzer had a Winchester rifle, which
appeared to be the same as that seen by--

witness inRozell's store.
John I. Smith was called to the witness-stan- d

by the State, but would not testify,
standing upon his rights as one of those
jointly indicted with Smeltzer for the kill
ing of Ladd.

The State closed its caso at about 11
o'clock. Hon. Mark K. Forkuer, on behalf
of the defendant, made an exhanstivestate-mcn- t

of the evidence the defense expects to
introduce.

The defense opened their case by intro-
ducing a certified transcript from tho Hen-
ry Circuit Court, showing tluiproceedings
had there in the case of State vs. Lake,
and the verdict of the jury acquitting him.

Cassius M. Lake was called by the de-
fendant, and testified that on the after-
noon of the difficulty ho was in the saw-
mill at the east end of town, when Mr.
Belcher came to him and told him that
Ladd had come back to town and there
was a regular riot going on; witness then
ran up to his home :ind procured his re-
volver; was at that time justice of the
peace of fctony Creek township, and had
been for two "years; after getting Wis re-
volver he ran down west until he reached
tho Moreland pike; saw Henry Rozell, John
1 Smith. Charles Smeltzer and others in
the orchard and in the tield south of the
orchard; saw Ladd going up through Mr.
llirch's corn-fiel- d; called to Smeltzer,
Smith and Rozell to como aud go with
him to arreit Ladd; Smeltzer came
up with the witness on Mr. Sees's prem-
ises, ' and they saw the colored
boy pass around the corner of the barn;
witness then sent his brother, Don Lake,
back to town to get the other boys, direct-
ing him to tell them to come up and help
arrest Ladd; told Smeltzer that he depu-
tized him then aud there to assist in the
arrest of Ladd; John 1. Smith soon after-
ward came up, and witness also deputized
him to heln make the arrest; witness and
Smith had some conversation with Sees
about going into his barn to get the colored
boy, and while talking with him Smeltzer,
whom fie had left some distance away,
whistled, and then witness and Smith ran.
witness going to the west and Smithtoward
the sontwest corner of the barn-lot- ; Ladd
was running in a northwest direction, and
was four or five rods from the bridge,
when witness lirst saw him; witness
had instructed Smeltzer and Smith,
before this, however, that if Ladd
ran to order him to halt, and if he did not
do so to shoot, but to be careful not to hit
hirn; when witness saw Ladd running he
told him to halt several times, and when
Ladd did not halt, fired his revolver six
times; did not see Smeltzer and Smith
shoot, but heard four, live or six shots; saw
Ladd run across the clover-hel- d and get
over the fence into the next field and go
five or six steps and then turn around and
come back to the fence, climb on top of it
and sit there with his face towards wit-
nesses. Smith and Smeltzer; witness did
not notice Ladd show any signs of being
hurt and did not at that time think about
him being hurt: did not go to him
and arrest him, as they, were out
of ammunition and were afraid that
Ladd had his navy revolver and would
shoot them; they returned toward lilouuts-vill- e,

leaving Ladd sitting on tho fence;
did not learn of Ladd's death until that
evening, about 8 o'clock; witness had no
arrangement or understanding withSnieltz-e- r

and Smith to kill Ladd, and the only in-
tention was to arrest him. believing that
he had been shooting about the town of
lUountsville, with the intent to kill, and
that he was. therefore, guilty of a felony.

The defense desired to prove the bad and
vicious character of Ladd in Blountsvillo
and in that community, and, pending the
ruling of the court as to the admissibility
of the evidence, court adjourned until Mon-
day morning.

How
ard, the most desperate negro in our parish,
came in on a one-hors- e wagon, wounded in
the arm with a AYinchehter ball, and re-

ported that he had been intercepted on bis
way to work by an armed posse of whito
men and shot.

YVithiu live minutes after Howard's ar
rival tbero was a simultaneous charge into
tho town from every road of armed men oa
horseback, numbering about two hundred

tho greater part disguised. They sur
rounded the important squares of th town,
threw out their pickets, and afked tho
whereabouts of Henry Daniels. Zack Tay
lor, Dug i llhs and George Howard. Armed
poBses of ten or iifteen were sent at once in
search of them.

ernment has prepared a reply to M. Ribot
to tho effect that if the Sultan accepts the
protection of England or another power,
the treaty of 1802 gives France no right to
object: aud, further, that the Anglo-(ierma- n

arrangement does not attack the independ-
ence of the Sultan, protection not involv
ing snbiection. Tho English reply will be
presented to M.iltibot early next week, and
will be supported by a diplomatic intima
tion of Germany's concurrence, rreuch
press reports that Lord Salisbury's reply
was handed to M. Kibot to-da- y aro untrue.

