The Home Team's Bad Showing in Its
Contest with the Terre Haute Players.

With One or Two Exceptions, thelndianapolis
: Men Made Xo Effort Washington's Nine

Arrested for Sunday Playing.

There were about seven or eight hundred
Spectators in the grand-stan- d at Coy's
Park, yesterday afternoon, when the sec
ond alleged contest between thelndianapo-
lis and Terre Haute ball teams commenced.
Only about one hundred, however, were in
eight when the umpire called the game in
the middle of the ninth inning, because the
last ball had been lost, the score standing
13 to 0 against Martin's nine. It is a long,
wearisome ride out to Coy's place, and those
who made the trip expecting to see a rea
sonably interesting ball game- - were sorely
disappointed. Burke was in the box for
the home team, and the visitors batted the
ball almost at will after the second inning,
and the fielders behind the big pitcher be-
came discouraged very earl3 in the contest
and played poorly at critical stages of the
game. On the other hand, the Terre Haute
players put np a good game in
tho field, barring Kirby. Dugan
held the local men down to four
well-scattere- d hits and . had eleven strike-
outs to his credit. Considering Burke's
wild pitching, Lnckey did good work be-
hind the bat, and Swift played a nice game
at short, but the other men did nothing to
speak of.

The visitors commenced to score in the
third inning and kept it up all through the
game. Abase hit, a passed ball, a wild
throw, two bases as gifts from Burke, a
steal and two more singles gave them their
lirst three runs. A single, a wild throw and
two outs gave them one in the tilth, and three
singles, two doubles and a complicated
combination of errors allowed six men to
cross the plate in the next inning. One
more was added in the seventh by virtue
of three clean hits, and two in the eighth
by two singles, a double and an out. The
local men had no show to win at any stage
of the game, and only twice, did they have
au opportunity to save themselves from a
shut-ou-t. After two men were out in the
second Reeder hit for three bases, but the
next batter struck out. In the eighth
Luckey hit a grounder to Kirby, who
throw the ball tver MeVey's head, bnt it
was returned in time to catch the rnnner
at the plate. The same teams play again
at League Park this afternoon, with Behne
and Sharpe as the home . battery.

The unwelcome visitor
went sprawling upon the sidewalk, but
Mr. Mather wanted to capture him and-followe- d

him np. The burglar grappled
with him, and by the timo the next-do- or

neighbor. Market-maste- r Schiitges, was
aroused and appeared the pair went rolling
out into the street. But the burglar was
captured and held in custody by Schiitges
until Mather could go into the house aud
put' on his clothes. He then held
the prisoner while Schiitges put on
his clothes, after which they inarched
their prisoner to the station-hous- e, arriv-
ing just about roll-cal- l.

When searched, a saw four inches long, two
watch chains and two charms were found
on him. Captain Campbell says he had un-
doubtedly come here for the crowd on
Tuesday. He was brought before the po-- .

patrolmen a chance to look at him. The
arrest was an exciting one, and Mather and
Schiitges received numerous congratula-
tions upon their brave work. '

THE NEW I'ENSIOH LAW.

Full Text of the Measure as Tassed by Con
gress and Approved by the President.

The nensimi hill rerenllv nassed bv Con
gress has been signed by the President, and
is now operative. Its text ias loiiows:
An act granting pensions to soldjors and sailors

wno are incapacitated lor tne pcriormantu u
labor, and providing lor pensions to widows. .

minor children, and dependent parents. Bo it
cu&ctcd etc?
Pec. 1. That in eonsidericc the pension claims

of dependent parents, the fact of the tho soldier s
death by reason of any wound, injury, casualty,
or disease, which, under the conditions and limi-
tations of existing laws, would have entitled him
to an invalid pension, and the fact that the sol-

dier left no widow or minor children Laving been
shown as rnnnirfd bv law. It shall be necessary
only tO"8how hy competent and sufficient evi
dence that such parent or parents are wuuou
other present means of support tiian their own
manual labor or the coulbutlous of others not
legally bound for their support; provided, that
all pensions allowed to deiendeut parents under
this act shall commence from the date of tiling of
the application hereunder and shall continue no
longer than the existence of the dependence.

