The Railroad Gazette shows that in the
month of May there were 129 railroad acci-
dents 1n this country, in which sixty-five
persons were killed and 140 injured. The
report shows that there were sixty-eight
front and rear collisions, fifty-six derail-
ments, and three boiler explosions. This is
rather unusual, as during the year 1850 but
four locomotive boilers exploded. That
there should be so many collisions does not
speak well for the men in charge of trains.

The Cinciunati, Hamiiton & Dayton is
greatly troubled for passenger eql.uy ment
to handle its heavy traffic, and for heavy
locomotives to haul its freight business.
Au officer of the road said, on Saturday,
that the company needed twenty heavy
freight and passenger engines, and fifty
nore passenger coaches.

FRENCH VANDALISAM,

Wanton Destruction of Charches and Works

of Art During the Revoluation.
London Satnrday Review.

In three years France lost 2,800 churches,
among which not less that 260 abbeys were
worthy of being considered national monu-
meuts. Of these perhaps the most splendid
was the glorions basilica of St. Martin’s, at
Toars, the fourth largest Gothic church in
the world, 6f which to-day we have only
the foundations and a tower left. Even in

the cathedrals and chorches which
were spared the images and statues
were brokesn; the shrines violated,

and at St. Denis, the bones of the Kinﬁn
and Queens of France were thrown, pell-
mell, into apit of quicklime. Priceless
stained-glase windows were shattered,
beautiful shrines of gold and silver melted,
and the silenced bells, torn from their lace-
like towers, were sent to the foundries.
The marvelous Mobilier, or furniture of
France, estimated by Richer-Serisy, in his
statistical account of the furniture belong-
ing to the nobility and bourgeoisie in 1788,
a8 being worth 1,400,000,000f., was wantonly
destroyed, or, at the best, sold for a song to
the bric-a-brac-dealers, who, even at the
risk of their lives, flocked into France at
this period, principally from England and
Germany, ready to ponnce upon any treasure
the{ could secure for a few {rancs.

The works of art accumulafed by the no
bility—such, for instance, as the unique
collection of antique prints and drawings
by the old mastersof the Abbe de Capmar-
tin de Chapuy, the superb collection of
ancient medals of the Duc De Chaulnes,the
splendid galleries of pictures, statues, en-
gravings and rare porcelains of the Prince
De Conde, of the Due De Chabot,the Comte
De Vaudrenil, the Duc De Luynes, the Due
De Montmorency, the Duc De Brissac. the
Marshal De SBeguy, Mme. Sorin and hun-
dreds of othera to0 numerous to mention—
were simply torn from the walls and cab-
inets which had preserved them for gene-
rations aud flang into the street in heaps,
and either burned or stolen and seld for a
few pence by the rabble. The libraries of
the great abbeys, 100, were ruthlessly de-
stroyed; so, also, were the roval libraries
and thoee of the nobility both in town and
country; and then we have -the Garde-
Meuble, which coutained the treasures of
tke royal house of France and the finest
specimens of tapestry known to the worid
at that geriod. This was sacked, and even
the celebrated collection of pearls—perhaps
tbel’hn:-ﬁt wm hga t\-.nns_r exin&odl::u not
on ape , bn its price gems
crushec under the sabots of tﬁo mob.

At Verdun brntes burned, in the middle
of the market-place, three Rewmbrandts,
tour Vandycks, -a Raphael, and about
two hundred other pictures by the old mas-
ters, while a band of female furies ho
round the flantes, hand in hand, shrieking,
“Caira! Ca ira!” The great library of the
Benedictines of Cluny was ool? in the
Place da la Sorbonne for 1,450 francs, the
illuminated missals being paid for at the
rate of 6 sous 2 ponnd. The Cordeliers of
Paris possessed an exceedingly rare col-
lection of medical works dasing from
the sixth century. These were hacked
to pieces and sold in fragments for 1,163
francs. There were 42000 volumes.
But vandalisin was rampant all over the
couptry, At the chateaun ¢’ Anet the mob
broke into a thousand j)ieeu an exquisite
statne of a stag by Jean Goujon simply
because they thought it was the emblem of
the old hunting rights. 4

The missais of the royal at Ver-
sailles were thrown out of the windows to
the people, who

regal dimensions—were either 1
the ground or burned, with
their contents, documents of ines-
timable value to  political and
domestie history, pictures which genera-
tions had collected, furniture which had
employed the greatest artists of the Renaia-
sance and the seventeenth and eighteenth
centuries to design and execute. In a
word, all that was beautiful seems to have
been converted or perverted into an object
of hatred. Art, the masses were told, rep-
resented the past—that past which, with
all its faults, possessed many virtues, but
which they were assured was the incarna-
tion of a slavery from which violence, de-
struction and bloodshed alone could de-
liver them. Ithastaken France a hundred
years to recover partially what she lost in
a few months under a revolation which
there are not wanting educated men
to glorify.
