Loxpox, July 8.—The conduct of the stafl
of telegraph clerks in the general office in
J.ondon, in apswering the call for cheers for
the Queen and Postmaster-general Raikes
with groans, on the occasion of the postal
jubilee at South Kensington, yesterday, has
greatly enraged Mr. Raikes, and willdoubt-
less hasten a settlement of the aifferences
now existing between the telegraphers and
the postoffice department, through a strike

or the resignation of Mr. Raikes. The mat-
ter is the topic of wide discussion, and the

general opinion is that if the Queen has
been publicly insulted, Mr. Raikes is re-

sponsible for it. It appears that, as the
finale of the jubilee, it was arranged, by
connection of the wires, that there
should be @ simultaneous cheer
for the Queen in every telegraph
station throughont the kingdom. Two
thousand people were waiting in the gen-
eral toftice to hear the mam?eﬁtn.t:om of
loyalty to their sovervign, which the tele-
graphers were expected to vent when the
signal should be given. The signal was
flashed over tho wires, and the assambled
Britons were horritied when there burst
forth from the throats of the
general staff a boarse groan,
whose deptha was not relieved by a single
cheer. Searcely had the groan ceased when
another and deeper one followed, as an ex-
pression of the faelinf entertained by the
clerks toward Mr. Raikes. To-day the
Postmaster-general ordered that _the clerks
sign an apology for their conduct, and the
demand was promptly and unqualifiedly
refused by the spokesmen of the clerks: de-
claring that the men did not feel that they
bad done anything for which they should
apologize, but on the contrary would re-

at their manifestation so far as Mr.

aikes was concerned, in similar circum-
stances.

AMERICAN RIFLEMEN,

Warmly Greeted at Borlin—Parade Through
an Historic Thoroughfare.

BErLIN, July 3.—At 12:30 this afternoon
the New York Shooting Corps, Captain
George Wehrenberg: the New York Central
Bhooting Corps, Captain George Sieberg,
and the New York City Shooting Corps,
Captain John E. Meyer, entered Kroll's
Garden with iflags and banners flying, and
bands playing martial airs. Accompanying
the three corps were marksmen from wvar-
ious parts of the United States. At 1:25
the members of the Independent New York
Shooting Corps arrived on the ground.
When all the visiting riflemen had been
formed 1:%0 ome body, City Councilor
Schreiner formally welcomed them on be-
half of the Municipal Council of Berlin.
Consul Schonlang then addressed the visit-
ors, dwelling upon the friendship existing
between Germany and the United States.

In conclusion he called for cheers for the
two countries. He and Master Birknernext
welcomed the riflemen on behalf of the fes-
tival committee, and when he had con-
cluded his remarks the visitors and their
entertainers partook of luncheon.

_After the repast the Americans formed in
line and marched by way of Unter den Lin-
den to the Town Hall. The famous svenue
was handsomely decorated in honor of the

occasion, and thousands of spectators gave
the visitors a hearty welcome. Upon sar-
riving at the Town Hall the standard-

bearer of the party bore the banner into
the reception-room, where he was followed
by the whole body of riflemen, Here Chief

Burgomaster Forckenbeck was waiting to
receive the visitors. In welcoming tflem

on behalf of the town Herr Forckenbeck
referred to the exertions made by the
Americans to attend the rifle competition,
aud expressed a hope that the
festival would terminate happily.
He dilated wupon the ties that
bind America and Germany. The two
countries, he said, are united in their ef-
forts to maintain peace, and he hoped that
active intercourse between the two peoples
wonld develop further for the promotion of
civilization. He trusted that the Amer-
icans would carry away friendly recollec-
tions of their visit. Hermann Weber re-
plied at some length, thanking the muniei-
pal anthorities for their reception, and
dwelling upon the intimate relations of
German-Americans with their mother coun-
try. He concluded bi proposing
cheers for Burgomaster Forckenbeck. The
flags carried by the Americans were de-
pusited in the Town Hall, where they will
remain during the festival

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WHERE WOMEN

VOTE.

The Progress of Civilization Not in the Least
Retarded in Wyoming.
Letter in Philadelphia Tiumes.

S0 this is Cheyenne, about which we have
heard so much. 7The wonderful place
where women vote! Well, what is it like,
anyhow? Do the women take the hatchets
after their husbands? Do they leave babics
to starve or cry themseves to death? Do
the homes go to destruction, and the wom-
en look coarse and masculine! All those
dreadful things and worse, it is prophesied,
would come to pass if ever women voted.

