Stagnation Rules Sapreme in the Raillroad
Market—%Sudden Drop in Cotton OfL

NEW YORK, July 3.—Money on call
was easy, ranging from 2 to 6 per cent,
the last loan being made at 2, closing
offered at 2 per cént.

Prime mercantile paper 5@ 7 per cent.

Sterling exchange quiet and steady at
$4.84 for sixty-day bills and $4.87% for de-
mand.

In the stock market to-day the dulluess,
which has been the great feature of the
dealings for the week, made farther
progress, and the day’s transactions were

even smaller than those of yesterday,
while there was even less feature to

the trading. In the railroad list dull--

ness and stagnation reigned sapreme
and not a single flnctuation of interest took
{u.lace. the only movement commanding at-

ntion was the suddeu drop in Cotron Oil
certificates, which was caused by the pub-
lication of a story about a hiteh 1n the pro-
ceedings changing the trust into a corpora-
tion. Opening at 201, it declined to 2714,
bot rallied to 281, The new stock sold at
26, aud was afterward oliered at 24; but the
best bid on the floor at the time was 20. No
sale was effected at less than 241g, how-
ever. and the flurry was soon over. Some
trading in New England marked the after-
noouw's dealings, and a slight fractional ad-
vance carried 1t above 50, but no other
wmovement worthy of eomment took place
during the entire sessiou. The attitude in
the street is a waiting one on both sid
and while the “bulls” are inelin
to feel contident that the July disburse-
wents will oil the wheels of speculation,
and & more aetive and higher market is
predicted after the holidays, the *“‘bears”
are watching the railrond situation with
more interest, and will uandoubtedly seek
to make eapital out of any failure to come
to an agreement. The Central Traffic Asso-
cintion having failed to .settle the dressed-
beaf question, and referred it agnin back to
the trnnk-line presidents, a case is expected
to result from that action which will afford
them an opportunity to point to the demor-
alization of railroad rates, and, by pressure
of short sales, got the market down again.
The silver legislation now plays mo part in
the course of prices, and the rise which was
cansed by the first Eroupect of it has
abont been lost. The buying of New
Engiand extended to Lackawanna, Atchi-
son and some others inthe last hour, and
imparted some life to the market, which
bad been practically dead during the rest
of the day, and the close, while dull, was
firm at about the Lest prices, which, how-
ever, were generally insignificant fractions
fromm those of the opening. Amoug the
specialties the 4ast prices showed marked
improvement in some cases. and Pullman
is up 21y, Wheeling & Lake Erie preferred,
13g; New England, 1's, and Lackawanna, 1
per cent.

TEADING AT CHICAGO.

Wheat Unsettled, Closing Higher—Ceorn
Stronger and Oats Easier.

CHICAGO, July 3.—A moderate business
was transacted in the wheas market, which
ruled steady within a small range of prices
during most of the day. The opening was
rather weaker, and early sales were 4@ lo¢
lower than yesterday’s closing, then ad-
vanced sharply 7s@lc¢, eased off, and then
held steady for some time within ¢ range,

and closed firm at ¢ higher than yester-
day’s closing. The market is being gov-
erned mamly by weather conditions here
and in Europe. There was a very good
speculative trade witnessed in the corn
market. First trading was at a slight
advance over the closing prices of yester-
day, was firm, very little being offered,
and under a good local demand ad-
vanced %wa%ec, July showing the most
strength, ruled steady and the close was 4@
igc better than {csterday. Oats were mod-
erately active but umnsettled. There was
fres liguidation of July by some of the
large holders. This produced a weak feel-
ing, and prices, after an advance of 3@ ¢
2t the opening, receded 3¢, and the market
closed easy. In mess pork very little busi-
ness was transacted, and the changes in
prices were slight. Lard trading was mod-
erate. Early a few trausactions were made
at slightly advanced prices, especially for
the deferred deliveries. Later the market
ruled easier and prices receded again, and
the market closed tame. Short-rib trading
wasonly moderate. Prices were a little
more faverable to sellers.
