"1. That an international American monetary
union be established.

That as a baMs for this union an interna-
tional coin, or coins, be Issued which shall bo
uniform in wehrhtand fineness, and which may
be used In all the countries represented In this
conference. '

That to give full effect to this recom-
mendation there nhall meet In Washington a
commission composed of one' delegate or more
from each nation represented in this conference,
which shall consider the quantity, the kind ofcurrency, the uses it shall nave, and value, and
proportion of the international coin, or coins,
and their relation to gold.

"4. That the government of the United
States shall invite the commission to meet inWashington within a year, to be counted from
the date of tho adjournment of this conference.

'lt was hoped and expected by the con-
ference that the recommendation should
be transmitted to Congress with a recom-
mendation that the several nations inter-
ested bo invited to send delegates to a
meeting of tho International American
Monetary Union, at Washington, on the
lirs.t Wednesday of January next; that au-
thority be granted for the appointmeut of
three delegates on tho part of the United

MURDER AS A SAMTaKY MEASURE.

Kansas Cattlemen Resort to Assassination to
Enforce a Cattle Quarantine.

Cedarville, Kan., July 12. This com-

munity has been stirred up for the past
twenty-fou- r hours over what threatens to
be a serious connVt with the State author-
ity by the organisation known here as a
live stock association. This association
was organized a short time before tho
bringing of the Gibson & Frazcr herd last
February, and is formed of desperate men
who will not allow what they consider
their rights to be trampled upon. The
mysterious death of Gibson in a hotel at
Moline, and the horribble assassination of
Frazer, a mile and a half west of
Sedan, are but parts ot the tragedy
which will probably be enacted in
this vicinity within the next few days,
unless active means are taken by the
State to prevent it. These people have
banded themselves together with the in-

tention of keening out all foreign cattle,
and from the two deaths referred to it is
evident that they will stop at nothing in
order to keep their cattle protected.

Some time ago Krump & Carney, a largo
cattle firm, bought several thousand head
of Arizona steers, ' with the intention of
running them on their pastures, near this
placo, and on the Cherokee Strip. These
cattle have State permits and a clean bil 1 of
health, and nave been started for this
place, where they will bo unloaded. There
are several train-load- s of them, and tho
first train is expected this evening
or some time to-nig- ht. The cattle-
men have been notified that the first
man who attempts to unload a car at this
El ace will be bung. This notification has

forwarded to William L. Bullene, as-
sistant inspector for the State, at ColTey-vill- e,

and he has notified Albert Dean,
State inspector, who has given him instruc-
tions to afford the incoming rattle all the
protection necessary to allow their peace-
able unloading. The cattle are coming,
and both sides are determined, and it will
be strange if bloodshed is averted when
thev arrive The sheriff" has a posse sworn
in, but even there lies an clement of dantrer,
for it is not known who belongs to the or-
ganization.

THAT TEXAS BATTLE.

Only Ono Man Known to Have Been Killed
How the Trouble Originated.

El Paso, Tex., July 12. The following
particulars in regard to the battle between
the rival mayors of Ysleta and their adher-
ents have been received here. Tne sherift
from El Paso reached Ysleta at 3 o'clock
this morning and succeed in stopping the
battle by persnading tho forces of Mayor
Alderctt to withdraw. The party headed
by Gaal, who resisted arrest, is in his house,
which the sheriff has surrounded. It is
now believed that there were but three men
killed, instead of six, as tirst reported.

It is learned that the trouble originated
in this way: Benigno Alderotte, as Mayor
of Ysleta, has chargo of the acequia and
had a couple of men cleaning it out, when
Gaal sent a posse of armed men to
drive Aldrette's men from their work. Gaal
claimed that he was Mayor, and put his
own men to work, and refused to discon-
tinue when ordered by Alderette to do eo.
The Mayor then secured a warrant for the
arrest of Gaal to place him under a peace
bond and deter him from further interfer-
ence with the acequia. Gaal summoned
his armed followers around him and refused
to bo arrested, and the fight followed.

Trie light culminated in a peaceful sur-
render at daylight to a therifTs posse. Gaal,
who resisted arrest, cannot ! found. Six-
teen men have been arrested. and brought
here to the county jail. It turns out that
only one man is killed aMexican of Mayor
Alderette's posse, who tried to arrest Gaal.

