Nor is money the sure in
dication of wealth. Great Britain is
undoubtedly the richest nation in tho
world, yet the money in circulation.
that is, held by the people and the banks

is only $22.01 per capita. Franco is far
from being a rich nation like Great
Britain, yet the money store of France
is $57.20 per capita. Germany isa3 rich
as France and fully as prosperous, but
her money circulation is only $20.G3 per
capita. Tho United States has more
general prosperity than either of tho
countries named. Our people earn more
money, consume more of the products of
industry and capital, and this is done
with a circulation of $22.SG per capita.
If money measured prosperity, Franco
would bo three times as prosperous and
her people would be in vastly better
condition than any of the other nations
mentioned, but such is not tho case.
The savings of the masses in France aro
in money and small bonds which
have the effect to accumulate,
money in banking institutions at
homo which do hot send it
abroad for investment as do tho
English. The United States needs more
available capital iu the form of money
because its industries are being devel
oped and it is the only concentrated
form of capital which can be exchanged
for labor, lumber, iron and the products
of the soil in tho quantities needed.
Business and industry may bo retarded
for a lack of .money, but money that is
locked up is of no more use than any
other property that; is not put to the use
for which it is intended.

THE SILVER BILL PASSED BY REPUBLICANS.

The silver bill has passed both houses
of Congress by the full Republican vote,
being opposed by the solid Democratic
vote in the Senate and in tho Ilouse of
Representatives. This is a most re-

markable fact, the significance of which
tho country will fully appreciate. In
the face of all their prating about moro
money for tho people and of their devo-
tion to silver, every Democrat from
e?cry section of the country voted
squarely and stubbornly against a meas
ure which was accepted by the Repre
sentatives of the distinctive silver States,
by such men as Senators Jones , and
Teller. Tho Democrats have made a
record they will find hard to face. For a
time they thought they had the Re-

publicans in a dilemma, but when a
conference measure came that 'was
found to be acceptable, the Democratic
instinct and inborn incapacity led
them to blind and stupid opposition.
The silver bill goes to the President
with the solid support of tho Repub
licans in Congress. Men liko Senators
Sherman and Aldrich unite with Jones
and Teller. New England, New York
and tho great West aro behind this
measure liko a . stone wall. Of course
the President will sign it, and within
thirty days after approval the Treas-
ury Department will be ready to .put it
into opperation. There has beer " no
greater triumph for the Republican
party for years than this unanimous
passage of the silver bill. It has once
more proved that it is the party of tho
people.

EQUAL TO ANY OCCASION. :

Six months ago tho cry of tho opposi
tion was . that the Republican party in
Congress could never get together on
the silver question. And to the Repubr
lican observer there seemed ground for
the claim. Conference after conference
was held, caucus after caucus considi
ered tho whole subject, but Without
result. For weeks Republican members
seemed not only at sea but. drifting
further from any port on this important
subject. Then tho Houso passed a bill
and the Senate amended it with a free-coina- ge

proposition. Tho House,-afte-

a long struggle, insisted and asked for a
conference, and that conference i com-
mittee agreed upon a bill tor; which
every Republican voted. The result is
an encouraging omen for the Repub-
lican Congress and tho Republican
party, because, having been able to
evolve from a chaos of opinion a meas-
ure which meets with tho general ap-
proval and mako it a law by its unani
mous vote, it has settled tho', most
troublesome question which has been
lingering about Congress for ten years.
If tho statesmanship of the Republican
party can accomplish this wonderful
result by discussion and deliberation
upon a vexed question, what problem of
national importance may it not bo trusted
to dispose of and dispose of in a manner
that will redound to the public good?

FOREIGN DISCRIMINATION.

During tho past few years,
under tho stimulus of building modern
war ships, a number of tho best ship-
yards in the world have sprung up.
Several of them have proved that they
can build merchant steamships which
are second to none in the world. Mr.

THE DEM0CBATI0 REBELLION IN CONGRESS.

