If all men sent
to Congress in either branch of that body
were conservative, studious and reasonable
in their dispositions every proposition
would be taken up in a business-lik- e man-
ner and disposed of with tho least possible
waste of time; but a Congress composed of
JiSO members of the House and eighty-fou- r
Senators must of necessity have in it a
very conglomerate mass of mental peculiar-
ities and almost every conceivable turn of
disposition, both mentally and physically.
This Congress, not very widely divided po-
litically, is not an exception to the rule.

When the Fifty-tir- st Congress assembled,
the Republicans, having a clear majority
in both houses, and absolnte control of
the executive, was pledged to reform the
tarilt. To compile a tariff bill which is to
become a law is not nearly eo easy a matter
as to make one for political purposes only,
as was the case . with the committee on
ways and means in the last House. It is
one thing to make buncombe and another
thing to do business. The Republicans,
however, arranged a bill in the House
committee which will become a law within
a few weeks. To revise the tariff under
the present conditions of trade and politics
was one of the most ditticult things, if
political popularity is to be considered in
p.Ly degree, that tho human mind could
conceive. The farmers of the far West are
nndoubtedly laboring under business stress
of mind, and they have formed political
combinations which 'must be considered,
along with the justice and right which is
due them. The Prohibition party and
others interested in the reform of the in-

ternal taxes aho made demands which, to
a party in majority, were serious. There
is no doubt that tue revision ox tnetarm
will increase tho popularity of tho pre-
dominant party and redound to the pop-
ularity of President Harrison's administra-
tion.

On top of the tariff question were the
manifold international questions which
came up under the pan-Americ- an congress.
It required a great deal of ingenuity and
much political self-abnecAti- on on the part
of Republican leaders to so revise the tariff
as to not conflict with the proceedings in
tho international congress. The latter had
a profitable session, and it was developed
that the work upon the tariff bill caused no
gratings on tho perfections of tho arrange- -
men is maae ior Degmning negotiations vo
open commercial relations with the Airier
ican republics to the south of us.

Next to the tarill and commercial reci
procity was the silver question. That has
just oeen uisposeu 01 in a manner wmcn
proves entirelv satisfactory to all classes
even the monometallista being thoroughly
satisfied along with the most radical free-coina- ge

advocates.
The question of fair elections has in all

parts of the country been another issue of
perplexing range which confronted the
Fifty-tir- st Congress. The adoption by tho
House of the Lod go-Row- el I bill plainly in-
dicates tho position of the Republican party
and there is very little doubt that it will
pass the Senate, either at this session or the
next, in about its present form. This is
undoubtedly the most important measure
that has ever been adopted by Congress re-
lating to the franchise of the people, not
even excepting the amendment to the Con-
stitution which gave tho negro the right of
eu 11 rage.

To amend existing laws or create new
ones to conform to the State laws, regulat-
ing the traffic of liquor in such a way as to
work no injustice to those who conscien-
tiously believe in a wide separation of
State and federal authority, and who have
large property interests in the States, and
at the same time meet the demands of Pro-
hibitionists who called upon the federal

. government to exercise its authority un-
der the interstate-commerc- e law's clause
of the Constitution, by which the States of
the country enjoy prohibition without re-
stricting federal authority was a very diff-
icult thing, and it seemed that it was
thrown upon this Congress at a time and
in a form which made it most burdensome,

. for the Supreme Court had just decided the
question in such a way as to bring down
bitter complaints from a very large portion
of good citizens. The Senate took the
load in this matter, and adopted Senator
Wilson's 'original-package- " amendment
to the interstate-commerc- e law, and the
IFnnsA Tina art nnipnfloil )i i f ainaiwlniont n a
to make it about as satisfactory as it is
possible to make it. The national educa-
tional bill came alone: for its consideration
at the hands of this Congress a question
which has been a perplexing; one in Con-
gress for many years, and which has been a
national issue for almost a decade.

