TRADING AT CHICAGO

Heavy Speculation In Everything at a High-
er Range of Prices Hog Products Active.
CHICAGO, July 26. A large business was

transacted in wheat, and the feeling de-

veloped was nervous and unsettled.
Prices changed very frequently ana rapid-
ly, and ruled higher than the closing fig-

ures of yesterday. The opening was 340
higher than yesterday, and prices advanced
Sgo more, then declined 2C under an in-

creased pressare to sell; rallied lc, fluctu-
ated somewhat, . closed about c higher
than yesterday. There was no doubt con-
siderable realizing on the part of the
"longs," and 'shorts" were frightened and
covered freely on the advance. Some ad-
vices were received claiming that foreign-
ers were selling at New York. From the
Northwest advices were received reporting
very hot, dry weather. There was another
large day's business transacted in the corn
market, and the feeling developed was but a
continuation of that prevailing for the past
few days, and a still farther advance
was established on all futures. The influ-
ences on the market were abont the same
as noted for some time past, namely, the
continued dry weather and bad crop re-
ports, small receipts and good shipping de- -'
xnand. Trading was immense, outside
orders being numeroas and the local de-
mand was quite general, both from "shorts1
and for investment. Offerings daring the
early part of the session were small, bat
after the advance there was free realizing
by local "longs." but offerings were well
absorbed and the market acted very strong.
The signal service reported no rain of con-
sequence in the corn belt, and there was no
indication of any, bat the weather was re-
ported as cool. The West bought freeljfr to-
day, as did also New York and the Fast.
Local receipts were less than anticipated
S7C cars and for Monday 535 cars are ex-
pected. A good cash demand continued to
prevail, notwithstanding thelate sharp ad-
vance, though the inquiry was less brisk
to-da- y. Oats were active, stronger, with
prices generally higher, in sympathy with
corn. There was a large general trade in
September and tho more deferred xaturen,
bat operators were disposed to let July and
August alone. The first-name- d month, how-
ever, was easier, due to the light demand
and decline in the cash market. This also
afiected August to a moderate ex-
tent, out prices advanced lc.
The other deliveries were the
favorites, and prices advanced .lc, recededVc, again became firmer, and the close
was steady at aJ)out ontside prices. The
sentiment generally was bullish, but news
from the outside scarce. There was plenty
of good buying orders, however, which had
a good effect on values. The hog products
market attracted more thau usual attention
to-da- y, and speculative trading was quite
active, influenced by the lirmness in the
corn market. The feeljng was decidedly
strong, and a substantial advance in prices
v Rained and well maintained on all de-
scriptions of products. "Shorts" were anx-
ious to provide for their outstanding con-
tracts, especially for January delivery, and
the orders from outside parties were more
liberal than heretofore and largely on the
purchasing side of tho market. Sellers
were somewhat cautious in naming prices,
and in many cases the property was read-
ily accepted when offered at what was re-
garded as extreme figures. Fluctuation
tv ere quite wide, and trading on the part of
outside parties was rather unsatisfactory.
Trading was mainly in September. October
and January contracts, the latter attract-
ing more attention than usual and the trad-
