Twelve hundred people welcomed the
Cleveland and Brooklyn clubs to League
Park yesterday afternoon and seemed quite
glad of the chance. Boxes, grand-stand
and “bleachers” were all well filled and the
park was looking its best. The erowd
immediately took Cleveland under its
capacious wing and procecided to pull just
as hard as it knew how for the Forest City
lads. This was due possibly to two causes,

first, the fact that Gilks.')vchesn/Zimmcr ]

and Beatip are well known toe Indianapolis
base-ball patrons, and second, the sym-
patby that is invariably felt for theé under
dog in the fight. The Brooklyns are
strangers here and are near the top in
the race, while Cleveland is making an
unsuccessful struggle, and Indianapolis
knows how to sympathize with that sort of
thing in base-ball, if in nothing slse. Be-
sides it is very justly regarded as quite a
clever picce of work for a team composed
largely of young players, whose salaries
aggregate less than $20,000 for the season,
to defeat a club of veterans whose salary
list is more than double their own. To all
this was due the satisfaction felt b%the
{)ool?le as they left the grounds. Ley

ed and felt as though it was an Indian-
apolis victory.

The two highest-salaried players in the

Brooklyn elub, and, in fact, with the single
exception of John Clarkson, in the League,
are largely responsible for that team’s deo-
feat, for to Caruthers’'s wildness and Foutz's
errors is due the loss of the game. The
former failed to sustain his reputation as
either a pitcher ora bitter, but it was prob-
ably one of those off days with him with
whici all good players are afflicted now
and then. Collins played a brilliant game
at second, and the work of Smith at short,
and Pinkney at third, was first-class.
Beatin pitched a great game for Cleveland,
and the Brooklyns failed to guage him to
any advantage, though Davis rob them
of three hits by superDh catches in center,
Gilks also pulled down a coupleebat looked
good for two or three bases.

In the Pay of the FPool-Sellers.
CHicaGo, July 28, —-Ed Corrigan, proprie-
tor of the West-side Racing Park, has been
making war on the down-town pool-rooms
under the State law, which forbids the

selling of pools ountside of racing inelos-
ures. A number of raids have been made

on the city pool-rooms, with the result that
in each instance a*coustable has appeared

on the scene with great promptness with a
replevin writ, by virtue of which he has

taken possession of the pooling machines,
A cunons thing developed in that connec-
tion. The justice of the peace whom Corri-
gan emploved to issne the writs of seizure
also issued the writs of replevin, thereby
practically nullifying the former. This
justice lives several miles from the scene of
the raids, and the promptness with which
the replevin writs were issued set Corrigan
to the making of an investigation.

TO SHUT OUT THE LOTTERY.

President Harrison Likely to Soon Send ®

Message to Congress on the Subject.

W ASHINGTON, July 28.—It is understood
that President Harrison is not disposed to
let the matter of legislation ngainst the
transmission of mail-matter for lotteries
rest in its present state. If there should
be no indication of any intention on the
part of the House to act upon the bill re-
ported last week from the committee on
postoffices and post-roads, the probabilities

‘are that the President will send a message

to Congress calling attention to the neces-
sity for such legislation, and the general
pnﬂhc demand therefor. This message, if
it is prepared and forwarded as expected,
will contain a large smount of information
respecting the volume of the matter which
is transmitted to and from the lottery
through the medium of the mails. This 18
now being prepared at the Postoffice De-
f,artment. under the immediate direction of
ostmaster-general Wanamaker.

THE PRICE OF SILVER.

Effects of the Bill Already Felt by Dealers
in Silverware,
Bperial to the Indianapolis Journal.

WasHINGTON, July 28.—All Washington
dealers in silverware have been notified by
tho manufacturers that prices have been
increased 15 per ceut., owing to the rise

in silver bullion, ocecasioned by the adop-

tion of the silver coinage bill. Further no-
tice has been given by the manufacturers
that a still greater increase in prices is an-
ticipated, and they have been advised to
give orders for future delivery. It isstat-

ed at the Treasury Department that the
rice of silver bullion 18 expected to go to
1.15 per ounce within a few weeks.

Parity for silver bullion is about $1.29,
and it was stated during the discussion of
the silver bill that if there should be abso-
lute free conage, bullion wonld reach par-
ity within ninety days after the measure
became a law. At any rate, purchasers of
silverware are all paying 15 per cent. more
than they were paying thirty days since,
aud a further increase of at least 5 per cent.
is expected within the coming month.

LETS THE WESTERN TUNION 1IN,

A Provision In the Postal Telegraph Bill That
Was Obnoxious to It Stricken Out.

