How to Dave Fertile Farms.
J. B. Terry, in Ohio Farmer.

Our rotation is clover' one year, tho first
crop cut lor hay, usually, and the second
left on the ground until time to plow for
potatoes the next spring (sometimes the
second crop is cut for seed aud the haulm is
returned to the field and plowed under);
potatoes the second year, followed by wheat
in the fall, without plowing the ground.
Clover-see- d, and sometimes a little timothy,
is sown on the surface about the 1st of
March, and is left to be covered by the
frost and rains. We give this clover the
best possible care, to induce a very heavy
growth to enrich the land for tho following
potatoes and wheat. This consists in part
in the use of the mower twice after harvest
to check weed growth and thicken the
clover by clipping the top, and particularly
in keeuing stock oil' at all times. Tramp-
ing and gnawing have run down more
farms in this corner of Ohio than dairying
and stock-keepin- g have ever brought up.

Notice the short rotation, only three
years, clover growing two years out of the
three (tho first year with the wheat.) The
clover goes under as soon as it gets to its
prime. I mulch the wheat in exposed or
poor places. Two years it paid well. .Last
year it didn't; but 1 shall probably continue
doing it. Last winter was exceptional
weather. Where we put straw on the
wheat it produced a large and tender
growth that was more injured by the freezes
in March than wheat not mulched. The
same was true where we top-dress-ed with
manure. Both wero a damage to the wheat,
as the weather was, although good for the
clover and the future productiveness of the
land.

We have about thirty-riv- e acres that we
rotate crops on and tho rest is permanent
but poor pasture. We keep one good cow
to supply us with milk and cream, not but-
ter. Vo buy our butter of a creamery, the
finest that can be made. There is plenty of
pasture for more cows and plenty of winter
feed, and the warmest and finest of winter
quarters, but I do not propose that my wifo
and daughters shall work every day in the
year (endless, monotonous drudgery) mak-
ing butter for our own use, thereby saving
a dollar a week. (Our butter costs about
$50 a year.) They can do better. If the
farm could not support them (which it can
do amply), 1 would find something for them
to do that paid, growing strawberries, for
example. Our sales from less than half an
acre this year were $15, i?20 and $25 a day,
aud oven 36 one day. Dairying as a busi-
ness is all right, bnt my wifo will not wear
herself out fussing with a little of it. in
which there is no profit and endleas drudg-er- v.

We depend solely on clover to keep our
farm up; if you will, add good tillage, the
return of tfio wheat straw as well ns tho
manure from what clover is made into hay.
If we had known as much about clover and
how to use it so as to make it pay twenty
years ago as wo do now, wo might have got
out of debt and had more of tho comforts
of life much soouerthan we did. We were
too crazy after stable manure; but little bv
little the wonders that could bo done with,
clover were found out.
