THE HAY-FEVER PLAGUE.

Sufferings of the Afilicted—An Association of

Patients Formed at Philadelphia.
Philadeiphia Record.

Everybody and his next-door neighbor
has heard in an indefinite way of that con-
centration of physical affliction commonly
designated as hay-fever, but ouly the privi-
lege of few who have spent the sultry
August days amid the picturesque confines
of Bethlebem, N. H., are in a position 10
know of the amonut of blended eloquence
and misery that spring from this midsum-
mer malady.

Nestling among the purple hills of Hamp-
shire, in Bethlehem village, fronting on the
main street, 18 a quaint little Methodist
chureh. Within its vine-clad walls, on the
morning of the 26th day of the present
month, there wil! assemble the half a thou-
sand delegates to the seventeenth annual
meeting of the United States Hay-fever
Association.

This yearly gathering of sneezing human-
ity may well be called “a symphony of
woe.” To be a member of this unique asso-
ciation one must be the possessor of a well-
defined attack of the fever, and at the same
time be prepared to “‘endure the thousand
aund oue remedies and cure” suggestions
which are religiously tried at every ses-
slon.

The effect of thistime-honored affliction
on the modern biped is curious, to say the
least. When the suffereris ﬁrst.introduced
to the disease he or sheindulges in the nsual
course of drugs. _

Of course their treatmentyields no relief,
and the patient naturally relapses intoa
state of “wheezing despair.” Then follows
an interval of moist handkerchiefs and in-
creased laundry bills, not_to speak of pro-
longed fits of sneezing and sleepless nights.
When this is passed the patient relapses
into a state of “watery-eyed resignation,”
and then cheerfully pays the dues and
blossoms out as 2 member in good standing
of the Hay-fever Association. .

After that life resolves itself into winters
of anticipation and summers of somber re-
alization. Every August is spent in Beth-
lebem listening to the confessions and as-
perations of other members, and ghe Te-
maining eleven months are pnt in in busy
preparation for “‘next year’s meeting.”

REVUOLT NOT REVOLUTION.

Ex-Minister Thomas H. Nelson on Argentine
Aflairs.

Terre Hante Newsa.

Colonel Nelson, who is familiar with
South American affairs, in a brief inter-
view with a News reporter this. morning,
said, in substance, that it would be a great
disaster to the cause of popular govern-
ment if the Argentine Republic, the fore-
most and most enterprising of the Spanish-
American states, should be arrested in its
magnificent career by a successful revolu-
tion. The attempted revolution seems to
be werely a revolt against the administra-
tion of President Celman rather than an
attempt to overthrow the government. No
one demands a change in the system, or
even a modification of the existing consti-
tution.

The revolt is_the result of a reaction
against the reckless financial policy and
personal favoritismn of the administration,
which is compared with the corrupt Tweed
ring of New York.

The fact is, that the government and
people have been rather too zealous and
enterprising, and undertook more than
could be accomplished. Wild speculations
became universal and all sorts ot extrava-
gant concessions were obtained from the
government, in the interests of desporate
speculators.

A collapse of the pnblic credit was inev-
itable. The crisis came when investors and
capitalists refused to advance any more
money., The revolt then followed. The
Celman administration was held responsi-
ble for all the disastrous consequences of
the ring rule,

Nevertheless, after several days of desnl-
tory fighting in the streets of Buenos Ayres,
in which only the police and the soldiers
were engaged, it appears that the govern-
ment was trinmphant and that the revelt
is practically crushea.

t is possible but not probable that Presi-
dent Celman may resign and that ex-Presi-
dent Roca will again be placed at the head
of affairs, but it 1s more than likely that
there will be an entire change in tne per-
sonnel and policy of the Cabinet and that
rational legislation will soon restore the
crippled resources and finances of the

country,

RUSSIAN EDITORS.

Independence No—_l..ougor & Feature of the
Press in the Realm of the Czar,
Blackwood’'s Magazine.

Within a very recent period—that is,
among the moree or less liberal period of
from 1860-80—the Russian journalistic press
was conducted by an able band of editors,
who,more or less regardless of consequences,
made it their business to denounce abuses,
to attack ministers and to expose corrup-
tion in all the departments of the state. In
spite of the censorship and all its machin-
ery, in spite of the surveillance exercised
by the late Count Tolstoi over the whole
production of Russian opinion and thought,
in spite of his constant desire to stitle all
manifestation of liberal publie opinion and
to imbue others with his own 1deas, in spite
of all the hindrances and obstacles of which
an account has been given, the newspaper
press of Russia during the period just men-
tioned exercised a very great iufluence,
which waas perfectly independent of the

overnment, whose acts it judged and ernt-
icised in the teeth of all the endeavors
which were made to thwart and hamper its
action. Far from its being dependent up-
on the government, the latter often saw
its hand forced by the newspaper press,
which 1t was supposed to rule despotically.

