GREAT FIRE AT CHICAGO.

Fowler Brothers' Immense Packing Establish-
ment in Fl®mes and Others in Danger.

CHiCAGO, Sept. 28, 2:30 A. m.—It is report-
ed that Fowler Brothers’ immense packing
establishment at the stockyards, one of the
largest of the kind in the world, is in
flames, and that other houses are in danger,
A third alarm has just beensentin. Twenty
engines are now at the fire.

At 2:40 A. M. the stockyards telephone
office reported that the larger part of the
Fowler plant is undoubtedly doemed. If
this is verified it means a loss of about
£1,000,000.

8:20 A, M.—The fire is in the Anglo-Ameri-
can Packing Company’s establishment,
owned by Fowler Brothers and situ-
ated on the main street of *“Packing-
town,” everything about it being sat-
urated with grease. The fire spread
with the utmost rapidity and is now
raging fiercely. Just bpeyond the
Anglo-American are several other large
establishments, and for atime it was feared
that the fire would communicate to them.

At 3:30 the firemen say the fire will not
get beyond the main building of the Anglo-
American Company. The loss, they think,

wiil be in_aia of half a million.

M'KINLEY'S TRIUMPH,

Eight-Minute Closing Speech on the Tariff
That Captured the House.
Special to the Indianapolis Journal,
WASHINGTON, SBept. 27.—The labors of the
firat session of the Fifty-first Congress are
rapidly drawing to a close. Major McKin-
ley to-night achieved the triunmph, so far
a8 the House is concerned, for which he
has been laboring for the past nine months.
By a vote of 152 to 81, the conference report
upon the tariff bill, as presented yesterday,
was agreed to in the House amid an in-
spiring scene, The five-hour debate was
closed by the able chairman of the com-
mittee on ways and means 1n a8 ringing

speech of seveu or eight minutes, almost
every sentence being punctuated with
applause. Major McKinley said that
almost word for word the criticisms against
the bill which had been uttered by the gen-
tlemen in opposition to the report he had
previously read inextractsand translations
from European papers upon the subject of
the tanff, It was plain to be seen that
Great Britain and the Democratic party of
the United States were in unholy alliance.
He asserted that the high position attained
by the United States as the first manufact-
uring county; in the world had been se-
cured through the efforts of the policy of
the Kepublican party, and of the
Whig party, which had preceded it,

by which the American market had been
secured to the American producer. The
gentlemen on the other side, he said, vre-
ferred to tax themselves to raise the reve-
nue for the government, but himself and
his associates, who believed in the prin-
ciples of protection, preferred that the
produets of other nations seeking a market
in this country should be taxed for the
amount necessary to carry on the govern-
ment. He spoke of the proposed indus-
tries to be established and fostered by the
bill under considération, and said that vhey
would give employment to fifty thousand
men, who would become the consumers of
the products of the farms of the western
part of the country.

The Major's ringing sentences created en-
thusiasm among the Republicans on the
floor and the spectaters in the galleries,
and when the Speaker's gavel fell a round
of tumultuous applause greeted him as he
resumed his seat. The Democrats had re-
considered their determination to delay un-
necessarily the consideration of the con-
ference report, and by demanding the yeas
and nays on the motion to order the
previous question no delay occurred. This
roll-call was immediately followed b
that upon the passage of the bill
itself, with the result stated above.
With the tanil bill in its present position
adjournment of Congress is in sight. The
House, before adjourning, adopted a reso-
lation reported by the committee on ways
and means providing for aajournment at 2
o'clock on Tuesday afternoon, the 30th
instant. e

The leaders of the Senate, Republicans
and Democrats, will endeavor to expedite
consideration of the bill in that body so
as to accommodate the House in the desire
for adjournment, but yroceedings iu the
Benata!gre usually very uncertain. If any
of the Senators desire to postpone or delay
action under the rules they have the power
to do so, but the probabilities are that final
action will be taken upon the bill by Tues-
day at the furthest, and adjournment will-
follow the next day. The attitude of some
of the Northwestern Senators toward the
conference report is the subject of concern
to tnose in charge of it. Senator Paddock
still imnsists that he will vote against the
bill, and this afternoon he stated that
Messrs. Plumb, Ingalis and Pettigrew had
expressed to him their approval of the
position he had taken, and declared
their intention to support him_ in
it. This was not contirmed by those
most intimately trusted., Senator Ingalls
late this afternoon said that he had mnot
yet determined whether he wonld vote
against the bill or not. Senator Plumb is
paired with Senator Vest, but, of course, if
he decided to vote against the bill the pair
will not stand, because the position of Sen-
ator Vest to it is, of course, well krown.
But Senator Pettigrew may support Sen-
ator Paddock in his determination to op-
poss the bill, although his friends do not

elieve he will assume the responsibility of
defeating it. _

With the vractically unanimous and
hearty support given the conference report
by the Republican Representatives in the

ouse, it is believed that a suflicient num-
ber of Republican Senators cannot be
found at the time of the final test voting to
abandon the position of the Republican
party upon the tarifl gquestion and sacrifice
the results of nine months’ continuouns
labor upon the bill. The Republicans who
voted against the conference report—
Messrs, Coleman and Kelly of Kansas—did
so on account of the sugar schedule, and
the Independgnt—Mr. Featherstone of Ar-
kansas—because cotton tiea were not

placed on the free list.

TARIFF BILL ADOPTED.

