THE FENIAN BROTHERHOOD,

Eecrecy Clanse of the Constitution Abolished—
To Be an Open Organization Hereafter.

—— - ———— -

New Yorg, Oct. 22.—The biennial con-

vention of the Fenian Brotherhood was
brought to a close at Paterson, N. J., last
night, The session has lasted three days.
More than two hundred delegates were
“present, representing all sections of the
United States. Mr. George Smith presided,
and Mesars. H. James Barrett and John
Delebanty were chosen secretaries. By far
the most important action of the conven-
tion was the unanimous indorsement of s
recommendation of the geperal secretary
abolishing the secrecy clause of the organ-
ization. Hereafter all transactions of the
Brotherhood will be open, and the public
will be free to attend all meetin In his
report the general secretary attributed the
disruptions and disasters to the Irish organ-
izations during the past two years to the
fact that men with selfish and personal
ends to attain had, through the misnse of
the secrecy clause in the constitution,
forced themselves into power. There was

no dissenting voice W the resoluotion
‘was put to vote. A special committee was
appointed on the future of the organiza-
tion, and in their ugort recommended that
the Fenian Brotherhood lereafter be an
open organization, and that mill and
naval companies bo organized, and that 90
per cent. of the receipts may be devoted to
this purpose. The companies are to be
known as the Fenian Voluoteers, and will
be held in readiness to assist the United
States in case of foreign war. The follow-
ing council was elected: George Smith,
chairman; Captain Driscoll, Jobn Dowling,
Francis Rea, B. O’Hare, Thomas Sampson,
E. W. Hallen, James Barrett and Roderick
J. Ryan. John Murphy was re-elected
treasurer.

EXPRESS RATES TO BE HIGHER.

An Increase to Be Made Throughout the Coun-
try, to Take Effect Nov. L

e

NEw Yorx, Oct. 22.—A meeting of the
principal oflicers of the different express
companies took place Monday afternoon at
the offices of the American Express Com-
pany in this city, and it waa decided to in-
crease the tariff on freight, the increase to
go into effect Nov. 1. Yesterday it became
publie that rates are to be advanced to and

from all secaboard’points, and that a meet-
ing of the superintendents of the tariff de-
partments of all the express companies will
take place in Chicago Tharsday, Oect. 30, to
make arrangements for the coming ad-
vance, which will be made on the basis of
the rate between New York and Chicago.
This rate is now guoted at $2 per 100 pounds,
and by the coming arrangement, it is un-
stood, 1t will be jucreased to $2.50, This
will, according to report, be the maximum
increase betweer all points west of Buffalo
aud Pittsburg. General Superintendent
Hancock said yesterday that the so-called
advance in rates was really no advance at
all. Kates, he said, were lowered some
time ago in the hope of an inerease of busi-
ness, but the expected increase did not
come and therefore a return has been made
to the old rates.

COLLISION IN A TUNNEL.

Six Lives Lost and Several Persons Injured on
the Cincinnati Southern Railway,

CincinnNaTi, Oct. 22.—A disastrous collis-
ion occurred at 4:40 o’clock this morning on
the Cincinnati Southern railway in a tan-
nel a quarter of a mile north of Sloan’s
Valley station. The trains involved were
freight No. 22, north bound, and passenger
No. 5, south bound. No. 5leaves Cincin-
nati at 8 p. M. Another passenger train
leaves Cincinnati an hour earlier. They
were held at Somerset, Ky., two hours or
more on account of & freight wreck which
occurred south of that place last night.
When the track was clear the foremost Cin-
cinnati train started out from BSomerset
first and met and passed safely a north-
bound train. Then at & safe distance be-
hind it the fated No. 5 started out. Freight
train No. 22 north bound, was side-tracked
at Sloan’s Valley. When the first Cinein-
nati train passed south the crew of the
freight appear to have overlooked the fact
that No. 5 was to follow and they pulled out
and started northward. Less than a quar-
terof a mile away they entered a tunnel
which is one-sixth of a mile long.

