REFUSED TO GIVE A NEW BOND.

Pension Agent at Pittsburg to Be Dismissed
for Not Complying with the Law,
WasnixGgroy, Oct. 22.—A new pension
agent at Pittsburg, Pa., will probably be
appointed by the President to-morrow.
The appropriation act for the payvment of
invalid and other pensious for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 1891, provided, among
other things, “‘any peunsion agent may
designate and authorize a clerk to sign the
name of the pension agent to official

checks,” and that the official bond given
by the principal of the office shall be held

to cover and apply to the case of the person
appointed to act in his place in such case,
and thata new bond shall be required from
all pension agents now in office. The ques-
tion as to whether this act is intended to
" apply to all agents or only to such as see
fit to avail themselves of the provisions of
this act was referred to the Assistant At-
torney-general of the Interior Department,
who held the opinioa that the provision
referred to is mandatory, and that all pen-
sion agents now in office are by it required
to give anew bond. In reply to a second
request for a new bond from Mr. W. H.
Barclay, the pension agent at Pittsburg,
‘the Commissioner of Pensions has received
the following telegram:

Replying to your telegram of the 16th, I call
our attention to the fact, that in September I
nformed you that [ declined to execute a new
bond, and I now renew that decision,

W. H. BARCLAY.

In speaking of the matter to-day, Secre-

tary Noble said that the department would
have been glad to have retained Mr. Bar-
clay, particnlarly as he was an old soldier,
but his absolute refusal to comply with the
law left the departmeunt no recourse but to
appoint some one who would comply with
the law, There was no politics in the mat-
ter. The Secretary had understood, some
time ago, that Mr. Barclay was running for
a State oftice, bus that matter had never
been brought to his attention or considered
as a cause for removal. Mr. Barclay had
refused to comply with the law, hence his
dismissal, which will probably be an-
nounced very soon.

HBRITAIN'S EMBARGO ON OUR CATTLE.

Secretary Busk Encouraged in His Efforts
to Have the Restrictions Removed.

WasHINGTON, Oect., 22.—Secretary Rusk
said to a reporter to-day that he was re-
ceiving encouraging reports of progress
from Mr. George Sanders, his special agent
in Gpeat Britain, relative to the removal of
the British restrictions upon the importa-
tion of American live stock. In a recent
report to the Secretary, Mr. Sanders in-
closes excerpts from the British journals,
which give, among other things, the de-
tails of the embargo recently placed npon

a shipment of Canadian cattle to Scotland.
The Secretary said this English account of

the incident confirms what he has always
contended, namely, the difficulty of de-
ding absolutely upon a single diagnosis

in order to determine whether symptows of
disease indicate the contagious or non-con-
tagious pleuro pneamonia. It was
on this ground that the Secre-
tary concluded to gdopt the present
R_hn of co-inspection by representatives of
isown department with the British in-
spectors. The Secretary also said that he
thought the action of the British anthori-
ties in the Dundee case rather justified the
inference that the restrictions imposed and
maintained on American ecattle by the
British government are due less to any
spirit of unfriendliness, which might lead
to discriminations against the United
States, than to a positive fear lest through
any lack of official vigilance danger to
British cattle might ensue, and this natur-
ally leads him to the conclusion that com-
paratively little difficulty will be experi-
enced in securing the removal of any re-
strictions discriminating between American
and Canadian cattle just as soon as the
British autborities can be thoroughly con-
vinced of the immunity which Ameriean
cattle now enjoy from contagious pleuro-
puneumonia, and of the amvle powers vested
in the Secretary of Agriculture to control

and eradicate it should any outbreak occur’

in the future. The Secretary feels highly
encouraged at the presentstate of bisefiorta
totﬂremovo restrictions upon American
cattie.

MINOR MATTERS.

Possibilities of Nickel Alloy in Naval Con-
struction to Be Examined Into More Fally.
WasHINGTON, Oect. 22.—The chief of the
Orduance Burean of the Navy Department
is giving his attention at present to the
procurement of the nickel ore, or matte, for
which Congress appropriated a million dol-
lars. Representatives of the firms which
deal largely in this ore and metal have
been in communication with the depart-
ment, and to ascertain the exact capacity

of our domwest.c nickel works several com-
petent steel experts have been sent by the
degartr‘nent to various parts of the country.
Chief Folger, of the Orduance Bureau, in-
tends to ascertain the {)ossibilitiaa of the
alloy of steel and nickel in other branches
of naval construction, as well as in the
manufacture of armor plate, in 4which it
has already shown such croditaf)le quali-
ties, so that he is preparing to have made
at the Washington navy-yard a series of
tests which will inelude proof trials of
projectiles made from the new alloy, as well
as the usual tests of elasticity, breaking
strength, ductibility, ete.

