NEW YORK, Oct.24.—Money on call was
firtner, ranging from 3 to 8 per cent., the
last loan being made at 3 per cent., clos-
ing offered at 3 per cent.

The continned ligunidation in Sugar Re-
fineries was again a most disquieting factor
in the stock market to-day, but added to
this were the higher rates for money, the
losses in earnings on the 8t. Paul, and the

dispatech ssserting that the Burlington,
the Rock Island and the St. Paul would

ive the Union Paecitic no more throngn

usiness and would charge the last named
full local rates on all business origizaung
at points on its hue. The weakness in sil-
ver was also s considerable factor, but the
excitement in Sugar Refineries was the
overshadowing element in the movements
of prices. The general expectation was
that the stock would reach lower figures
to-day, and at the opening there was
an uanusnally large crowd waiting to
execute orders and a scene of unusual ex-
citement followed the tap of the gavel
The official opening price was that of last
evening, but sales were made at several dif-
ferent prices at different points in the
crowd, and, as the bulk of the orders were
to sell, the price was soon carried down
from 663 to 641g. A reaction followed the
execution of the early orders, and 6512 was
reached when the professicnal “*bears” took
a hand and forced the price off again, and
a downward movement was not checked
until 613 had been touched. This is a loss
of 1113 per cent. since Wednesday evening
and 15% since Monday. There was what
locked like an organized effort to advance
the stock at the lowest price, however, and
the traders made a rush to cover
their shorts with the  effect of
carrying the stock late in the afternoon
beyond the opening figure of the day rearly
113 per cent. The general list was held
comparatively steady during the forenoon,
but the d tch from Chicago in regard to
the Union Pacific and the grangers was the
signal for a combined attack upon the
stocks of those roads, and material losses
were sustained by all of them. The wigor-
ous rally in Sangar, however, brought the
regular list g with it, especially as
money rates were easier late in the g
and in most of the list the early losses w
about recovered, Union Pacific alone prov-
ing sluggish. The final trading was
larg and & strong” tone prevailed
in all portions of list, the close
being active and strong at about the level
o” the opening figures.

The Decline in Silver.
NEW YORK, Oct. 24.—The Post says:
The :mmediate cause of the decline in the
price of silver, to-day, was the liquidation

of some speculative accounts by people
who bought it over a month ago, and who

expected that the October purchases of
the Treasury wonld cause a recovery to

something like the high prices of August.
The Treasury purchases, however, seemed

to bave no power to control the price. The
bighest price in October was $£1.14%; on the
first day of the month, from which 1t
lmdil{uuod t0 $1.00 on Wednesday, the
22d. Tae continued decline discouraged
the speculators in Londen, and, while they
may not have unloaded much, 1t has de-
terred them from buying more. The de-
mand for India has also fallen oft lately, so
that London has been no supporter to the
ice. The speculative acconnts which
ave been liquidated here to-day were, we
unnderstand, comparatively small, and were
mainly on the Consolidated Stock Ex-
change. The effect on the price, however
was tremendous, considering the smal
amount thrown upon the market.

CHICAGO, Oect. 24.—Free liquidation in
wheat was aga:n under way to-day and re-
sulted in a further decline, the market rul-
ing weak most of the session. The bear in-
terest, having the control, was rather ag-
gressive, and long wheat kept coming out
at each decline. Stop-loss-limit orders were

reached, and the wheat sold on these ma-
terially aided the depression. New York
did some buiing bere, evidently on the
strength of the export buying thers, and
the Northwest bonght a little, probably on
indications of rainy weather up there, but
the demand served only as & temporary
check, and in spite of the export news
orices declined. The opening was about
M4@%c lower than yesterday’s closing,
and prices deelined, with only
slight fluctuations, #@le, December
beiug the weakest. then rallied 5@ %¢c, but
again became weak and sold off 7se, or to
mndespncos. fluctuated slightly and closed
about %@ lc lower than yesterday.