I he Keichsanzeiger to-da-v vindicate the
Anglo-Herma- n agreement, as made in the
interests of the Uerman hast African Com- -
pany. ine colonial society's opposition,
which is based upon tho idea that German
commercial expansion has been sacrificed,
is declared to be inconsistent with the
facts, lustead of neglecting the interests
of the company tho government, after the
transfer of tne coast Hue with 31 alia, will
asuist the compan3r to colonize, and the
Germans who are trying to develop trade
and agriculture 011 the coast will find am
ple support from the Government.

Good lleason for the Sporadic Outbreaks of
Itevolt In Armenia.

London, Juno 2S. --Tho conllict between

the Turkish soldiers and the Armenians at
Erzeroum is viewedrvrith alarm in diplo
matic circles here and on the1 continent. It
is feared that Russia may at last be com-
pelled to take the initiative step to protect
the long-persecut- ed Christians of Armenia.
The Armenians havo .repeatedly appealed
in vain to England, Germany aud Austria
to uphold the terms of the treaty of Ber
lin hy compelling Turkey to recognize the
rights of Armenians as stipulated in that
agreement of the powers. At tho present
moment there ' is a committee of dis
tinguished Armenians who jiave been here
for the past six weeks appealing to Lord
Salisbury for help. Tho danger now is
that the conflict in Erzeroum may lead to
open rebellion all over Armenia, in which
event Russia would undoubtedly take
sides with the Christians and seize Erze
roum, if not tho whole of Armenia, thus
bringing on the long-dreade- d catastrophe

could bring troops into notion. . An idea of
the present state of affairs in Armenia can
be gathered from tho following dispatch,
just received from a correspondent at Con-
stantinople:

'Information has been received hore that
sporadic cases of insurrection have lately
occurred in Armenia, arising from the in-
tolerable conduct of the Turkish author-
ities. A general disarmament of the Chris
tians all over Armenia was recently ordered,
and very severe measures are being taken
against all persons suspected of having
weapons. The British consul at Erzeroum,
Mr. Clifford Lloyd, has reported to the
British Foreign Office that if it is deemed
advisable to keen, up a proper supervision
of the Turkish administration in Armenia,
the consular staff in that country will have
to be largely increased. Private letters re-
ceived from Armenia give the most horrible
details of cruelties quite recently practiced
by the Turkish authorities on the Armenian
peasants iu the district of Kbanoos, be-
tween Bitlis and Erzeroum.

"Armenians traveling in tho Vitact of
Erzeroum are continually stopped and
searched for papers and documents, in the
hope that correspondence may be found
that will enable the authorities to discover
how news of Armenian affairs finds its way
abroad. So-call- ed brigands are frequently
government officials acting under instruc-
tions. Complaints are becoming very gen-
eral here in Constantinople of the insolence
of Turkish soldiers toward ladies walking
in the streets. During the last few days
several such cases have occurred in the
Grand Rue de Pera, ana the general arro-
gance of the soldiers toward all Christians
has become very noticeable. Even Turkish
ladies are not exempt from similar insults,
and the Turks themselves fear that the ex-
cessive militarism which is now rampant
in Constantinople may be productive of
evil consequences to them in the end."

IJKAZILf AN POLITICS,

Provincial Itiot Prospects of Fonseca's
Election ns Permanent President.

Rio de JANr.iRo, June 2S. The friends
of tho Viscount De Pelotas, first Repub-
lican Governor of the State of Rio Grande
do Snl, called a public meeting for the pur-
pose of manifesting their feelings of friend-
ship for him. The Gpvernor, Silva Tavares,
and tho chief of police,- - considering the
time ill-chose- n, prohibited the gathering
under penalty of being dispersed by force.
It was attempted, notwithstanding, to
make the manifestation, and a riot ensued
involving tho loss of ono lifo and the injury
of several persons. The Governor at once
sent in his resignation,-an- d General Cau-dul- o

Costa was reappointed . in his place.
It does not appear that any dissatisfaction
remains there against tho government on
that account, but some exists on account
of the banking system. Close observation
reveals almost no indication of a desire on
the part of the people to return to a mon-
archal form of govei nment, and the friends
of the empire will hardly raiso that ques-
tion in the approaching election. They
will content themselves with endeavoring
to securo a sufficient number of the mem-
bers of Congress to elect a President who is
friendly to them.