Sec. 2. That all persons who served turee
months or more in tho military or naval service
of the United States during the late warot the
rebellion, and who have been honorably dis-
charged therefrom, and who are now or who
may hereafter be suffering from a mental or
physical disability of a permanent cnaracter.
not the result of their own vicious habits, which
Incapacitates them from the performance of
manual labor in such a degree as to render teem
unable to earn a support, thall.tipon making due
proof of tho fact, according to such rules and
regulations as the Secretary of the Interior may
provide, be placed upon the list or Invalid pen-
sioners of the United 8tatcs, and be entitled to
receive a pension net to exceed $12 per month
and not loss than $3 per month, porpor-tione- d

to their inability to earn a supiort;
and such pension shall commence from
the date of the tiling of the application in
the trenslon Office, alter the passage vx tuis act.
upon proof that the disability then existed, ana
shall continue during the existence of such disa
bility: provided, that such persons who are now
receiving pensions under existing laws or wnose
claims are pending in the rension omce, may,
by application to the Commissioner of Pensions,
in such form as he may presence, snowing
themselves entitled thereto, receive the nenents
of this act. and nothing herein contained shall
be so construed as to prevent any pensioner
thereunder from prosecuting his claim ana re
ceiving his pension under any other general or
special act; provided, however, that no person
snail receive more than one pension lor the game
period; and provided, further, that rank in tho
service shall not be considered in applications
niea under this act.

Sec 3. That If any officer or enlist man who
served ninety days or more in the army or navy
of the united States during the late war of tho
rebellion, and who was honorably discharced.
has died, or shall hereafter die, leaving a widow
without other means or support thau her dally
labor, or minor children under the ace of sixteen
years, such widow shall, upon due proof of her'
husband's death, without proving his death to be
tne result or nis army service, be placed on tne
pension roll from the date of the application
therefor under this act. at the rate of $8 per
month during her widowhood, and shall also bo
paid $2 per month for each child of the otllcer or
enlisted man under sixteen years of age, and In
case or the death or remarriage of the widow.
leaving a child or children of such otllcer or en
listed man under the a ge of si xteen years, such pen
sion snau De paia eucn enua or cnuareu tin tne
age of sixteen: provided, that in case a minor
enua is insane, idiotic, or otherwise permanently
helnless. the pension shall continue d urine tho
life of said child, or during the period ot such dls--
aoiiity; ana tnis provision snau apply to an pen-
sions heretofore granted or hereafter to be
granted under this or any former statute: and

--Buch pensions shall commence from the date of
the application therefor, after the passage of this
act; and provided, further, that said widow shall
have married said soldier prior the passage ot
mis acu

Seo. 4. That no agent, attorney, or other per-
son engaged in preparing, presenting, or prose-
cuting any claim under the provision of this
act shall, directly or indirectly, contract for, de-
mand, receive, or retain for such services In pre-
paring, presenting, or prosecuting such claim, a
sum greater than siu. which sura shall be paya
ble only upon the order of the Commisftioner of
Tensions, and any person who shall violate any
01 me provisions or this section, or who shall
wrongfully withhold from a pensioner or claim
ant the whole or any part of a pension or claim
allowed, or sue such pensioner or claimant un
der this act shall be guilty of a roisfdemeanor.ana, upon conviction tuereor, snail for each andevery such offense be lined not exceeding $500,
or be imprisoned at hard labor not exceeding
two years, or both, in the discretion of the
court.

TTh&t IU Committee Learned from Police and
Other Authorities Denunciation of Of-

fenders OCcers of the Organization.

The. meeting at Tomlinson Hall, last
night, for the purpose of organizing
the Lar and Order League, vr&s not as
large as was expected, the attendance be--

ins not xooro than five hundred persons.
The meeting was called to order by Rev.
Dr. Gilbert, and opened vrith prayer by
l?ev. D. R. Lucas. Dr. Gilbert, after the
prayer, explained that it bad been intended
tohave Mayor Sulliran chosen as chairman,
but he could not be found by the committer
appointed to wait npon him. The Doctor
then announced the following temporary

3Ir. Denny; in taking the chair, remarked
that it had been apparent ever since the

"This
state of things," said the chairman, "has
gone on until the public has become
aroused. Simply because this is not an
overwhelmingly large gathering to-nig- ht is
no indication that the law-abidi- ng people
of this city are not very much aroused on
this question of Sabbath desecration. I am
convinced the better class of people, all the
law-abidin- g citizens of this community, are
exercised upon this question. I do not
believe that even saloon-keepe- rs and bar-
tenders, if the question wcro put to them,

This meeting is
called for the purpose of taking steps
for the permanent organization of a
Law and Order League: not to ask rash
or unreasonable things of any officer or any
of the police authorities, but that they ex-
ercise the power given them by the law to
protect the community, to protect the

No special provisions have been made to pro-Te- nt

violations of the laws at the places you
name. All our directions to the force have been
general We have never made a special order as
to any man or any place.