Well, here in Wyoming the women have
voted so long that nobody thinks anything
about it, From all acconnts women go to
the polls just as simply and untumhy a8
they geo to the postolfice or the railroad
station. And trom Eresentobservation they
look very much like other women. They
dress as well as the women in the Eastern
cities, and far better, as & rule, than they
do in Chicago.

There seems to be a great many homes
here—that is, there are cottages, and viilas,
and Queen Anne houses, just as pretty, and
neat, and elegant as many in the suburbs
of Philadelphia. The “red ecrize” in walls
and roofs has broken out here about as
strongly as it has auywhere. And the

rounds around them—well, not even in

ermantown or Bryn Mawr, noted for their
magnificent lawns—can finer grass and sod
be seen. The trees look Jittle, but they are
evidently destined to grow, and the people
are trying all sorts of experiments with
apple blossoms, Missouri currants, lilae
bushes and wild roses. What does it all
mean? It means, simply, that people are
taking a laudable pride in their homes,
quite as much as they would any where else,
even if women do vote.

What has become of the old dogma,
“Woman’s sphere is home,” as opposed to
woman snffrage? Women find this “sphere”
here as quickly as they do in other places,
and vote, too. There issno better argument
}:hatn.. truth, no better object lessor than

ac

Go into these homes and yon find there
the latest fad in “art decoration,” just as
t;:u might in Bostou. There is the same

wildering variety of painted plaques,
embroidered screens, airy draperies and.
deep-toned rugs as may be seun in any out
of a thousand homes east of the Allegh en-
ies. The same upright piano, the same
dainty etching, the same bound volume—
all bere. The “chromo era” in the “wild
West” has disappeared as completely as the
“Wild West” itself, The women here arethe
“artistic home-makers,” just as truly asthey
are anywhere. Yes, and they are “‘society
women” and “literary women.” They
bave their teas and their clubs, just as
truly as the best women do in New York,
and the style of their gowns is as mnch
heralded in the *“‘society column” as if they
lived in a town whose name was not Chey-
enne.

There are pretty babies in Cheyennve, and
these are pushed about in their litule car-
riages, and wear their lace caps and em-
broidered cloaks; just like other babies,
The bigger children are so much like other
children that it would be impossible to say
where they were born,

The schooi-house is surrounded by a
lovely lawn and a fine grove of youn
trees, which, alas! caunot be said of school-
houseg everywhere. And the church seems
to got along just as well, now that women
vote, as it did before. There are just as
good congregations on Sunday as there
were in the old days when ministers
thought it a Christian dnty to teach the
subjection and inferiority of women,
Probably the women here work as hard to
support the churches by their bazaars and
suppers as they do in every other commu-
nity.

It is very certain that where women vote
nothing very dreadful has happened in econ-
sequence, Perhaps the next objection that
we shall hear to woman sufirage will be
something like this: “There is no usein
giving the ballot to women, because it
doesn’t make any difierence. Where wom-
en vote the place is like other places, and
the women get along like other wowmen.”

A YANKEE IN ANDERSONVILLE,

A Union Soldier’ Becollections of That Hor-

rible Prison Pen of Rebeldom.
Dr. T. H. Mann, in July Century.

It was near noon of the 20th of May, 1864,
that our train came to a stop, in a clearing
of the pine forest. We had been all expec-
tation for an hour or more, straining eager
eyes to catch some glinpse of our stopping-
u*ace. It was here before us. lLooking
from our position upon the railroad towards
the southeast, at the extreme end of the
clearing, some three or four hundred yards
away,a cloud of smoke was carling upward
from a rectangular, substantial-looking pen.
Upon inquiry we were told, *“That’s where
you Yanks will put up!”

*“We had little time for thought before a
round-shouldered, blustering little man
upon a white horse rode the length of the
train, and with many a curse and oath or-
dered us all out. During our exit from the
close, cramped quarters we had occupied
so long a fresh guard came, in the wildest
confusion and unmilitary order, from the
direction of the smoke, and after much

{ blustering and cursing we were formed

nto two iines, giving room for us to pass
between four deep. Aftersome moreswear-
ing the officer on the white horse placed
himself at the head of the column and or-
dered us to march. This was Wirz, our
prison-keeper, and unhappily our first in-
troduction to him was not our last. Upon
reaching the inclosure we halted while a
part of our number were formed into a de-
tachment, and the remainder were ordered
to be placed upon the rolis of the older de-
tachments already in the pen.