Vest's Tirade Against American
Ships Provisions of the Bills.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
Washington, July 12. The tonnage bill,

as it passed the Senate to-da- y, provides for
the payment to any vessel of moro than 500
tons gross register, whether sail or steam,
constructed and wholly owned by citizens
of the United States, or registered pursu-
ant to the laws thereof, and which shall be
engaged in the foreign trade plying be-
tween the ports of the United States and
foreign ports, the sum of 15 cents per gross
registered ton for the lirst 500 miles, or
fraction thereof, sailed outward, and the
same sum for the first 500 miles, or fraction
thereof, sailed inward on any voyage or
voyages; 15 cents per gross registered ton
for tho second 500 miles; SO cents per
gross registered ton for each thousand
miles thereafter, and pro rata for any dis-
tance sailed less than one thousand miles
after the first thousand miles sailed, pro-
vided that the foreign port to wh'sh the
voyage is made shall be distant moro than
seventy miles seaward from the gulf
boundary of the United States. Tho pay-
ments at the rate of 30 cents per ton for
each bne thousand miles sailed are to con-
tinue for the term of ten years at that rate,
and thereafter for another term of nineyears at a reduction of 3 cents per ton
each vear upon each one thousand miles
sailed, and pro rata for any less distance.
No vessel is to be entitled to the bene-lit- s

of this act unless its entire
cargo shall be loaded at a port or ports of
the United States and discharged at one or
more foreizn ports, or shall be loaded at
ono or more foreign ports and discharged
at a port or ports in the United States,
nor shall a vessel be entitled to receive pay--
ment under this act unless it shall have
freight on board at the time of sailing to
the amount in tons weight or measurement
of at least 25 per cent, of tho net register
tonnages, twenty-tw- o hundred and forty
pounds or forty cubic feet to make a ton
of cargo. There is to be no discrimination
between competing lines. No vessels are
to be entitled to the benelit of this act un-
less all the oflicers thereof shall be citizens
of the United States.

The postal subsidy bill, passed by the
Senate to-da- y, authorizes the Postmaster-gener- al

to enter into contracts, for a term
. of not less than five nor more than ten years
in duration, with American citizens for the
carrying of mails on American steamships,
between ports of tho United States and
ports of foreign countries, the Dominion of
Canada excepted. The vessels are to be
American built steamships, and owned and
ofiicered by American citizens. Tho vessels
are divided into four classes by the bill.
The steamships of the first, second and third
classes are to be constructed with particu-
lar reference to prompt and economical con-
version into auxiliary naval cruisers. The
rate of compensation to be paid for suchoccan
mail trarlic of the first-clas- s ships is not to
exceed tho snm of f n mile, and for thn ec--

Vest said, was a monstrous fal-
lacy. Commerce did not follow the flag;

Ho alluded
to the interpellation in the British Parlia-
ment yestorday as to the McKinley bill,
and said as soon as England found that she
could dispense with American produce she
would do ' so. And yet, ho said, all
that American statesmanship aimed at
was to put up duties against tire.it
Britain; and if adybody had the hardihood
to remonstrate against that system he was
met with the cry that he was under British
inllnence; that he had been bought with
British gold. The idea seemed to bo to in-
vent some new process to drive away the
trade of the world, and especially of Great
Britain, and yet the farmers and beef-raise- rs

of the United States were told by the
advocates of high protection that they were
their friends par excellence.

Mr. Stewart gave itas.hisopinion that the
plan proposed in the pending bills was tho
only means of reviving the ocean-carryin- g

trade of the United States, and that free
ships would simply destroy American ship-
building yards without affording any re-
lief.

Harris said that while ho was opposed to
subsidies in every form, if they were adopt-
ed, they should at least be adjusted so as
not to discriminate between American
ports, so a 8 to benefit the ono at the ex-
pense of the other.

THE SENATE RULES.

Every Probability that They Will Be Changed
to Facilitate Business.

Special to the Indianapons Journal.
Washington. Jnly 12. Another caucus

of the Republican Senators will bo held tho
first of next week, at which the caucus
committee appointed on Thursday evening
to consider tho proposition of modifying
the rules so as to permit a majority vote to
fix a time for finally disposing of questions
will make a report. There were
but five votes in the caucus
in opposition to the designation of
a committee for tho purpose of considering
amodiiication of the rules, while thirty-on- e

votes were cast in favor of tho propo-

sition. There are many Senators who
consider tho vote a test of tho action
which will be taken upon tho final propo-

sition to amend the rules. Thus. it would
appear that there is a large majority in
favor of amending the rules so that un-

necessary debate might, at any time, be cut
off by a majority vote, and final
action taken upon questions under consid-
eration. It is argued that if such action is
wholesome and necessary iu the House,
why not in tho Senate?