The tactics which tho Democrats in
tho Senate and House have adopted dur-
ing the past week have for their end the
stoppage of all public business. , Many
times in tho history of Congress minori
ties have combined to filibuster to pre
vent the passage of a certain measure,
but this is tho first time that the minori
ty in both branches have entered into a
conspiracy to prevent legislation of
every description. In tho Senate the
conspiracy has been carried out in a
more orderly manner, tho conspirators
confining themselves to taking all the
time they can by repeating speeches
that have been worn threadbare before.
Thus nearly three days were taken in a
discussion over tho conference silver
bill. Not a new idea was advanced, and
really nobody wanted to talk, but it
afforded the reactionists 'an opportunity
to waste three days of valuable time, of
which they availed themselves. The
time, it may be added, was taken chiefly
by ex-memb- ers of the Confederate
Congress and by their most prominent
sympathizer in tho North at that tim-e-
Senator Voorhees. In the House the
conduct of the conspirators, or thoso
who took the most conspicuous part,
has been scandalous. Some of them
have played the role of the bully and the
blackguard, while others have been sim-
ply noisy and puerile in their efforts to
waste the time of tho House. The ques-
tion of a quorum has been raised nearly
every morning, and, under the cover of
amending the record, harangues of near-
ly an hour's length havo been delivered
for no other purpose than to prevent tho
majority from taking up, considering
and disposing of important public meas-
ures, with which the Speaker's desk is
loaded. There are bills of the utmost
importance there awaiting the action of
the House. Among the measures are
that prohibiting the adulteration of lard,
an evil which has had much to do in
bringing about the low price of pork
products. Friday night, Enloo of Ten
nessee stopped the consideration of pen-
sion bills, Thursday Bynum insisted on
a roll-ca- ll when McCreary of Kentucky
said that it was unnecessary. That is,
the Democratic ringleaders in the Houso
have entered into a conspiracy to pre
vent the transaction of business. If all
the Republicans were present these rev
olutionary tactics could be checked moro
prpmptly than now, and as it is the Re
publicans are able to consider some im-

portant matters, but no bill of vital im
portance can be taken up and dis
posed of.

How long do these men intend to con
tinue this revolutionary course? How
long will they light to waste time and to
make the hall of the House a scene of
disturbance? What is their purpose?
Have they raised tho gonfalon of a now
Democratic rebellion in Congress to pre
vent the majority from tho exercise of
their constitutional right? If such is
tho case these men are as much in a
conspiracy to defeat the regularly con
stituted government of tho United
States as are those who seized custom
houses and turned tho guns of the
Union in Charleston harbor upon a
United States fort and the United States
Hag. These are significant words, but
when the members of a party unite in
Congress to block the wheels of legisla
tion and to prevent that body from do
ing its constitutional duties, if such
conspiracy is not rebellion against the
government, pray what is it? But they
will not succeed fully. They will waste
large sums of money and important
matters may fail, but the majority
must rally, and, with a quorum of
its own in tho House, crush
the conspiracy. The Republican Con
gress has made too good a record thus
far to permit it to bo cut short by a
class of men who are so reckless and
desperate that they have undertaken to
destroy tho constitutional prerogative
of Congress to legislate.

POPULAR ERRORS ABOUT MONEY.

One of tho leading arguments in be
half of tho free and unrestricted coinage
of silver is that the country needs a great
deal moro money for the development
of enterprises aud tho transaction of
business than it has. It is a convenient
form of capital or wealth, because it can
be exchanged for every other commodity
iu tho market if it is good money. Corn,
wheat, cattlo and labor aro more useful
values, but labor may not be able to take
cattle or corn in exchange for service,
for tho reason that it may not bo able to
turn cattle into food for the table or fur
niture for the house. But when labor
receives its return in money, which is a
general medium of exchange and meas-
ure of values, it can purchase tho arti
cles it most needs. If tho man who
buys a farm could pay for it in a
certain number of cattle each year,
ho would have no need for
money, but the man who sells a farm
will not take cattlo because he cannot
turn them into the things he wants. Ho
cannot invest cattle or turn them into
other enterprises as he can money.
Money is needed in devoloping a new
country or new industries because it can
be exchanged for all that is needed.
But except as an abuudauce of money
gets into circulation by stimulating spec
ulation and creating new enterprises, it
can bo of no uso to the people in general.
There have been seasons during which
money was a drug in tho banks, and yet
they were seasons when labor was most
in need of employment., A mint of mon
ey iUvthe midst of our corn country
would) not mako a market for a bushel

fails to do in due course of time. Theso
are the reasons that impel the obstruc-
tionists in the childish course they are
now pursuing in the House They are
fearful the good work will go on until
Democracy is left without an issue, ex-

cept the copyright ono of free trade.