Subsidies for the establishment of com-
mercial steamship lines between the
United States and South and Central Amer-
ica, and mail lines between this and other
countries arose in the preparation of three or
four appropriation bills, and have taken the
independent form of tonnage and subsidy
measures in both houses. This Congress
promises to dispose of both propositions
uefore it closes its second session, and to do it
satisfactorily to the masses of American
people. -

There were seventeen contested elections
in the House when that body met in De-
cember last and almost every one of them
was based upon a general principle, involv-
ing issues which have figured more or less in
national campaigns ever since the war.
There is not a man North or South who can
successfully contend against the iiual
action of the House in all of the cases
which have been disposed of, and those
which have been reportod upon and which
will presently receive final disposition.
There has been a great deal of politics in
the contested elections in this House. We
have established a system of signals to
guide ships at sea and to govern the
courses of interocean vessels, which many
past congresses have failed to accomplish,
and which will undoubtedly be of great
service.

The appropriation bills and several sep-
arate bills have contained provisions which
not only further protect the rights of set-
tlers on the public domain, but which will
expedite cases pending in the General

. Land Ollice and tho Interior Department
generally. The dependent pension bill hasbrought about a revolution in the Pension
Office.; It has simplilied the mode of pro-
curing pensions, and will result in helping
the Commissioner to clear the liles of pend-
ing cases within a year and place in tho
hands of a quarter of a million pensioners
evidences of the Republican party's faith
in the Union soldier and its purpose tocarry out the pledges made inlkt;o-C- l. More
has beon done by this Congress for the sol-
dier, his widow and orphans, and depend-
ent parents, than all the congresses during
the past ten years. This wan a question of
great moment, not only to the people at
large, but the two political parties, for it
contained many wheels within wheels and
conflicting demands. The result of the bill
is as satisfactory to the population of the
country as a whole as it was possible to
make it. President Harrison's approval of
every pension measure is in sharp contrast
with the record made by his immediato
predecessor.

A great many other measures of more or
e&s public interest have been adopted by

this Congress. There may not be more bills
finally passed than havo been approved by
past congreaacs, for this has not been a fics--

A HUNDRED LIVES IN PERIL.

Wild Run of a Fassencer Train While the En
gineer Strnggled with His Maniac Fireman.

Janesvillk, Wis., July 13. One hundred
passengers thundered toward death on the
Chicago & Northwestern through express,
north of this city, to-da- y, over switches
that were shut berely in timo to save the
train from destruction. Along the track
the train Hew, while others were rushed
into side-track- s' and out of danger by
frightened trainmen, who realized some-

thing to be wrong. Past depot platforms,
where people waited in wonder, the
train sped. On the floor of the locomotive
cab lay engineer Steve Hotaling, a man of
massive build, powerless in the grasp of a
maniac.

The insane man, his face blackened by
coal-dus- t, his clothing stripped almost from
his body in the life-and-dca- th struggle
and his shoulders covered with blood,
brandished a wrench which he hadclutched
from the engineer's tool-bo- x.

Both his arms were in the grasp of the
almost despairing man beneath him, but
men on the depot platform at Clyman, one
of the towns through which the train shot,
could see that he had nearly freed himself,
and that in another moment, unless some
help should come, the murderous blow of
the wrench would fall.

The maniac was engineer Hotaling's tiro-ma- n,

0. L. Hastings. Near Watertown ho
had stepped from the cab to the tender to
coal up. He did not return, and engineer
Hotaling reached back from his Beat, pulled
aside tho cab curtain and looked out. As
the curtain moved aside Hasting bonnded
in from tho tender. His face was distorted
as if in agony. He clutched the engineer
about the neck and threw him headlong to
the swaying foot-boar- d.

There the two struggled as the train
dashed on under a fall head of steam. At
one time the engineer all butdropped to the
rails beneath. The engine, left without
fresh fuel, was slowly losing steam, but
still rushed on at a rate that could mean
nothing less than a fearful tragedy at tho
first switch left unturned. As the train
swept past Clyman without stopping tho
passengers and train crew realized that
something was wrong, and a party hurried
forward.

Writhingand strugglingamong theblocks
of coal on. the tender they saw the engineer
and his maniac assailant. Hastings was
overpowered and taken to the baggage-car- .
A moment afterward he fainted. Conscious-
ness did not return until twelve hours
later. The intensely hot weather, made
more trying by the temperature of the cab.
is given as the cause of his insanity, and
there are fears that he cannot recover.