WASHINGTON, July 28.—At the meeting
of the Senate committee on postoflices and
post-roads to-day, the postal telegraph bill,
prepared at the Postoffice Department,
was again considered. The provisoas to
the eleventh section was stricken out. I
reads as follows:

Provided, however, that it shall not be law-
ful for the contracting telegraph company, or
companies, during the term of any coutraet pro-
vided for therein, to engage directly, or indireet-
ly, in the sale of press reports, election reports,
market quotatations, or general news, or be in-
terested in the sale of such reports, quotations
or news, by reason of the ownership, as a com-
pany of stock or bonds, or aecurities, or by, or
through any contract or arrangement with any
individual, firm, company or association engaged
in such saie. beyond the service of transmitting
such reports, quotations er newa, in the form of
telegrams at rates which shail be uniform to all
who auy send such telegrams over the lines of
the said company, or companies,

It was asserted by Dr. Green, president
of the Western Union, in his argnment be-
fore the House committee, that the proviso
presented wonld operate to shut ont his
company from the bidding for the govern-
ment business, and urun this being shown
to the committes to-day it was voted that
the proviso be stricken out.

MINOR MATTERS.

Appropriations for the Marion Home and
Burial Space at Crown Hill Eejected,
Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
WasHiNGTON, July 28,—The House to-
day, ia considering the sundry civil ap-
propriation Dbill, disagreed to the Senate
amendments making an appropriation for
an addition tothe Soldiers’ Homeat Marion,
and appropriating $30,000 to buy additional
grounds for the barial of soldiers at Crown
Hill Cemetery, near Indianapolis. The Sen-
ate will undoubtedly insist upon these
amendments, and there is little doubt that
they will stand in the bill. It is the policy
of the House to resist increases to appropri-
ation bills on the general ground of keep-
ing down the aggregate e¢xpenditures, and

the objections to these items can in no way
be considered as reilecting upon their in-
dividual merits,

Most of the recommendations of the com-
mittee on appropriations were agreed to
without much friction, the bone of conten-
tion—the Senate irrigation amendment—
being passed over until other matters were

disposed of. Mr. Cannon made a strong ef-
fort to throw into conference the Senate

amwendment increasing the appropriation
for publication of the official records of the
war of the rebellion, from £152,100 to $235, -
000, but was defeated, the House deciding
to concur—all the Democrats, with a very
few exception, and a large number of Me-
publicans voting to agree to the amend-
ment. Without disposing of all the amend-
ments, the committee of the whole rose,
and the House adjourned.

Treasury Narrowly Escapes a ‘Fire.
WasHINGTON, July 28.—New York’s big
fire last week, in the Western Union build-

ing, it was said, was caused by the crossing
of electric-light wires, and had the condi-
tions not been decidedly unfavorable, the

Treasury Department might have furnished

a large conflagration to-night from the
same canse. [t was discovered, shortly
after 11 o'clock to-night, that two wires on
the apex of the north front of the Treasury
building were borning fiercely, and an
alarm of fire was turned in. A large part
of the fire department of the city respond-
ed, but before all of the eungines had ar-
rived tiremen had cut away the wires and
extingnished the fire. No damage particu-
larly was done, but the electric lichts of
the buildings were put ont for a while.

An Electric Voting Machine.

WasninGgrox, July 28.—~The House com-
mitteec on rules to-day gave a hearing to
John T. Enos, an inventor, who seeks to
have an appropriation of 260,000 made to
defray the cost of installing his patent
electric voting machine in the House of
Representatives. Mr. Enos explained the

workings of his machine, and brought to
their attention facts to demonstrate its
probable utility and economy. He stated,
for instance, that during this session there
have ‘been over three hundred roll-
calls, each consuming thirty minntes’ time,
or an aggregate of thirty working days,
and he asserts by the use of his machine
twenty-five days could have been saved.

EYRAUD AND GABRIELLE,

Details of Their Kecent Meeting in the House
Where the Murder Was Committed.

—_—— e ———————
Paris Special to London Standard,

Eyrand and Gabrielle Bompard were con-
fronted with each other on July 8in Paris
in thé room in the Rue Troncon-Ducondray
where M. Goufie was murdered a year ago.
“The prisoners,” says one who was present,
““were brought to the hoase [n separate
cabs, under the guard of M. Goron, chief of
the detective departmeont, and of several of
his subordinates. The room where the
crime was committed had been prepared
exactly as it is sapposed to have been on
the evening of the crime, with the easy
chair placed in front of the alcove, curtains
concealing the rope and opalleys. On en-
tering the room, Eyraud was seized with
emotion, which he vainly sought to con-
ceal. He kept passing his hand over his
forehead and eyes, as if to drive away the
horrible vision which must have haunted
his brain. Gradually he gained composure,
so that a quarter of an bour later, when
Gabrielle Bompard was ushered in, he was
quite calm.