It must surely be deemed to have been
great!y to the credit of this gallant band of
editors that, hampered and worried by all
sorts of vexatious regulations as they were,
they succeeded in assisting their country so
much in the task of reorganization and re-
form. This race of editors, however, has
now completely disappeared. Katkoff was
the last of the race, and 1t is scarcely prob-
able that Russia will see another editor so
gifted as he was, who will have such pow-
erful support in the highest quarters. Dar-
ing the last six or seven years there has
been a most marked deterioration in the
tone of the newspaper press. Even the
official press bias not escaved this deterior-
ation. The two oflicial organs, the Rooski
Invalide and the Official Journal, which
used to publish leading articles, have both
decayed into mere gazeties. In a word,
the degradation of the Russian press is
complete, and, asaconsequence, the Russian
censor has, generally speaking, a compara-
tively easy time of it.

GREAT POLICE SYSTEM.

The New York Organization Superior in Many
Respects to that of Paris.
New York Correspondence Philadelphia Press.

The report is spread abroad with some
persistence that Mr. Murray, the superin-
tendent of the New York police force, in-
tends to resign. It is hardly credible. The
chances are that Tammany Hall is exceed-
inglv anxious to have Murray resign.

‘ammany now controls the police board,
and that is something that it has not done
since the days of Tweed; but as long as Mr.
Murray is at the head of the force it will
not be yery easy for the Tammany, or any
other machine, to control the pol:cemen
during an election contest, A

Murray is really a great executive officer,
and he deserves fully the success which, in
less than twenty years, carried him from a
patrolman into the chair of the superin-
tendent. Inspector Byrnes has a widerrep-
utation than Murray, but it is no dispar-
agement of the inspector’s abilities to say
that Mr. Murray has done some wonderful
achievements in the way of ferreting out
the perpetrators of crime, and it was his
ability in this regard that brought him to
the attention of the police board at first.

The story of how he unraveled the
threads of a crime which had been eommit-
ted in a large number of snmmer homes of
wealthy people on Long Island sound, is as
exeiting and fascinating as any tale of
Vidoeq. Murray, however, unlike Byrnes,
takes no pleasure in notoriety. If there is
a weak point in the inspector’s character
it is his fondness, and, in fact bhis craving
for public fame; whereas, Mr, Murray is al-
most shrinking, and really shows timidity
at times about the publication of his name
in connection with any police affair of
great importance,

Together Murray and Byrnes have
brought the police force of New York to a
very high degree of discipline. The theory
of each of them is that the best way to
stop crime is to prevent it, and since they
have been in their respective oflices no
great crime requiring patience and malice
ag‘:rethought has been commitied in this
city.

They have established what is called a
dead-line in the lower part of town, and
over that line no professional criminal dares
go unless he has received the consent of
ope or the other of them.

It is so perfect
that, when a few months ago a murder was
committed 1n New' Haven, Byrnes laid his
hand upon the murderer within two hours
after his arrival in New York, because this
murderer’s mistress wasalsoone of Byrnes’s
spies, who had revealed to the great detect-
ive the eriminal. A .

THE LATE PRINCE IMPERIAL.

The Details of His Death—His Mother's De-
sire to Have Them Perverted.

I have recently had a very interesting in-
terview with an English gentleman who
was present in Zululand at ibe tune of the
death of the Prinece Imperial, and who
knew the young gentleman. well, besides
being personally acquainted with all the
details of the castastrophe. He was not
mwuch impressed by the character and man-
ners of theill-fated Prince himself, describ-
ing him to me as a very full-fledged speci-
men of the most obnoxious type of a fast
young Parisian society man. Besides
which, he was possessed with an over-
whelming idea of his own impoftance, and
insisted always on taking command of
every expedition in which he was included.

The fatal fray in which the unfortunate
youth lost his life, owed its whole success
for the Zulus to the fact of the Prince's
party being taken by surprise. Everybody
ran away on the sudden attack of the sav-
ages, and it was owing to a broken girth
that the Prince failed to make bis escape
with the others. There were only five
Zulus concerned in the attiack, and t..he y all
belonged to one family—a father, his ti:ree
sous, and his somn-in-law. They stripp
the body of their victim, leaving nothing
Lbehind but a gold locket snspended aronnd
his neck, and which the Zulus thought con-
tained a charm.