Conference Report Agreed To In the House—
The Session to Close on Tuesday.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 28,—Mr. McKinley of
Ohio asked that the reading of the journal
be dispensed with in order that more time
might be accorded to the debate on the
tariff conference report, but Mr. Turner of
(Feorgia objected. The journal having been
approved, Mr, McMillin of Tennessee with-
drew his demand for the reading of the re-
port, in view of the fact that the report
was printed in the Record.

Mr. McKinley said that it was under-
stood the Republican members desired no
more than one hour for debate. He asked,
therefore, that the debate should continue
for five hours, two hours to be given to the
friends and three hours to the opponents of
the report.

Mr. McMillin protested against a limita-

tion being placed upon the discussion, but
suggested that if such a limitation was to

belm:de the hour shoald be fixed at 6
o'clock.

Mr. McKinley acquiesced in this sugges-
tion and asked for consent that the previ-
ous question be ordered at that hour. To
this Mr, McMillin objected, whereapon Mr.
McKinley gave notice that he wounld de-
mand the previous guestion at 5:30 o’clock.

Mr. McKinley explained the provision of
the.cnnfemqoo Teport, In regard to the
subject of binding-twine, he expressed his
opinion that the duty was too low; but he
indulged 1n the hope that some future Con-
gress would discover the fact and apoly
the remedy. Commenting upon the reci-
procity provision, he said: “We consented
to the reciprocity provision put into
our bill by the Senate—a ro-
vision which is perfectly well under-
stood by bnoth sides of the House.
It is a declaration that, whereasthe United
States has already made coffee and hides

expectation that we shall secure valuable
con ons from countries therefor,
in the event that these countries do not
respond to this generosity on_the of
the American Congress, the President of
the United Ntates may, by proclamation,
declare that they have furnished us rea-
sonable or just reciprocal advantages in
return for our concessions, and there-
foro the duties fixed by this Mll
shall be imposed apon ese articles.
We have accepted the amendment,
known as the ‘Aldrich amendment,’
and we indulge the hope that in accordance
with the expectation and belief of so many
distinguished men all over the countr
this will enable us to open up great fields
for the products of onr farms, We have
accepted this amendment in the hope that
such a result will be fully realized.

VIEWS OF THE MINORITY.

Mr. Flower of New York characterized
the measure as a cyclone bill. The poiat
of the bill was to so arrange it that there
should be no trade between the United
States and foreign countries. It would en-

able the manufacturers to combine and
fleece the people, while the farmers would

fail to find relief. Referring to the

snl?oct of binding-twine, bhe said that
while gentlemen wounld expatiate in the
West upon the provision as being in favor
of the farmers of the West, it would ruin
three hundred thousand workmen in New
York and New Eagland.

Mr. Cummings of New York declared that
the doctrine of American protection was
the most pernicious that had ever per-
meated the American people. Thisbill was
not protection to industry; but was dep-
rivation of markets, It was self-destroy-
mg. But the whistle of this tariti loco-
motive was oeruminF; gagged and bound,
he was still an unwilling passenger on this
cangressional limited marauding McKinley
train. The down-cast engineer' of
this Juggernaut express had thrown
the throttle open; she Illinois stoker
was shoveling in the coal; the Buckeye
conductor was punching the tickets, and
the protection hoodlums were filling the
air with wild hurrahs. The train was near-
ing the turn where it wounld certainly jnmp
the track.

The debate was further continned by
Messrs. Tuarner, Herbert, Fitch, Covert,
Hitt, Peters, Sweney, Dolliver, Wilkinson,
Coleman, Crain, Cutcheon, Candler,Evans,
Gear, Morse, Lind and Dingldy.

Mr, McMillin of Tennessee said that the
House had now reached the final act when
it was about to impose the greatest burden
ever apon the people of the
United States. The ouse conferrees
were wreckin the interests of the
country. The House conferrees had yielded
to commas, semicolons and parentheses, and
the Senate had ruled the rest. The bill, as
agreed to, increased by one dollar the tax
paid by every Csuecasian, bpegro, man,
woman and ebild in the land. Referring to
the reciprocity amendment, he declared
that the reciprocity provision of the bill
was & cowardly surrender of the highest
prerogative of the House. The bill gave
the President power not exercised by the
Czar of Russia. He appealed from the ma-
jority of the House to the people, who made

and unmade Congresses. |Avplause on the

M’'KINLEY’S CLOSING SPEECH.

Mr. McKinley then took the floor to make
the closing speech 1n advocacy of the bill.
It was not, he said, a bill of retaliation or a
bill of diplomacy; it was a bill for the peo-
ple of the United States, to supply them
with the necessary revenue to meet the cur-
rent expenses. The committee had so dis-
criminated in the adiustment of the tarifi

as to g1ve protection to our people, defense
to their industries and a cowmpensation to
make up the difierence between the prices
paid labor in Europe and prices paid labor
in the United States. [Kepublican
applause.] For it was the pride of
the country that it pai more
and better wages to its workingmen than
were paid anywhere e¢lse on the face of
God’s earth. [Applause on the Republican
side.] And it was enabled to do it because
the Republican party, and the old Whig

arty before it, had giveun its promise that
t would impose a_ tariff on products that
came into competition with our own labor,
our own soil, or our own crops,

The future alone wonld vindicate or con-
demn this bill. The mere words of the gen-
tleman from Tennessee, or of other gentle-
men, were