In the most hopeldss place that trainmen
ever met death, the engines of the two

trains dashed into each other, and the cars
following jammed into each otherin a maes.

Then came the added horror of fire. Six
persons were killed or burned, as fellows:

The injured are: Engineer Pat Taylor,
Somerset, Ky., severe; postal clerk J. G.
Gayle, Cincinnati, severe; baggage master
John R: Long, Newport, Ky., severe. Pas-
sengers: W. D. Wheeler, New Orleans, in
charqs of a musenm freak known as “Wild
Rose,” both slightly injured; Miss Olhe
Getty, Dayton, Tenn., slight; Arch Murphy,
Madison couunty, Indiava, slightly. The

assengers were all able to walk over the
Elll to the train and to resume their journey.

The burning of the trains in the tunnel
rendered it impossible to clear the track as
readily as it could be done in open ground,
the smoke and beat preventing men from
entering. Transfers will be madguntil the
tonnel can be cleared. Ed Ruflner, the
messenger of the United States Express
Company, who was killed, was married and
lived at Bond Hill, near this city. Both
mail agents also reside here. Doegen leaves
a large family. »

Another dispatch says that the initial
cause of the collision was a wreck, which
ocourred last night at Elihu Station, two
miles below Somerset. A mixed train was
stopping to leave a car, and bad not yet got

into motion when a freight eame up in the
rear and struck the rear car, causing a seri-
ous wrock. Young Mr, Payne, a commer-
cial traveler for the firm of Pierson &
Clark, Lexington, Ky., had both legs
crushed, and has since died. The delay to
the passenger trains by this wreck caused
the mistake of the engineer and conduetor
of the freight train, No. 22, by which the
tunnel collision occurred. ‘ortunately,
the passenger train had not emtirely gone
into the tunnel when the crash came, and
so the three sieepers which did not leave
the track served as a means of escape for
the passengers, These sleepers were de-
tached and drawn away from the bupnin
train, but the baggage car, mail car an3
two coaches were burned. General Mana-
ger Carroll left here this morning for the
scene to personally direct whatever is
necessary to be done.

J. P. Gayle, the postal clerk, and George
Long, the baggage-master, both of the pas-
senger train, arrived here at 10 o’clock to-
night. Gayle's injuries are to his legs, and
they are not serious. Long's injuries are
cuts, bruises and burns about the head,
arms and legs, and there are fears of in-
ternal injuries in his case. Gayle wastaken
to his home in Walnut Hills and Long was
removed to the hospital.

STORY OF THE EXPRESS MESSENGER.

The best story of the accident and the at-
tendant scenes is told by Mr. J. D. Brenner,
the messenger of the United States Express
Compauny, who eame in on the train which
arrived after i0o’clook to-night. Mr. Bren-
ner's story is that a freight wreck last
night, at Elihu. two males south of Somer-
set, Ky., kept back south-bound passenger
traine Nos. 9 and 5 for over two
hours, at Sowerset, aud caused
north-bound freight train No. 2
to make a long wait at Sloan’s Valley, a
station a foew hundred yards south of the
fatal tunnel, which is known as tunnel No.
5. The instructions to train No. 22 were to
wait at Sloan’s Valley till passenger (raing
No. 9 and No. 5 passed. The wait was a
long one. The crew of No. 22 all went to
sleep. John Pimlott, the engineer, waked
in time to see that passenger train No. 9 had
just gone by. He assumed it was No. 5
and deeming the road clear went on. Tun-
nel No. 5 is hlaed with wood, and is about
900 feet long. Its mouthentrance 1scurved
and the north approach to it is one of the
stecpest grades on the road, and it is also
curved. Down this steep grade thundered
the fated passenger train No. 5, with its
train of five cars and fifty pas-
sengers. First after the locomo-
tive was the mail ecar, next the
combined express and bagg:uge-car, then in
sgccrsolon the smoker, the ladies’ car and
the Pullman sleeper. Within a hundred
feet of the mouth of the tunnel the crash
came, The Pullman car of the passenger
train was outside the tannel. Omly the
Pullman and the ladies’ cars were saved,
gamngon and train men pushing them

ack up the track. A few of the
freight cars were  detached and
rolled out down the grade through
the south end of the tunnel. All the others
were destroyed and several bodies ware
burned to ashes in that tiery furnace. The
flames started in & few moments after the
collision, and the wood-work of the tun-
nel caught fire and is muaking the night
lurid at this writing.