Will Pay for Silver in Small Notes.
WasHINGTON, Oct. 22.—Treasurer Huston
said to-day that he expected to have ready

for issue by the 1st proximo a large supply
~of one, two and five-dollar Treasnry notes?
and that they will be issued in the purchase
of silver bullion, in order to meet, as far as

possible, the present demand for notes of
small denominations. These payments have
heretofore been made in ten, one hundred
and one thousand-dollar notes, principally
in the lsrggr deuominations. This was
necessary bfcaase of the lack of time to
print a saflicier i number of the small notes
to meet the parchases.

An Episcopal Bishop Who Thinks One Mar-
ried Preacher Worth Four Single Ones.

PITTSBURG, Pa., Oct. 22.—The missionary
council of the Protestant Episcopal Church
continued its session to-day. The subiject
in the morning was foreign missions and
Mexico. Addresses were made by Bishop
Scarborough, of New Jersey; Bishop Whit-

aker, of Penusylvania; James H. Potts, of
New York, and Revs. Thompson, Graves
and Miss Sybil Carter, missionaries to
China. The speakers were of the opinion
that it was not money that was needed in
China, but teachers. Bishop Gilbert, of
Minnesota, then read the report of the com-
mittee, to which the report of the board of

managers had been referred yestsrday.
The committee emphasized the paramount
importance of the work among the colored

ople, It commended the work of Rev.

avid Goddon in Mexico and expressed the
hope that the house of bishops would, at
their next meeting, elect a missionar
bishop of Japan. The Woman’s Auxil-
iary Board was commended for its conse-
erated enthusiasm. The great necessity of
increasing the missionary bishops’ fund
was emphasized, inasmuch as the fund is
now sufficient to render independent only
eight of the fourteen bishoprics. It was
also recommended that the contribautions
of the church for missions should not be
less than £500,000 for the ensuing year.

The venerable Bishop Pierce, of Arkan-
sas, complained of lack of support br the
Board of Missions in his work in Indian
Territory. A number of Wesatern ministers,
while discussing the w vk among Indians,
made & strong appeal for money.

Bmhog Tuttle, of Missouri, offered a reso-
lution that the board of managers should
take action on the matter of caring for sa-
verannuated ministers, Bishop Tuttle, in
his speech preceding the resolution, made
the following remarks: I womld have
every minister and every bishop married.
A married man is worth four single ones to
thechurch.”

Disciples of Christ.

DEs Moixes, Ia., Oct. 22.—In the national
convention of the Disciples of Christ, to-
day, the report of the board of management
showed increased zeal in the church for
foreign missions, During the year

7,750 was received and expended. In
foreign lands there are connected with the

church 2.360 communicants, 8,126 Sunday-
school pupils and 757 in day-schools. This
afternoon the Home Missionary Societ

CAMBRIDGE UITY, Ind., Oct. 22.—-To-day,
the second day of the great races, proves to
be the banner day, and, although the
weather was cold and blastering, an en-
ormous crowd greeted the greas king of the
trotting world, Nelson, and record-
breaking seemed to be the order
of the day. When the  great
Nelson appeared on the ground deafening
applause greeted him and his owner. It
was declared too cold and windy to start
tiie stalhon for a great record, but Mr.
Nelson was determined to trot him to beat
the world’s record of half a mile, and when
this was announced great excitement pre-
vailed, and all were eager fo see him go at
his best advantage. At the word, he
bounded off a like flash and passed
the first-quarter post in 3214 seconds, and
cleared the wire from the quarter in 30%
seconds, making the half in 1:03, the fastest
half mile in the world. Great was the ex-
citement that prevailed. Nelson, the
owner, and the expectant people were over-
joyed at the great mark.

When the driver and horse returned
to the judges’ stand to hear
the decision a fine floral offering
in imitation of & horse-collar was
presented to the owper in behalf of the as-
sociation. The design was made of the
finest roses, and the following, in blue im-
mortelles, at the base, ‘“Nelson, 2:103..” Rob-
ert Aull, of St. Louis, presentea the gift
with a neat speech, in which he compli-
mented Mr. Nelson on the great
work of his horse in making
his record, and expressed his wish, with
that of the association, that Nelson would
have to wear only such collars, that he
was the greatest horse in the world, king

o'er all, and that he had secured his mark
over the fastest track in the West.

The applause following this speech was
deafening, and the great horse, with the
beauntiful collar ahout his neck, seemed to
know and appreciate the gift, and pranced
off down the track, enthusiasm ran wild.
(Geo. Bronson, secretary, also presented him
with a fine blanket.