Tho great danger that has been threaten-
ing the Republic is tho want of organisa-
tion, and the threat of private ambitious
and jealousies that might divide tho friends
of the republic and cause tho election of
an unfriendly President. The almost daily
indications are that organization is being
perfected, and that political and personal
differences aro being smoothed over.

FEDERAL ELECTION BILL.

Colonel Henderson Makes a Strong Argu-
ment In Favor of the Meaiure.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
Washington. June 28. There has been

no more effective speech delivered in favor
of the national election bill than that of
Colonel Henderson, of Iowa," in the
House this afternoon, Ho reversed
all of the argument used by the
Democrats against the bill and made
them stand in favor of the measure. CoL
Henderson said that he regretted to learn
from expressions on tho oor of the House
and elsewhere that there was a feeling in
tome quarter that the North was unfriend-
ly toward the South. He did not beliove
there was any but the best of feeling
in the North toward the Sonth and
Southern interests upon the part of any one.
It does not follow, said he, that because
the North is friendly toward the South
that the former in expected to call whito
black and black white; that the grav-
est wrongs wero to bo ignored or
winked at. nedid not believo that any
Northern politician would use the Southern
qaestion for party advantage. The sugges-
tion, he said, was as a two-edge-d sword.
No one used sectional questions more act
ively for political purposes than Southern
Democrats. Ho appealed to the Democratic

ide to say where moat demagogy
was employed in reference to the Southern
question. Education and a lacfc of preju-
dice was what was wanted. Great wrongs
upon any people always visited the wrong--doer- s.

Colonel Henderson reviewed tho
proposed law, and said it was intended
only to secure a fair and free exe-

rcise of franchise and the honest
results of votes cast. It was not intended,
and would not affect disadvantageously the
honest voters-- It was impersonal and non-fiection- aL

If the frauds do not exist, such
as it is intended to thwart by this bill,
then the ilepublican platforms were a
lie, and tho liepublican Senators and press
havo not the truth in them. He appealed
to the honor and fairness of Republicans,
and asked them to stand by the measure if
they would be brave, honest andconsistent.
Jf these frauds about which Republicans
have so much talked exist, he could not
conceive how a Republican would,- - upon
any pretext, refuse to give his support to
the bill under discussion. Not a man in
the House is there,- - he said, but
that nows election frauds gigantic
and " criminal in the highest de-
gree, fjndoned for and indorsed by
tho Democratic party exists. His review
of frauds shown 03 congressional
investigation and courts was conclusive
and showed why the Democrats were op-
posing the measure under discussion.
The Democrats hung their heads in shame
as proof was brought forward illustrat-
ing the universality of Southern
election frauds. Quoting from
the speech of Mr. Hemphill of

outh Carolina, he said that there could be
no better proof ottered that the white Dem-
ocrats of South Carolina did not
intend U sutler the black man
to exercise tho rights given him by the
Constitution of the United States.

INCIDKNTS OF TIIK DERATE.

The Minority Aroused to Anger by Mr. Mc-

Comas Uproar anil Confusion.
Washington, Juno 28. The House went

into committee of the whole, Mr. Peters of
Kansas in the chair, on the federal election
bill, early this morning. Mr. McAdoo of
New Jersey took the floor and made a vig-

orous speech in opposition to the bill. He
based his opposition on the principle of

' borne rulo and the right of the people to
control their own affairs without federal
interference. Ho warned the Republicans
to beware of the experience of Walpole
when Prime Minister of England. He
begged tho Republicans, he abjured them
by their own sense of manliness to abandon
this bill before a storm went up of "Lib-
erty, liberty. No interference with elec-
tions."

Mr. McComas of Maryland reviewed the
various election contests during the pres-
ent Congress to show the necessity for tho
passage of such a law. The Democrats
talked about the people as the fountain-hoa- d

of power, and the gentleman from
New Jersey Mr. McAdoo had talked a
great deal about home rule. He called
their attention to tho condition of arlairs
in Maryland as ono of the many instances
in which tho powers were being taken from
the reonle.