Why have not such provisions been made!
The reasons for not doing so have been Indi-

cated.
will auch provisions be made by your board!
For reasons already stated, no such provisions

are contemplated by this board.
Will you. Individually, do what you can to see

that such provisions are made and carried out!
We do not suppose you meant to inquire as to

what we would do as individuals. Our official
action is Indicated above, and that Is all those
you represent can be properly concerned about.

Is the police force under orders from your
board to enforce the law against the sale of
liquor In saloons and wine-room- s, and other vio-
lations of the Sunday laws!

Yes; and always have been since we took the
oath of office. Arrests are made almost every
Sunday for Violations of the Sunday laws.

Will you individually do what you can to see
that such laws are enforced!

Having taken an oath to do our duty as public

' ty that we will respect our oaths as officers and
do our duty as citizens, nothing we could say

Are not existing laws, if enforced, ample for

the suppression of these evil resorts, and the
punishment of the offenders!

Existing laws are not sufficient with any prac-
ticable enforcement to "suppress evil resorts."
This is true in Indiana and elsewhere. They are
not sufficient to 'suppress' murder orjlarceny.
And much less it possiole in respect to offenses
which can be committed behind closed doors, or
in the presence of no witnesses except such as will
do all in their power to conceal the facts. For
people to go from their houses in the city to the
country on Sunday Is not wrong, and not likely
to be discontinued. Nor Is it a crime for them
to assemble at any place or resort. If
specific crimes are commuted there, then, so far
as efidence can le obtained, the particular per-
sons committing them should be punished. As
to what, if any, crimes have been committed at
or about the places you name, what evidence of
the fact can be obtained, what effect pun Lthment
would have In preventing people from going
there, or in suppressing them, you are doubtless

- as fully informed as ourselves. If it he true that
violation of the law are frequent and flagrant
at the places you name, it would seem that the
sheriff and his deputies, the constables and
their deputies, and the grand Jury might deal
with oiltnders there as elsewhere in tiie county.

Dear Sir Your letter of yesterday, written
on behalf of the citizens committer, with its

lncloiire. came to hand this morning Just as I
wus going into the trial of a cause in the Crimi-
nal Court, where one man was indicted for hav-
ing attempted to murder another on the 20th of
April last. Just after both had come oat of a
bouse of 'ill-fam- at 11 o'clock at xiiclit I
have been hard at work before a Jury all day;
and now before going home will try cd answer
the questions you submit, numbered first, sec
ond third aud fifth. To the first I will say that
I have the same information that I suppose your
committee ha, through the public i rctsand
from good meu liko yourselves, who have heard
the same; and I also believe that houses of pros
titution and gamhiing-house- s In our city are
allowed to run with scarcely any arrests ever
being maue. or any attempt to suppress tnem
through arrests.

lotue second I will say: The records of the
Criminal Court show that, since I havo been
honored by an election to the. office I now hold
hundreds of felons have been sent to the peni-
tentiary, and every violator of tho laws pre-
sented by indictment,or information, or as many
of them as could be tried, have been prosecuted
as vigorously as I know how.

To the third I will say: I say emphatically yes;
and that I will do everything in my power to
suppress these places of lawlessness, vice and
sin. by having the violators of law punished;
and I will call upon all good citizens to help for
a prosecutor vithout proof can convict no one:
and It is to help hunt up the witnesses that proof
may be mafic before court and Jury that f ask
the aid of every one who knows of any violation
of the law.

To the fifth I answer Yes; and again appeal to
those who know of parties who know ot viola-
tions of the law, at the places named, and any
and all other places, to kindly furnish me the
names of such witnefses that I may have them
subpu-nac- d before the grand jury, that indict-
ments may bo returned. And then for the prose-
cution of those Indicted I will net speak myself,
but let the records of the Criminal Court speak.

Thanking you for your kind expressions of
confidence contained in your, letter, and with
thanks for the Interest your committee and
other good citizens are Liking in the welfare of
our community, and for the aid they are propos-
ing to furnish in wiping out these hell-hole-s from
our midst, and promising to do anything in the
line of my duty and in my power to bring violators
of law to Justice, which is punishment, I remain,

CONCLUSIONS OF TIIE COMMITTEE.

From these answers the committee's con-
clusions were:

First That if the laws which are now in full
forco In the city of Indianapolis and Marlon
county were enforced, the places of evil resort In
and about our city would be at onco suppressed,
and the present alarming order of things would
be changed.

Second That the30 laws can be enforced by the
authorities legally constituted for that purpose.

Third That no valid reason exists why the laws
have not been enforced.

Fourth That the citizens must seek relief from
the present disorder aud lawless condition of
affairs tnrough an appeal to the legally consti-
tuted bodies who alone can meet the emergency
and secure the relief, and if necessary cause
special police officers to be appointed to aid for
that purpose. .