“I have hesitated thus far to pronounce
the word Andersonville. We knew noth-
ing or had heard nothing of the place: so we
had not a moment’s notice of the life we
were about to enter upon. These many
years after, theword ‘Andersonville’ excites
the same curigsity that it did before we
entered upon the months of suftering that
cannot be told. This, then, was Anderson-
ville; or, asit was called by the guard,
‘Camp Sumter.” We entered it by a swing-
ing door or gate, large, heavily 1roned and
guarded. ;

“As we passed within, the doors were
clused behind and heavily barred-—-closed
upon me for five long mounths, and upon
one-half our number for life. Onr hearts
sickened as we first looked upon the misery
before our ege& The attempt to picture
our mental depression as we took in, with
one quick, swift glance, the condition of
;hople who had entered before us would be

utile.

“We joined inside the inclosure thirteen
thonsand of our comrades-in-arms, bat
they were not to be recoguized. They
seemed a diflerent race of the human
family, and vastly more squalid than 1 ever

seen or heard of—emaciated forms,

half haman and half speetral, black with
filth and smoke, and swarming with ver-
min. As we were driven like sheep into
the stockade they crowded about us, mak-
ing inquiries faster than they could be
answered.”

makes no difference. It is simply health
weakened, life made short by disobedience
to nature's laws. The man who kills him-
self has it in his power to make the world
happier for bhimself and for man’s best
friend, the horse. But as the world goes
nowadays we supposs the contests for place
‘bgiween men, like those between the race-
horses, will continue the same. *“There
are too many of us in the world now,” said
a Western man one day, “and when one of
us disappears he is soon lostsight of.” That

SOUTH AFRICA'S BANK ROBBER.

Chase the Police Had for Himn After His
Escape.

An interestiug account is given by the
Johannesburg Star, ot South Africa, of the

olice chase after McKeon, the bank rob-
ger. whose achievements in the matter of
perpetrating robberies, escaping from jail
and eluding the police, entitie him to rank
with the notorious Jack Sheppard, and
whose regard for his clever black horse re-
minds ome of Dick Turpin. In the
hurried start after McKeon when he
escaped from the Pretoria jail, says
the mnewspaper in  guestion, the
mounted police forgot to take handeufls
with them. Further, McKeon had friends
all along the ronte. He was born in Basu-
toland, and every Basuto is his fast friend,
even to Mama. Consequently, when the

olice inquired along the road of Basutos
rf they had seen two men pass on horse-
back, they invariably said that they had
not. McKeon's love for his famous black
horse, now at the monnted police barracks,
was extraordinary. The police had to have
three remounts before they could run that
horse down. Two of the mounted police
sight¢gd McKeon and Cooper far ahead of
them. They spurred on after them, think-
ing that they would bring the fugitives to
halt on the steep bank of the Rhenoster
river.

What was their surprise, however, when
they saw McKeon leap his horse down the
twenty-foot bank into the river, swim
across, and when he saw Cooper’'s horse
would not follow, come back, and, reach-
ing out, pull him through. One of the
policemen h#d a ritfle and resolved to take
a long ehot. When McKeon saw the smoke
of the gun rise he and his companion drew
their horses apart, and the hallet passed
between them. Shortly after McKeon drew
his horse up, leaped down, removed the
saddle, and stood patting his horse on the
head.

The police approached and hesurrendered
without a word, giving over his two re-
volvers with the remark that he was en-
riching the governmnent with revolvers, for
this was the sixth it had had from him,
He said he gave himself up because he did
not wish to kill his horse. Cooper handed
over his revolver, too, looking rather glum.
McKeon said he knew he would receive
twenty-five lashes, but he wounld only stay
in jail for eight months, when he wounld
once more say good-by to the authorities.
He did not know why they had given him
twenty-five years, for he had not murdered
any one or stolen a sheep or ox. Robbing a
bank of its surplus was no erime. The po-
lice were entirely taken off their guard,
and, consequently, at daybreak the next
morning the birds had flown unonserved by
them. McKeon has since been recaptured

at Ladybrand.