Senator rcttigrew.of South Dakota, who
is one of the most influential hustlers
among tho new men, made a very strong
speech on the subject in the caucus on
Thursday evening. He said that it was
well enough for Senators to talk about the
adoption of a bill securing a free election
and a fair count in the South, camping
in the -- Capitol and sitting up in
their night-shirt- s every night this summer
and fall, if necessary, in order to secure the
adoption of the measure, and all that sort
of thing, but it was flummery to anticipate
the passage of a bill under the present
rules. He gave notice that he did not pro-
pose and he knew of others who were in
the same frame of mind to enter into the
discussion along about September without
some provisions being made where-
by a vote could be reached,
as the Democrats would with
a small minority beat the large majority at
their own game. Ho said that, in any
event, the rules should be amended so that
there could be legislation in the face of a
factious niinoritj. The minority should
be given full consideration, and havo a fair
chance in all debate, but ho was opposed to
a minority defeating just legislation in the
face of an overwhelming majority. He also
criticised tho Senate for not having taken
np tho question of federal elections at an
earlier day in the session.

Senator Pettigrew's speech had a very
profound impression, and the appointment
of the committee to consider tho modifica-
tion of the rules followed tho conclusion of
whnt tie had to say. ' There is not much
doubt that the rules will bo modified so as
to bring about a vote at the end of suflicient
debate, And the federal election bill will be
taken up after the tarilT.

Senate Caucus Committee.
Washington, July 12. The Senate cau-

cus committee met at 10:30 this morning,
and spent the time np till noon in trying to
devise a plan to carry ont tho absolute in-

struction of the caucus to report a rule, a
modification of the existing rules, or a
practicable method of procedure by which
a majority of the Senate may reach a vote
upon the national election bill or any
other pending measure within a reasonable
space of time. The diilerent propositions
advanced in the caucus were critically dis-
cussed, and there was much speculation as
to the feasibility of securing the contin-
uous attendance of a Republican majority
if it should be found necessary to secure
the desired end through sheer endurance.
This . procedure, it was apprehended,
might have to be resorted to in the event
that the caucus should deride rb adopt the
plan of having the Senator in charge of the
national election bill move that tho Senate
proceed to vote on that measure upon a
specified date. The committee did not
reach a conclusion to-da- y, but hopes to be
ablo to report to tho caucus early next
week.

"Is it not wonderfulf" "How can they

accomplish such seeming impossibilities!"
These and hundreds of similar expressions
are heard every moment at the Sixth-stre- et

Armory, which was thronged yesterday and
to-da- y with crowds of interested visitors,
who were drawn thither by the novel, won-
derful and marvelous exhibition of the kin-
dergarten and public schools. It is not nt
all dillicult to explain the presence of tho
multitude that poured in and out of tho
building all day yestorday. Everybody
was delighted with the exhibit and, of
course, advised everybody else that it was
well worth going to 6ee, and it is very evi-
dent that the advice was accepted.

It seems hardly possiblo that tno speci-
mens of tho fddll and cralt of children
ranging from live to twelve years of ago
can have been accomplished by th dett
ringers of the little ones.

The combination of colors, in painting on
wood, the molding of objects in cla3 wood-carvi- ng

and drawing of tho Duluth and
Stillwater public schools are placed near
the front part ot tho hall, and the visitor
becomes at once deeply interested iu study
ing the details of the system which makes
such productions possible from the hands
of mere children.

Passing now to the center of the room
surprise changes to wonder at tho exhibit
of the free kindergarten school of Indian-apo.!- is

under the supervision of Mrs. K. A.
lilakcr. Here were grouped a series of ar-
tistic designs bringing out the individual
taste of the pupil that are truly remark-
able Tho work of the little ones is shown
in regular rotation, tuat of tho first grade
being tho rudiments of drawing lines and
Angles and developing any aptitndo
which a child may possess for that especial
accomplishment. In tho second grado
the progress made by each pupil can
readily be perceived, for each child's work
contains the nnmo and ago of the littlo one.
This is perhaps the most popular corner of
the large room, inasmuch as this exhibit
conveys to tho observer the exact manner
of training and cultivating tho ideas of a
child. The third grade exhibit is a marvel
in painting, crayon-wor- k, wood-carvin- g,

designing of objects in the vegetable and
animal kingdom.