The death of Gen. John C. Fremont
which occurred at New York yesterday,
removes from earth one who, forty years
ago, was one of the most conspicuous
figures of tho western hemisphere. His
fame was fairly and deservedly won by
his exploring expeditions into tho great
and then unknown West, particularly in
California, and tho title of "Pathfinder"
conferred upon him in thoso days was
eminently fitting. Ho was tho first can-

But
he was defeated by James Buchanan,
and never figured prominently in poli-
tics thereafter. Politically, his career
was a disappointment to himself and his
admirers, but as an intrepid explorer
and daring leader of great expeditions
his achievements will assure him a prom-
inent page in the history of his country.

Democratic members of the Houso
who rage so furiously in public over
Speaker Reed's rules privately acknowl-
edge that they will not vote to , rescind
them should their party come into power.
This being the case, the hollowness of
their objections to tho similar improve-
ment in tho Senate becomes manifest.
If the rules aro good in tho House, and
they undoubtedly are, they will serve
equally well in tho other branch of Con-
gress. .

If the Democratic obstructionists in
Congress do not like the silver bill, the
tariff bill and the national election bill,
they may comfort themselves with the
reflection that, being in the minority,
they will not be held responsible by the
country when those measures become
law8. Oddly enough, though, they do
not seem to be deriving great satisfac-
tion from this thought.

TnE manipulation of the election of a
member of tho Council in Vincennes
under tho new law should warn people
that a good deal of instruction will be
necessary to enable intelligent people to
so mark their ballots that a Democratic
inspector may not bo able to count them
out under an extrajudicial interpreta-
tion of the law.

The Atlanta Constitution says the
national election bill, if passed, will
place a tremendous obstacle in the way
of the progress of the negro race. Queer
how anxious tho Southern Democrats
have suddenly become over tho welfare
of tho race they have tried their best to
keep down for so many generations.

THE WHITE CAP DISGRACE.

. It is high time that active measures
were being taken by the State authori-
ties to put an end to the White Cap out-
rages that have so long disgraced In-

diana. It has been amply demonstrated
that this lawless element is not to be
suppressed by tho local agencies.
Whether it be true, as asserted by some,
that the officers of the law aro in sym-
pathy, with, the law-breake- rs, or are
bound to them by political ties, or
whether honest citizens aro too greatly
terrorized to serve as witnesses, the fact
remains that tho attempt to bring the
offenders to justice by the ordinary
means lias in every case been a
failure. It is not denied, that tho
outrages and acts of lawlessness occur,
and there is good reason to believe that
the offenses are frequently of a much
moro aggravated character than is
known to tho general public. It is not
even claimed that a prevailing senti-
ment in the localities where the acts are
perpetrated favors the White Caps.
Such an assertion could not be accepted

lawlessness. Even if this were the case,
it would not alter tho duty of the State
officials, but rather make it more impera-
tive for them to take thematter in hand.

. the past dozen years.

New Albany Tribune: That there is a
necessity for a national election law for
the election of Representatives in Congress
is evident alike to its friends and enemies.
The friends of honest elections espouse such
a measure because it is necessary for the
suppression of the many kinds of frauds
that are made so often to vitiate tho ballot,
and its enemies oppose it for the very same
reason.

settlement to run the State expense six
mouths. With a recklessness little less than
criminal, our legislatures forseveral years
past have contracted debts, borrowed
money at interest with which to pay inter-
est, and largely increased our debt until
at the present time our debt reaches into
the millions. A halt should be called, and
a speedy return madu to tirst principles, bo-fo- re

ruin and bankruptcy have overtaken
us,
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"The natural order of the subject leadi us to con- -

siller in this place that provision of the Constitu-
tion which authorizes the national legislature to

regulate, in the last resort, the election of its own
members. It is in these words: The times, pUiccs

and manner of holding elections in each State
shall be prescribed by the Legislature thereof; but
the Congres may at any time by law make or alter
such regulations, except as to the places of choos-

ing Senators.9 This provision has not only been
declaimed against by those who cotulemn the Con-

stitution in the gross,bulit has becneensitredby
those who hare objected with less latitude and
greater moderation. Iam greatly mistaken, not
withstanding, if there be any other article in the ,

whole plan more completely defensible than this.
Its ropricty rests upon the evidence of thisplain
proposition: that every government ought to
contain within Itself the means of its own
preservation." Alexander Hamilton, Federal-
ist Papers, No. 59.

Do Indiana tax-paye- rs think it good
policy to have the Stato running in debt
at the rate of $400,000 a year?

As times improve the Democratic
manipulator is not half bo certain as he
was in April that there is u Democratic
microbe in tho Fanners' Alliance.