“The woman wae in & very excited con-
dition. On catching sight of Eyraud she
shrank away and turned her back to him,
saying several times: ‘Il will not look at

that man.” On the request of M. Doptiner,
the examining magistrate, Eyraud pro-
ceeded, in a calm voice, to explain how the
crime was committed. He said:

*“*]1 have promised to tell the truth, and I
will tell the whole trutlh. 1 know what is
I regret to be obliged to
charge my former mistress. [Turning tow-
ard Gabrielle Bompard, who refused to
look at him.] When Gouffe had been in-
vited to come in, Gabrielle Bompard got
him to sit down on the easy chair you see
there. Then she placed herscif on bis
kuees, I was concealed behind the curtain
ready to intervene at the opportune mo-
ment. Soon Gabrielle untied the cordeliere
(silk cord) she wore round her waist and
playfully placed itin a noose ronnd the
sherifi"s ofticer’s neck. Gouffe had no sort
of suspicion. Gabrielle Bompard, resting
her head lovingly oun Gouife’'s shonlder,
placed behind his head the end of the
cordeliere in the swivel attached to the end
of the cord. 1 pulled vigorously, the pulley
acted well, and Gouffe was hanged. He
died gquickly.’ :

“M. Doptter—Then yon did not strangle
Goufle with your hands?

e Z]yrami (calmly)—No; I hanged him.

“M. Dopffer—But you know marks were
found on the throat of yvour victim which
appeared to be due to the pressure of your
fingers.

“Eyraud—I assure you I did not strangle
him. The marks of which vou speak may
have been caused by the knots in the
cordeliere with which he was hanged.

“While Evraund was speaking Gabrielle
Bompard manifested great annoyance and
anzer, and even interrnpted him several
times. When Eyvrand had finished his ac-
count and she was asked to give herversion,
her anger was boundless. Turning round
she glared at Eyraud with eyes flaming
with rage, and in a voice of vncontrollable
passion she shouted: ;

“*‘You know it wasyou who killed him,
This is how it was done. I was sittingon
Goutie's knees. Eyrand put the rope round
Gonfle's neck, bnt Goutfe turning ronnd
gquickly, caught sight of Eyrand and stood
ap. Then Eyrand sprang upon him and
strangled him with his hands on the tloor.
Ab! yon want to damn me, I got yvoucaught
by giving myself up, and youn want to make
me pay dearly for that; but no! They will
not believe you.’

“Eyraud—Whether I am believed or not
noes not matter. I have told the truth., 1
do pot wish to damn yon. I regret being
obliged te speak thus against you, but I
must tell everythnng.

“I'hese words only added to the exasper-
ation of Gabrielle, who, foaming with rage
kept repeating ‘No! no! it was you who did
everything.” Asked by Mr. Dopfier to ex-
plain what, in that case, she was doing all
the time, the woman replied, ‘“Why, I stood
in a corner with my back turned in order
not to see.” Neither of the prisoners would
admit that the version of the other was
correct.

“To-day Gabrielle Bompard is still in an
excited condition. The murder was evi-
dently cleverly premeditated and prepared
by both the prisoners, for even the rope
and theswivel at the end had been covered
with stuff similar to the curtains. With
the idea that their vietimn might try to save
himself by ecliuging to the curtains, the
rings by which they were hung had been
cut off and replaced by a thread. It issaid
the examining magistrate believes that
Eyrand’s version of the erime is nearer the
truth than that of Gabriclle Bompard. He
is convinced that the latter took a much
more active part than she will admit, botn
in the preparation and 1in the execution of
the erime.”

Writing at a later date, the same corre-
spondent says: “‘The extreme agitation
into which Gabrielle Bompard was thrown
by being confronted with Evraud in the
very room in which M. Gonffe was mur-
dered has resulted in her falling ill. She
was in snch a condition last night that it
was found necessary to transfer her from
the cell to the infirmary of the police sta-
tion. She was not only exasperated at
Eyraud’s declarations, bnt was 1uspired by
them with terror, as she knew that if they
are credited. or are proved correct, the fact
of her having decoyed M. Goufie to Rue
Troncon-Ducoudray, and having placed her
cordeliers round the vietim’s neck, must
seriously compromise her beyond the re-
spousibility she had assumed by her con-
fession,

“Iu speaking to the Sisters of Mercy yes-
terday, Bompard expressed regret that she
had ever placed herself in the hands of the
police, and kept repeating with ve-
that Eyraud lied. ‘He did
everything’ she said; ‘he knows he did.
As to Eyraud, he is perfectly calm. In
speaking to lhis warders, he said in refer-
ence to ﬁls being confronted with Gabrielle
Bompard: ‘I related what happened, poth-
ing more, It vvould bave been impossible
for me to master the sherifl’s ofticer if
Gabrielle Bompard had not helped me.
That woman imagines I tried to com-
promise her, but how can her situation be
made worse by what I may say?f The best
thing she can do is to confess all as [ have,’
Again yusterday Eyraud demanded wheth-
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er he mght not see the barrister who is to
defend him, and begged that the examining
magistrate wonld hasten the preliminaries
of the trial. He had. he affirmed. nothing
more that he could add concerning the
murder, so that be was at a loss to under-

stand the necessity of further delay, Dr.
Lacassagne has again examined the throat