DEED OF HEROISM.

Here is a story of heroismn that has not

been told. The hero’'s name express mes-
senger Brenner had forgotten, but he was
@ntil recently a station-agent of the rail-
road at Somerset, Ky. Well, thia brave
man  heard the - cries of George
Long in the bagg:ge CAr., Beizing
an ax, he & hole in e side of the car
and drew him ont from under a
pile of trunks and boxes. In the express
compartment of the same car the voice of
E. P. Rufiner, the express messenger of the
United States Express Company, was
heard. Our hero, scorched with the ap-
proachingnﬂsmu. cut a hole in the side of
the ear, uffner was walking about there

unecathed, but in & death prison. The

brave reacuer, ready to sacrifice his own
life in the effort to save another, kept
on cutting away with his axe, his
own eclothing singed by the fire,
the hot air consuming his strength and his
blows growing feebler at every stroke.
Rufiner, doomed in his prison, shouted to
him to go away. “Save yourself while ou
can,” he said. “I am Ed P. Rufiner, of Cin-
cinnati. My homeisat No. 410 West Fourth
street. Go and tell my family good-bye.
Tell them you did all a man could do to
save my life. Now don’t stay here a sec-
ond longer. (io, or you will burn up with
the rest of us.” The unnamed hero stag-
gered out, and reaching the open air fell

down exhausted.

L'he escape of tal clerk J. G. Gayle
was wonderful. He says: “l had waked
Doegen at Burnside and it seemed to me
that the ecrash came immediately after-
ward., I wasin the front end of the car.
I never heard a word or a moan from
Doegen, When I found myself on the
front platformm next to what [ supposed
was the tender, ] worked myself down
under the car and crawled in the other di-
rection and kepton, now to the right,
now to the left, mow up and now
down, tiil I saw light, and then I
strn%gled for dear life and came
to whero assistance was rendered me. My
escape is a mystery to myself. Rescuers
went into the tunnel and got brakeman J.

Montgomery, and brought him to a safe
place, laid him against the side of the tun-
nel while theyrwent back and got engineer
Pat Taylor. They carried Taylor clear out
of the tunnel, and then went back for
Monlgomery. but the flames cut them off
and they had to retreat and leave the poor
fellow to a fiery death.”

The freight engine was a big mogul, and
the passengerengine was one of the heavieat
and swiftest, Ont of the south end of the
tunnel at Somerset, to-night, smoke was
pouring 1n degse volumes that obscured
the view of it entirely. The. north
end of the tunnel was a mass
of flames. The wooden lining bhad
burned out of it and the shale above was
drogping down. Itis believed that noth-
ing but ashes will ever be found of those
that perished inside the tunnel. A negro
to-dﬂﬁ. in raking among the ashes near the
mouth of the tunovel found what some sup-
posed might be a fragment of a human
skull. It will be several days before the
tunnel can be explored.

Charged with Neglect.
Ju~nctioNn Ciry, Ky., Oct. 22—Forty-
three passengers, delayed on the trainson
the Cincinnati Sonthern railroad, held a

meeting here to-day, and sent outa state-
ment and resolutions to the Associated
Press savagely charging the officials of the
Southern railway with neglect.

BACKED INTO A FREIGHT.

Two Persons Killed and a Large Number
Badly Hurf Near Birmingham, Ala.