The meeting between the magnates and
players was a stormy one, but they all sur-
vived to fight one another again. Allen
W. Thurman was in the chair. In looking
about over his committee he espied the
three players, whose presence was destined
to block all the proceedings which might
have been taken for the salvation of the
base-ball ecause. Mr. Thurman declined to
¢all the conference to order until the three
players had left the room. Al Johnson,
chairman of the Players' League commit-
tee, attempted to explain the presence of
the three players. He said he had been in-
structed to present a communication stat-
ing that the original committee of three of
the Players’ League had been increased to
six. e held that to be ually represent-
ed 1n a conference where there were three
National men and three Association men,
the Players’ League should have six repre-
sentatives. Unless they had that number
they did not feel like conferring with the
other committees. A hot discussion then
ensued. 1t was held on the other side that
as the committee had adjonrned on Oct. 9
with but nine men, it should again convene
with that number. The proposition of the
Playvers’ League could not be considered
until the conference of nine had assembled.

Mr. Johnson acknowledged that this
wonld be the vroper thing to do. The three
players retired and the conference was
called together., The communication from
the Players’ League was then read by the
chairman. It stated that three addi-
tional members had been selected to look
out for the interests of the Players’ League,
and asked that they be admitted to this
conference. Mr. Johnson moved that the
new members be accepted, but this motion
was defeated by a vote of six to three, the
National League and Association votin
against it. The three representatives o
the Players’ League then withdrew from
the conference and joined the. three ex-
cluded players. They were quite emphatic
in their statements that the conference was
at an end, for they would not confer unless
the players were given a hearing. The con-
ference then adjourned subject to the call
of the president. 1 A '

* President Thurman, in maintaining his
position, said: ‘“When the conference com-
mittee was organized I understood that it
represented three separate associations,
each standing upon its own merits—the
American Association by three, the Na-
tional League by three men, and the Play-
ers’ by three, and the national agreement
by nobody._ As chairman of the conference
committee I could only call the committee
of which I was chairman. If these three
men had come from any other league I
would bave ruled the same. I have acted
in no spirit of antagonism and 1 have no ill
feeling against the players.” The Players’
Leagne holds to its statement that their
people should have six representatives.

Many stories are about to-night, among
them one to the effect that certain capital-
ists of the Players’ League will soon ask
for the privilege of negotiating with the
National League to terminate the base-ball
WAar.

They Will Be Exempted from Taxation for Five

Years—Compromise with Farmers.
—_——

JACKSON, Oct. 22.—The Alliance element
of the constitutional convention scored a
notable victory to-day, and its ideas as to
taxation have become engrafted in the
Constitution. The issne was presented by
Section 5 of the report of the committee on
corporations, which touchesupon the power
to tax corporations and provide for an ex-
emption of five years 1n favor of certain en-
terprises. A number of the ablest men in
the convention advocated an exemption of
ten years as calculated to encourage the es-

tablishment of manufacturing and other
enterprises necessary to the development of
the State and es seutial toi1ts progress. Sen-
atorGeorge, Ge neral Martin, J. 3. Sexton,
President Calhoun and Judge Simrall
pleaded eloquently for the ten-year idea,
showing that the State aund its people
wonld ultimately be benefited by sncg “
ﬁolicy. The Alliance men, led by Frank

urkitt and Mr. Boyd, of Tippah county,
oppesed all exemptions, and denounced
them as outrages upon the poor and the
lowly. Mr. Jones spoke in a similar strain,
but less extravagantly.

On a test vote the no-exemption idea was
rejected by an overwhelming majority. It
was thell expected that a ten-year exemp-
tion would go through by a safe majori-
ty,. buv here the spirit of compromise
which seems to be the chart and compass o
the convention, again intervened, and a
five-year exemption was voted for, as em-
bodied in Section 5, which reads as follows:

Bection 5~The power to tax corporations and
corporation property shall never be surrendered

nor abridged Ly any contract or grant to which
the State, or any politicnl subdivision thereof,

nmay be a party, except tliat the Legislature may
make such contracts in the encouragement of
manufacturers and other new enterprises of pub-

lie utility, extending from a period notexceeding
five years, the time of such exemptions to com-
mence from date of charterof a corporation, and

of all individual enterprise from the commence-
ment of work, provid that, when the Legisla-
ture grants such exemptions for a period of tive
years or less, it shall be done by general laws,
whieh lawa shall distinetly enninerate the class
of manufacturers and other new enterprises of
publie utility that are eutitled to such exemp-
tions.