Mr. McComas in tho course of his speech
having declnrl that the provision that the
inspectors might be taken from any part of
the congressional district was nothing now
In South Carolina. Mr. Tillman declared
that tho law required tho inspectors to
belong to the same precinct of which they
were inspectors.

It was
more than sectional legislation; it was race
legislation. It was a devilish device aimed
at devilish ends. The Republican party
proposed to make the negro a chattel to be
used ns a convenience whenever necessary.
After further criticising severely the pro
visions of the bill he cloned with a protest
against the bill as an unjust and tyrannical
measure for the oppression of the people.

Mr. Henderson of Iowa read Irom the
the speech of Mr. Hemphill the passage de-
claring the whites must either rule or leave
the South, and that they would not leave
it.

He then read from an inter-
view, in which Representative Mills was
quoted as saying the passage of the bill
meant an increased number of deaths
among ' federal election officers in tho
South. Ho did not know if this were
true; but if so., it was another defiance.
The shotgun, the dagcer was to protect the
South from constitutionally-enacte- d laws
if they interfered with Democratic political
control. He served notice that the country
would 110 longer submit to the rule of a
minority. Under God, he declared that
(J rover Clevelandhnd no right to his seat in
the White House, and that the Democratic
party had not had an honest majority in
the House in twenty-liv- e years: He
wanted to say that before be should con-
sent that a minority should govern a ma-
joritj' he would favor the protection of
every ballot by a killingbullet. Applause.
He had favored a more radical measure;
but had been overruled. Yet this
mild measure had met with more
opposition than any other bill. If an honest
election was wanted, or it was desired that
every ballot should be counted, there was
nothing to fear in the law. The House had
been told that what was needed was not a
new South, but a new North. They would
get it. The North had peacefully and pa-
tiently submitted to this-- injustice. Ihe
people of the North had seen their fellow-countrym- en

butchered on the altar of lib-
erty. They had seen the control of the
government, by red hands, wrested from
its proper channels, and a new North wns
at baud which would enforce the law and
the rights of ever-citize-

n. Let the South
try a little justice. Let it say we
have tried the other method long
enough. The key to the situ-
ation was in the observation of
law and where that could not be secured a
law must be made to secure it. Ho spoke
briefly of the recent exhibition of the
"stars and bars" and tho confederate
gray at Richmond. He would uot have
them forget the tender relation of the war;
but he entered his protest against being
told a new North was needed when the
tings of the dangerous South were Haunting
in the face of the Republic. Gentlemen
might cry "Libcrt3 liberty." but in the
States from which many of them came it
seemed to him like Satan wearing the cross
when he sought to promulgate the dark
dogmas of hell. (Applause.

Mr. Ewart of North Carolina, Repub-
lican, opposed the passage of the bill. He
was aware of the penalty he would pay.
Unfortunately, politics had come to such a
pass that under the rule of king caucus
men would vote for measures that deep
down in their hearts they did not believe
in. They knew deep down in their hearts
that this was as damnable and vicious a
piece of legislation as ever was put on the
statute books. As to the negro's political
rights. 6peakmg for his own State, he un-
hesitatingly asserted that no Republican
in the State, black or white, was prevented
from casting his vote. The elections
there were absolutely fair. There were
men in the South who hated
the negro and abused them. Some-tiro- es

they were punished and some-
times not. Hut the entire people of the
South should not be blamed lor the acts of
a few lawless men. He was tired of the
sentimental talk of the negro problem.
Tiicre was no such problem. It was a de-
lusion to suppose the negro was voting the
Republican ticket solidly. He was doing
nothing of the kind. Many of them w ere
voting the Democratic ticket; and it was
getting more and more difficult every year
for the Republican party to control the
negro. He bad no hesitation in saying that
not three-tenth- s of tho negroes of the South
wonld vote for the Republican party if an
election were'held to-morro- w.

Mr. Iluckalew of Pennsylvania believed
the bill to be dangerous in form and tend-
ency.

London, June 23. The abandonment by
the Salisbury Cabinet of the compensation
clauses in the license bill is simply a mat-- ,
ter of self-preservatio- n, for it has been
evident from the day of the great Hyde
Park demonstration that all other k ques-
tions wero becoming subordinate to tho is-

sue between the temperance sentiment of
the country and the government, as cham-
pion of the publicans. While the Liberal
part' has been a unit in Parliament in op-

position to this as to other government
measures, a good many supporters of the
Liberal party have favored the bill, es-

pecially in Ireland, where the liquor-deale- rs

remonstrated in no uncertain tone
against the course of Mr. Parnell in antag-
onizing the government proposition.