Fifth That fhe responses of William Irrin.
Judge of the Marlon County Criminal Court, and
James L. Mitchell, prosecuting attorney of said
court, to the Inquiries of this committee ought to
be received with full appreciation for their
frankness and spirit; and our purpose and readi-
ness to sustain them in their determination to
enforce the law, not for a-- day only, but as the
permanent and settled order of things, should be
expressed.

bixth That while we commend the Board of
.Police Commissioners for their expressed pur
pose to eniorco tne law within the city limits,yet we believe, from the investigations we have
made, that more can be done In the direction of
Sunday observance than has been accomplished
by this board. While we appreciate the embar-
rassment under which the board labors In hal-
ing an insufficient police force under Its control,
yet Inasmuch as it is within the power of the
board to appoint special policemen for emer-
gencies and the better protection of society, we
call upon the board to appoint a sufficient num-
ber or special policemen to enforce the Sunday
laws within the limits of the city.

Seventh Inasmuch as the desecration of Sun-
day and tho sale of intoxicating liquors on Sun-
day are violations of the State law, we call upon
the Sheriff and his deputies, and the constables
and their deputies to more fully discharge their
respective duties as such, and thereby aid in the
measure of their ability in suppressing lawless-
ness on Sunday.

Eighth That the time has come for the citi
zens of this city who believe In civil government
and are law-abidin- g to exert their Influence and
assert their rights in seeing that there shall he
no evasion or equivocation on the part of officers
legally constituted, clothed with authority, and
under oath for the purpose of enforcing the
laws, and that this attitude of the citizen should
be fixed, determined and maintained by system
atic organization as tne only way to prevent the
domination of the lawlessness and the destroy-
ers of public weal.

The report was signed by J. A. Rondtha- -
ler, chairman; It. V. Hunter, Stanton J.
Peelle and Eli F. Ritter.

This report, on motion of Rev. Dr. Haines,
was adopted unanimously by a rising vote.

Rev. Rice V. Hunter, from the committee
chcs?n to get opinions from lawyers as to
tho authority that may be exercised bv the
city and county officers in dealing with
violators of the Sunday law, reported atgreat length, reading extracts from letters
received, and making running comments
thereon. Mr. Hunter noted the fact that
the sheriff of the county and his deputies
arrested none of the offenders without the
city as he should da. Concluding his re-
port he noted that it was plain the laws
are not being enforced: that the laws are
ample: that somebody Las failed to do his
doty; that tho Police Commissioners could
atop much of this lawlessness if they chose
to do so; that the Criminal Court has not
given these matters much attention, but
proposes to do better; tnat the

tent of nis ability; that the sherifl'doesn't
propose to do anything; that the people
themselves are not doing their duty in giv-
ing n names nt offenders to the grand jury.

The report was adopted, after which the
committee on permanent organization.
through Dr. Gilbert, presented a constitu
tion for the organization, which is to be
called the IndianapolU Law and Order
League. It is to have an executive com
mittee consisting of nine persons, including
a president, secretary and treasurer. The
omcers ana committee selected, were as fol-
lows: President. Robert N. Lamb; treasurer.
S. M. Dyer; committee. J. B. Conner, S. J.
Peelle. W. C. Griffith. R. V. Hunter. E. F.
Kitter, S. O. Pickens. The secretary is to
be chosen by the executive committee, Tho
report was adopted.

Stanton J. Peelle being calledupon for a
speech declared that the people must
arouse themselves and see that the lawa
are enforced, and if they cannot be en
forced, to ascertain where the responsibility
lor that lailnre rests. . "1 cannot," said he.
"give my consent to the belief that the Po
lice Commissioners will willingly wink at
the commission of crime in this communi
ty. Wo must believe that as good citizens
they are as much in favoi of enforcing the
laws as we ourselves are. They may be
embarrassed with an insufficient police
force. Nineteen patrolmen in tne davtime
is insufficient, and we know none of them
can be spared from the city. There is a ne
cessity for an increased police force, and if
we had it as we have a right these excuses
cannot be given by the beard that they
cannot suppress these evils."

Captain E. F. Ritter was of tho opinion
that it is someboav's business to enforce
the law, and that every one of the author
ities that had been addressed by the com
mittee had ample power if they chose to
exercise it. "We have laws enough on the
Sunday question," said the Captain. "It
won't do for the Police Board to toss this
question about and say they don't intend
to do anything. We will see whether they
do anything or not. We saw it advertised
in the Sunday papers that women would
swim at Broad Ripple to-da- y. and there
would be base-ba- ll at Coy's. There is no
trouble-abou- t getting witnesses to these
violations of law.