BirRMINGHAM, Ala., Oct. 22.—A passenger
train on the Kansas City, Memphis &
Birmingham railroad, which left here at 9
o'elock last night, west-bound, went out,
leaving the sleeper avd conductor in the
station, Discovering that fact six miles
out of town, the engineer began backing
into Birmingham. At Thomas Furnace,
three miles out of the city., the backing
train met an out-going freight, and there
was a terrible collision. One passenger in
the rear coach was killed and a large num-

ber wounded, The injured were brought
to Birmingham and are at the wvarious

hotels. The dead are:

The collision is now said to have occurred
in this manner: The Kansas City passenger
train, due to leave at 9 . M., was an
hour late, owing to a wait for the Georgia
Pacific train. The sleeper for the Kansas
City train had not besn attached, but when

the Georgia Pacitic train arrived, the depot
master signaled the Kansas City train to

et out of the way. The conductor of the

ansas City train was on the sleeper, but
the engineer, John Russell, understood the
depot master’s signal to go ahead and pualled
out for Memphis. He arrived at Ensley
City before he discovered that he had lett
behind the sleeper and Conductor Popham,
and withont hesitation immediately started
back to Birmingham at forty miles an hour.
The train had not gone half a mile, when,
ronnding a curve, it was crashed into by an
out-going freight train. The coachesof the
roturn?ng passenger train were telescoped
in a frightful manner. Fireman Kilfian was
not ou the engine, but was in a passenger
coach eén route to America, Miss., where he
was to be married to-morrow,

RAN INTO A SLEEPER.

Nine Persons Injured, One Fatally, in a Wreck
Near Kansas Cirty,

Kaxsas Ciry, Mo., Oct. 22.—A serious
tail-end wreck occurred this morning, at
7:30 o’clock, on the Union Pacific railroad,
one mile and a half west of Armourdale, a
suburb of this city, in which nine persons
were seriously injured, and the engineer of
the Rock Island train fatally hurt. The
Rock Island uses the Union Pacific track

into the city. Aneast-bound freight, which
leaves the depot before the Union Pacific

passenger train, was delayed near thescene
of the accident this morning, and, as there

was a very heavy fog, placed torpedoes on

The passenger engineer, warned by the tor-
pedoes, stopped his train, and, beforea tlag-
man could be sent back to warn the east-
bound Rock Island train, which was follow-
ing, the Rock Island train crashed into the
“Wathena,” the Pullman sleeping car of
the Union Pacifie train. The Rock Island
engine was wrecked, and the engineer was
buried under the debris. The fireman
jumped and saved his life, but reeceived
savere bruises, The damage is estimated at
$60.000, l-‘ollowiniaro the ipjured:

St. Louis Colored People Object to Naming One
of Their Schools** Winfield Scott Hancock.”

8t. Lovis, Mo., Oct. 2.—For years the
colored schools of St. Louis have been
known by numbers, while all the other
schoals are named. The school board re-

cently decided to name the eleven colored
schools. The name selected for one of the
schools is Winfield Scott Hancock, and this
selection has stirred up indignation that
has assumed such proportions in organiza-

tion that it is most likely the name will
have to be chan in deference to_ the
wishes of the people patronizing the school.
Formal protest has been made. The leader
of the agitation thus states the cause of the
protest: ‘‘The eolored man bas nothing to
be thankful to Hancock for, and has one
great wrong to remember which was in-
flicted by him. When General Hancock
was in command of the mlitary depart-
ment of Louisiana he issued an order
prohibiting mnegroes from riding on the
street-cars. It was a gratuitous insult of-
fered to the entire race, and one that never
can be forgotten. Why should a colored
school be nawed for a man who did not be-
lieve the colored people should be allowed
even such a bare privilege as a seat in a
street-car? If the n_smin% of the colored
schools of 8t. Louis is to be utilized as a
means of perpetuating the memories of
great men who have helped the negro race
the selection of General Hancock’s name is
the veriest farce. I also believe that Gen.
Hancock’s family wounld seriously object to
a negro school being named for the General.
They would not appreciate the honor 1u the
least. ] was 80 certain of this that, know-
ing the Haneock family had many friends
in 8t. Lonis, I made a point of looking them
up and asking their views upon the subject.