During the morning hour the convention
reconsidered its former action abolishing
the office of Lieutenant-governor, and re-
instated that office in the Constitution, at
a salary equivalent to that paid the Speak-

er of the House.

Very Little of a Substantial Nature De-
veloped in the Pettit Trial Yesterday.

——

Women on the Stand Go Over the Ground of
the Death Scene Again, and Tell Their
Impressions About the Preacher.

CRAWFORDSVILLE, Ind., Oct. 22—All the
testimony in the Pettit murder trial thus
far, except that of Dr. Yeager, has had the
flavor of gossip. The testimony of the
women only goes to show that Pettit and
Mrs. Whitehead acted very indiscreet, both
before and after the death of Mrs. Pettit,
and these unbecoming actions have un-
doubtedly been the direct cause of their
present troubles, independently of the fact
that the death of Mrs. Pettit seems to be &

mysterions affair and that she did die from
the eftects of strychnine.

Mrs. Alexander Meharry saw Mrs. Pettit
at church on Saturday evening before she

commenced to have convulsions, and she
said she was yery well, but tired. On the

trip to Lafayette, mentioned yesterday,
Mrs. Whitehead leaned her head on the
shoulder of Pettit for about a minute.
Pettit then said that he had written to his
wife to remain at South Bend until after
conference. At B. Wilson Smith’s office,
in Lafayette, Mra. Whitehead said that
Pettit wanted to get a seat by her for a
musical entertainment, and also wanted
to pay for both seats, but she
had refused to allow him to pay
for hers. On cross - examination
the witness said Mrs. Whitehead was very
fond of music and led the singing at Mr.

Pettit's church, at Shawnee Mound. On
'I‘ueadai afternoon, while Mra. Pettit was
under the intluence of chloroform, she saw
Pettit and Mrs. Whitehead consulting to-
gether at the foot of the bed, and after-
ward Mrs. Whitehead said they had con-
f}l.:mqfd to telegraph for Mrs. Ford at South
nd.

Mrs. Sophia Meredith was at Pettit's
house 1nesday morning, and also saw Mrs.
Pettit five minutes before she died on
Wednesday. She saw Pettit throw himself
on the bed and moan over the death of his
wife. Mrs. Whitehead had charge of the
funeral arrangements. On cross-examina-
tion the witness saia that Mrs. Pettit at
first refused to take chloroform because she
said she had had so much trouble when she
took it to have her testh extracted. She
was present just before death, and
did mnot notice any evidence of con-
vulsions, and did mnot see the
lower jaw drop down after death.
She saw no one cut the clothes off the boay.
Mrs. Anna E. Francis saw Pettit give his
wife what he said was oil a half hour be-
fore she died. Pettit came out of the din.
ing-room stirring 1t in a cup, and_raised
Mrs. Pettit up and said *‘Hattie, Hattie,
this is a big dose; take two or three swal-
lows.” The witness cftered to hold the cup,
but Pettit refused to let her doit. On the
cross-examination, Mr. Kumler would put
ihe guestion in such wording that it was
calculated to confuse the witness, and the
attorneys got to wrangling among them-
selves. The judge called them to order,
and told them if they had any objections
to state them, and not adviee the
court what to do. This stopped the
wrangle, and the examination proceeded.
The witness also gsve in substance the
same evidence that hasbeen given by other
ladies, in regard to the last illness of Mrs.
Pettit and incidents connected therewith.
The hot applications, on Wednesday, were
Erepared Y)y Mrs. Whitehead. Mrs. Pettit's

reathing was very irregular for nearly
two hours before she died. Those who saw
her die were Pettit, Mra. Whitehead, Mrs.
Wheeler and the witness. Mrs. Bradley
and Mrs, Ford came just before death en-
sued. The last convulsion, from which
the patient did not recover, lasted five
minutes. Hattie Brown and Mrs. Sophia
Wilson also testified to similar incidents,
and in particular about the oil given by
Pettit just before his wife died.

Lettie Hawthorne was again called and
told how Pettit had gone to Attica when
Mrs. Whitehead had some teeth pulled, and
that he said that his wife did not seem to
care enough for him to come home from
South Bend, yet at the same time he had
written to her to remain longer. _At the
church board meeting after the death of
Mrs, Pettit he said that he had found that
Mrs. Whitehead loved him, and he aloune
was to blame for what had been done, and
that he wanted to mu? 80 as to have a
home for his daughter. Pettit had asked
Alex. Meharry how long he should remain
single before marrying. Mrs. Whitebead
snggested the calling in of another doctor.
The room in which Mrs. Pettit died was so
full of chloroform on Tuesday that a person
could not remain in it very long at a time