On the other hand, the desertion of Lib-
eral Unionists from the Tory banner has
much more than ofTset any gaiu of the kind
described, and it has become more and
more apparent that the government's ma-
jority would not stand the test of a final
vote on the bill. The enormous petitions
resented in behalf of the publicans hadE ut little weight with the Commons. The

petitions are said to havo been procured to
order, so much a head being paid for names
from funds contributed by the brewers.
This being generally known, the moral
weight of the petitions was not nearly so
great as it might have been had the names,
like those on the thousands of temperanco
memorials, expressed a spontaneous popu-
lar sentiment.

The abandonment of the essential feature
of tho measure relating to publicans
leaves tho government majority in the
House of Commons without any cause of
dissension, although the Irish land-purcha- se

bill, while receiving a steady support
on division, is manifestly losing ground
with the English people, aud especially the
rate-payer- s; and the Salisbury Cabinet, in
deciding against an autumn, session, has
also virtually shelved the cardinal meas-
ure in its plan for the conciliation of Ire-
land. Like the publicans' compensation
bill, the land-purcha- se scheme touches
the British pocket-boo- k, and this is quite
sufficient to make it unpopular. The En-
glish people are not in any mood for buying
out either Irish landlords or liquor licenses.
With its two great schemes of policy thus
caat adrift, the government will retire to
the obscurity of the summer vacation,
somewhat impaired in prestige but still in
possession of power.

Windthorst in accepting Chancellor Von
Capilvi's assurances that extensive leaves
of absence would be granted after two
years' service, and that annual budgets
would be presented which would enable
the Reichstag to control the fixation of the
peace effective. The Chancellor's conces-- .
fiions practically amount to little, but'they
suthced to give the bulk of the Center
party an excuse for voting for the bill.
The government having now secured the
passage of the army bill, tho House can ad-
journ early in July until November, when
bills bearing on the labor question will
form the chief work of the Reichstag. The
bill concerning the acquisition of Heligo-
land and the financial plans of the govern-
ment by which increased army expendi-
tures are to be met, will remain undisclosed
until tho winter session.

f 'GENERAL FOREIGN NEWS.

Widespread Interest in Calne's Contest to
Recover His Resigned Seat.

London, June 28. The test of popular
opinion on the question of compensation to
publicans, which is the basis of Mr. Caine's
campaign, at Barrow-in-Furnes- s, is at-
tracting more attention than has been
given to any single election in England in
many years, and the contest for the seat
promises to be waged with a degree of bit-
terness that will sever many lifelong
friendships.

Cardinal Manning has taken part in the
campaign to the extent of writing a letter
to Mr. Caiii6, in which he bids that gentle-roa- n

godspeed in the cause of which he has
made himself the champion. The ven-
erable prelate writes that he baa always re-

fused to take part in political matters, but
he regards tho present issue as a question
of morals and therefore feels called upon
to express his views and declare his pref-
erences. Tho action of the Barrow Lib-
erals in putting up a candidate renders Mr.
Caine's return extremely unlikely, while
Lord Hartiugton's telegram advising the
Unionists to support the Tory candidate is
believed to be of sufficient weight to give
the seat to the Conservatives.

Bulgarian Conspirator Shot.
Sofia, June 28. The sentence of death pro-

nounced upon Maior Panitza for conspiring to
overthrow the government was carried out to-

day. On arriving at the place of execution he
made a confession to the chaplain. With a firm
step he walked to the post aloae and saluted the
military officers present. He was then bound to
a tree. Just before the order to Are was frlven,
the condemned man cried out in a loud voice.
"Lour live Rulfrarta." The body of the dead
soldier was given to his widow. The execution
took place at 10 o'clock this morning at the
camp, near this city.

Russian Minister Disinfected.
Paris, June 28. M. Kortschakoff, the Russian

embassador to Spain, arrtved at the frontier yes-

terday on his way from Madrid to this city. The
authorities, In accordance with the regulations
now in force on account of the prevalence of
cholera in some parts of Spain, proceded to dis-
infect the minister's baggage with that of the
other passengers, but M. Kortschakoff objected.
The otticials, however, would not make an ex-
ception iu his favor, and he was obliged to per-
mit his baggage to be disinfected.

port duties may be paid In Brazilian paper.
